Greenbelt has a special reason for 
having an unusually large number of 
civic volunteers and activists. It was 
planned that way. When the town 
was first built in 1937 by the Federal 
government aa a model planned 
community, the government had 
long lists of applicationa from which 
to ~hoose prospective residents. 
Re~1d!nts were selected in part on 
the1~ 1_nter~t in and willingness to 
part1c1pate in community affairs. 

And participate they did. The new 
resi~ents organized co-ops to run 
busmesses, provide medical treat­
ll?ent, print a newspaper, and pro­
vide a nursery school education. 
They ~ormed clubs of all kinda. They 
orgamz~ churches. In fact, life got 
so hectic that one year the City 
Council declared a one-week 
moratorium on meetings so that 
families could spend time together. 

As time went on, new residents 
were attracted to and got involved in 
community affairs. The fun of being 
involved in activities has caused 
many a newcomer to decide to stay in 
Greenbelt permanently. Instead of 
moving out, they have moved to 
larger homes in the city-or, in many 
cases, just stayed put. 

This year's Chair of the Out• 
standing Citizen Selection Commit­
tee is such a person. He came to

Greenhelt Teachers Work 
With Rusmn Educators 

Linda Agreen, Chairman of the 
Math Department of Eleanor 
Roosevelt High School (ERHS), and 
Carole Lubetzky, Math-Science 
Specialist at Greenbelt Elementary 
School went to Moscow, Russia for 
one week, May 13 • 20, to continue 
working with Russian educators on 
mathematics education. Agreen and 
Lubetzky were able to work with 
mathematics leaders as well as 
teachers, Form 1 (age 7 yrs.) to Form 
10 (16-17 yrs.) 

They were also able to bring 
graphing calculators and other 
calculators that were donated by 
Texas Instruments Company. These 
materials will make it possible for 
instruction in Russia to make a 
greater connection to technology. 

Greenbelt's Outstanding 
Citizens 

Lubetzky had attended a Russian­
American joint educational 
conference in Moscow in October, 
1994 and had been invited to return 
in May. This strong working 
relationship between the two 
Greenbelt teachers with the Russian 
mathematics education leaders is 
said to be a first for any teachers in 
the United States.

Council Listens to Experts 
Discuss Conflict Resolution

In order to fight violence, communities must strengthen 

themselves. This statement was made by representatives of 
several conflict re~lution groups who appeared before the 
city council at its June 15 worksession. 

The groups appeared at the invitation 
of the Community Relations Advisory 
Board (CRAB), which advised council 
at its April 24 worksession that Green­
beltshould use the help of such groups 
to form its own conflict resolution 
program.CRABcametothisconclusion 
after a 16 month investigation on 
how to resolve conflicts in Greenbelt. 

The three groups which appeared 
before council dealt with different 
aspects of conflict resolution. 

WilliamWelch,Sr.,executivedirector 
of the Prince Georges County Human 
Relations Commission, came to discuss 
the county's Mediation Board. The 
board is a volunteer group which 
mediates disputes. 

The alternatives to Violence Project 
(A VP) concentrates on changing the 
behavior of children and young adults 
who are likely to become criminals. 
As described by its project coordinator, 
Robert J. Waldman of the U.S. 
Department of Health and Human 
services, the A VP was originally set 
up by New York Prisoners working 
withyounginmata Theprisonersused 
techniques for conflict resolution 
developed by the Society of Friends. 
In this state, prisoners at the 
Maryland House of Corrections 

work with youths who are at risk of 
becoming involved with violence. 

Conflict Prevention 
Whereas the Mediation Board and 

the A VP deal with people already in 
conflict, Norwood Security Consultants 
tries to prevent conflict from arising. 
Founder Pamela Norwood described 
how the Columbia firm has developed 
custom-madeprograrnsforsuchorgani­
zations as the Prince Georges County 
School System. The firm tries to tie 
together the efforts of four different 
groups: schools, parents, the "faith 
community," and the community as 
a whole. 

All of the speakers agreed that 
community members must work 
together to fight violence. "A big 
factor behind the increasing incid­
ence of violence is the disintegration 
of community," said Waldman. He 
explained that the goal of his 
program "is to contribute to re­
building or to shoring up com­
munities." 

Welchemphasizedthatcommunities 
must go beyond just handling the 
immediate problems of conflict. He 
urged Greenbelt to "not only deal

To be eligible, an award 
winner must have acceptable levels 
of academic achievement, attendance, 
and responsible behavior. These stu­
dents' efforts may have often been 
previously overlooked because they 
were busy working behind the scenes, 
dedicating themselves to service in 
the classroom, organizations and the 
local community.

fifth grader at Greenbelt Elementary 
school, where he is an exceptional 
student.

Different types of cases arise in 
conflict resolution. In answer to a 
question by councilmember Edward 
V. J. Putens, Welch stated that the 
Mediation Board spends a lot of time 
working with gangs and with people 
involved in neighborhood and domestic 
disputes. He mentioned that "we had 
actually a case where two wives were 
about to (shoot each other) because of 
a dead squirrel." 

Welch said that the Mediation Board 
doesnotgiveadvioe but simply mediates 
these disputes. He emphasized that 
mediation works because people are 
often eager to end the conflict. 

Working with Youths 
The Alternatives to Violence Project, 

on the other hand, works mainly 
with youth leaders, on the theory 
that the leaders will be able to 
change the behavior of others. You 
challenge the leaders, Waldman said, 
to "live by a different code." 

Angela Callahan told of a case in 
which Robert Poole Middle School 
students who were ready "to shoot 
each other" were forced by circum­
stances to deal with one another in 
A VP workshops. She said, 'When 
they came back into school. they 
could no longer differentiate Us and 
Them because they knew each other. ,, 

The speakers offered to help 
Greenbelt set up its own conflict 
resolut.on program. However, Waid man 
emphasized the difficulty of the task. 
"We grow up in a very competitive 
society,'' he said. "So I think(conflict 

why such a program might be neces­
sary. He said that the older prisoners 
at the Maryland Hall of Corrections 
are "petrified at the lack of values" 
in the younger prisoners. No longer, 
it seems, is there honor among thieves: 
"These guys who are coming in now 
have absolutely no respect for them­
selves or others. 

Callahan agreed with Waldman 
thatconflictresolution isdifficult. It takes 
more time than violence, she said, 
"but what it does is save generations 
of horror down the line."
