Down Slightly since 1992

It is not too late for Greenbelt
residents to register to vote for
the upcoming November 5 Presi-
dential general glection. The last
day (o register is. Manday, Octo-
ber 7 by 9 pm. In the city, ehi-
gible volers will be casting votes
for President and Vice President
of the United States; their Repre-
sentative to Congress: from the
5th District, and judgés from the
Tth Judicial Circuit, Court of Spe-
cial Appeals and Court of Ap-
peals, There is no school board
race in the 2nd District, which in-
cludes GreenbelL

be accomplished at the Board of
Supervisors of Elections, 14701
Governor Oden Bowie Drive,
Suite 101, Upper Marlboro from
8 am. o 9 pm. and at the Mo-
tor Vehicle Administration, 50
Old Largo Road, Largo, from
8:30 am. to 4:30 p.m.

Voter registration applications
may be received by mail and are
also available at all post offices,
county libraries and cily of
Greenbelt and other municipnl of
lices,

A registration hotline - 301-
627-2814 - can be reached 24
hours a day, seven days a week.
The hearing impaired may call
TDD 301-627-3352 for a registra-
tion application. The deadline for
elderly or handicapped voters lo
apply for reassignment at an ac-
cessible polling place is 9 pim. on
October 7.

Registration Figures

Robert J. Antonetti, Sr,, Ad-
ministrator for the Board of Su-
pervisors of Elections, told the
News Review that registration in
the county is picking up and get-
ting heavy. “This is normal last-
minute registration for a Presi-
dential year election when there
15 the highest turnout,” he said,
adding that August registration
figures in the county have al-
ready exceeded those of the 1992
Presidential general election (see
chart on page 12).

However, the August figures
show that registration in the
city's 21-3, 21-6, 21-8 and 21-13
precincts have decreased since
1992 by 5%. Precinct 3 voters
will cast ballots at the Commu-
nity Center, precinct 6 at
Greenbell Elementary School,
precinet 8 at Springhill Lake El-
ementary School and precinct 13
at Eleanor Roosevelt High
School.

To qualify to register in the
county, a resident must be a giki-
zen of the United States, 18 on
or before November 5 and a resi-
dent of the county. In addition,
the resident must not be under
guardianship for mental disability
and not have been convicted
more than once of an “infamous
crime” and not “currently under a
septence imposed pursuant (o a
conviction of an infamous
crime.”

Additional Information

A resident’s change of address
should be reported to the Board
of Elections within 30 days of
the change. This request must be
written and signed by the voter.
Registration is permanent as long
as the voter remains a county
resident, keeps a current address
with the Board and does not let
five years go by without voting.

At the time of registration a
citizen may choose to join a po-
litical party. Citizens not register-
ing for a political party are called
independents/declines. They do
not vote in primary elections buot
may cast ballois for non-partisan
school board candidates.

In the state of Maryland, there
have been three political palties:
Democrat, Republican and Liber-
tarian, Currently three additional
parties are registered - Reform,
Natural Law and Taxpayers.

Registered voters who are full
time students attending a college
outside their precinct but within
the county or attending an out-of-
the-county college, or a voter ab-
sent for any reason on election
day, may vote by abserites ballot.
A request for an absentee ballot
to be mailed cannot be acespled
by the election ‘office later than
seven days before the election.
Voted ballots must be received in
the election office no later than 8
p.m. on election day, November 5.

Voters to Decide Variety
Of Policy, Bond Issues

Six state constitutional amend-
ments, four county charter amend-
ments and five county bond issue
proposals are being submitted to
the voters for their approval or
rejection on the November 5 bal-
lot. The greatest interest centers
around a proposal lo repeal
TRIM, the current restriction on
increasing the property tax rate,
and a counter proposal from
TRIM supporters to require elec-
tion referenda to be held on in-
creases 1o a number of taxes lev-
ied or fees charged by the county.

To TRIM or Not

The proponents of repealing
TRIM, led by County Executive
Wayne Curry, who is supported
by a majority of the County
Council, contend that the current
restriction on increasing the tax
rate prevents the county, which
now has a stagnant economy,
from adequately funding neces-
sary services such as education
and public safety. The opponents
contend that there have been sub-
stantial increases in tax revenues
under TRIM, but that elected of-
ficials did not spend those in-
creased monies prudently, say op-

ponents.

The alternative charter amend-
ment petitioned to referendum by
TRIM supporters, would enlarge
the scope of TRIM so that voters
would have to approve any in-
crease in other forms of taxes
and fees. A list of the taxes and
revenues affected by the proposal
has not been made available (o
the public, but is expected to in-
clude income taxes and the real
estate transfer tax.

The two charter amendment
proposals are independent of each
other, and either can be approved
or disapproved regardless of the
onicome of the other,

Other Charter Changes

One of the two other county
charter amendments relates to
holding special elections to fill
vacancies under certain circum-
stances. The other would permit
some positions now under the
meril system Lo become political
appointments and would establish
a procedure for the county execu-
tive or county council to take ad-
ditional positions out of the merit
system.

Bond Referenda

The county bond referenda are

to authorize bond issues for vari-
ous facilities. If approved, $2.8
million would be authorized for
the Community College, $2.3
million for libraries, $12 million
for transportation facilities includ-
ing roads, bridges and mass tran-
sit facilities, and $30 million for
environmental facilities. If the
bonds are authorized and issued,
the county will be obligated to
levy taxes sufficient to pay the
cost of interest on the bonds and
to pay back, over a peripd of
time, the amount borrowed.

Greenbelt’s Social History
Celebrated by New Exhibit

“Images and Voices of
Greenbelt," a new exhibit by the
Friends of the Greenbelt Museum
(FOGM), celebrates the City of
Greenbelt's community spirit and
civic activism. The exhibit opens
Sunday, September 29, in the
Gallery of the Greenbelt Commu-
nity Center, 15 Crescent Road,

The exhibit spans 60 years of
Greenbelt’s history. It contains
photographs, oral histories and
objects that explore the legacy of
Greenbelt’s pioneer families. It
focuses on the contributions made
by individuals in shaping the so-
cial, educational, recreational, po-
litical and family institutions of
the community. An audio portion
of the exhibit furthers the
visitor's understanding of the cul-
tural values which shaped the
town.

The City of Greenbelt was
created by the federal government
in 1937 when the country was
still suffering the effects of the
Great Depression. Greenbelt was
constructed as one of Franklin
Rooseveit’s New Deal programs
to put unemployed people to
work and to build houses for
families living in crowded urban
environments. Greenbell was
also a social experiment. Fami-
lies were approved for residency
in Greenbelt based on their will-
ingness to participate in commu-
nity activities as well as their in-

come, religion, educational back-
ground and other factors. The ex-
hibit focuses on the outcomes of
this social experiment.

Through six decades, commu-
nity involvement has been a
thread linking one generation to
the next. Many issues have gal-
vanized community members,
These have included Congres-
sional discussions on the sale of
the town by the federal govern-
ment in the 1940s, the communist
scare in the 1950s, fair howsing
demonstrations in the 1960s, land
development issues in the 1970s,
and the more recent savings and
loan crisis of the 1980s. In all of
these matters, and many others, a
strong corps of Greenbelters have
been fueled by their cultural and
historical legacy of community
action.

“Images and Voices of
Greenbelt” will continue through
1997 at the Community Center.
Regular hours are 10 am. to 10
p.m., week-days; noon - 10 p.fn.,
week-ends.

The exhibit was made possible

by a grant from the Maryland-

Humanities Council through fund-
ing from the National Endow-
ment for the Humanities. It was
organized by Ann Denkler,
FOGM curator.

But we
could easily recognize all of them as outstanding citizens, With-
out their efforts, the festival cannot go on.

Our thanks as a committee goes out to friends, supporters and
the monetary sponsors who come through for us year after year.
Thanks all, and to the businesses who dispensed reduced price
tickets for the carnival rides.

Then there are the city organizations. The Public Works crew
erccts the festival booths, hangs signs, and helps us through the
weekend by moving tables and chairs, picking up trash (have you
ever seen the festival grounds at midnight?), and running all the
little errands that combine for a long weekend of overtime. Thanks
to the crews! The Recreation Department provides us with vans
for running the shuttle bus service, provides the Community Cen-
ter for the weekend, and this year organized their second Craft
Show! Its staff also ran various games and contests of their own.

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A Review

3 Thumbs Up, 1 Down
For Play at Arts Center

Kinky sex. Schizophrenia.
Secret Loves.  Sin. No, these
aren’t this week's topics on Jerry
Springer. Well, maybe they are,
but that’s neither here nor there.
They are all subjects taken up in
Greenbelt Arts Center’s Evening
of One-Act Plays. Not quite en-
tertainment for your grandkids.

Human foibles and frailties are
the connecting thread which
weaves through each of the four.
People manage to relate to one
another despitel¢heir weaknesses,
but as these piiys show, subse-
quent results aren’t always so
tidy. Relationships are tricky, be-
stowing plentiful opportunities for
using bad judgement. One can
only hope the repercussions aren’t
insurmountable,

The evening opens with the
only real miss, “Bobby Gould in
Hell." This work just didn’t seem
as prepared and cohesive as the
others. As the Interrogator
(devil) and his assistant, Jim
Adams and Gerald E. Matthews,
act up storms, while James Wash-
ington as the sinner who comes
before judgment, seems relatively
unconcerned, considering his pre-
dicament. Washingion's lack of
animation allowssthe other actors
to entirely upstage him. When
Glenna (Stephanie Keenan) has
her tumn onstage, it's hard te be-
lieve that she and Bobby ever
shared intimacy or moreover that
she could intimidate the Interro
gator, both of which are suppos-
edly drue.

While there are some funny
lines, the scene can suddenly turn
tcnse, after all, we're watching a
psychological interrogation. If
you have sensitive ears, whether
to coarse language or booming

voices, don’t take a seat in the

Picture the Gong Show
transposed over a commonplace
meeting between“Strangers, some-
thing almost every new couple
could wuse, This is Kim
Christiansen’s directorial debut,
but it certainly isn't obvious.
“Sure Thing” is a charmer,

Relationship themes cohfihue
into “A Way With Words,” a
more intricate play than the other
offerings. Every year Fred (Scott
Bloom) visits his best friend,
Artie (Dan Young), in New York.
This year, though, Artie has some
surprising news concerning his
marriage $0 Louise (Susan
Bodiker). At his buddy’s insis-
lence, Fred reluctantly meets with
Louise, ultimately learns' more
than he bargains for and must re-
port back his findings. Poor Fred
gets caught in an ethical bind;
how much will he tell?

Each of the frio in “A Way
With Words” gives a fine perfor-
mance. Scott Bloom'’s bio asserts

that after virtuaily twenty years
of community theater, he's man-
aged to speak clearly and not
bump into furniture. He’s done
considerably better than that if
his authentic, intelligent portrayal
of a good man carrying a diffi-
cult secret is fair indication.

Young and Bodiker are no
slouches either, keeping pace with
Bloom in their supporting roles.
Young provides an accurate de-
piction of a down-trodden, love-
lorn man who, wants lo, keep
hope alive, even if it isn't espe-
cially realistic. Susan Bodiker
successfully brings nice emotional
spectrum and believability to
Louise, for if she wasii’t convinc-
ing as an object of great love, the
play wouldn't work.

The evening concludes with
lightweight fare, “Split Before the
Marriage,” staged within the Van
Dorn household where Cassie
(Barbara Lochner) is introducing
her father (Jerry Khatcheressian)
tc her 32nd consecutive boy-
friend, one Rick Monroe played
by Jim Adams.

Khatcheressian takes center
stage as a protective, exasperated
dad who not so eagerly welcomes
yet another of his daughter’s sec-
ond-rate boyfriends. He's quickly
at wit’s end, however, allowing
his comedic talents free reign.
Barbara Lochner’s sad-sack
Cassie suggests an effectively ir-
ritating ditz, who contintously
whines plaintively to enlist her
father's acceptance of question-
able Rick. The play ends on a
rather flat note; don't look for
brilliant concluding insights into
disturbed human psyches here.

An Evening of One Act Plays
wraps at around two and a half
hours. Set changes are very
quick and nondistracting. Two
plays utilize full-room sets,
while the other two enlist mini-
mal props, relying easily on dia-
logue almost exclusively. An
Evening of One-Act Plays has
only two additional perfor-

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Groundbreaking
For Arts Center

The 21st century makes a
sneak preview appearance at 10
a.m. Saturday, Sept. 28, as the
University of Maryland begins
construction on its Maryland
Center for the Performing Arts.
A groundbreaking ceremony fea-
turing music, song and prose will
celebrate the new landmark facil-
ity designed to enhance the edu-
cational mission of the university
and enrich the cultural life of
Maryland’s citizens,

Set to open just as the century
turns, the Maryland Center for
the Performing Arts establishes a
new standard for architectural
creativity, innovative planning
and collaborative effort. Designed
by the internationally acclaimed
architectural firm of Moore
Rubble Yudell, it will be the larg-

.est complex on the university's

campus. It will form a “village"
of performing artists from differ-
ent disciplines, encouraging their
interaction and collaboration.
There will be state-of-the-art
lighting, acoustics and theatrical
design elements and the center
will house a 1200-seat concert
hall, a 300-seat . .recital hall, a
650-seat proscenium theater, a
200-seat dance studio, and a 200-
seat experimental theater. The
center will also contain class-
rooms, laboratories, practice
rooms, teaching studios, a per-
forming arts library, and a restau-

New Child Safety Law
Takes Effect Oct. 1

Beginning Tuesday, October 1,
Maryland law will require that
children younger than age 16
(driving age), in any seating po-
sition in a motor vehicle, be
properly secured in a child safety
seat or the vehicle's seat belt.
Additionally, children younger
than age 16 may not be trans-
ported in the unenclosed bed of a
pickup truck.

The new law also makes it
clear that children must be prop-
erly restrained in a child safety
seat until he or she is both four
years old and at least 40 pounds.

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A Greenbelt Gardener

Autumn has officially arrived
and recently the feeling has
been in the air and the garden
that the growing season for this
year is winding down. The
angle of the sun creeps lower
in the sky, the days are shorter,
and the nights are cooler.
Plants respond to these cues
and so the garden looks differ-
ent. Many plants look spent
and others have reduced their
output, Tomatoes and peppers,
for example, will produce till
the first frost kills them, but
their output has noticeably de-
creased.

A night of 32 degrees or
cooler temperatures will kill the
vast majority of annual plants
outright. Some annuals will
survive and perennials will
come back next year, but that is
the end of most vegetables and
flowers.

Those who wish can prolong
the season a little while by pro-
tecting, harvesting, and /or
propagating plants before the
frost hits. Keep track of the
weather forecasts so you know
when to expect frost. On aver-
age, the first frost in our area is
in mid-October, though an early
frost is possible in late Septem-
ber. Vegetable and flower pro-
duction has decreased notice-
ably, but still you might not
want to lose them all at once to
a frost. So often a frost is fol-
lowed by many days of warm
and sunny weather. Plants can
make it through a light frost if
they are protected,

Surprisingly, even a light
covering will protect a plant.
If frost is-forecast, cover plants
with bed sheels, newspapers,
flower pots, even the recycling
bin. As long as the plants are
completely covered they will
survive. Uncover the next
morning.

If frost is called for, harvest
rather than lose all the remain-
ing crop of vegetables. Even
half size peppers are edible,
though not very tasty. So pick
them, and freeze the small ones
for use in soups and stews,

Tomatoes with even a little
color can be picked and may
ripen up eventually. Rootl veg-
etables, lettuce, and leafy green
vegetables will not be adversely
uffected by early, light frosts.

Sometimes |
will pick a huge bouquet right
before frost - one last color of
the season. Flowering plants
¢anlbe protected from frost and
hanging baskets brought in
overnight, but the best way lo
prolong the flower season is to
plant flowers that are not both-
ered by, light frosts, such as
chrysanthemums, dianthus
(pinks), and pansies. Also, a
vase of coleus cuttings will
provide color for up to several
wecks. Just make sure to re-

move all the leaves below wa-
ter level, have nothing but co-
leus in the vase, and change the

Plan Ahead

Even before a frost is called
for, it is good to plan what
plants to save. Small seedlings
from some flowers, especially
coleus, impatiens, and begonia
can be potted up, brought in-
side, and treated as houseplants.

New plants can also be
started from cuttings from ma-
ture plants. Place a clean jar of
water in a bright spot out of di-
rect sunlight, Cut four to six
inches off the end of the plant
you like. Take off all flowers
and also leaves on the lower
half of the cutting. Place in
the water, do not disturb the
water and within a couple of
weeks a network of roots will
develop. Carefully plant it in a
pot and treat it as a houseplant.

Houseplants

If you have not done so,
bring the houseplants inside for
the winter. Many houseplants
like nights with temperatures at
least 60 degrees and all like it
no colder than 40 degrees. Ex-
amine the plants when you
bring them inside. Get rid of
bugs, debris and dying leaves.
Repot plants that are so pot
bound roots are growing out the
bottom holes. To get rid of
bugs in the soil, immerse in
warm water that covers the soil
for a few minutes.

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My Week on Maryland’s
Eastern Shore

To say that my week on the
Eastern Shore in the middle of
October was unusual is a gross
understatement. | spent the first
day, October 14, in the com-
pany of 5,500 cyclists, the great
majority under age 30, who
participated in the Sea Gull
Century, & 100 mile bike ride
sponsored by ‘the bike club of
Salisbury State University. The
rest of the week, Sunday to Fri-
day, I attended an Elderhostel
by the University of Maryland
Eastern Shore, which was held
at the Carousel Hotel in Ocean
City. All participants were in
their. 60’s and 70's.

The Sea Gull Century (or
Bike Ride)

The Sea Gull Century is
considered one of the best cen-
tury rides in the country. This
ride is more of a happening,
because cyclists take over most
of the back roads between
Salisbury and Assateague Island
during the ride. While the ter-
rain is relatively flat (the only
hill being the bridge 1o
Assateague Island), there are
usually winds to contend with.

To say that this is a happening,

I mean that the ride is non-
competitive, you ride at your
own pace, and the only require-
ment is that you complete the
ride by 6 p.m, Participants
come in all sizes and shapes.
There was also a wide variety
of bicycles, from single speed
clunkers to tandems, as well as
state of the art touring and ‘rac-
ing bikes. I even saw one rider
complete the 100 mile ride on a
high wheeler, or penny farthing.
This is the type of bicycle one
sees in pictures of turn-of-the-
century cyclists, with a large
front wheel and a small rear
wheel.

While a 100 mile bike ride
is a4 challenge, the planners of
this ride ease the burden by
having rest stops almost every
20 miles. At these stops riders
were provided with rest room
facilities, as well as food and
water. At some of the rest stops
they even had entertainment for
those who wished to linger. At
the Assateague Island rest stop,
they took over half of the park-
ing lot at the State Park facility.
Since this was at the 62-mile
mark, and there had been a
head wind for about 15 of the
last miles, most riders stayed a
refatively long time before tack-
ling the last 40 miles back to
Sulisbury, At the end of ride,
the Universily provided shower
facilities, so that the riders
could freshén up before partak-
ing of the buffet dinner (which
most of the cyclists purchased),
that was held in the Uni-
versity's gym.

Elderhostel

On Sunday I drove to Ocean
City to attend the Elderhostel.
When [ got there, I learned that
four Elderhostel programs were
going on that week, two at the
Curousel and one each at the
Fenwick Inn and the Dunes Ho-
tel, Twenty seniors from all
over the country registered for
the program in which I partici-
pated. The program consisted of
three separate courses—aquac-
ulture, first ladies, and coin col-
lecting. There were three ses-
stons for each course, each

about three hours in length.

On Raising Fish

The course on aquaculture
did not deal with raising veg-
etables in a water environment,
as | expected, but on fish farm-
ing, The teacher was a Profes-
sor of Agriculture at UMES.
When he first started research
into fish farming, he had to de-
cide which fish to raise. World-
wide,. carp is the leading fish
raised on fish farms. When he
proposed raising this fish, how-
ever, he met resistance from
environmentalists. They were
concerned about the conse-
quences if this fish got into the
Bay. Because they are prolific
breeders they can become pests,
The next fish he considered
was the striped bass or rock
fish. Since this is the major fish
caught by commercial fisher-
men in the Bay, he felt that he
might get resistance if he tried
to promote rock fish farming.
He finally settled on tilapia as
the ideal fish for fish farms on
the Eastern Shore.

Tilapia is a warm water fish
whose native home is in Africa.
It is a relative of the St. Peters
fish found in the Sea of Gali-
lee. This fish is relatively free
of disease, can exist in water
with low oxygen content, and
can be produced in a variety of
colors, depending on what it is
fed. As for the environmental-
ists” concern, the fish cannot
live in water below 55 degrees,
and the Bay gets below that

temperature in the winter,

Another unique feature of

this fish is that it is a mouth

breeder. This means that after
the eggs are fertilized, the
mother fish scoops the eggs
into her mouth to incubate
them. Even after the eggs
hatch, the fry return to the
mother’s mouth in time of dan-
ger. However, after the fry are
big enough to fend for them-
selves, the mother spits them
out. At this time the fry have to
run and hide, because the
mother, who has not eaten for
quite some time, goes on an
eating binge, including any of
her own fry she can catch.

The next question the profes-
sor had to settle was whether to

raise the fish in ponds or in

tanks. To build ponds he would
have to get a number of per-
mits. In addition there were
problems in raising fish in a

pond, such as monitoring the
health of the fish, and the sta-
tus of the water. In addition,
there is the problem of harvest-
ing the fish when they are
ready for market.

He decided to experiment
using long tanks or runs. Each
run contains about 1,000 gal-
lons of water, which is con-
stantly recirculated. Oxygen is
fed in as needed. It takes about
five months for the fish to ma-
ture to market size, about one
and a half pounds. Each run
can produce about 100 pounds
of fish.

First Ladies

The next course, on first la-
dies, was a presentation of his-
tory by two actors, a husband
and wife playing the roles of
the president and his wife.
Through the use of soliloquy,
the reading or writing of letters,
and conversations between the
president and his wife, one
learns the events of the time,
the problems faced by both and
the actions they took. It was a
very effective way of learning
history. The presidents and first
ladies  presented were:

Coin Collecting

The third course, on coin
collecting, was conducted by
two retired elementary school
principals. They started their
program by giving a history of
the minting of coins in the
United States. They showed
when the terms “In God We
Trust”™ and “E Pluribus Unum”
first appeared on US coins. One
of the instructors gave a slide
show of domestic and foreign
coins that contained pictures of
trees somewhere on the coin.
Although the course did not
stimulate me to become a coin
collector, it was interesting.
Now I can look at coins with
some interest.

As 1 first stated, the week
was unusual. I spent it with
two diverse groups, the younger
providing physical stimulation,
while the other, a group my
own age, provided mental
stimulation.

Green Party State Committee
Holds Meeting in Greenbelt

Twelve Greens from three
counties met in the Greenbelt
Greens room at the Greenbelt Po-
lice Station last Monday night to
plan the write-in campaign for
Ralph Nader, and further organize
the party. The meeting began
with a work bee, where everyone
folded Green brochures and dis-
cussed the logistics of running a
Draft Nader campaign separate
from the work of the Green
Party. Maryland State Chair
David Moore addressed the
group, explaining that since
Ralph Nader has not registered
with the Federal Election Com-
mission, he is limited to a total
expenditure of $5000. Individu-
als can buy ads and support his
campaign if they are doing it as
an “independent effort” that is not
part of the Green Party. “Draft
Nader” committees are being or-
ganized in every state, but not in
every Congressional District.
Nevertheless, if Ralph Nader gets
five percent of the Maryland vote,
this puts the Greens on the ballot
as an official party in 1998, able
to run candidates against other
parties,

Long-time political activist
Bob Auerbach explains write-in
voting as follows: “In Maryland,
every county is different. Mont-
gomery uses punch cards that
you can write on, Prince George's
County uses voting machines, and
Anne Arundel has another sys-
tem. There is a slot over the
President’s column that can slide
up and the voter can write in

“Ralph Nader." One can also
write in a vice presidential candi-
date, but they might not count it.
Only Ralph Nader is an official
write-in candidate for the Green
Party in Maryland. Every polling
place will have a list of the ap-
proved write-in candidates. To
vote for Nader, you have to bring
a pencil to the polling place.
And if you're not tall, you'll have
a hard time reaching the slot to
vote, so bring a stool to stand on,
in case the polling place doesn’t
have one.”

George's Greens will meet with
the Montgomery Greens and the
Greenbelt Greens in the Greenbelt
Police Station on October 28 at
