-GHI Liability Worries Topple Tree

One of the main topics of the
June 21 regular meeting of the
Greenbelt City Council was one
over which council has an inter-
est but no legal authority. Judy
and Jonathan Goldstein requested
council’s assistance in obtaining
a “stay of execution” for an old
tree located near their Greenbelt
Homes, Inc. (GHI) townhouse in
the 56 Court of Crescent Road.
Councilmember Rodney Roberts,
who had added this item to the
agenda, stated that it would be
foolish to remove a healthy tree
when the city is losing trees to
the drought. Although council
did send a letter to GHI request-
ing a delay, the tree was taken
down on June 24. (See separate
story.)

According to City Manager
Michael McLaughlin, experts
consulted by GHI had deter-

mined that the tree was structur-
ally unsound, although healthy.
He said that GHI had been con-
sidering the issue since February.
The tree had split a couple of
years earlier, with a large portion
breaking off. The tree hangs
over some GHI units and there 15
evidence of previous repair work
to the tree including concrete in
the trunk and a supporting rod.
GHI had consulted experts from
the state Department of Natural
Resources and a private company
to explore ways to save the tree
The option identified was to
cable the tree to two trees on city
property. When GHI asked
MecLaughlin about obtaining ap-
proval to do this, McLaughlin
asked for a “hold harmless™ pro-
vision excusing the city from li-
ability for any possible injuries or
property damage arising from this
arrangement. GHI's insurance

company, McLaughlin said, not
only would not issue the re-
quested “hold harmless” provi-
sion, but cautioned GHI that it
would not cover any damage or
injury caused by this “known
hazard”” This uninsured liability
is what moved GHI 1o schedule
removal of the tree, according to
McLaughlin and Councilmember
Alan Tumbull.

Although the exact age of the
tree is unknown, it is definitely
old. Judy Goldstein said that
GHI pointed it out in the 1950s
as the oldest oak tree in Prince
George's County. She presented
a picture taken during Greenbelt's
construction showing the tree,
which was already very large.
Roberts estimated that the tree
was at least 200 years old.

Jonathan Goldstein recalled
that the concrete in the trunk was

I instructed our staff 10 pro-
ceed as planned and to remove
the tree in question on Thurs-
day, June 24. No member of
the Board has disagreed. Quite
honestly, this issue i1s no longer
about saving or destroying a
tree, but about removing a li-
ability.

We would not take this ac-
tion lightly, happily, or quickly,
anywhere in GHI, particularly in

a case when one of our members
has a special attachment to the
tree, as in this case. Mrs.
Goldstein argues that we are
about to remove not just a tree,
but an historic link with the past.
Even granting that (and there is
not universal, or even majority
agreement on the historic impor-
tance) it is our job to ensure that
GHI remains full of the large
shade trees which make the
neighborhood attractive to the
vast majority of our members.
We believe this does not mean
heroic efforts to serve individual
trees, but rather a recognition that
some (rees must be removed
while we also plant the large
shade trees of the future.

I interpret your letter as a
well-intentioned effort to help a
constituent, Mrs. Goldstein,
with a difficult problem. Rec-
ognizing, however, that there is
always one more stone that can
be turned over, | believe we
have examined this issue thor-
oughly and involved Mrs.
Goldstein at many steps along
the way. It is time to move
forward.

Unless you can identify a
way to remove our liability, I
trust you will support our deci-
s10n.

For her humanitarian work
she was invited to join the Sign
Language Club and the Interna-
tional Club, an organization that
works to unite students of differ-
ent nationalities.

When asked which of her ac-
complishments pleased her the
most, she responded with her 3.8
cumulative grade point average
for her four years at ERHS in
the Talented and Gifted Program
and her music.

Turkish Student Visits
Greenbelt on Trip to Area

Three years ago an architec-
tural student far away in Turkey
discovered Greenbelt. Hilal
Ozcan was researching a project
on “garden cities” when she read
about Greenbelt, Maryland. A
“garden city” is a place that has
the advantages of both a city and
a natural setting. Greenbelt was
developed in the 1930s by the
federal government as an attempt
to provide affordable housing in
an urban community surrounded
by green space. Forty years
later, in the 1980s, the Turkish
government began to follow
America’s lead and provide gov-
ernment-supported housing for
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low income people in Ankara,
Turkey's capital.

Although Ozcan had studied
Greenbelt in her mative country,
she had not realized it was so
close to Washington, D.C. While
vacationing in Washington in
early June, she noticed Greenbelt
listed as a Metro stop and her
Virginia host informed her that
this was indeed the same city she
had studied.

Hilal, 26, and her sister Zuhal,
34, immediately made plans to
visit Greenbelt. Soon after they
stepped off the Metro, they were
fortunate to meet a Greenbelt
resident who was gardening.
Janet Parker gave them directions
and offered hospitality.

While growing up in Yalova,
formerly called Istanbul, Hilal
Ozcan became interested in .
planned communities like
Greenbelt because her father was
invalyed in the planning and
construction of public housing
projects.

In her high school, all classes
were taught in German, but when
she attended Middle East Techni-
cal Umiversity, all classes were
taught in English. Upon com-
pleting her degree in architecture,
she chose America over Germany
for graduate school because in
Turkey an American degree is
considered more prestigious.

No Policy?

Are people in Greenbelt aware
that the Community Center has
reserved space for artist studios?
My wife, who is a fiber artist
(with a rather large floor loom),
was very interested in finding out
more about these spaces. Unfortu-
nately, when she inquired at the
Community Center, she found
that there is no set procedure or
criteria for allocation of the stu-
dio space. After attending an Arts
Advisory board meeting, we
found out that the same artists
have been occupying the spaces
since the Community Center was
opened nearly four years ago.

Without going into any kind
of debate on the merit of the
people currently occupying the
space versus those on the waiting
list, I find it very upsetting that
the city does not have a policy in
place from which to base deci-
sions on who and what type of
art activity will occupy these
community spaces. The good
news. is that the Community Cen-
ter staff have submitted a pro-
posal to the city council with
suggestions for such a policy. It
appears that this proposal will
generate considerable debate. It is
likely to be considered during the
July (and possibly August) city
council meetings. I would like to
ask that any artist, or any citizen
concerned about responsible and
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appropriate use of community re-
sources, please plan to attend the
city council and arts advisory
board meetings over the next
month or so. Input from the citi-
zens of Greenbelt will help make
the most of our arts community.

Fireworks Are Fun

But Use Caution

The Fourth of July is
coming...and thousands of chil-
dren will be injured — some per-
manently — by fireworks. Al-
though fireworks are illegal in
Maryland, children should be
taught that fireworks are risky.
The following are tips from Atlan-
tic Mutual Companies and the
National Fire Protection Associa-
tion to help avoid such tragedies.

Fireworks Safety Tips

Children should never touch
fireworks. Instruct children to tell
an adult if they find fireworks.
An adult should notify the police
or fire department for safe dis-
posal.

Adults should always behave
responsibly around fireworks. Be-
cause children copy adult behav-
ior, adults should demonstrate safe
and appropriate use of fire and
fire tools. Fireworks should be
handled only by trained profes-
sionals.

Explain to children the harm
that fireworks can do. Without
frightening them, explain to chil-
dren that fireworks can cause per-
manent injuries: burns, blindness,
damaged hearing and the loss of
fingers or limbs.

Teach children how to leave.
Discuss with children how to tell
friends they don't want to touch
fireworks, or how they will leave a
friend's home if amateurs — includ-
ing adults — are using fireworks.

Give the pros room to work. At
professional fireworks displays,
children and adults should comply
with all safety restrictions and stay
clear of the experts who are han-
dling fireworks.

tional gap regarding countries
such as Russia.

To avoid offending Russian
cultural precepts, Fisher is
studying appropriate Russian
social behavior. She mentions,
for instance, that many Rus-
sians expect women to dress
modestly. Thus. Fisher plans
to pack her suitcase according
to Russian, not U.S., clothing
conventions.

It will not be her first trip
abroad. During the summer of
1998, Fisher participated in a
foreign language exchange with
her high school’s German class.
They traveled to Fulda in Ger-
many. Fisher enjoyed her vaca-
tion, especially the day trip to
Berlin. Aside from the sights,
she mentioned she “loved the
food there. The bread, the
cheese....especially the ice
cream parlors.™

Earlier this year, it was time
for Fisher's exchange student to
come to Greenbelt. Since the
German student has already
planned trips to Washington,
D.C., Baltimore, Annapolis, and
New York, Fisher felt com-
pelled to introduce her guest to
U.S. family and social life,
rather than visiting more sights.

In 1998 she enrolled at Texas
A&M University to study urban
design with a primary interest in
healthcare architecture. She says
she hopes to create neighbor-
hoods that contain hospitals, re-
tirement centers, and healthcare
facilities that are close to nature.

Ozcan chose Texas A&M in
part because there were few
Turkish students there and she
would have the opportunity to
spend more time mixing with
American students. She has
found Texans are quick o say
howdy but cautious in extending
their friendship. She commented
that advertisements for room-
mates in Texas frequently begin
with the word “Baptist” or
“Christian,” which can cause a
Muslim to feel unwelcome.

In Ozcan's view, American
people are self-reliant; Turkish
life is more dependent on rela-
tionships. But she says that dur-
ing the last twenty years times
have begun to change in Turkey,
reflecting the impersonal metro-
politan life of the West.

She expressed frustration at
the waste she sees in the United
States. Americans continuously
leave lights on in their homes and
public buildings when no one is
in the rooms, she said. Amerni-
cans take so much for granted.
However, Ozcan admires the
wonderful American innovation
called the “doggie bag.” In Tur-
key uneaten restaurant food is
thrown away.

In the United States, where in-
expensive food and franchises
abound, she finds lunches and
snacks are not shared with
friends. In Turkey, where every-
thing is expensive and franchises
are only beginning to appear, it is
impolite not to share.

Ozcan views Americans as di-
rect and mechanical, almost like

machines: non-emotional, quick
to interrupt, and on-time. In
comparison Turks are indirect,
emotional, do not interrupt, and
frequently arrive an hour late
when invited out. She says
Americans even plan their leisure
time and play in short bursts,
while in Turkey leisure time is
relaxed and open-ended.

Family ties remain strong in
Turkey. In the United States
when a child grows up, he or she
i1s expected to move out on his
own. Ozcan says that in Turkey
unmarried children are expected
to live at home, even for their
entire lives.

Assisted living homes for the
elderly remain uncommon in Tur-
key, since senior citizens were
traditionally cared for at home.
She expresses sorrow that as-
sisted living homes have now be-
gun to be developed, however.
She also expressed regret over
the wide gap in Turkey between
the rich and poor. The middle
class is very small.

Turkey became a modern na-
tion rather recently. Just 75
years ago Mustafa Kemal Ataturk
established a Turkish democracy.
Its predecessor, the Ottoman Em-
pire, lasted for 600 years before
collapsing after World War L.

Ozcan spoke of the beauty of
her native land with its old his-
toric buildings. Turkey’s govemn-
ment is secular, but its population
is 99 percent Muslim. However,
their life-style is not what most
Americans consider traditionally

Turkish people enjoy a deep
cultural heritage of art, history,
religion, and Turkish classical
music. Their country bridges Eu-
rope and Asia, and their culture
reflects this duality.

When Ozcan completes her
Ph.D, she will return to Turkey to
teach at the university to fulfill
the terms of her scholarship.

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Requiem for Ancient Oak
At 56 Court of Crescent

It was just an ordinary hot summer morning on June 24 when
the huge oak tree was cut down from the 56 Court of Crescent
Road, but as work got under way it felt like maybe someone
should pray or say something official. Should do something, any-
thing other than stand around being one of a bunch of cool ob-
servers acting unmoved. But then one observer, a man, was over-
heard using the word “spiritual” to describe what was about to
happen. He was going 1o witness the end of a massive oak tree
believed to be well over 100 years old which had been long and
dearly loved by those it sheltered. Experts said the tree had be-
come dangerous,

Before long, it felt like some kind of slow requiem ballet, with
the two brothers of Hall's Tree Service, their two helpers and the
majestic tree itself being the partners. Burly, perspiring Jim Hall,
sturdy-looking as the oak, clung confidently to the tree’s gray,
rough bark as he worked some 60 feet up, shoe cleats dug in, a
thick leather belt anchoring him to a fat tree limb. With dead-
eye aim, he would toss a thick rope around another part of the
tree to control the coming fall of a limb. Then he would take big
saw in hand and start cutting.

On the ground far below stood Jim's brother, Joe Hall, thinner
and possibly older. Head upturned, he would manipulate the other
end of Yim's ropes. After the whine-whine of the saw there was
a menacing whoosh! And out would swing—crazily for just a
second—another gigantic, bushy-leafed limb, which in its cradle
of ropes Joe would then slowly lower to the ground. Two help-
ers moved in fast to dispose of the huge branches, chopping them
into chunks and loading the chunks into a pickup truck. As work
progressed, the area was kept neat,

On and on it went in the morning stillness, this slow choreog-
raphy for the end of a giant. Climb higher. Reconnoiter, repo-
sition, lift hat, mop face, toss rope or ropes. Pick up saw.
Whine-whine of the saw for a bit, and then the powerful whoosh!
as another limb fell and bounced before being lowered gently to
the ground by Joe the ropemeister.

Voices were never raised. The brothers Hall were always in
motion but never hurried. As it should have been, so it was at
the end: the oak was a major star, partnered by respectful men
with skillful hands before an appreciative audience stunned into
speaking softly if at all by the glory of nature’s green and brown
and gray immensity,

the result of the tree being hit by
lightning in the early 1950s. The
government reinforced the trunk with
“beautiful tortoise shell brickwork™
and installed a supporting rod to hold
up the damaged limb, which has
since fallen off. He said that by ca-
bling the two city trees, which lean
away from the tree in his yard, to his
tree all three would be strengthened.

Judy Goldstein argued that given
the tree’s enormous base and strong
ool structure, it is unlikely that the
base would break. She asked coun-
cil to consider this as an historical
1Ssue.

Neighbor Concerned

John Leslie, whose mother is one
of the Goldsteins" neighbors in 56
Court, said that the tree threatens his
mother’s house. He disputed
Jonathan Goldstein’s contention that
the tree could not fall on the Leshe
house given the way that it leans.
Leslie did not believe this was cer-
tain, and even if it were, he feared
that there could still be structural
damage to the entire row of homes if
the Goldsteins” house were struck, If
the trees were cabled together, he
said, considerable damage could oc-
cur to anyone or anything nearby if
a cable were to snap. Roberts noted
that the cables would not be under
tension; they are designed not to sup-
port the tree but to guide the top sec-
tion away from the houses should it
break off.

Leslie asked the councilmembers
to consider the issue from a public
safety perspective. He also noted
that doing additional studies would
take time and that no one knows
when a severe storm may come
through that could push the tree over.

cussing possible sources of expertise
and a desire to save the tree.
Councilmember Edward Putens sug-
gested that the city take an advisory
role. McLaughlin, however, urged
that the city limit itself to providing
suggestions to GHI. He expressed his
belief that GHI was trying to save the
tree, but that they appear to have ex-
hausted their options. He also noted
that the city has no technical expertise
regarding which approaches might
work. He was also concemed about
setting a precedent for city assistance
with trees on private property. “This
IS a tree in a community of trees,” he
said.

Mayor Judith Davis wanted to ask
GHI for assurances that the tree
would not be taken down while addi-
tional options were considered. Rob-
erts said that the city trees would ben-
efit from the cabling more than the
larger GHI tree would. In addition,
he argued that any tree can fall down
at any time, as evidenced, he said,
by the recent incident in the lake
park where an apparently healthy
limb from an apparently healthy
tree fell and struck a jogger. He
said that people were panicking
over the hability issue. He moved
that the city send a letter to GHI
encouraging them to delay destruc-
tion of the tree and to look for
other solutions.

No Role

Turnbull questioned what the
city was really offering GHI, which
had already consulted many ex-
perts. Several possible solutions
have been identified, but that's not
the problem, he said. The problem
is the liability issue. Short of the
city taking over responsibility for
the tree, he did not see where the
city really had a role to play.

Roberts’ motion was unani-
mously approved. The city’s letter

President Keith Jahoda on June 22.
The next day, Jahoda replied with
a letter stating that he, with con-
