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Schools Open Monday August 28
For 135,000 County Students

Prince George’s County public
schools will open Monday, Au-
gust 28 for the 2000-2001 school
year. Approximately 135,000
students are expected to attend
public schools in the county this
vear, making Prince George's
County the fifth largest school
district in the United States.
More than 97.000 of these stu-
dents are transported daily 1o
more than 200 schools. Over the
summer again this year the
county has sought to hire more
than 1.000 new teachers, empha-
sizing the hiring of as many cer-
tified teachers as feasible. New
this year is mandatory fuli-day
kindergarten at all elementary
schools in the county

Several new schools are open-
ing this fall including Charles
Herbert Flowers High School in
Springdale (Lanham) and the
new Northwestern High School
in Hyatsville, replacing the older
building. Several new elemen-
tary schools have been built n
other parts of the county.

Although there were indica-
uons a year ago that areduction
in busimg for integration would
take place in some schools this
year; no major shifts of students
either into or out of Greenbelt
aréa schools are expected this
fall.

There has been information in
the press regarding the realloca-

tion of certain types of discre-
tionary funds at each school.
This reallocation has resulted in
losses, some significant, for all
schools in the Greenbelt area
with the exception of Greenbelt
Middle School and Springhill
Lake Elementary School, which
will receive an increase in fund-
ing. These budget cuts occurred
within a few weeks of the open-
g of school leading legislators,
parents and others to seek relief
from the cuts. It appears that
some schools hit hardest, mclud-
ing Magnolia Elemeniary and
Greenbelt Elementary may re-
ceive some relief from these cuts
if the rargeted funds were allo-
cated for hiring an additional
classroom  teacher.
Lunch Prices

Lunch and breakfuast prices re-
mained stable for the last two
years. Elementary school
children’s lunch will be $1.75;
reduced-price lunch will be 40
cents. Lunch for middle and
high schoolers will be $1.85; re-
duced-price lunch 40 cents.
Adult lunch will be $2.50. ex-
cludipg a beverage. Breakfast in
clementary schools will be $1.10;
reduced-price breakfast 30 cents.
Middle and high school breakfast
will be $1.25; reduced-price
breakfast 30 cenis. Adult break-
fast will be $1.50. Milk prices
will stay the same at 40 cents.

Children will bring home in-

formation about free or reduced
cost meals soon after the first day
of school. Small families earmning
no more than approximately
$14,000 to $21.000 can be eli-
gible for a free meal or reduced
price meal. Larger families can
earn substantially more and still
be eligible. Parents who think
they qualify for this program may
contact their child's school for
the application forms if the child
does not bring a form home.
Certain households receiving food
stamps or Temporary Cash Assis-
tance (TCA) will receive a letter
at the start of the school year
stating that their children have
been directly certified to receive
free school meals. This letter
will also state that these house-
holds should not complete & form

“Teaching requires a lot of time,”
Novick says, and balance is
needed.

Both teachers feel that volun-
teers of all kinds help to extend
learning in their classrooms and
can do many things teachers may
not have time to do.

Sturgill will be teaching math
and spelling to the sixth grade
classes. In high school her favor-
ite class was geometry which was
like solving a puzzle, she says.
She will always credit her geom-
etry teacher, Mrs. Turner, with
changing her life. When Mrs.
Turner found out Sturgill was not
planning to go o college she said
that was too bad because she
would make 2 great math teacher.
Later Sturgill left for college in
South Carolina and earned a de-
gree in elementary education.
She began teaching in Prince
George’s County in 1977, having
taught 4 1/2 years in Virginia be-
fore that. Although she taught
self-contained classes, she en-
Joyed math the most. When
Principal Carolyn Goff started

departmental classes Sturgill be-

came a math teacher. teaching
math to all the sixth grade
classes.

Math can be challenging, in-
teresting and fun, Sturgill asserts,
Sometimes children come in with
the notion they can't do it. She

tries to stimulate her students by
showing them that some new
concept is building on what they
already know. For example when
starting out to learn fractions, she
points out that they must know
multiplication facts in order to do
fractions. They learn that it is
really not new but is putting what
they already know into a different
form. She wants them to know
math is precise, needs practice
and hard work, but is also fun,
Sturgill has a curriculum that
she must teach, looking ahead to-
ward Maryland Functional Test
and Comprehensive Test of Basi¢
Skills (CTBS) tests in the spring.
There are always some children
who cannot keep up because
somewhere along the way, they
haven't learned or understood
some needed concepts. They

Resurface of Pool Bottom
Source of Council Tension

Although the amount was
small and the final vote unani-
mous, lingering tension among
members of the Greenbelt City
Council was evident at the Au-
gust 14 regular meeting during
discussion of a resolution grant-
ing a no-bid contract for resurfac-
ing the indoor pool. Council also
received a petition from pool us-
ers asking that higher water and
air temperatures be maintained in
the facility.
Pool Resurfacing
City staff had negotiated a
purchase agreement for $20,500
for Wilcoxon Construction to re-
surface the concrete base of the
indoor pool. According to budget
documents, this work should be
done every seven years but has
not been done since the pool
opened in 1991. Council must
approve in two separate readings,
any contract of this size thar is
not awurded through a competi-
tive bidding process. Council
rules. however, allow council 1o
suspend the rules and hold both
voles in a single meeting.
Councilmember Alan Turnbull
voted against the suspension of
the rules, which passed on a 4-1
vote, at the same time making
clear that he would likely vote
for final passage. However, he
said he had “some trouble” with

using the no-bid and suspension
of the rules procedures in this
case. The resurfacing project
was in the original capital budget
approved by council in June and,
Turnbull said, was not a matter
of contention at any time. He
said that staff should have
pointed out to council the dead-
lines on this project.

As has been its practice over
the last few years, council adopts
the capital projects budget along
with the operating budget. Then
after the crunch of the normal
budget review has passed, coun-
cil has a worksession to revise,
add or delete projects and set pri-
orities. Then 1t passes an ordi-
nance adopting those changes.
The worksession was held this
vear on July 5, Council intro-
duced the amended budget at the
July 10 regular meeting and
adopted it earlier in the August
14 meetng, after a public hearing
to which nobody came.

City Manager Michael
McLaughlin called Turnbuli's
question, “Fair enough.” The
problem. he satd was that until
the first reading of the capital
budget, staff cannot be sure that
any given project will “make the
cut.” With council meeting only
once a month during the sum-

mer, this did not allow time for

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competitive bids on this project.
The work is to be done while
the pool is closed for mainte-
nance the week of August 21,
He said he would have to dis-
cuss alternative approaches with
his staff. He noted that few
projects involve timing problems
such as this.

Councilmember Thomas
White had a different perspec-
tive. He said it was council, not
staff, that had created the situa-
tion by not setting its priorities
until July. Since the pool only
closes one week per year, the
timing problem was “pretty obvi-
ous.”

Mayor Judith Davis suggested
that Turnbull should remind
council next spring that it needs
to have a “more timely
worksession™ on capital projects.
Turnbull acknowledged that “that
is one way we could deal with
it, but there are other ways as
well."”

Although Turnbull had al-
ready made clear his intention to
vote for the project, White sug-
gested that “if there is such a
disdain for suspension of the
rules,” council could delay the
project until next August.
Turnbull replied, “Excuse me,
but you know this is not what I
was suggesting.”

The no-bid contract was then
approved unanimously.

Pool Temperatures

Ada Parker Strobell presented
a petition to council signed by
35 participants in the Aquatics
and Fitness Center's “Arthritis
Aquatics” and “Deep Water Ar-
thritis Exercise” classes. The pe-
titioners are requesting that the
indoor pool water temperature be
maintained at or above 85 de-
grees and that the air tempera-
ture be set five degrees above
that.

Strobell said that the Arthritis
Foundation recommends pool
temperatures of 83 - B8 degrees
in order to facilitate muscle re-
laxation. The participants are
aware that the pool staff must
balance the needs of many users,
and Strobell said the participants
could accept a compromise of 83
degrees, with an air temperature
of 88.

McLaughlin said that the city
tries L0 maintain a temperature of
83 but has had difficulty doing
s0 due to mechanical and other
problems. The petition was re-
ferred to staff and the Parks and
Recreation Advisory Board for
comment.

Committee Reports

Several committee reports
were accepted by council:

_The Recycling and Environ-
ment Advisory Committee rec-
ommended that all city residents
be required to contract, either in-
dividually or through their coop-
erative or homeowners associa-
tion, for refuse collection. Any
head of housghold who could not
produce such evidence would be
subject to a fine if the
committee’s recommendation is
implemented by council.

The Community Relations
Advisory Board recommended
against the request by the
Greenbelt East Advisory Coali-
tion that the city allow the place-
ment of brass memorial plaques
on the brick pavers at Schrom
Hills Park.

Newspaper Vending Boxes

Council expressed concern
about the proliferation of news-
paper and advertising boxes on
city streets, Many of the adver-

Dump Out Water
To Control Mosquitos

Greenbelt residents have been
complaining about mosguitos and
asking the city to spray. The
state is applying insecticide to kill
mosquito larvae in bodies of
standing water in the city about
every two weeks, Spraying is
not being done by the state in
Prince George's County because
there is opposition 1o spraying.
The mosquito count for spraying
is. very high and this area does
not qualify; spraying is not as ef-
fective on the Asian tiger mos-
quito, which is causing much of
the problem.

“This mosquito will not be
controlled by insecticides," saying
Maryland Department of Agricul-
ture Mosquito Control Chief
Cyrus Lesser. “The only effec-
tive method of attacking it is
dumping out standing water from
small containers in everyone’s
yard.” He recommends the entire
neighborhood working together to
make sure every container, no
matter how small, is dumped out
after every rain storm. A new
swarm of adults will emerge each
day as long as containers such as
flower pots, cans, and bird baths
are not frequently emptied of wa-
ler.

The tiger mosquito is active
from morning until night. It will
remain active as long as tempera-
tures stay above 60 degrees and
rain continues to fall every ten
days.

Make the Bus Ride to School Safe

School buses are ridden by
about 25 million students. Al-
though this is one of the safest
ways to travel to and from school,
injuries do occur. Many injuries
happen when children are board-
ing or exiting the bus. A blind
spot extends 10 feet around the
bus, obstructing the driver’s view.
Children are not aware of this
danger zone and might mistakenly
believe that if they can see the
bus, the bus driver can see them.
The National SAFE KIDS Cam-
paign offers important tips for
school bus safety
Waiting for the Bus
_ A child’s behavior at the bus
slop 15 a very important aspect of
school bus safety. Children
should follow these safety tips
while waiting for the bus:

Arrive at the stop at least five
minutes before the bus is sched-
uled to arnive.

Stay out of the street and avoid
horseplay.

Always wait for parents on the
same side of the street as the
school bus loading/unloading
ZOone.

On the Bus

While on the bus, each child
should observe these safety rules:

Remain seated at all times and
keep the asles clear

Do not throw objects

Do not shout or distract the
driver unnecessarily.

Keep head and arms inside the
bus at all tmes.

Boarding and Leaving the Bus

When boarding or leaving the
bus, the children should always do
the following things:

Wait until the bus comes to a
complete stop before exiting.

Walk in a single file line,

Use the handrail to avoid falls.

Be aware of the driver’s blind
spot (10 feet in front of the bus)
when walking away from the bus.
Do not bend over to pick up
dropped items. Instead, children
should notify the driver and ask for
help.

Cross the street at least 10 feet
in front of the bus.

Remaove loose drawstrings or ties
on jackets and sweatshirts and re-
place with Velcro, snaps or buttons.
Loose drawstrings or book bags can
snag on bus handrails putting chil-
dren in danger of being strangled or
dragged by the bus,

If parents are concerned that a
bus stop is in a dangerous place,
they should talk with school offi-
cials to change the location.

How to raise- money, the issue
that first brought the members
of the group together, was still
the major topic when the
Friends of the Greenbelt Theatre
(FOGT) met on August 8. Over
30 people attended.

President Kevin Denney, who
also serves as treasurer, reported
that the theater made a profit of
about $7,000. Being in the
black, however, does not mean
that Paul Sanchez, who was un-
able to attend the meeting, will
definitely keep it open. Since
the theater is privately owned,
the decision is up to owner
Sanchez, Denny reported. (The
News Review was not able to
reach him directly for this
story.)

Fund Raising Ideas

FOGT members discussed the
usefulness of film festivals as a
means of raising money. Ac-
cording to Denney, only two of
the previous festivals were lu-
crative, the Alfred Hitchcock
and the Indiana Jones festivals.
Others, such as the Stanley
Kubrick and the Orson Welles
festivals, “tanked.” he said.

Many discussed whether to
have a booth at the Labor Day
festival, especially after Mayor
Judith Davis announced that this
year's tables will be set up in
the mall, not the parking lot.
Denney wanted a table directly
in front of the theater to adver-
tise membership and upcoming
festivals, Jorge Bernardo men-
tioned that the upcoming Christ-
mas season will be filled with
festivals and events and that this
should be advertised starting
with the Labor Day Festival.

that Sanchez had already done
this.

Nicole DeWald, arts coordi-
nator for the Community Center,
mentioned that she wants to put
together a “Master Calendar for
the Arts in Greenbelt” — a
small guide distributed in public
libraries throughout the county
and Washington region — in or-
der to attract non-Greenbelters
to the theater and to other arts
programs and events.

Larry Hilliard mentioned his
project, “First Friday Movie
Club.” With Sanchez’s support,
Hilliard plans, as he previously
has done several times, to show
movies to elementary and
middle schoolers who are off
during the afternoon on every
first Friday of the month.
There are still volunteer oppor-
tunities for parents with connec-
tions to local (public or private)
schoaols.

Further ideas to help the the-
ater raise money included co-
marketing with other businesses,
such as the New Deal Cafe.
For instance, a theater ticket
might include a complimentary
cup of coffee. Members also
discussed whether it was fea-
sible to post free advertise-
ments, such as in the Greenbelt
News Review or papers distrib-
uted by the public library.

Other people talked about en-
larging FOGT's email list (par-
ticularly outside the Greenbelt
area) and improving their
website, which 15
www.pgtheatres.com/.

Several members agreed that
even though previous sugges-
tions were noteworthy, a “low
tech”™ approach (word of mouth)
is the best way to get people to
come to the Greenbelt Theatre.

Non-Profit Organization

During the meeting, the
president of the Greenbelt Asso-
ciation of the Visual Arts
(GAVA), Barbara Simon, re-
ported on the advantages and
steps to becoming a non-profit

organization. Simon mentioned
that there are three main advan-
tages: the availability of funds,
public relations, and informa-
tion on resources.

She elaborated on how to get
approved by the IRS. Most
Friends agreed that the possibil-
ity of up-front money to finance
festivals and joint ventures with
other non-profit organizations
sounded enticing. Carruthers,
Virginia Moryadas, and Yvette
King volunteered to look into
becoming a non-profit organiza-
tion.

Members agreed to approach
Sanchez with this idea. Robert
Haupt, the theater’s projection-
ist, who represented Sanchez at
the meeting, said that he be-
lieves Sanchez is in favor of his
theater's becoming a non-profit
organization.

Members’ Concerns

“People need to be able to
enter the theater earlier 1o get

food and drink with plenty of

time to get into their seats be-
fore the movie starts,” said
Eileen Peterson. She further
suggested that the marquee be
lit earlier to alert customers that
they can now enter the movie
theater. Several members
agreed with her, mentioning that
there are indeed some negative
aspects to the theater's “laid-
back atmosphere.”

Members further spoke about
the complaint that the theater
does not provide adequate park-
ing. Jones said that many
people do not know about the
additional parking by the post
office, the Co-op, behind the
public library next to the Com-
munity Center, as well as plenty
of on-street parki

Many
FOGT’s email announcements,
Jones and Denney acknowl-
edged that even though it would
be great to let people know
which movies will be showing
at the Greenbelt Theatre several
weeks ahead of tume, this is not
always possible because of cer-
tain requirements of movie dis-
tributors.

The next FOGT meeting is
scheduled for September 19 at 7:30
p-m. in the Community Center.

need one on one help in order to
catch up. Volunteers would be a
valuable asset here, she confirms.

People don’t need a math de-
gree to help, she says. Sometimes
children come in with the idea
they can’t do math. She asks that
if a parent wasn’t good at math to
please “keep it a secret.” It is so
necessary to convince children
they can despite the can't attitude.
It takes practice, self discipline
sticking at it and studying it. Vol-
unteers can help the children one
on one by helping them to evalu-
ate their work so they can see
what they did wrong and go on
from there. As the children im-
prove, they gain confidence in
themselves and many times their
behayior improves.

Volunteers can also help with
basics and vocabulary. What is
arithmetic? What does perimeter
mean? Children need to know ba-
sic things such as that regrouping
and borrowing are the same thing
but different words.

Making a learning or challeng-
ing center (which comes with di-
rections) takes about an hour to
put together. Volunteers could do
this.

One of the best tools is the
omputer.  Children can do math

rills on the computers. It doesn’t

uire planning by the volunteer;
e program is already loaded into
e computer. However, a volun-

needs to be there to answer
uestions, o encourage students
and sometimes to give the drills a
ifferent form by asking the chil-
ren to put on paper what they
ave been ‘doing on the computer.
The computer is used to reinforce
ioncepts or strategies being taught
in the classroom.

One method that Sturgill uses
with her swdents is a multiplica-
tion drill. She scatters multiplica-

tion facts on a paper. The chil-
dren are given five minutes to do
100 problems. Those who get
100 correct, must do them in four
minutes the next time, then three,
etc. The children love the chal-
lenge and it is healthy competi-
tion. This project requires a huge
amount of grading and time. Al-
though Sturgill does all of her
own grading, volunteers would be
welcome to grade just these drills,

Sturgill considers it a compli-
ment when children protest that
their math class is the shortest
class. She knows it seems that
way to them because they are en-
joying and learning math.

Beth Novick

Novick also credits a teacher
with leading her toward ‘teaching.
Her father was in the Navy and
she attended eight different schools
in grades K through 12. In sixth
grade she attended Cape St. Clair
School in Annapolis. When her
teacher realized she was finishing
her work before the others, he per-
mitted her to tutor first graders in
reading. When asked to write an
essay about what she wanted to be
when she grew up, she wrote
about being a teacher.

Much later ‘when she had a
family, she became certified in
early childhood education by
Princé George's Community Col-
lege. When she started working
in Center School's After School
Program (ASP) she realized she
liked working with older children.
She transferred to Bowie State
University, meanwhile continuing
in the ASP. Afier graduating from
Bowie she taught three years in
the county, then volunteered to
teach math at the Friends School
in College Park and was a volun-
teer in language arts and remedial
reading at Newport School in
Kensington. She also volunteered
at Sandy Springs Friends School
in the admissions department.

While Novick was working in
their family business, the Mobil
gas station, the Fuels for Schools
program was started. Greenbelt
Elementary and St. Hugh's schools
share the proceeds of a penny a
gallon on Wednesdays.

When she called to volunteer at
Greenbelt Elementary and discov-
ered they needed a fifth grade
teacher, she took the job., This
year Novick will be teaching 5th
grade reading and language arts.

Volunteers, she emphasizes, are
needed to listen to children read
one on one. This is an especially
necessary part of her program.

One of Novick’s teaching ac-
tivities is her p-q-p program
(praise, questions, polish). This is
part of the writing process, steps
toward writing a final draft.

The first step in the process is
generating ideas which may come
from reading, class discussions,
individual thinking, etc. That is
followed by brainstorming, choos-
ing 'a topic and writing a rough
draft. Once this written form (es-
say, report, story) is done, they go

back to the rough draft.

P-g-p is used for revision. First
the children read their drafts to
their partners, who praise the part
they liked. Then comes the ques-
tioning which may help the writer
to elaborate, add details or elimi-
nate parts that are unnecessary so
that the story becomes more inter-
esting, Polishing, or editing, using
caret, cut and paste, comes next.
Here help may be needed from
many sources, a dictionary, peer,
or, of course, a volunteer.

After completing the use of
tools, a final draft is ready for pre-
sentation or publication.

All of this is a challenge which
demands a high level of thinking
skills from the child. They may
need the support of an adult volun-
teer who is present and can answer
questions immediately so they can
move on in their process.

When using a computer at the
stage of gathering ideas and infor-
mation, students use the Internet
for research, as a safety net, the
research area is framed by using a
Web Quest (WQ) where a teacher
or volunteer has located topic re-
lated web sites for students to use,
then placed those hyperlinks (trans-
fers) on to the WQ page so that
the child can independently do re-
search at these related sites (like a
bibliography). Volunteers are
needed because an adult needs to
be with them (five children at a
time). Both fifth and sixth grade
classes need volunteers for this.

The sixth grade classes are
studying Canada and web sites
(WQ links) need to be found about
Canada so the children can do re-
search,

Volunteer Opportunities

There are many ways volunteers
can help the fifth and sixth grade
students and teachers. Some such
as one on one reading and math
take a certain block of time and
commitment. Many take less time
and some are one-time needs.

for free meals this year.
Safety

Safety measures are in place
both at the schools and on the
buses. The school system em-
ploys more than 50 investiga-
tors/counselors, field operations
supervisors and security assis-
tants.

Registration

State law requires school at-
tendance for every child be-
tween the ages of five and 16.
All children in the state of
Maryland will be required to
attend kindergarten or an alter-
native program. A law was
passed six years ago that low-
ered the age of compulsory
school attendance to five years
of age and affecting all children
who are five by December 31.
It requires that children attend
kindergarten before entering
first grade. This year, county
students will attend a full-day
kindergarten.

The law permits some ex-
emptions. Five-year-olds may
be enrolled in a childcare cen-
ter or Head Start program or
home schooling. When appro-
priate, a child may be granted a
one-year level-of-maturity
waiver.

Children cannot be enrolled
in first grade unless they have
completed kindergarten or an
alternative program. A par-
ent or guardian of a child who
attended an alternative program
must register the child for first
grade prior to the opening of
school of the school year in
which the child becomes six
years. old and must provide
documentation showing proof
pf attendance in the alternate
selting. Documentation in-
¢ludes the date the child was
enrolled and the number of
days the child was absent.

A six-year-old child who
moves into Maryland who has
not had a kindergarten exper:-
ence may be enrolled in kinder-
garten or first grade. The local
school system will determine
the appropridate grade place-
ment.

Newcomers to the school
system should bring their
child’s birth certificate, proof of
residence in Prince George's
County (deed, rental contract,
elc.), record of immunization
and the child’s last report card
if entering first grade or above.

High school students need to
have a 2.0 or better grade point
average in order 1o-participate
n \:.\Ira—currlcular spurl:\ Or ac-
tivities; averages will be com-
puted each quarter

Expulsion Policy

Strict standards will continue
to be upheld for drug, alcohol
and weapons abuse (including

knives). Students need to be
aware that no weapons may be
brought to school at any tme
and that expulsion will result

should this rule be broken. Ac-
cording to.the Code of Student
Conduct, students will be ex-
pelled for the first offense,

For incidents involving drugs
or alcohol, the students will be
expelled for the first offense in-
volving distribution and the
second offense involving pos-
session. Most of these students
will not be eligible for readmis-
sion to the Prince George's
County school system. Stu-
dents who are readmitted must
remain expelled for at least the
remainder of the semester in
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which the incident occurred
and the following full semester.
They must also present docu-
mentation of satisfactory par-
ticipation in an alcohol/drug
treatment program. Should a
child bring a loaded weapon to
school, the parent will be pros-
ecuted under state law.
Policy on Medication

Students are permitted to
take prescription and non-pre-
scription medications during
the school day only when it is
deemed absolutely necessary
and only under the supervision
of school system personnel.
One of three forms must be on
file for each individual situa-
tion: a physician’s medication
authorization for prescription
and nonprescription medication
form PS-51; a parent/guardian’s
and physician’s medication au-
thorization for emergency
medication (epipen) for man-
agement of acute allergic reac-
tion form PS-51-EPIPEN; and/
or a physician’s authorization
for medication by inhaler/me-
chanical device form PS-51/
INH. Forms are available at
all schools,

Parents are asked to inform
the school principal, health ser-
vices staff and the classroom
teacher of any known allergy
or serious health problem their
children may have. Every ef-
fort will be made to protect all
students from injury and to
provide a healthful environ-
ment.

Students will be transported
by ambulance to the nearest
medical facility should he/she
require emergency treatment
that cannot be provided at the
school site. Parents will be
notified as soon as possible.

Dress Code

A dress code for students is
in effect. The goal is not to
embarrass children but to en-
courage them to come to
school dressed in good tasle,
(See box)

WEB site

The Prince George’s County
School system has an elaborate
web site containing general in-
formation about the school sys-
tem as well as detailed informa-
tion on policy issues, future
plans, school board meetings
and agendas, and information
about individual schools in the
system. Each school in the
Greenbelt area has a brief
website describing its goals and
programs.
