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Council Proclaims October
As Peace Month in the City

The City of Green-
belt declared October
2003 to be Peace
Month and issued a
proclamation at the
September 30 city coun-
cil meeting encouraging al citi-
zens to participate in activities
and events to promote peace and
nonviolence. This year the city
will join with other groups such
as the Eleanor Roosevelt High
School Character Education Pro-
gram, the Prince George's Peace
and Justice Coadlition and others
to conduct activities that pro-
mote peace.

Also at the council meeting,
Major Judith Davis read a procla-
mation making October 4 to 11
Eleanor Roosevelt Week. She wel-
comed Sametta Bangura, Brogan
Marshall and Nathaniel Carrera,

students from Eleanor

Roosevelt High School

and faculty member Bar-

bara Luther, who spoke

about the contributions

and legacy of Eleanor
Roosevelt and the activities taking
place at the school during Eleanor
Roosevelt Week. The proclama-
tion noted that the school was rec-
ognized as a 2002 National School
of Character, one of only nine in
the country. The students said
that Eleanor Roosevelt had been a
fine example in their efforts “to
live with character in the pursuit
of excellence” which has become
known as “The Roosevelt Way.”
The school will hold its Roosevelt
Week program at the school on
Tuesday, October 7 a 7 p.m. fea
turing music and a noted guest

Spesker.

Springhill Lake Could Be
Torn Down and Replaced

After meeting with two repre-
sentatives of AIMCO, owners of
Springhill Lake, on July 23, Plan-
ning and Community Develop-
ment Director Celia Craze in-
formed City Manager Michael
McLaughlin and the city council
that the owners of the Springhill
Lake apartment complex are seri-
ously interested in undertaking
dramatic changes to the property.
Craze said that Patti Schwayder
and David Douglas of AIMCO
advised her that the firm of
Duany Plater-Zybeck and Co.
(DPZ) has been retained to de-
velop concepts for the property.
Craze considers DPZ to be the
preeminent international expert in
New Urbanism development. The
dramatic change under consider-
ation could even include com-
plete demolition and replacement
of the nearly 3,000 apartment
units. DPZ’s “involvement in this
project must be viewed as a sig-
nificant philosophical commit-
ment on the part of AIMCO to
pursue high quality redevelop-
ment of the property,” Craze said.

Exactly what will be done and
when it will be done are unknown

at this time, Craze said. There
are no plans, as yet. She did re-
port that AIMCO would be look-
ing at buildings up to four stories
in height. They would be prima-
rily rental as AIMCO is an apart-
ment management company. The
apartments would be priced for a
variety of housing markets.
AIMCO dso is interested in in-
creasing the number of dwelling
units located there and develop-
ing a “Main street” element in
the plan in order to provide a
neighborhood scale and retail ser-
vices, Craze reported.

City planning staff urged
AIMCO to consider a number of
issues in the planning including
schools, street alignment, coordi-
nation with planned city improve-
ments to Cherrywood Lane, trans-
portation impacts, recreation
needs, green space, Indian Creek
impact and overal environmental
protection. The city staff expects
to have future meetings with the
property owner representatives
and DPZ. Craze indicated that
DPZ was contemplating holding
a design charette.

This Sunday, Greenbelt Homes
Inc. (GHI) will celebrate the final
payoff of their 20-year rehabilita-
tion loan. There will be a picnic
for GHI members on the Com-
munity Center lawn starting at 2
p.m. Activities for children in-
clude a moon bounce. For the
adults there will be awards for
decorated courts as well as for
volunteers. GHI current employ-
ees and retired employees, such
as the well-remembered Jim
Marshall, will aso be on hand to
celebrate. Police Chief James
Craze, delegate Anne Healy and
others are also expected. All GHI
members are invited to join in
the celebration.

Higtory

After years of debate over re-
hab, the program got underway
in 1983, with $11.1 million
borrowed to finance the improve-
ments. This year, with the fina
payment, $24 million had been
repaid. Almost all homes were
involved, with most receiving
eectric heavy-ups; new windows,
insulation and siding on frame
homes. Funds are now collected
on an on-going basis to help
keep the houses in top condition
in the future.

Catholic Group Will

Run Nursing Home

The Little Sisters of the Holy
Family is “proceeding with plans
to acquire the now-vacant
Greenbelt Nursing Center . . . "
according to a memorandum by
Celia Craze, city planning direc-
tor. The Little Sisters of the Holy
Family is affiliated with the
Catholic Archdiocese of Washing-
ton. The group has operated sev-
eral centers in the Washington
area, which have been sold.
They plan to consolidate those
operations in the Greenbelt center
and use the property for a combi-
nation nursing home and rehabili-
tation center.

According to the city, the
group’s plans are on a “com-
pressed” time schedule. The pro-
spective owners hope to move in
by the end of November. They
plan to renovate the entire facility
before then. Four members of the
order will live in the facility.

History

The origina Greenbelt Nurs-
ing and Rehabilitation Center
was closed on December 31, 1998
following a cut-off of Medicare
and Medicaid funding by federal
and state regulators because of
numerous quality care violations.
These had led to dmost a year of
inspections, surveys, a consent
agreement and litigation.

The center was previously op-
erated by Northern Hedth Facili-
ties, Inc., a subsidiary of Extend-
icare Hedth Services, Inc., of Mil-
waukee. When the earlier owners
went to U.S. District Court in
Greenbelt to request a temporary
restraining order on the federal
order to close, the request was
denied and 82 patients were relo-
cated to other facilities in the
area. The nursing center has
been empty since that time.

The candidates are off and
running. Seven candidates
have filed for the office of city
council with the election to be
held November 4. This year
only three incumbents are seek-
ing reelection. That means at
least two of the challengers
will become members of the
next council. It is up to the
voters to decide who they will
be.

This paper assumes respon-
sibility for helping voters
make that decision. We have
already printed biographies for
each of the candidates pre-
pared by the candidates. Now
we ask the candidates to an-
swer three questions. Their
answers will be printed in the
next three issues of the News
Review. In addition, we will
report on what takes place at
any timely candidate nights
held in the city.

3. How will you weigh
the desire for more services

reduce services to avoid tax
increases or should the city
continue to increase services
and accept the tax impact?
(In 300 words)

Adult Care Center

A hidden nugget, the Greenbelt Adult Care Center, is a
medical day program located in the heart of the city in the
Greenbelt Community Center, 15 Crescent Road. This pro-
gram offers a supervised and structured day program which
includes transportation, two meals and an afternoon snack,
medical oversight by a registered nurse, activities, therapies,
a support group, access to a medical social worker, podiatry
care, trips and college courses offered by Prince George's
Community College.

The stimulating environment offered by the center focuses
on participants’ strengths and offers age appropriate activities
for its clients, who range in age from 45 to 100. Walkers,
canes or a wheelchair are not an excuse for not participating
in the activity programs offered on a daily basis. Socializa-
tion to avoid isolation, adaptable games and trained and
friendly healthcare staff make the Greenbelt Adult Care Center
a healthcare option located right in our backyard. Currently
75 seniors are enrolled in the Monday-to-Friday program and
only two participants reside in Greenbelt. The center also
has grant funds available which result in minimal daily fees.
