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First-year Teacher Learns Not
To Deal with Her Students Equally §

Last May Anne Hodgson was asked to speak about her experiences as a first-year teacher at
Greenbelt Elementary School (GES). The purpose was to encourage the first-year teachers to continue
teaching in Prince George’'s County. More than 200 people attended the Prince George’'s County Edu-
cators' Association meeting including then-Chief Executive Officer Dr. Andre Hornsbhy, Assistant Regional
Superintendent Dr. Bruce Katz and GES Principal Katherine Curl.

In my classroom, | don't treat
my students equally.

The one thing | learned as a
first year teacher is how not to
treat my students the same.

While setting up my first
grade classroom in early August,
| put up a bulletin board outside
my door. On big construction
paper, it read “All different, all
brilliant.”

On the first day of school, the
children wrote their names on
the board and it remained the
same all year. Until | almost
took it down last month, | hadn’t
realized what this phrase really
means.

One of the names written on
the board was Andre. Andre
acted differently from the other
six-year-olds in my class. When
someone spoke to him, he mut-
tered back and avoided eye con-
tact. He always seemed ready
to finish conversations before
they began. At recess, he wan-

dered around alone. He seemed
to think his classmates were out
to hurt him. And I'm sure he
thought the same of me.

One morning, Andre felt that

his classmates were refusing to
share a green crayon with him.
He became so hysterical that he
shoved his desk away, dragged
his chair over to the coat-hooks
and cried up to lunch time.

Throughout the first few
months of school, Andre's emo-
tions became even more vola-
tile. He threw tantrums, kick-
ing and sobbing on the floor.
He regularly tried to knock over
bookshelves and desks — and
often succeeded. One Thursday
he became distraught because
he wasn't the first to enter the
school library. During the
librarian’s lesson, he squatted
on the floor, stuck his fingers in
his ears and sang — loudly.
What disturbed me most,
though, was that Andre never
smiled.

Andre's classmates learned to
protect themselves by keeping

Elizabeth Goldfaden

Greenbelt pioneer Elizabeth
Brandes Goldfaden, 88, died Au-
gust 8, 2005, in Lake Worth, Fla
She suffered congestive heart fall-
ure while a resident of the Coral
Bay Skilled Nursing Center. She
was a resident of Greenbelt from
September 1938 until she and her
husband Benjamin moved to
Wellington, Fla., in 1987 after
which they continued to maintain
a summer residence in Greenbelt
for many years.

Mrs. Goldfaden was born in
Ithaca, N.Y., and grew up in Wash-
ington. She graduated from
Sidwell Friends School and
achieved a bachelor’'s degree in
1938 from George Washington
University. In 1959 she obtained
a master's degree from Catholic
University.

The Goldfadens came to
Greenbelt soon after Mrs. Gold-
faden graduated from George
Washington University. In an
oral history given in 1980 as part
of a University of Maryland Oral
History Course project, Mr.
Goldfaden told how he had
graduated in 1937 from George
Washington as a recreation spe-
cialist in physical education and
was working in the District.
They heard about Greenbelt and
were interested in suburban living.
He then learned that Greenbelt
was to have a recreation depart-
ment and applied for a position
there. It was not until a year later
that he was hired to work in
Greenbelt.

The Goldfadens had a son and
two daughters after moving to
Greenbelt. This necessitated their
moving from an apartment at 21-
A Parkway to a two-and-one-half-
bedroom unit at 6-T Ridge and,
after their third child was born, to
3-A Ridge, a three-bedroom unit.

In written recollections pro-
vided to her children, Mrs.
Goldfaden told how she was in-
tensely involved in Greenbelt ac-
tivities. She was an actor with
the Greenbelt Players. When
World War Il came she found
many ways to support the war
effort. She was dso active in the
Greenbelt Health Association.

For a time, Mrs. Goldfaden
wrote a column in the “Co-opera-
tor” titled “Ad Lib.” She was a
staff member during the mid-40s.
In the McCarthy era when the
jobs of several Greenbelt men
were threatened, Mrs. Goldfaden re-
called, “We were terribly upset.
She was very proud of her hus-
band when he was elected to the
town council in 1951 (and re-
elected for several more terms).

From 1948 to 1958 Mrs.
Goldfaden was director of the
Prince George's County Adoption
Service. In this position she was
responsible for placing hundreds
of orphaned and abandoned chil-
dren into homes with families. In
1958, Mrs. Goldfaden became a
psychiatric social worker for the
Veteran's Administration. She re-
tired from that agency in 1979 as
a chief administrator for a psychi-
atric social unit.

Mrs. Goldfaden was also a
member of the Daughters of the
American Revolution and Sigma
Kappa Alpha sorority.

Mrs. Goldfaden is survived by
her husband Ben of 68 years;
three children, David of Annapo-
lis and Wellington, Victoria
Emmert of Wellington and Sheri
Levin of Olney, 10 grandchildren
and nine great-grandchildren.

Jule Marie Beaudry Churchill,
72, of Mountainview Drive,
Homer, N. Y., died on Sunday,
September 11, 2005, at the
Cortland Care Center.

She was born March 20, 1934,
in Cortland, N.Y., the daughter of
the late J. Leon and Helen
Johnson Beaudry. Mrs. Churchill
was raised in Cortland and gradu-
ated from Cortland High School
in 1952. From 1952 to 1954 she
attended Wells College then com-
pleted her education at SUNY
Cortland in 1956, graduating with
a B.S. in early childhood educa-
tion. She did graduate work at
the University of Colorado, Boul-
der and the University of Mary-
land, College Park.

Over the years she taught in
Hempstead, Long Island, Madi-
son, Wis., and Prince George's
County, Md.

Mrs. Churchill lived in
Greenbelt for over 30 years
where she was active in commu-
nity life. She served on the
Greenbelt Board of Elections.
Also she was chair of the
Greenbelt Homes, Inc. (GHI)
Nominations and Elections Com-
mittee in the year GHI started
using voting machines for elec-
tions during their annual meet-
ings.

After many years of teaching,
Mrs. Churchill took the position
of financial aid counselor at the
University of Maryland at Col-
lege Park until 1994. Then she
and her husband moved abroad
where she was director of finan-
cialk aid at U.M.U.C. at
Schwaebirch Gmund, Germany,
from 1994 to 1996 until she re-
tired.

She was very interested in
music and theater. She enjoyed

Scrabble, cryptogram and cross-
word puzzles.

When the Churchills moved
to New York, Jule, who had al-
ways wanted to live on the water,
was happy when they found a
house on a lake. There she loved
to sit on her deck over the water.

Mrs. Churchill’s sisters Jane
Beaudry and Barbara Slocum and
her brother-in-law Robert Slocum
preceded her in death.

She is survived by her hus-
band of 44 years John W.
Churchill of Homer; sons John
Beaudry Churchill and his wife
Donna of Frostburg, Md. and
Seth Cottrell Churchill and his
wife Charlotte of Columbia, Md.;
granddaughter Sarah Grace
Churchill who was born in July
and happily greeted by her grand-
mother who visited her; sister
Margaret Connell and her hus-
band Edward of Richmond, Va,;
and severa nieces, nephews and
cousins.

A memorial service will be
held at 10 am. on Saturday, Sep-
tember 17 at the Wright Beard
Funeral Home, Inc., 9 Lincoln Av-
enue, Cortland. Burial will fol-
low in the Scott Union Cemetery.
Calling hours will be held Friday
evening from 4 to 6 p.m. at the
funeral home and from 9 to 10
am. Saturday prior to the service.

Elizabeth Goldfaden’s Recollections
About Life in Early Greenbelt

Elizabeth Brandes Goldfaden wrote her recollections of life in
Greenbelt in 1987 on the occasion of Greenbelt’'s 50th anniversary.
At that time the city was collecting such recollections for an oral his-
tory book. Apparently these were never submitted. The highlights of
these recollections have been provided by her daughter Sheri Levin.

Ben and | moved to Greenbelt
in September 1938. He had got-
ten a job as assistant recreation di-
rector. | was 21 and he was 24.

Tom Poston was the gofer for
the Greenbelt Players. | treated
him as a child but he was only
three years younger than I.

Thanks to the friendship and
guidance of Dorothy and Sherrod
Eadt, | had a starring role in one
play “Cradle Song” and a good
part in “Both Your Houses”

Teddy and John Murray, Fan
and Nat Schein and others worked
like Trojans to make Greenbelt
Players a success. Marita Freeman
Poston was a lovely 18-year-old
who played my daughter in
“Cradle Song.”

Truth to tell, we were al so
young.

Donny Wolfe was a kid who
even then had a great outgoing
personality, but | felt so infinitely
much older than he, Leroy Clarke,
the Sommers brothers and Clayton
McCarl, who was my paper boy.

| threw myself into Greenbelt
activities like a zealot — for | wor-
shiped Franklin and Eleanor
Roosevelt and al of their aspira-
tions for this community and the
country. So | organized Bundles
for Britain — and became an air-
raid warden when the war in Eu-
rope loomed.

Prior to that, we joined every-
thing. We were eager beavers for
the Greenbelt Health Association,
the, well you name it. | even had
a column in the News Review
[then the Co-operator] called “Ad
Lib” [Mrs. Goldfaden’'s nickname
was Lib.]

Ben was a great athlete in his
day and, of course, we were into
sports. Then he ran for city coun-

cil and won . . . It was exciting
— it was the most exhilarating
place to live.

There were dark times when
McCarthyism struck. The finest
people, Abe Chasanow, Isadore
Parker and others were attacked.
We were terribly upset . . . | was
livid. | put my name on every-
thing | could sign to support our
friends but those were shameful
times for America

We had 1938, 1939 and 1940
in a blissful state, building our
community, trying to live with the
shadows of war. In 1941, | be
came pregnant — my son was born
November 14, but | got up at
night when the siren went off and
put on my warden's armband and
trotted to the Center School where
we practiced caring for “casual-
ties”

Dr. Silagy was my mentor, a
lovely man. They were all
amused at me, extremely pregnant,
trying to bend over a stretcher on

the ground.

Pearl Harbor! My neighbor
Dotty Hines ran in to tell me the
news. With my three-week-old
son to care for, | couldn’t face up
to letting Ben volunteer. Findly he
was drafted — by then we had two
babies. Luckily for me the Navy
wanted Ben to play basketball.
But | can ill see the scene, like a
moving picture in my head, when
a telegram was delivered to my
neighbor telling of the death of
their son. The woman’'s an-
guished face is printed in my
brain.

When our son David and his
friend Johnny McCarthy were
very young, they were explorers. |
found out then what a fine police
force we had in Greenbelt when |
would have to ask repeatedly for
David and Johnny to be found
and brought back home. They
were two- and three-years-old
when they were found at Schrom’s
Airport. [The airport was located
behind what is now Greenway
Center, its former runway now a
part of Hanover Parkway.]

There was a network of friends
in Greenbelt: it was a safe, coher-
ent community.

| never did want to move. |
love Greenbelt; winters in Florida
are fine but this is my home. My
children grew up safely and hap-
pily here and the town has ful-
filled the dream of Eleanor
Roosevelt and other idealists who
made it happen.

My son was born in Greenbelt
Hogpital, a storybook place. The
Co-op movement flourished here,
deserving volumes for itself aone.
Greenbdlt attracts idedlistic people
who are willing to work hard for
the dream.

Next year will be my 50th year
in Greenbelt. It has become a city
now but gill the most comfortable
place to live — my home town.

away from him. | carried on
with my teaching as best | could
and tried to manage Andre's be-
havior like other teachers man-
aged behavior issues in their
classrooms.

As a result, Andre spent most
recesses with other naughty kids,
missing 5 to 10 minutes of
playtime. Deep down, | knew
that disciplining Andre this way
just angered him more but |
didn't know what else to do.
Tales of Andre throwing rocks,
ripping down posters or banging
on trashcans, while entertaining
to my friends, became a frustrat-
ing burden to me.

A Real Person

Meanwhile, | started noticing
Andre's artwork. He drew much
better than any of the other chil-
dren. And it was more than just
having fine motor skills and
knowing to draw critical body
parts like necks and legs. He
had a unique style evident in
everything he drew and even in
the way he wrote his words.
This spot of uniqueness made
me see Andre as a real person.

This spark, this passion, this
talent hinted that Andre was
much more than an angry, sulky
little boy. Blinded by his mis-
behavior, 1 had missed some-
thing that provided insight into
who he was. His artwork re-
vealed an intuitive child with
the potential to be extremely
sdlf-aware.

| began making positive com-
ments about Andre's work. In-
stantly, his angry outbursts less-
ened. Such a response illustrated
that he needed positive feedback
and constructive criticism, for

outright admonishment caused an
emotional meltdown. Everything
| had been saying and doing be-
fore had reinforced the exact op-
posite. What he needed was to
know that | believed in him so
that he could believe in himself.

| started Andre on a specia
behavior plan that broke the day
into two parts. Viewing the day
as two clean dates was less over-
whelming. Partnering with his
parents to focus on Andre's suc-
cesses and develop concrete an-
ger management strategies began
to show their effects.

One Monday in April, Andre
was crying quietly to himself af-
ter lunch. Though he couldn’t
muster the words to explain what
had happened, he agreed to
walk with me to recess. | found
myself holding his hand and
leading him to the playground
as tears streamed down his
cheeks. Given this short refuge,
Andre was able to calm himself
down and rejoin his friends. To-
gether, we turned what used to be
punishment time into a chance
to evaluate his day.

Now, when Andre comes into
the room in the morning, he
greets me with a shy duck of the
head. Just last week, he saw me
from the window of his bus and
waved cheerfully, calling out my
name. | squinted my eyes in
disbelief that this was the same
child who had probably given
me the finger behind my back
many times since the first day of
school.

Andre’s classmates regularly
seek him to play with and view
him as a friend. Rather than dis-
tancing himself, Andre now trusts

that our classroom is a safe
place. Recently, he broke down
and told me about traumatic
events that have happened in his
family, events that certainly con-
tribute to his emotiona fragility.
The more | learn about Andre,
the more our relationship grows.

The most important change,
though, is that instead of a
scowl, Andre smiles.

At the start of this school
year, | felt fairly confident in my
knowledge of the children in my
class. But | made a mistake. |
failed to recognize the complex-
ity of my students. | didn't see
that each child is like a puzzle.
The more pieces | can lay to-
gether, the more | can tailor my
treatment to what each child
needs.

So often, especialy as brand
new teachers trying to keep up,
it's easy to drown in al the for-
mal parts of education. Under-
standing endless jargon is a job
in and of itself — SIT, BCRs,
AYP, LED, NRT, 504 Plans . . . .

While important, all of these
overshadow what it's al about in
the first place — learning about
my students, who they are and
who they can become.

For me, what | didn’t bear in
mind is that my students need
more than academic accommoda-
tions — they need me to really
know them, to understand them
and why they act the way they
do.

| believe it's the unofficia ac-
commodations that alow teachers
to support their students and help
them reach their potential. This
is what makes students trust, what
encourages them to learn — and

A Review

Whose Pound of Flesh?

by Eli Flam

For their hour on stage at
the Greenbelt Arts Center, the
two actors of “Shylock, The Jew
of Venice’” hold a digunctive mir-
ror up to life in a visiting pro-
duction that winds up September
16 and 17 at 8 p.m. This adap-
tation of Shakespeare's “The
Merchant of Venice” brings into
quiet Roosevelt Center a harsh
taste of inhumanity — and the
sharp grace of creative talent.
Try to attend.

On entering the compact the-
ater, you see two men in dull,
striped prison garb on opposite
sides of the stage, unpacking
beat-up suitcases, separating the
contents: clothing, books, jew-
elry, keepsakes. Heads down,
they work silently, steadily.
When the taller, slimmer man
half-collapses by a column, the
huskier one helps him up; still
nothing is said and the men re-
sume work. The setting, the pro-
gram says, is Birkenau in July,
1944: “The concentration and
death-camp complex at
Auschwitz-Birkenau was the larg-
est killing center in the entire
Nazi territory.” The men are
sorting the goods of those who
are being murdered.

A buzzer sounds. The pris-
oners, former actors, leave their
work tables, face the audience
and soon take on “The Mer-
chant of Venice,” with other
buzzers later sending them back
to and from their unpacking.
Supposedly they’'re playing for
their Nazi captors; soon scene af-

ter scene from Act | roll out in
the cadence and cutting dia-
logue of Shakespeare’s words
and story: In medieval Venice,
Shylock (the husky Sammy
Wegent) loans 3,000 ducats —
pledged by an infamous pound
of flesh — to Antonio (John R.
Johnston), who lures away
Shylock’s daughter and runs
into trouble investing the money.
Characters parry and thrust
(Johnston dipping into other
roles), not least on Christian vs.
Jew, priming such abiding lines
as “If you prick us, do we not
bleed?” and “The quality of
mercy is not strained.” And then
the end comes . . .

Wegent, Johnston and direc-
tor Laley Lippard — young pro-
fessionals active in theater
across the U.S. — initially devel-
oped this project in 2002 at
Catholic University in Washing-
ton, D.C., with Dr. Tom
Donahue, Department of Drama
chairman. He has worked with
the trio again, seeking to show
that the human spirit can win
out over terrible adversity.

Does this production succeed
in this? At least it takes co-
gent, questing steps in that di-
rection. Greenbelt Arts Center,
aready in its own 2005-06 sea-
son, deserves credit for opening
its facility — just a few strides
beyond the post office — to CU
Later Productions. Call 301-441-
8776 ext. 3 for reservations and
ticket prices.
