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Federal District Judge Denies

Latest Legal Challenge

to the ICC

In a 106-page opinion issued
on November 8, Federal District
Court Judge Alexander Williams,
Jr. found in favor of the Federal
Highway Administration (FHWA)
and the Maryland Department
of Transportation (MDOT), al-
lowing those agencies to pro-
ceed with the construction of the
18-mile Intercounty Connector
(ICC). The ICC is planned as
an east-west toll highway linking
[-270 in the vicinity of the Shady
Grove Metro Station in Mont-
gomery County to 1-95/U.S. 1 in
the vicinity of Muirkirk Road in
Prince George’s County.

Williams denied the motions
of plaintiffs, Audubon Naturalist
Society of the Central Atlantic
States, Inc., et al., and Environ-
mental Defense, et al., presented
in two separate suits brought by
those organizations claiming that
the FHWA and MDOT and other
defendants did not adequately
discharge their statutory duties

when considering and making
their decisions relating to the
ICC. Following two hearings in
October at the Federal District
Court in Greenbelt, he granted
the defendant’s motions for sum-
mary judgment against the claims
brought by the plaintiffs. The
lengthy opinion issued on No-
vember 8 provided a detailed
rationale for the court’s decision,
concluding “ It is the court’s
view that the plaintiffs have not
demonstrated that the defendants’
actions were arbitrary or capri-
cious in their decision to approve
funding and construction of the
ICC. Nor, in light of the record,
is the court convinced that de-
fendants have violated the spirit,
intent and integrity of [federal
law]. On the contrary, the court
believes that the defendants have
complied with the statutory and
regulatory requirements and can-
not conclude that defendants’
approval of the ICC was outside

the bounds of reasoned decision-
making, especially considering the
extensive record and the agencies’
level of technical expertise and
experience. Although defen-
dants’ actions, in some instances,
may have not been a paragon of
perfection, the court, nonetheless,
cannot find anything that rises to
the level of a meaningful viola-
tion. For all these reasons, the
court concludes that there is no
legal or equitable basis to prevent
the Inter-County Connector from
moving forward.”
History

The opinion provided a brief
history of the proposed ICC,
noting that the concept of the
roadway, originally part of a pro-
posed “Outer-Beltway,” for the
metropolitan Washington region
somehow survived as an east-
west connector between the 1-270
corridor in Montgomery County

Town Hall Meeting in Greenbelt
Highlights Global Warming Issue

Greenbelt’s town hall meeting
on Wednesday night, Novem-
ber 7 at Greenbelt Elementary
School brought in a crowd of
200, including scientists from
both the National Aeronautic and
Space Administration (NASA)
and National Oceanic and Atmo-
spheric Administration (NOAA).
Also present were state and lo-
cal representatives, lobbyists and
representatives from various en-
vironmental groups. All were
there to discuss what pollution
reduction target should be set for
Maryland in order to maintain
the state’s coastline, farms and

economy as well as to nudge the
federal government to take action
on environmental degradation and
global warming.

Through the efforts of groups
like the Alliance for Global Solu-
tions, Chesapeake Climate Action
Network (CCAN) and hundreds
of other citizen groups, Mary-
land Governor Martin O’Malley
had developed a commission on
climate change. The commission
is expected to make recommen-
dations this month on target pol-
lution reductions for Maryland,
which may become law if the
legislature approves.

November 7.

Several town hall meetings
have already taken place across
Maryland to support and promote
reasonable and appropriate emis-
sions targets, based on informa-
tion from scientific experts in the
field of climatology, as well as
input from citizens and activists.

According to Amy Sanders of
the Sierra Club and Holly Morgan
of CCAN, the Greenbelt town
hall drew larger numbers than
those present at earlier meetings
in College Park or Annapolis.

This year a ninth-grader stopped
him as he visited Roosevelt High
School. “I don’t know if I like
you or hate you, Mr. Harris,” the
student said smiling. “After your
class, geometry is easy.”

Last year 45 kids were ad-
vanced enough to take algebra in
cighth grade. At the end of the
year 43 of them passed the HSA
exam — an exam usually given to
high schoolers.

City Warns Against

Private Encroachment

The city has informed all
homeowner associations by let-
ter that effective September 24,
2007, the Greenbelt City Council
adopted an ordinance prohibit-
ing homeowners from making
improvements to their property
(i.e., fences, sheds, landscaping,
etc.) that extend onto city prop-
erty. Any property owner found
in violation of this policy will be
required to remove the encroach-
ment and restore the area to its
original condition at his or her
expense.

For existing encroachments the
policy affords property owners
the opportunity to work with the
city’s Community Development
staff on determining an acceptable
time period for removal of the
encroachment, preferably within
30 to 90 days. Any encroach-
ment found to be hazardous to
the public’s health, safety and
general welfare will be required
to be removed immediately at the
homeowner’s expense.

Landscaping encroachments
which are determined by the city
to be serving an environment
benefit, however, will be permit-
ted to continue.

and the I-95 corridor in Prince
George’s County. Over the past
half century there has been exten-
sive public debate and two failed
previous federal environmental
studies in 1983 and 1997.

In 2003 then-governor Robert
Ehrlich resurrected the proposed
ICC and was able to get the proj-
ect selected by the U.S. Depart-
ment of Transportation as one of
the first nationwide proposals to
be monitored by a newly-created
federal task force designed to
monitor selected priority projects
to promote efficient interagency
coordination and improved envi-
ronmental decision-making. The
state utilized this task force and a
fast track approach to re-consider
the concerns previously raised
by the 21 federal, state and local
transportation, environmental and
planning agencies responsible for
project review.

This process culminated in
the 2006 Final Environmental

Impact Statement and the Record
of Decision that selected a modi-
fied corridor I as the route for the
ICC project.

Challenges

In their lawsuits challenging
both the process and the deci-
sion-making by the defendants,
the plaintiffs argued that the
approval of the ICC is inad-
equate, constituting violations
under National Environmental
Act, Clean Water Act and other
federal laws. Williams discussed
those alleged violations and, in
his analysis, found in favor of
the defendants.

Williams’ opinion was based
on a standard of review that
gave high deference to the ex-
pertise and decision-making au-
thority of the agencies. “The
Court’s role is only to assess
whether the agency’s decision is
within the bounds of reasoned
decision-making.” he said. Also,
the reviewing Court is to “base

its decision on the administra-
tive record and is not generally
empowered to conduct a de novo
inquiry into the matter being
reviewed and to reach its own
conclusions based upon such
an inquiry.” Williams’ opinion
said. The scope of review of
an agency’s informal decision-
making, the kind that occured
under the federal statues in this
case, is under the arbitrary and

capricious standard of review.
That standard requires that courts
must uphold agency action un-
less it was “arbitrary, capricious,
an abuse of discretion or oth-
erwise not in accordance with
law,” according to Williams.
60 Days

The plaintiffs have 60 days
following the court’s decision to
file an appeal to the U.S. Court
of Appeals in Richmond, Va.

They have indicated that they
are considering their options in
that regard. In the meantime,
the state will likely move for-
ward on the project. It is di-
vided into phases with the first
phase of construction occurring
in the Shady Grove Metro area
and moving ecastward. If the
project proceeds as planned,
completion is not expected until
2010 or later.

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Teaching Social Studies Encouraging Goals

by Amy S. Hansen

“Let’s hear from the Red-
skins.” Karen Hollis weaves
between the desks in her sev-
enth grade social studies class at
Greenbelt Middle School (GMS).
The four-person cluster desig-
nated as the Redskins answers
that one of Mesopotamia’s geo-
graphical features is the Mediter-
ranean Sea. “How about from
the Mystics?” Four girls raise
their hands. Mesopotamia also
has the Tigris River.

It’s a fast-paced hour and the
students stay with her. They race
from their warm-up examination
of a map, to a bit of group work,
to reading and then a discussion
of the long-term project due in
December. This is not a sit still,
be quiet and take notes type of
class. There’s movement, discus-
sion and enthusiasm.

“This is a 12-hour a day job,”
Hollis says about teaching. “And
I love what I do.”

Hollis lives in D.C. and has
been a teacher for the last 15
years, though this is her first year
teaching at GMS. She went to
college at Delaware State Univer-
sity and earned her master’s de-

gree during summers at Pensacola
Christian College in Florida.

She says GMS is a good
school, though some of the kids
have a hard time at home. This
year her largest class is 23 stu-
dents, she’s used to 35-38. “This
is easy,” she says, referring to the
class size this year.

What’s not easy is getting her
students to see the value of their
education. She points out that
in ninth grade the students will
choose classes they are interested
in. She wants them to realize
that college is reachable and

choose classes accordingly.

For National Education Week,
Hollis has organized her col-
leagues to help raise the students’
awareness of how education is
useful. The teachers will have
cards with names of various pro-
fessions and the kind of education
needed to get there.

Hollis wants kids to see that
college is achievable. “I know
you have issues at home but you
need to know it can be done,”
she says. One of her classroom
speakers is a high schooler who
has earned a full scholarship.
She keeps a sweatshirt from her
alma mater draped over her chair.
“You have to get them to set
goals. [College] is a monumental
goal but it is possible.”

Hollis sets her own goals.
“l want to make sure I reach
every last one of them. Make
sure they don’t slip through
the cracks.” And secondly, she
wants to use her classroom to
grow independent thinkers and
at least potentially do herself out
of a job.

“When you don’t need me,
then I know I’ve accomplished
what I set out to do.”

students, Harris has 90.

These are some of the reasons
he keeps coming back. And if
these weren’t enough, Harris also
coaches the GMS football team
and mentors kids in the school.
He lives in D.C. and is in his
third year at Greenbelt Middle.

Born in D.C., Harris moved
when he was nine, first to Virgin-
ia and then North Carolina. But
he returned to D.C. for his high
school years, going to Archbishop
Carroll, where he was named
MVP for his football team. He
went to Central State University
in Ohio for college, majoring in
elementary education and con-
tinuing in football. While in
college he realized he had to stop
playing football. “I couldn’t take
the physical punishment.” But
he could teach it. And he started
coaching before he finished his
bachelor’s degree. In January
Harris will add a master’s degree
to his credentials.

Now, after 10 years of teach-
ing and 12 of coaching, he sees
parallels between his time in the
classroom and on the field. His
classroom kids move around the
room to study angles. His foot-
ball players learn geometry as
they move on the field. “I get
to use a lot of what I use in here
out there,” he said. “There are a
lot of teachable moments.”

The biggest challenge is what
he calls the uncontrollable vari-
ables — “what goes on when the
kid leaves the building.” So last
year he and his colleagues made
a move to control those variables
a little more. They started a
young men’s mentoring program

and targeted the boys with serial
suspensions. For the 20-25 kids
in the club, the suspension rate
fell. This year they hope to start
a young women’s mentoring pro-
gram and expand the membership
to 50-60 kids.

Harris says he’s seen positive
changes at GMS since he started
teaching there. The class sizes
are smaller. The rowdiness is
down. And he finds that students
seek him out to talk, even those
who aren’t in his classes. Almost
unnecessarily he explains: “I re-
ally enjoy working with young
people.”

Greenbelt Mayor Judith Davis
gave an overview of some of
the things Greenbelt has done to
make the city more livable while
simultaneously making it more
ecologically sound. Number
one was creation of the forest
preserve and the addition to it of
three parcels.

Davis mentioned that Green-
belt’s tree canopy is one of the
best in the area and that the
city has developed a program to
maintain and promote the health
of this valuable resource.

She also discussed the city’s
new Public Works building and
how difficult it had been to find a
contractor who would take on the
project using LEED (Leadership
in Environmental Engineering
Design) construction techniques.

The new Public Works build-
ing will have geothermal heating
and cooling in addition to recy-
cling the discarded old building
materials and, where possible,
using other recycled material on
the new building.

Greenbelt Lake

Davis talked about how Green-
belt Lake is being contaminated
by storm water runoff and how
all Greenbelters can play a part
in keeping it clean, especially by
using less fertilizer on their lawns
and by cleaning up after pets. In
addition she suggested Greenbel-
ters could try walking more or
riding bikes. She said the city
is going to put bike racks at
Roosevelt Center.

Greenbelt has one of the highest
recycling rates in the D.C. metro
area, nearly 50 percent, but people
could do more in terms of the ap-
pliances they buy, Davis said.

She said that cleaning up Green-
belt Lake is necessary. While its
cost will be significant, the alter-
native is not acceptable. She also
referred to an envisioning process
the city will be hosting and asked
all Greenbelters to participate.

Councilmembers Leta Mach
and Rodney Roberts also attended
the meeting. Mach indicated that
ecological issues ought to be pre-
sented at an early age to American
students so that ecological thinking
becomes ingrained.

Chris Barnet, Ph.D., an at-
mospheric scientist with NOAA,
followed and provided a presenta-
tion on global warming and how
carbon fuels pollute and destroy
the atmosphere and other living
things. He used the analogy of
a briquette as the solid version
of what comes out of a vehicle
tail pipe.

If a car burns one gallon of
gas getting 30 mpg, it’s like toss-
ing a 5-Ib. bag of briquettes onto
a neighbor’s yard that they can’t
clean up, he said. He also noted
that the U.S. represents five percent
of the world’s population but uses
23 percent of its resources. While
China has been taking a bad rap
lately, it represents 21 percent of
the world population and uses
only 14 percent of the world’s
resources.

Barnet said that “cheap oil is
what we built this society on.”
The implication was what might
happen when oil is no longer
cheap.

Senator Pinsky

Maryland State Senator Paul Pin-
sky, who represents Greenbelt, was
in attendance. He had sponsored
the Global Warming Solutions Act
that focuses on specific emission
targets for Maryland to achieve.
Pinsky said it will take China 50
years to get to the level of polluting
emissions that the U.S. has now.

“We are the problem,” he said.
“Why is China or India going to
sign a pollution agreement if we
don’t?”

According to data Pinsky pre-
sented, California is attempting to
reduce emissions by 80 percent of
1990 levels by 2050, New Jersey
the same. Maryland has the po-
tential to be the first state in the
country to formally legislate action
which, when and if California and
New Jersey also pass their legisla-
tion, other states will likely follow
and even the “most intractable”
federal government will have to
do something, he said.

Professionally written post cards
addressed to Governor O’Malley
were available recommending
support of the Global Warming
Solutions Act. All one needed to
do was address and sign them and
the Sustainable Transportation So-
ciety will post them. These cards
are available at various locations
and from CCAN.

Barnet stated that the oil and
energy companies and politicians
who represent them “don’t mind
you if you go to a town meeting,
then go home; they can deal with
that. You must sustain pressure
on them to effect change.”

State Delegate Justin Ross said
that this is an “incredible, im-
portant issue and we have made
the turning point.” He advocated
investing in renewable and green
energy technologies. He said he
“favors anything that gets us off
our national dependence on oil.”

Demonstration

Brad Heavner, state director of
Environment Maryland, announced
his organization is planning a
demonstration in Annapolis on
January 17. He said he knows it’s
in the middle of the week and he
knows it’s cold in Annapolis and
that is the whole point — to show
that this is an important issue to
the people of Maryland and that
he expects the Maryland State
Assembly to represent the will of
their constituency.

Following the speakers, mem-
bers of a panel discussion of-
fered some diverse insights. An
Aqua Project scientist from NASA
told the story of a colleague who
monitored his personal fuel/carbon
usage for a year, with the goal of
reducing his pollution footprint.
Then he took one trip to Australia
for a conference and found it had
destroyed a year’s effort of reduc-
tions. The point is that scientists
who are warning us about carbon
emissions while jetting all over the
world for conferences are probably
not helping the issue.

Cheryl Leahy, general coun-
sel for Compassion over Killing,
asked the panel to speak to the
magnitude of a vegan diet. Ross
J. Salawitch, an atmospheric scien-
tist at the University of Maryland,
said the two greatest things an
individual can do to help the envi-
ronment are to bike, walk or take
mass transit to work and take up
a vegetarian or vegan diet.

It’s been scientifically shown
that a vegan/vegetarian diet uses
less land, water, oil and human
resources to produce the same
amount of food while degrading
the environment less, he said.
Ironically this component of re-
ducing emissions is often left out
of many solutions.

The overriding message was to
take action, write a letter, send a
postcard, make a phone call, par-
ticipate and get out from in front
of the TV. The participants were
asked to speak up and make their
voices heard.
