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“Carnevale” Comes to Greenbelt

A picture is worth a thousand
words — and on New Year’s Eve
in Greenbelt, a picture may prove
to be worth a thousand smiles,
too.

It was a picture of two masked
and costumed revelers at Venice,
Italy’s famous carnival, that in-
spired the city’s recreation staff
to choose “Carnevale in Venice”
as the theme of Greenbelt’s an-
nual community celebration of
the coming year. If past at-
tendance figures are a predictor,
about 1,000 people will show up
this year — and almost certainly
all will be smiling.

“The theme of carnival was a
natural for us,” said Chris Cherry,
a coordinator at the Community
Center who has helped with the
event for the past several years.
“Barbara Davis, the arts assistant,
found the photo and when she
showed it to us, we all knew that
the carnival spirit of merriment,
costumes, masks, frivolity and
excitement was what we sought
for Greenbelt New Year’s revel-
ers.”

The Venice carnival is a very
old tradition, Cherry explained,
which dates back to the 12th
century. Carnival was the period
preceding the Christian peniten-
tial season of Lent. Various Eu-
ropean cultures celebrated it with
their own unique twist but one
thing they all had in common
was the inversion of the social
order during carnival.

“In Venice the city’s ruler,
known as the Doge, would cer-
emoniously turn over rule of the
city to the leaders of the revels,”
Cherry explained. “Normal life
and strict social class regulations
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King Paolo and Queen Francesca, directly from Venice, preside over
the 2007 Greenbelt New Year revelries.

would be put aside and a spirit
of joyous anarchy would prevail,”
Cherry said.

Masks and costumes were key
to the Venice celebration so that
people could remain anonymous
and enjoy each other’s company
without regard to class distinc-
tions between rich and poor,
nobility and peasants.

Greenbelt’s night of celebra-
tion includes a whole array of
music, arts, performance, sto-
rytelling and other creative ac-
tivities. The festivities will begin
at 6:15 p.m. with Early Revels
outside the Youth Center, where
Greenbelt Girl Scouts will host a
Community Campfire and sing-
along featuring free hot cider and
s’mores.

Attendees will also witness a
mock sword battle in the nearby

skate park, mimicking the bridge
battles that would spontancously
erupt during the Venice carnival
in medieval times.

At 6:45 p.m. Councilmember
Konrad Herling will symbolically
turn over “rule” of the city for
the night to two masked and cos-
tumed revelers whom organizers
have dubbed “Paolo” and “Fran-
cesca.” This king and queen for
the evening will rule over the fes-
tivities, visiting events throughout
the night and not saying a word
but communicating through ges-
tures. Their identities remain
one of the most heavily guarded
secrets by the planning staff.

Evening Programs

The evening’s programs, which

have been chosen to appeal to

See CARNEVALE, page 5

Overview of Greener Greenbelt
Charrette Is Available Online

The Greener Greenbelt Ini-
tiative’s charrette on September
28-30 generated an enormous
array of ideas and designs for
preserving and improving Green-
belt. While volunteers are still
organizing all the material pro-
duced, a slide show overview of
the three-day visioning and brain-
storming event is now available
on the web.

Greenbelters can see the char-
rette overview at www.greener-
greenbelt.org. A link at the very
top of the home page, entitled
“LATEST,” takes the reader to
three separate slide shows, one
of which is entitled “Adult Char-
rette PDFE.” This show highlights
the major charrette activities and
some of the displays. The title
of this file is intended not to
titillate but to distinguish it from
a second available slide show,
“Children’s Charrette Report” that
highlights the children’s charrette

activity on September 29. The
third slide show, entitled “Artful
Afternoon,” shows the wonder-
fully creative work of the chil-
dren who participated in an Au-
gust 5, 2007, exercise in which
they planned and constructed an
ideal city.

The three-day charrette in Sep-
tember, held at Greenbelt El-
ementary School, featured lively
discussions and drew nearly 400
Greenbelt residents. Participants
focused on the topics of afford-
ability, livability, sustainability
and historic preservation. These
topics were discussed in four
concurrent work groups organized
by physical scale: 1) GHI dwell-
ings, buildings and grounds; 2)
Roosevelt Center; 3) the rest of
Old Greenbelt, including the lake,
parks and trails; and 4) Greater
Greenbelt, including all areas of
the city, its transportation system,
environmental conditions, planned

developments and other issues.
The charrette was facilitated
by volunteers from GHI, the Uni-
versity of Maryland’s School of
Architecture, Planning and Pres-
ervation and the Potomac Valley
Chapter of the American Institute
of Architects. So many ideas
and designs were generated that
volunteers are still organizing the
material. In a few weeks, anyone
interested in viewing all the mate-
rial may do so on the website.
Greener Greenbelt organizers
are planning additional events in
2008 to get feedback on the ma-
terial already produced, as well
as to stimulate new ideas. All
of us connected with the Greener
Greenbelt Initiative look forward
to further brainstorming with
those interested in Greenbelt’s
future.

Council Approves Actions
For Overpass Security

The December 10 regular
meeting of the Greenbelt City
Council was a productive, non-
controversial meeting. The first
clue to how the night would
proceed was that the majority of
attendees were there to recognize
Delegate Tawanna Gaines, who
received the 2007 Advocacy in
Action — Legislator of the Year
Award from the Maryland Asso-
ciation of Youth Services Bureaus
(MAYSB). Representatives from
Youth Service Bureaus throughout
the state were on hand to com-
mend Delegate Gaines’ efforts to
keep money for youth services
in the state budget. After the
presentation, which was early in
the evening, only a handful of
residents remained to observe
council’s decisions.

Security

The agenda contained a variety
of items to be considered. The
item receiving the most discus-
sion was the council’s discussion
of the joint report from two city
committees, Community Rela-
tions Advisory Board (CRAB)
and Public Safety Advisory Com-
mittee (PSAC), on the Spell-
man Overpass. The overpass

is a pedestrian bridge over the
Baltimore-Washington Parkway
that connects Greenbelt’s historic
section with Greenbelt East and
Eleanor Roosevelt High School.
This summer some residents felt
the walkway was contributing
to more crime occurring on the
Gardenway side of the bridge and
Roosevelt Center. The commit-
tees held two public hearings and
came up with eight recommenda-
tions for the council to consider.

Council discussed in detail the
eight recommendations outlined
in the report with City Manager
Michael McLaughlin. They are
1) continued police presence, 2)
proper maintenance, 3) better en-
vironmental design, 4) education
and outreach, 5) security cam-
eras, 6) emergency call boxes, 7)
improved lighting and 8) private
security. The last one, hiring
private security, is not for the
city to consider but for members
of Greenbelt Homes, Inc. The
cooperative has several homes on
the Gardenway side of the over-
pass. City staff thought recom-
mendations 1, 2 and 4 could be

There is a new, eye-catching
display in the glass case just
inside the front entrance to the
Community Center. The Knit
for Charity group is showing off
some of their best work. The
items will be raffled off at the
city’s gala New Year’s Eve cel-
ebration. Money raised will go
to the Mary Purcell Geiger schol-
arship fund for the arts.

Since January 2005, the Knit
for Charity group — now includ-
ing some crocheters as well — has
donated at least 2,365 hand-made
items to hospitals, homeless min-
istries, rescue workers and dis-
abled veterans. The group in-
cludes women (and a few men)
of all ages and all levels of ex-
pertise.

After starting off with simple
afghan squares, scarves, wash-
cloths, baby caps and blankets
for newborns, the group now
produces a great variety of use-
ful clothing — winter hats, mit-
tens and scarves, lap robes for
soldiers at Walter Reed, little
hoodies for toddlers, socks of
all kinds. Some group members
have mastered new techniques

and often invent unique ways of
using cable, spiral and mosaic
stitches in their handiwork.

In the class, which meets ev-
ery Friday morning, more expe-
rienced knitters help new people;
friendships are formed; jokes are
shared. Each session starts off
with a “show and tell” segment
where members show what they
have completed and what they
are working on and what dif-
ficulties they have encountered.
They know the group leader Eve
Gresser or one of the other knit-
ters will be able to solve every
problem.

Gresser uses 10 or 15 minutes
of each class to give instruction
on the basics but allows much
latitude to the students in their
choice of projects. Most items
are made from yarn that has been
donated to the class.

istration for the course will be
held on Tuesday, January 15 from
10:30 a.m. to 12:30 p.m. The
first class will be held on Thurs-
day, January 17.

GED 1 is held from 10:30 a.m.
to 12:30 p.m. GED I is for stu-
dents who need review of basic
math (addition, subtraction, mul-
tiplication, division, fractions,
decimals, percentages and word
problems) and English grammar
skills.

GED 1II is held from 1 to 3
p-m. GED II is for students
who have successfully completed
GED 1 and/or are ready to learn
algebra and geometry, English
literature and writing skills and
prepare to take the GED test.

GED classes are held every
Tuesday and Thursday for 10
weeks in the Municipal Building
Conference Room at 25 Crescent
Road.

Students are required to show

proof of residency
(i.e., current lease,
phone or electric bill,
driver’s license or
Motor Vehicle 1.D.

There is no charge for Green-
belt residents. Non-Greenbelt
residents are required to pay a
$175 registration fee. All stu-
dents are required to buy a copy
of the GED textbook and calcula-
tor that can be purchased from
Greenbelt CARES.

Students do not have to be
16 years old to take the GED
course. Students are eligible to
take a free GED pre-test given
at Greenbelt CARES. The actual
GED test is given by the State
of Maryland. However, students
who are ready to take the test can
obtain the application forms from
Greenbelt CARES.

Open Enrollment Period for
Medicare Part D prescription drug
coverage for Medicare beneficia-
ries continues only until Decem-
ber 31. Any Medicare recipient
wishing to join or change their
drug plan for 2008 must do so by
December 31.

Changes Coming

Almost all Medicare Part
D plans will change in 2008.
When a plan changes, a letter
called an “Annual Notice of
Change” is sent to each plan
member. The letter explains
important changes to the plan,
including changes to the pre-
mium, the drugs covered, their
cost and any restrictions used to
limit access to drugs. If an An-
nual Notice of Change letter has
not been received, call the plan
immediately. While this letter
is very important, it does not
have the details needed to choose
among the available plans.

Perhaps the best way to com-
pare plans is to use the Medicare
Prescription Drug Plan Finder
at www.medicare.gov. The Plan
Finder allows members to see the
estimated costs for their current
plan and drugs and to compare
those costs with other plans in
the area for 2008.

The Donut Hole

The coverage gap (called the
“donut hole”) is a period during
which members have to pay all
the costs for their drugs and con-
tinue to pay the monthly premium
to maintain overall coverage.

The coverage gap begins after
the member and the plan together
have spent a certain amount (no
more than $2,510) on drugs that
are included in the plan’s formu-
lary (list of accepted prescription
drugs). The coverage gap ends
after the combined expense is
$5,726.75 in total drug costs
paid, including the $3,216.25
that the member spent on drug
costs during the coverage gap.
After $5,726.25 has been spent,
catastrophic coverage begins — at
which time the member will pay
only the monthly premium and
up to 5 percent of prescribed
drug costs. None of these costs
include the cost of monthly pre-
miums. Some plans provide
some coverage in the coverage
gap but most do not.

Cost Assistance

For Medicare beneficiaries
who have limited income or as-
sets, two programs may help
— the federal Low-Income Sub-
sidy (LIS) or the “Extra Help”
Program. In addition, Maryland’s
Senior Prescription Drug As-
sistance Program (SPDAP) may
help those who do not qualify for
the LIS but have limited income
(assets are not considered).

To Change Plans

Enroll in a new plan by con-
tacting the plan directly or by
calling 1-800-MEDICARE (TTY
1-877-486-2046) or visit www.
medicare.gov before December
31.

For more free help to make
decisions about Medicare Part D
plans and information for low-in-
come Medicare beneficiaries, the
Maryland Department of Aging
Senior Health Insurance Assis-
tance Program (SHIP) offers free
one-on-one counseling and as-
sistance to people with Medicare
and their families.

implemented at very little cost.
Police Presence

There was a lot of discussion
of what “continued police pres-
ence” really means. Is it only
when the high school students are
walking to school in the morn-
ing and coming home in the
afternoon? Mayor Judith Davis
emphasized that other neighbor-
hoods such as those near the
high school in Greenbelt East and
near Greenbelt Middle School on
the west side of the city are also
dealing with incidences and dis-
turbances by students similar to
the ones taking place at the over-
pass. Therefore, they too should
have an increased police presence
during this time of the day.

Also there was discussion of
the U.S. Park Service’s role in
maintaining the bridge or their
current lack of maintaining it.
The bridge is 25 years old and
showing its age. There are holes
in the fencing and it could use
some sprucing up.

The future aesthetics of the
walkway were also discussed.
Councilmember Konrad Herling
used the Bowie Town Center
bridge as an example of a more
aesthetically pleasing and inviting
walkway. Most of the council-
members were not in favor of
this future look for the overpass
and the conversation eventually
went back to safety concerns.

With regard to the third rec-
ommendation, better environ-
mental design, there was a lot
of discussion of the proposal to
straighten the path on the Gard-
enway side and how that could
be accomplished. Right now,
several trees would need to be
removed and the Park Service
wants to maintain a park like set-
ting on both ends of the bridge.

Recommendations 5, 6, and
7 will cost some money and in
the Fiscal Year 2008 city budget
there is between $30,000 and
$40,000 for this purpose; $20,000
for unspecified safety improve-
ments and another $20,000 for
call boxes. Right now the city
budget plans to place one call
box at the overpass and another
at Metro Access Drive, between
Cherrywood Lane and the Green-
belt Metro Station.

After much discussion of all
seven recommendations by the
council and McLaughlin, council
approved 5 to 0 implementing the
first seven recommendations. The
staff will draft an action plan for
a January council meeting.

Other Actions

The council also approved
the following measures with less
fanfare but considerable dis-
cussion.  Ordinance to amend
Chapter 19 “Taxation” of the
Greenbelt City Code and reenact
with Amendments Section 19-1
will establish a City Homeown-
ers’ Property Tax Credit Program
for residents with a limited in-
come. The city program will be
indexed and based on the state’s
current program. A resident who
qualifies for the state program
will automatically qualify for the
city’s program.

In another item of business
council awarded $31,208 to
Slavin Management Consultants
of Norcross, Georgia, to conduct
a Classification and Compensa-
tion study for city employees.
Finally, the FY08 Budget in-
cludes $190,200 to purchase eight
replacement police vehicles. This
purchase was awarded to Criswell
Chevrolet of Gaithersburg and
2008 Chevy Impalas will be pur-
chased for this purpose.

A Review

Robot Musicians on Display
Invite Viewers to Look, Listen

“Magnificent, fascinating, wow,
scary and I’m in love with your
art.” These are some of the
comments made by those who
have seen Neil Feather’s exhibit
“Quality Machines” at the Com-
munity Center Gallery running
through January 27. All nine
robots have unique qualities and
their names, “Mom,” “Meow”
and “Drum Driver,” suggest
some of the distinct qualities
inherent in his creations.

Naturally “Mom” means dif-
ferent things to different people,
as will this creation. Through
the use of electric motors, steel
strings, guitar pickups, ampli-
fiers and an occasional bowl-
ing ball, Feather engages the
observer to contemplate and in-
teract with his robots. Whether
his machines are soloing or in
concert together, a penetrating,
yet oddly meditative quality is
created.

Though his pieces are semi-
automatic they have distinct
personalities and were designed
to be interactive; “subtle ma-
nipulation can create a huge
variety of sounds,” he said. In-
terestingly his formal art train-
ing was in ceramics, specifically
Japanese style pottery. Upon
arriving in Montana for gradu-
ate school and discovering a
rich after-market for machines
from the 50s and 60s, his ro-
botic musicians began to take
form. He indicated that certain
machines in America reached
their zenith at this time in terms
of functionality and aesthetics.
In the 21st century, he says,
many machines are meant to be
replaced after a relatively short
life and not meant to be seen
as objects with any significant
aesthetic value.

Influences

Feather’s musical influences
include John Cage, an American
composer who has described
his own music as “purposeless
play,” and Captain Beefheart,
also known as Don Van Vliet,
who rarely played a composition
the same way twice. Both are
considered virtuosos within the
world of experimental music
whose compositions can be un-
usual for listeners to accept, as
our minds are trained to listen
for certain tonalities that are
easily absorbed that we associ-
ate with certain feelings.

Feather has performed ex-
perimental music for over 30
years and will be performing at
Greenbelt’s New Year’s festival
for the second year in a row.
This year he indicated that he
would have some robotic musi-
cians join him on stage, along
with human musician Robert
Berndt.

Feather said his goal is to
not fulfill expectations and that
being surprised is often more
rewarding, something we as a
society look for in sports but
often do not like in music.

He encourages the audience
to “enjoy the process of figuring
out what’s happening. Interest-
ing ideas and feelings can occur
by chance and this randomness
can allow the listener to go
through changes as the music
unfolds.”

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A Review of Greenbelt Concerts

Greenbelt is fortunate to have
great winter holiday musical
events during the city’s Festival
of Lights. The Greenbelt Com-
bined Choir performs on several
occasions with their main concert,
Make a Joyful Noise, held De-
cember 9. The Prince George’s
Choral Society treated Green-
belters and others to Christmas
music on Saturday, December 15.
Unfortunately I could not attend
that event. The Greenbelt Concert
Band’s annual Holiday Lights
Concert was on Sunday, Decem-
ber 16. This Saturday, December
22 the Chromatics return to the
Greenbelt Arts Center stage for
their holiday concert, “Toasted
for the Holidays.” If you have
not yet seen this top notch group
of Goddard space scientists sing
in harmony, catch them if you
can Saturday at 8§ p.m.

The Greenbelt Combined Choir
had been a long-time holiday tra-
dition that ceased performing a
few years back due to the retire-
ment of their accompanist Muriel
Balzaar and Director Jean Cook’s
desire to take life a little easier.
But the choir reformed and we’re
happy that they did.

The choir is now under the
co-direction of Cook and Chris-
topher Fominaya. Fominaya first
sang with the choir as a teen.
Now a teacher of music in the
county school system, he has
become a master of many musi-
cal talents. Susan Breon, another
longtime choir participant, is now
the group’s accompanist.

Most of the members of
the combined choir are choir
members in Greenbelt or nearby
churches. Others join this group
just for the short term duration
that it performs.

Greenbelt Community Church
was nearly filled for this year’s
candlelight concert. Those attend-
ing enjoyed a wonderful program
of seasonal Christmas music, some
very familiar and others less so.
Intermixed were a number of
familiar carols to which the audi-
ence joined in singing. The audi-
ence was in good voice.

The choir, too, was in good
voice and performed its vari-
ous tasks most competently. Of
particular note was the skillful
blending of voices in Randall
Thompson’s difficult “Allelulia.”
Other highlights of the evening
were the performances by Lisa
and Mark Gransfors-Hunt, new-
comers to the Greenbelt scene,
who sang solo parts in Christina
Rosetti and Gustav Holst’s “In
the Bleak Midwinter” and Ruth
Schram’s “We Await You.”

Another outstanding perfor-
mance was the duet performed by
Jenna Koepf and Chris Fominaya.
These two young performers have
sung together before at Greenbelt
Community Church. Their perfor-
mance of “The Prayer” by Carol
Bayer Sager and David Foste was
a joy to the ears.

Besides the wonderful music,
many attendees look forward to
this annual concert for the fel-
lowship and good food found at
the traditional pre-performance
spaghetti supper arranged by the
Fominaya family-Tony Fomi-
naya is a master chef-and the
great array of homemade holiday
treats provided by choir members,
punch and coffee that follows the
concert.

Concert Band

Tom Cherrix, who took on the

announcing chores as well as most

of the directing chores, told the
crowd attending this year’s holi-
day concert that he had now been
with the band 33 years, 14 as its
conductor. Before then he was
a clarinetist, band manager and
principal spokesperson in seeking
financial support. Over that time
Cherrix has seen a great deal of
improvement in the size and qual-
ity of performance of this city-
supported group and he can take
a lot of credit for it.

This year’s top-notch concert
was again the traditional mix of
familiar pieces with new selec-
tions intermixed. Once again
there were the three sleigh ride
pieces, Wolfgang Mozart’s “The
Sleigh Ride,” Leroy Anderson’s
“Sleigh Ride” and, of course,
“Jingle Bells.” This time the
latter was performed as “Jingle
Bells Rhapsody,” a J. Pierpont
rendition. It is an interesting
piece with the familiar tune
played in various styles, as it
might be in an opera a grand
Viennese waltz, a cha-cha-cha or
a symphonic grand finale.

Assistant Conductor Jim Moore
led the band in “A Fireside Christ-
mas,” an arrangement of tradi-
tional holiday melodies by James
Swearingen. Moore also sang
solo in the program’s finale, “Ru-
dolph the Red-Nosed Reindeer”
by Johnny Marks, leading an au-
dience sing-along with a flashing
red nose and scarlet antlers.

Before playing a Morton Gould
arrangement of “Adeste Fideles”,
Cherrix received a request from a
band member to re-tuneup. Cher-
rix explained that the piece was a
challenge to play and the members
wished to be at their best. The
piece consisted of sonorous chords
and organ like tones requiring
synchronous sound from all the
instruments. The band met the
challenge well.

Guest Performer

Each year the band has a guest
performer. This year Yvonne
Williams-Battle was invited. She
is a church soloist and gospel
singer. Williams-Battle got off
to a shaky start singing “O! Holy
Night” with band accompaniment.
Part of the problem was that her
positioning made it difficult to
view Cherrix to follow his lead
and turning to see him pulled
her away from the microphone.
Her voice had trouble competing
with the full sound of the band.
Also, from where I was sitting,
she was to my left but her voice
was coming from a speaker to
my right.

As the piece progressed, how-
ever, Williams-Battle became more
comfortable with the situation and
her pleasant voice blended better
with the band.

For her second piece Williams-
Battle sang “Have Yourself a Mer-
ry Little Christmas.”

The band used an arrangement
prepared by Cherrix who informed
us that he just could not find a
satisfactory arrangement of the
piece for band and soloist. His
arrangement worked. The band
played in softer tones enabling
Battle-Williams voice to become
the lead instrument. She also
seemed more comfortable with the
more contemporary musical style
and was rewarded with applause
and cheers from the audience.

Sing-along

The top music critics are noted
for their ability to pan poor perfor-
mances with acid tongue. Maybe
I have a chance to join their ranks

even though I have no musical
talent.

The program included two se-
lections from George Handel’s
“The Messiah.” The first was
the overture. Having a concert
band play that music made for
a surprisingly rich performance.
Various members of the band
were able to show off their talents
as melodic variations were tossed
about from one instrument sec-
tion to another. This the band
did well.

Next came the “Hallelujah
Chorus.” 1 found no fault with
the band’s performance of this
work either. However, Cherrix
asked the audience to sing along.
Words and music had been dis-
tributed to all. 1 now have a
better appreciation of a chorus
performing this work.

I saw a “Messiah” sing-along
once by the National Symphony
at the Kennedy Center. That au-
dience was loaded with top-notch
amateur performers who brought
their own music and sang with
gusto. There was also a chorus
on stage to help the audience
keep its place. Those of us who
could not sing well kept silent
and listened

The Greenbelt audience stank.
There were all those notes and
one Hallelujah after another to
sing. We quickly became lost as
to just which hallelujah we were
hallelujahing. The result was
little audience sound that was
mostly out of synch.

I would suggest for next year a
less complicated piece for a sing-
along. “Rudolph” worked well.
Or perhaps a better audience.

Research Road Fire Sunday
Sends Resident to Hospital

A Greenbelt man was dis-
placed after fire erupted in his
Greenbelt Homes, Inc. (GHI)
unit on Sunday, December 16.
Just after 7 p.m. fire trucks from
Branchville, Berwyn Heights,
West Lanham Hills and sur-
rounding fire departments were
called to 7 Research Road for
smoke coming from the dwell-
ing. Units arrived on the scene
and reported an active fire on the
top floor of the unit (not in the
unit for which the “for sale” sign
can be seen in the photo).

Using an aggressive approach,
firefighters were able to bring the
fire under control. Four adjacent
units suffered minor damage at
least partly attributed to precau-
tions taken by the firefighters to
assure there was no fire within the
walls. Fire investigators suspect
that improperly discarded smoking

materials caused the fire.

An adult male was transport-
ed to a local hospital suffering
from smoke inhalation and minor
burns. Residents of the other
units were apparently unharmed.

Fire loss is estimated at
$5,000.

On Monday, December 17,
GHI inspected all affected units
to ameliorate damage and ensure
safety. GHI immediately initi-
ated an insurance claim via the
GHI master policy to expedite
physical repairs.

GHI reminds members and
others that it is very important to
have personal homeowners’ in-
surance (HO-6 insurance), which
provides coverage for personal
property, personal liability and
loss of use in cases when the
home cannot be inhabited during
repair or rehabilitation.
