Registration Deadlines Are Near
For Upcoming General Election

Greenbelt’s fourth annual Uto-
pia Film Festival will open Fri-
day, October 24 and run through 
Sunday, October 26.  More than 
40 independent features, docu-
mentaries, experimental films 
and animation works – many of 
them premieres – will screen at  
Greenbelt venues throughout the 
weekend. 

The festival draws its name 
from Greenbelt’s idealistic New 
Deal origins as a planned com-
munity designed to enhance resi-
dents’ quality of life.  Two films 
to be shown – “Alaska Far Away: 
The New Deal Pioneers of Man-
tanuska Colony” and “At Home 
In Utopia” – offer intriguing 
views of utopian communities in 
Alaska and the Bronx.  

“We have an amazing variety 
of subjects this year,” said Utopia 
Executive Director Chris Haley, 
“from controversial documenta-
ries like ‘RFK’ – about Robert 

Kennedy’s murder – to romantic 
features like ‘When Kiran Met 
Karen.’  That  Utopia can bring 
such wildly different stories to-
gether in one festival reflects 
Greenbelt’s existence as a com-
munity that embraces diversity.”

Haley, an actor and filmmaker 
whose uncle, Alex Haley, wrote 
the best-selling book “Roots,” 
said that this year for the first 
time a “Utopian Vision” award 
will be given to the film which 
best reflects the idealistic spirit 
of Greenbelt’s founding.  Other 
awards will honor the best young 
filmmaker and best short film.  
Though movies from abroad will 
be shown, a number of local 
filmmakers have works in this 
year’s Utopia.

“There’s something for ev-
eryone,” said Utopia Program-
ming Chairperson Erica Ginsberg.  

The Springhill Lake Recre-
ation Center in Greenbelt West 
hosted the third and final meet-
ing for the city council to gather 
information from the NAACP, 
the ACLU, FairVote and Green-
belt residents regarding the city’s 
municipal election system.  The 
meeting, on Wednesday, October 
1 at 7 p.m., was both shorter and 
more sparsely attended than the 
two previous meetings.  

Council ended the meetings – 
one in council chambers, the other 
in Greenbelt East – by providing 
a timeline for official city action 
over the next two months. 

The meetings were called to 
address a February 28 letter from 
Deborah Jeon, legal representative 
of the ACLU, on behalf of that 
organization and the NAACP.  Her 
letter claimed that the odd-year, 
at-large municipal elections had 
systematically excluded minority 
candidates from the political pro-
cess and, as a result, had put the 
city in violation of the Voting 
Rights Act of 1965.  

The letter threatened legal ac-
tion unless the city adopted chang-
es in its voting system.  

Greenbelt West and the Em-
perian Village (Springhill Lake) 
apartments were at the center of 
contentions by the ACLU and the 
NAACP.  The groups have used 
voting turnout and census data 

to demonstrate that residents of 
the city’s western part were not 
represented on the all-white city 
council.  

Few residents from Emperian 
Village in Greenbelt West had 
attended the previous two meet-
ings and all parties hoped to hear 
from these residents on October 1.  
Roughly 40 residents attended this 
final meeting in Springhill Lake 
but many came from other parts 
of the city.

Mayor Judith Davis opened 
the meeting, stating that council 
would neither state opinions nor 
make judgments at the present 
time.  She said that citizens who 
had not previously spoken would 
be given first priority to speak.  
She urged those in attendance to 
be “concise and not repetitive” 
and asked participants not to cheer 
or make other disruptive noises.  

Choice Voting
Amy Ngai of FairVote gave the 

first presentation, explaining the 
Choice Voting option advocated 
by her group.  Ngai used both 
an electronic presentation and a 
sample ballot to explain the com-
plex voting system.  

Under the system, voters rank 
their choices.  When their first 
choice reaches the number of votes 
it needs, the “surplus” votes go to 
the voter’s next choice.  Likewise, 
votes for a candidate who has no 

chance of winning also go to the 
voter’s next choice.  

The sample ballot listed 10 
Greenbelt restaurants and asked 
attendees to vote for their favor-
ite restaurants.  Chef’s Secret 
received the most votes, with 3 
Brothers coming in second and 
the New Deal Café third.  Fair-
Vote considers itself a resource for 
the discussion on how to increase 
voter participation and promote 
greater diversity in the electoral 
process.  Their presentations have 
focused on choice voting as an 
alternative for Greenbelt.

NAACP
June Dillard, president of the 

Prince George’s County Chapter 
of the NAACP, said that after 
looking at Greenbelt’s demograph-
ic data, her organization “decided 
the best thing to do was talk to 
people and bring attention to the 
structure and history” in order to 
make the city “more inclusive.”  
Dillard expressed concern that 
“there has never been any person 
of color elected in Greenbelt,” 
when the city is more than 40 
percent African American.  

The NAACP advocates Single 
Member District Voting Systems.  
Dillard explained that districts 
make it easier for newcomers to 
enter the political process because

The Phillips Quartet was 
formed after graduation.  They 
performed in Pittsburgh and were 
in summer residence at Ball State 
Teachers College in Muncie, Ind.  
Bob also briefly performed with

As the campaign between 
Barack Obama and John McCain 
enters its final stretch, Greenbelt 
residents should be aware of a 
number of approaching deadlines 
and changes to voting procedures.  
Most important is the deadline for 
registering, which is this Tuesday, 
October 14, at 9 p.m.  Those who 
may register to vote in Prince 
George’s County include county 
residents who are U.S. citizens 
and at least 18 years old by No-
vember 4.  Ex-offenders also are 
eligible to vote, as long as they 
have completed their sentences, 
as are residents who have lost 
their homes to foreclosure. 

Forms
Forms for registering to vote 

are available locally from the 
Greenbelt Public Library, the 
U.S. Post Office and the office 
of Greenbelt City Clerk Cindy 
Murray in the Municipal Build-
ing.  Forms also are available by 
phone from the County Board of 
Elections at 301-430-8020 and can 
be downloaded from www.prince-
georgescountymd.gov/Elections/.  

An applicant must return a 
filled-out form to the County 

Board of Elections, in person at 
16201 Trade Zone Avenue, Suite 
108, Upper Marlboro, MD 20774.  
It will be open this Saturday, Oc-
tober 11, from 9 a.m. to 2 p.m., 
as well as regular hours of 8 a.m. 
to 4:30 p.m. Monday through 
Friday.  Registrants also may 
mail their forms to the office, as 
long as they are postmarked by 
Tuesday, October 14. 

Registrants also may fill out 
and turn in forms in person at 
Motor Vehicle Administration of-
fices at 10251 Central Avenue in 
Largo or 11760 Baltimore Avenue 
in Beltsville.  Hours at those of-
fices are 8:30 a.m. to 4:30 p.m., 
Monday through Friday.  

Absentee Ballots
Applications for absentee bal-

lots are available at the City 
Clerk’s office or online at the 
website listed above.  They must 
be returned to the County Board 
of Elections by Tuesday, October 
28.  If mailed, they must arrive 
by 4:30 p.m.  They also may be 
faxed as late as 11:59 p.m. to 
301-430-8080 or 301-430-8081.  

In 2005 the Greenbelt City 
Council approved a measure in-

suring that anyone could vote 
in city election early or by 
mail, with no reasons necessary.  
However, voting for presidential 
elections is administered by the 
county, so only those who will 
be out of town or unable to vote 
on November 4 are allowed to 
use absentee ballots.  Voters who 
submit applications for absentee 
ballots must affirm an oath that 
they “will be absent or unable to 
vote in person” at their polling 
places on November 4. 

Change of Address
Residents who have moved 

either within Prince George’s 
County or from another county 
in Maryland should send their 
change of address to the Supervi-
sor of Elections at the address on 
Trade Zone Avenue given above.  
They may use a change of address 
form or write a letter.  They do not 
need to re-register.  New residents 
who have moved from another 
state do need to register to vote in 
Maryland by Tuesday, October 14.

of the need to engage with only 
a single smaller district within 
the city.  An ACLU demographer 
drew up five districts that Dillard 
said were examples of what could 
be done. 

ACLU Position
As in the past, Deborah Jeon 

of the ACLU advocated a “three 
pronged approach” to electoral 
reform in Greenbelt.  She argued 
that the city should synchronize 
its elections with federal and state 
elections held on even years, de-
velop an outreach program to 
encourage more voter participation 
or adopt either Single Member 
Districts, Choice Voting or some 
mixed form.  “Structural change 
works best,” she said, “as part of 
a larger package.” 

Citizen Response
After Jeon’s short speech, the 

mayor opened the floor to those 
who had not yet addressed the 
council on this issue.  Kathleen 
Norwill, of Emperian Village, was 
one of several speakers who asked 
a series of questions regarding 
the efficacy and intelligibility of 
Choice Voting. 

Former city manager James 
Giese presented a prepared state-
ment.  Giese acknowledged the 
severity of the problems raised by 
the NAACP and the ACLU.  He 
did not propose a solution to the 
problems but rather a “procedure” 
for solving them.  

He urged council to “officially 
make this a matter of city busi-
ness.”  In order to do this, he 
said that “council should place 
the February 28 letter . . . on the 
agenda of its next regular meet-
ing,” adding that “this should have 

been done last March.”  
In order to address the en-

couragement of “greater citizen 
participation,” Giese proposed that 
council should refer the matter to 
“all appropriate advisory boards 
and committees,” while also seek-
ing the involvement of “non-gov-
ernment organizations, particularly 
the city’s various neighborhood 
associations.”  

Giese argued that “neither the 
council, outside organizations nor 
attorneys and judges” should de-
cide whether or not to change 
the election procedures.  Instead, 
Giese proposed “asking the citi-
zens to resolve it,” by “creating a 
new ad hoc charter review com-
mittee on city election proce-
dures.”  

This group would “broadly 
represent the various populations 
and areas of the community,” with 
“two members selected from each 
of the five county precincts . . . 
plus a chairperson.”  Giese recom-
mended that the committee receive 
support and assistance from the 
city solicitor and conduct any pub-
lic hearings that may be necessary.  
According to Giese, this process 
should be governed by a strict 
timeframe set by council. 

Rachel McMullin asked if any 
money that the city saved by 
synchronizing its elections with 
state and federal elections would 
offset the cost of adding two addi-
tional council members.  She also 
asked if county voting machines 
would be able to accommodate 
the Choice Voting system.  

Ngai was unable to respond on 
this point but Kathleen Gallagher, 
former Greenbelt city clerk, ex-

pressed doubt that Prince George’s 
County would be willing to pay 
for municipal elections anywhere 
in the county, due to the large 
number of municipalities. 

Lowell Owens also asked spe-
cific questions about the Choice 
Voting procedure, wondering ex-
actly which votes are considered 
“surplus” in order to go to the 
voters’ second choice. 

After several residents who had 
spoken at previous meetings reiter-
ated their previous points, former 
council candidate Kelly Ivy said, 
“I ran against these people twice.  
I didn’t really lose either time be-
cause the things that were on my 
agenda were addressed by these 
people.”  He said that “Greenbelt 
has never missed a challenge.  If 
we need to change, we’ve led that, 
not trailed.” 

Timeline
At the end of the meeting after 

everyone had had a chance to 
speak, Davis expressed apprecia-
tion for the nearly 50 citizens who 
had provided comments, concerns 
and suggestions during the three 
public work sessions on the topic.  
She said that staff will evaluate 
and research the materials pro-
vided on the topic and prepare a 
report for council.  Council will 
consider, discuss with colleagues 
and meet in executive session to 
come up with a proposed public 
position.  Council would then 
schedule public meetings to re-
view citizen opinions and feed-
back.  Hopefully the city would 
then consolidate the information 
into a proposed solution.  A time-
line of approximately 45-60 days 
was suggested for the process.

supplemented his income with 
private violin students.  

In 1952 Bob began playing in 
the National Symphony Orchestra 
in Washington, DC.  In 1959 the 
orchestra went on a three-month 
tour of Latin America sponsored 
by the U.S. State Department.  
They performed in every country, 
this was the greatest experience 
for Bob while he was in the or-
chestra.

In 1964 Bob was chairman of 
the National Symphony Musi-
cians’ Committee which led a 
strike against the National Sym-
phony Association, claiming un-
fair practices.  After 35 days the 
strike was settled.  Bob left the 
orchestra in 1965 to begin a new 
life in Prince George’s County.  
His teaching career began at High 
Point High School where he led 
the orchestra.  He shared the “mu-
sical domain” with band director 
Don Smith, who later became 
Supervisor of Instrumental Music 
in Prince George’s County.  Smith 
spoke at the memorial service for 
Bob and shared their many stories 
about their days at High Point and 
his later years with Bob in the 
school system.

Bob taught at many schools  
during his 25 years in the system.  
He helped write curriculum guides 
for Instrumental Music, he was an 
adjudicator for solo and ensemble 
festivals, taught string methods 
classes and was a string “help-
ing teacher.”  His own orchestras 
were always noted for outstanding 
performances.  

In 1982 the Prince George’s 
County Public Schools faced a 
severe budget crisis with many 
music programs being cut back or 
eliminated.  Bob started mobiliz-
ing teachers who then organized 
parents and community leaders 
who together managed to get mu-
sic restored to the schools.  He 
was always a quiet leader.  Bob 

retired from the school system 
in 1990.

In 1965 over lunch at High 
Point with staff member Kather-
ine Keene he was invited to visit 
Paint Branch Unitarian Church.  
He went, as he thought, for a 
one-day visit but continued as a 
member for the rest of his life.  
What pleased him was the fact 
that “they played Bach” and the 
sermon of the minister David 
Osborne.  He joined the church 
choir that year and became its 
director in 1968 serving until he 
retired in 1994.  He continued 
to participate in many areas of 
congregational life.  He became 
active in the 80s planning the 
establishment of a new church 
facility.  This was built next to 
the Religious Education Build-
ing where all church activities 
had been held.  He worked on 
the original committee which 
contacted an architect to plan the 
new building and pointed out that 
this would be more cost effective 
than building an addition.  

A folk dancer for years, he 
was part of “Peascod’s Gather-
ing,” an English Country Band.  
He led folk dancing in the glen 
at Paint Branch.

Bob met Jeri in 1969 when 
she came to Maryland as a teach-
er in Prince George’s County 
Schools.  In 1985 when Bob 
learned she was no longer mar-
ried, they began to date on what 
they called two-person field trips.  
It was something they joked 
about as teachers.

They were married on Decem-
ber 26, 1992.  They were both 
interested in traveling in this 
country and abroad.  On their 
last trip Bob accompanied Jeri to 
China where she played clarinet 
with the Maryland Community 
Band in their pre-Olympian con-
certs last summer. 

In Greenbelt they first lived 

in 33 Court Ridge Road and then 
moved to the 5 Court of Laurel 
Hill Road.  They had two cats, 
Leo and Sandy.  

They were both original mem-
bers of the folk dancing class 
which meets at the Youth Cen-
ter.  Bob was chair of the Mu-
sic Committee of the Greenbelt 
Arts Center (GAC) from 1993 to 
1995.  They continued helping 
with activities of GAC.  

A beautiful musical service 
was held on Saturday, October 4 
at Paint Branch Unitarian Univer-
salist Church.  No longer a string 
quartet, a trio played in memory 
of their former member; a for-
mer student of Bob’s, violinist 
Alan Oresky, began the service; 
followed later by a flutist, a vo-
cal soloist and the Paint Branch 
Choir.  Most touching to those 
who knew Bob was a selection 
from a recording of Bob’s final 
musical offering, “First Piano 
Trio, Adagio” by Arthur Foote 
which was recorded at at the 
church, June 10, 2006.

Bob’s survivors include his 
wife Jeri; sister Thelma Wieland 
of Dormont; niece Jo Ann Kiva-
dor of Dormont: nephew Donald 
Wieland, Jr., of Dearborn, Mich.; 
and many friends.

On October 1, 1937, the first 
family moved into their home in 
the new town of Greenbelt.  Sev-
enty-one years later the housing 
community built by the federal 
government during the Great De-
pression is thriving as one of the 
largest and well-known housing 
cooperatives in the nation.  

Its history is rich, beginning 
as a dream of Rexford Guy Tug-
well, advisor to President Frank-
lin Roosevelt and director of 
the Resettlement Administration. 
His idea was to have housing, 
businesses, schools, recreation 
and town government all within 
walking distance and in harmony 
with a natural setting.  It is the 
belt of forestland and open green 
space that gave the community 
its name.

Who We Are
In 1947 after the war, a group 

of residents got together and 
formed the Greenbelt Veterans 
Housing Corporation.  In 1952 
it became a housing cooperative 
when the group purchased the 
original 1,571 homes.  Its name 
was changed to Greenbelt Homes, 
Inc. in 1957 and it became known 
affectionately as GHI.

Today GHI remains an old-
fashioned picturesque community 
of diverse families of all back-
grounds.  Its 1,600 homes are 
member-owned and member oc-
cupied, ranging in size from one 
bedroom garden apartments to 
four bedroom townhomes and five 
free-standing homes.  

Membership in the co-op re-
quires a shared responsibility be-
tween members and the co-op.  
Prospective members are required 
to attend a pre-purchase orienta-
tion to learn more about coopera-
tive living.  Home values are at 
market rate.  

A nine-member board of direc-
tors is elected by the membership 
in May each year to provide 
governance and oversight.  The 
board, which sets policy and es-
tablishes rules, is assisted by 11 
standing committees and one ad 
hoc committee.  The co-op sub-
scribes to the Co-op Principles, 
a set of guidelines by which 
cooperatives put their values into 
practice.  

Board meetings are held twice 
monthly with the exception of the 
summer months of June to August 
and are open to the public.  A 
professional staff of 40 full-time 
employees serves the member-
ship and cares for the physical 
structures and infrastructure.  GHI 
is an equal housing opportunity 
corporation. 

GHI Mission
GHI’s mission is to provide 

quality homes for members and 
to foster opportunities for com-
munity; to celebrate and respect 
the cooperative’s historical legacy 
and the ideals of the original 
Greenbelt plan.  The group is also 
committed to maintain, protect 
and enhance the assets of the 
cooperative including the build-
ings, architectural design and open 

space while also preserving the 
affordability and financial stabil-
ity of the organization.  

In addition it promotes mem-
ber diversity as well as member 
and community involvement and 
education regarding rights and 
responsibilities as homeowners 
and co-op members.  

GHI Recollections
GHI has been home to more 

than four generations of families, 
some who came to Greenbelt as 
young families, raised their chil-
dren in GHI and either returned 
to retire or never left, choosing 
to age in place in the GHI com-
munity.  Many young people 
who grew up in GHI have come 
back to settle and raise their own 
children and grandchildren.  
Alexa Lauber tells the follow-
ing account of her experience 
growing up in GHI.  “We’re 
not ‘first family’; we’re mem-
bers of what might be called 
the second wave – people who 
came after the town was sold.  
My parents moved to Greenbelt 
in 1962 from Oklahoma and 
loved it from the beginning.  
When I was born my parents 
lived at 4-C Crescent, their 
first home.  We moved to a 
bigger town house on Eastway 
just before my brother Cole 
was born. 

“We both went through the 
Co-op Nursery School, Center 
School, Mary Bethune Junior 
High and then Eleanor Roos-
evelt High School.  We spent 
our summers at the pool, had 
picnics at the lake and went to 
the playground where there were 
always things to do.  At the 
Rec Center, there were arts and 
crafts, archery, ballet, trampoline 
and plays every summer, a swim 
team and the library.  We used 
to ride our bikes all over Green-
belt and out to the farm.  We 
loved the fireworks at the lake 
and the Labor Day Festival. 

“When I was two years old, I 
had surgery and spent 16 months 
in a body cast.  Mom used to 
pull me down to the Center and 
around old Greenbelt in our 
red wagon.  We were like pied 
pipers, because there would be 
lots of kids following.  All of 
them became my friends, as did 
the many adults who were so 
friendly and interested in my 
progress.”

As Lauber says, GHI and 
Greenbelt is the kind of place 
you never want to leave.  Visi-
tors come to GHI from all parts 
of the world to learn about co-
operative housing.

Perhaps this quote by Murray 
D. Lincoln, founder of Nation-
wide Insurance, says it best:  “In 
cooperatives, men and women 
have in their hands the tools to 
fashion their own destiny.”
