Greenbelters Give Support
To New Language Museum

Greenbelt residents Rebec-
ca Oxford, Richard Bates and
Alan Turnbull, (father of the
former city council member)as
well as former resident Barbara
Legerwood, decided to support a
new venture when they joined the
National Museum of Language
(NML), currently housed in Col-
lege Park. They all support the
idea that the United States should
have a museum dedicated to “pro-
moting a better understanding of
language and its role in history,
contemporary affairs and the fu-
ture.”

Although the museum opened
its first exhibits only about a
year ago, over the 11 years of its
existence it has provided many
educational opportunities through
public lectures and a website at
http://www.languagemuseum.org/.
The museum has been supported
largely by memberships, individual
contributions and volunteering.

Barbara Legerwood, who has
always been interested in lan-
guages, especially Italian, said she
was happy to support the museum
by her membership after learning
about it several years ago from
former coworkers.

The same was true of Alan
Turnbull, a retired linguist. After

he joined he agreed to serve as
secretary of the board of trustees.
He says he is rewarded by seeing
groups of young people and fami-
lies who visit the museum and
become interested in new aspects
of language.

Richard Bates came to the mu-
seum by way of an Alaskan cruise
and a Juneau bookstore. There
he became interested in the cul-
ture and language of the Tlinget
people. When his birthday came
along later, he was given a present
of museum membership to foster
his new found interest.

Dr. Rebecca Oxford, a profes-
sor at the University of Maryland,
is involved in the education of
language teachers; she has pre-
sented “World Englishes” on the
museum’s speakers series. (See
Podcast 4 on the website.) She
joined after enjoying the intellec-
tual collegiality at the NML’s an-
nual dinners and also because the
late Dr. Dora Kennedy, a founder
of the museum, was a longtime
special friend and colleague.

The museum’s 11th annual din-
ner will offer a special tribute to
Kennedy, who will be remembered

Council Debates Choices
On Plans for Purple Line

After considerable debate that
was at times contentious, the
Greenbelt City Council decided
on June 8 to reaffirm its support
for construction of a light rail
version of the Purple Line exten-
sion of the Washington Metro
rail. The sole dissenter to this
decision was Councilmember
Rodney Roberts.

Councilmember Edward Putens
was not present to vote, though
he had supported a light rail op-
tion at a worksession on the topic
held June 3.

Background

The concept of a Purple Line
connecting Bethesda with New
Carrollton without a transfer in
the District of Columbia has been
under discussion for over a de-
cade. Members of the Greenbelt
City Council have largely sup-
ported the idea of a mass transit
inter-county connector rather than
a connecting highway.

As plans for the Purple Line
developed, considerable public
and private debate developed over
various options, including light
rail versus bus rapid transit, the
choices of routes and investment
alternatives with varying needs
for infrastructure improvements.
The option currently favored
by officials and governing bod-
ies of both Prince George’s and
Montgomery Counties is a light
rail option using the Georgetown
Branch right-of-way, which was
purchased by Montgomery Coun-
ty in 1988 for future development
of a railway and recreation trail.
It is currently used for the Capital
Crescent Trail, a hiker/biker trail.
The Columbia Country Club of
Chevy Chase has for years been
using a part of this right-of-way
contiguous to its property.

Environmental Issues

The controversy over this
route involves environmental im-
pacts, including tree loss, noise,
the possible lowering of property
values and effects on the Capital
Crescent Trail. This route will
also bisect the Columbia Country
Club, whose members favor the
bus rapid transit (BRT) route
along Jones Bridge Road, even
though commute times with this
option would be longer than with
a light rail version.

The Town of Chevy Chase
also supports a BRT along Jones
Bridge Road and strongly opposes
the inner light rail alignment. The
Montgomery County Council is
on record as opposing that route
and favoring a light rail system.

Council’s Worksession

The Greenbelt City Council
worksession on June 3 had ex-
plored support for the Purple
Line light rail. Representatives
from two organizations with op-
posing views on the current inner
Purple Line alignment attended
the spirited discussion to share
their ideas.

Pam Browning represented the

coalition Save the Trail, which
has gathered more than 18,000
signatures on a petition to pre-
serve the Capital Crescent Trail
by using the BRT/Jones Bridge
option or by moving the Purple
Line to another location or tun-
neling it underground. It opposes
the current proposal because of
the impacts to the trail and dis-
agrees with some assessments of
the benefits to the community of
light rail.

Save the Trail’s website also
suggests the Purple Line loop,
which would connect Bethesda
with Silver Spring with service
to the Bethesda Medical Center,
a stop not directly served by the
Georgetown Branch alignment.

Harry Sanders attended from
Purple Line NOW, a social wel-
fare organization aligned with
a group called the Coalition for
Smarter Growth that advocates
for an inner Purple Line. The
organization says on its website
that it is working to extend and
improve the Capital Crescent
Trail and connect it to another
trail in Silver Spring. It avers
that light rail is compatible with
the trail and the trail will actually
become safer.

The differing viewpoints seem
to have little in common but the
desire to increase mass transit in
the Washington region. Back-
ground material prepared for
council by Community Planner
Amy Hofstra says about 1.5 acres
of the Georgetown Branch would
be lost with any of the six propos-
als for the Purple Line. The BRT
along Jones Bridge Road is the
only option that would not impact
the Capital Crescent Trail.

Construction of the transit
route will create a dedicated right
of way for the trail, eliminating
14 intersection crossings currently
in place. The Washington Area
Bicyclist Association supports
an alignment that creates such
improvements to the trail.

The Montgomery County Mas-
ter Plan has for decades included
the Georgetown Branch alignment
for transit, while the alignment
on Jones Bridge Road has never
been part of that plan. According
to Hofstra, it is strongly opposed
by residents of that area.

Reduce Car Use

All six of the proposed alter-
natives would reduce miles trav-
eled in automobiles but improve-
ments to air quality and carbon
dioxide emissions are expected
to be minimal. Noise from the
trains would be addressed through
the addition of train skirts.

Rail transit has some benefits
over bus transit. Additional cars
can be added to a train without
employing an extra driver. Light
rail would provide shorter travel
times and greater reliability, since
it would use a dedicated right of

way. Ridership is estimated to be
higher with light rail. Rail cars
can last twice as long as buses.

Grassy tracks on pervious sur-
faces are under consideration for
light rail, while BRT would use
existing, impervious roadways
which negatively impact storm
water runoff and attendant pollu-
tion of waterways.

Local Sierra Club chapters, the
Natural Resources Defense Coun-
cil, the Chesapeake Bay Founda-
tion and AAA Mid-Atlantic are
among non-government entities
that support the inner light-rail
alignment.

Roberts’ Dissent

The letter before council reaf-
firmed Greenbelt’s prior support
of the Purple Line light rail. It
also expressed concern about
the potential for negative impact
on the Capital Crescent Trail,
especially on its trees, and urged
the use of approaches that would
“minimize any impacts using best
practices and great sensitivity to
the environment.”

Roberts moved to amend the
letter to say “minimize any im-
pacts including tunneling, align-
ment changes, using best practices
and great sensitivity to the envi-
ronment.” Councilmember Konrad
Herling seconded the motion, “for
the sake of discussion.”

Mayor Judith Davis spoke
against spelling out specifics,
saying the letter as written essen-
tially says the same thing. She
said the things Roberts suggested
including were already on the
table and it is not in Greenbelt’s
purview to suggest them. She

was reluctant to have the city
appear to call for increasing the
cost of the project.

Addresses Inequities

Councilmember Leta Mach
agreed, adding that the Purple
Line will address inequities be-
tween the two counties and the
social issues of moving people
in Prince George’s County to
jobs in Montgomery County.
She argued against setting up
roadblocks in the way of this,
since she thought the people of
Prince George’s County have
waited long enough. She re-
minded Roberts that the impor-
tant thing for the environment is
to get cars off the road. Mach
emphasized that construction
should begin in Prince George’s
County.

Mach also pointed out that the
country club had been encroach-
ing on the right-of-way for years
and approved of the county’s
right to take it back.

Roberts said others were over-
looking the importance of stand-
ing by and supporting a “fel-
low municipality.” He noted
the heavy use of the trail by
people from around the region,
saying the issue goes beyond
Chevy Chase and the country
club. There is no reason to put
expediency before a good out-
come, Roberts said.

Davis responded that a number
of municipalities also support the
current proposal. Roberts said he
also strongly supports light rail
transit but it has to be done the
right way.

He said the current proposal

removes much of the tree cano-
py, which includes 100-year-old
trees. On the three-mile sec-
tion of the trail in question, he
said there would be no trees
left. (Estimates of tree loss vary
widely. Save the Trail estimates
4,500 trees would be clear cut.
Hofstra’s notes say an estimate
of 500 trees lost may be exces-
sive.)

Davis noted that the trail
would be improved under the
current proposal. It would be
widened and she had heard some-
one refer to the trail as “danger-
ous” on weekends because of the
number of cyclists, hikers and
other users.

Roberts disputed these com-
ments and said Greenbelt should
be about protecting a beautiful
place such as this trail, which
he equated with a park. He
said it would be bad for Green-
belt to support the destruction
of this trail, admonishing Davis
for her position, given her pride
in Greenbelt’s extensive tree
cover.

Roberts said Davis could not
be a friend of the environment
and send the letter as it was.
Davis said she took “serious
umbrage” at this statement and
refused to believe that Roberts
meant what he said. She and
Mach reiterated their commitment
to the environment.

Herling expressed understand-
ing for Roberts’ position but said
he was comforted by the word,
“minimize.” He pointed out that
specifying the means of minimiz-
ing impact might give the im-

pression that Greenbelt was only
supporting those approaches when
there could be others that would
achieve the desired result.

Roberts” amendment was then
called to a vote but he was the
sole supporter. Council then
voted to send the letter to the
Metropolitan Washington Council
of Governments Transportation
Planning Board, with copies to
Maryland’s Secretary of Transpor-
tation and Greenbelt’s legislative
delegates.

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In Memoriam: Remembering Jim Williamson

James Marion Williamson,
77, died of lymphoma on April
25. His wife of 47 years, Mary
Lou Williamson, described him as
“quiet, self-contained, a bit shy.”
A retired NASA engineer, “he
could talk about the stars or spin
a yo-yo,” Mary Lou said at his
memorial service on May 30.

Jim is remembered most for the
respectful way he treated people
and for his great love of family.
Daughter Margaret Williamson de-
scribed how “he felt strongly that
everyone deserved respect. Your
friends, your family and people
you don’t know . . . . Respect
their right to live freely. Respect
their choices. Don’t interfere or
impose.”

She said that her dad instructed
her always to “do the right thing
. ... If you can’t do it right,
then don’t do it . . . .” In the
end, she said, he made the deci-
sion not to prolong his life with
chemotherapy and other invasive
treatments and his family was
called upon to respect his wishes.

During his final weeks Jim was
reluctant to have his grandchildren
visit and see him in a weakened
condition. But he later changed
his mind. Son Peter Williamson
recalled the advice his dad gave
them. “He told them that success
is not a monetary thing where you
try to get the biggest salary, nor is
it in having the most money and it
is not about possessions.

“He measured success as the
development of relationships be-
tween people and how you inter-
act with the ones you love.” He
advised Peter “to respect your kids
.. . allow them to succeed and al-
low them to fail . . ..”

Jim enjoyed most the one-on-
one encounters with his children
and their children. His older
daughter, Carolyn Jolly, remem-
bers four years ago when her dad
volunteered to go on a long car
ride to lowa with her family, in-
cluding three young children and
an infant. Carolyn had rented an
RV and Jim enjoyed his role as
the nanny entertaining the kids,
playing cards and other games and
sharing the driving.

To grandniece Sophia Kean,
who joined the Williamson house-
hold when she was six years old,
the relationship with “Pop” was

bittersweet. He taught her to
swim and ride a bike and even
helped her once to bake an apple
pie for a homework assignment.

Sophia acknowledged that there
were differences but felt she was
bridging the gap as she got older.
Jim shared with her his love of
learning about new technologies.
“He was the first to tell me about
the ability to play movies on com-
puters,” she said.

Jim was also one of the first
persons around who had a GPS
and he took great delight in not
asking for directions to anyone’s
house. He was also a very practi-
cal man. He couldn’t understand
why this writer wanted to replace
the perfectly good baby blue tile
in the kitchen just because she
didn’t like the color.

Army Buddy

For more than half a century
Jim maintained a close friendship
with the person he called “my
buddy,” Bill Stange. They met
while both served in the Army in
the mid-1950s and they traveled
together on a number of occa-
sions. Both worked at Goddard
and they ate lunch together often,
exchanging information about cars,
electronics and investments.

Stange recalled Jim’s play-
ful side during their Army days.
One time Jim put a dandelion in
the end of his rifle during forma-

tion and
was threat-
ened with
a court
martial.

put on a recording of taps, which
worked well; they were dismissed
earlier than usual. When the
commanding officer heard the
real bugler play taps, Jim imper-
turbably claimed the music was
an echo.

After the Army the two en-
joyed traveling together. During
their trip through Mexico, the
car radiator boiled over while
they were in the middle of the
desert. Not having any water,
they put soda and urine in the
radiator. When the water pump
gave out and they sought help
from a mechanic, the man com-
mented that something smelled
like poop. Jim told him he was
in the right direction but the
wrong end.

To the grandchildren, Jim was
known affectionately as Pop or
Pop-Pop. The oldest, Mary Helen,
14, described Pop as very family-
oriented. He never complained
about driving often from Green-
belt to Atlanta to see them. “He
was very generous with money,”
she noted but he cautioned her
to put her savings in a credit
union, which he regarded as safe.
He was rewarding her straight-A
school work.

Family Ties

His cousin Robin Jackson re-
iterated the importance of family
ties to Jimmy, as she called him.
He always made the effort to get
the family together for dinners
and picnics. “Every time he and
Mary Lou came to Atlanta to visit
their children, they would call us
[all the cousins],” she reminisced.
“He was the glue that kept the
family together,” she said.

Another cousin, Barry Gra-
ham, praised Jim’s strong sense
of duty that compelled him to
drive frequently from Greenbelt
to Atlanta to care for his aging
mother. “He was just a great
guy, smart as a whip,” Graham
exclaimed.

Still another cousin, Malcolm
Shealy, admired Jim’s work on
the space program at Goddard.
He remembers visiting the Wil-
liamsons in 1971 and touring the
Goddard Space Flight Center, see-
ing “big rooms full of tape drives
and computers and a control room
that looked like something out of
Star Trek,” he said.

“One year, we all went to the
beach and Jim and Mary Lou
came in their old Volvo station
wagon,” Shealy recalls. “They
had the whole family inside and

bicycles and
lawn chairs on
the back and
roof. It [the
car] looked like
a porcupine,” he
exclaimed.
Family and
friends knew
Jim as a thrifty
person. He pre-
ferred to buy
used cars and
drove them un-
til they would
no longer run.
He loved to
buy books at
Borders but
only if he had
a discount cou-
pon. He bought
new clothes in-
frequently and
only if they
were on sale.
Noise
Jim often
felt uncomfortable in large groups
of people or with noisy chil-
dren. He was known to escape

whenever possible. Mira Batra,
who lived in the same court as
the Williamsons on Ridge Road
for many years, remembers ask-
ing why Mr. Williamson was
locked in his car in the parking

lot. “For peace and quiet,” was
the reply.
Nor was he always a very

patient person. Mary Lou re-
members that “more than once I
got left behind when I was busy
with some project and Jim was
ready to go.”

“He was a voracious reader,”
Mary Lou said, “and our house
is full of books — thousands and
he’d read them all and could talk
on any subject. Last fall, he told
his doctors he knew he was sick
because he could no longer read
all day,” she concluded.

Jim Williamson was a private
man, a complex person who was
sometimes grumpy, impatient and
stubborn. But he will be re-
membered for the traits that most
exemplify his life, his devotion
to his family, his great sense of
honor and his abiding respect for
people.
