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ARCHITECT DESCRIBES ~REENBELT HOMES AS CONTEMPORARY 
.AND FUNCTIO~AL .WHERE 11 MODERNISTIC 11 IS NOT THE WORD

It w6u1d be a ·ni':i.st;ke t 'o \ describe· the architecture of Greenbelt as 
this or that 11 style 11 •because there wa·s .no conscious effort to follow 
any set precedent· ':i.ri the d'esign of the' build'ings . The ar·chitecture 
of Greenbelt as you see it today is the result of working out a solu- · 
tion to certain known problems to the best of the architect t s ability . 

In the __ );)eg.il'}ni~1g the pi.armers were confronted with the necessity for 
selecting a site far enough from town to be clear of .previous -at - · 
tempts at spe~'Ulatiye :subdividing which not .only greatly increased · ihe 
price of the 1.and., but 11).ad.e it practically i.inpbs·sible · to .have a free 
hand in P+imning the towndue to existing pattern of street or uti:1:, ­
ity layout . 

Once the land · was found there was the problem of planning the traf­
fic cir0ulation., water .and sewer layouts ., et-c • ., w-i·th the prevailing 
motive of economy and; use ra·ther than "land specul.ation" . Qther prob­
lems wore to _design park space as an integral part _ of . :the community; 
to arrive at. a plot plan sufficiently flexible to -avoid destroying 
numerous large trees; and- to design dwelling units of sufficiently 
simple construction to allow the use of relief labor . 

The dwelling uni ts had to be designed so as to r equire a minimum of 
maintenance in order to keep .rents low, but had to be s_uff ic iently 
spacious and attractive to insure complete occupancy .

The houses had 'to be designed for rent in~tead of sale; they had to 
be designed _for eqonomi'co.l construct:i,on and they had to be suffiqient­
ly fJ.exible · to_ allon -for Various family compositions and· for family 
growth.and expansion. ·

There could not be too much variety in the unit plans or the econo­

mies resulting from duplication would be lost . In other words the arch­
itect_s · were confronted with the necessity for balancing the economic ., 
social ., and physical f~ct.ors with the living ·amenities: required, and' 
at th~ same time to incorpor!3-te the practical elements of efficiency, 
economy ., durabil1 ty an;~ QOmfort . 1

The 11 stylen of architc"ctur·e resulting from the solution of these· 

problems might be ter.med l.lfunctional 11 if you must put a ''n'ame to it . 
11 Contemporary 11 is also another name which could be used truthfully 
as a ·de~cription of ~he style , but any other name , such ·as, Enligh, 
Modernistic, Continental ., etc ., i mplies a·false stylizing of sur ­
face treatment that is entirely erroneous .
