Dear Macdam:

n the issus of April 1 of the Herald appears a letter by & Greenbelt resident.

We are not surprised that you assumed no responsibility for the accuracy of
statements appearing in that letter, but we are surprised that you should have let
unverified statements made by an obviously biased writer provide the basis of a
supposedly informed editorial.

It seems rather a waste of time to point out the errors in that letter, but
we shell mention a few:

1. The letter astates that certain restrictions have been "imposed" upon the
regidents of Greenbelt, ‘Actually, the restrictions are the result of requests of
A substantial number of our citizens. We presume that you understand that prac-
tically any rule in any democrecy may be regarded as an "imposition" on a minority.

2. The letter states that in Greenbelt "children can not play anywhere except
on sidewalks and designated play areas which as yet have not been provided". This
is not true. "Organized play" is not permitted on lawns, and children are requested
not to play on newly planted lawns, nor in the neighborhood of the lake which is at
present unguarded. Otherwise they are freg to roam and play as they please, with
fields and woods within a hundred yards of every home in Greenbelt. Do Washington
ochildren have that privilege?

3. The letter states: "No child can take bicycles, roller skates, scooters or
tricycles thru the underpasses." The regulaticn actually states that children are
not to ride these contrivances thru the underpasses--all they need to do is get off
and #alk thru. If your editorial writer had asked the WHY of this regulation, he
would have found that more then one child has already required hospital treatment
as the result of injuries sustained in riding thru an underpass, and that, aimost
universally, adults have complained of the danger of bicycles and tricycles speed-
ing by baby carrisges and pedestriens in an underpass intended to aveid hazards,
not to lntroduce threm.

These are some--nct all--of the errors appearing in the first two paragraphs
of the letter in question. As many more inaccuracies could easily be found in the
remaining ‘twe paragraphs,

In your ‘editorial you state that this letter evidences the fact that "the good
old American trait of stubborn individualism is still our solid bulwark against the
regimented beehive economy into which Europe has fallen,"

If democracy in America had to depend upon such fallacious arguments, and upon
such unfounded reasening as this, it would be in a bad way indecd, '

In classifying &s "regimentation" Groenbelt réegulations which express the will
of the majority of the citizens, simply because & minority objocts to these rogula-

tions, you seem to overlook two very fundamental facts:,
L First, by its very naturc democracy means rule of the minority by the majority,
and your argument is with democracy, not with Grecnbelt,

Second, if there were no minority to object, ‘thermwould have been no necd for
logislation.

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DAWEER (Continued from Page 1)
be to fool the other fellow more than
the other fellow fools him. To quote
Dr. Dawber: : -

"The church should stand behind
the Cooperatove movement. The Cooper-
ative is Christian; cut-throat compe-
tition is anti-Christian,"

For a Cooperstive store is run by
the people and for the people. Its
objeet is service and sharing of goods,
not accumulation of profit. It has
nothing to gain by misleading the peo=-
ple, for any excess income so obtained
would ultimately be roturned to those
who provided it, X o

Thercforo the unselfishness, the
harmony, the frecdom and tho develop-
ment of personality which must charact-
erize a successful democracy or a
successful church, alsc characterize a
Cooperative economic system. 4And who
will say that the presont cconomic
system fostors unselfishness? = or
harmony? -« or freedom? - or develop= "~
ment of personality? World wide cvents
too cloarly give their answer.

The rapid growth of the Cooperative
movement throughout the world, Dr.
Dawber remarked, is an expression,of
what the perspective of future his-
torians will disclose to be.a funda-
mental change in our civilization.

The new civilization which is ¢~
volving, whose inception can be traced
to the first decade of this century,
differs fundamentally from all previous
civilizations in that the cccnomy of
gcarcity which roverned all its pre-
decessors is piving way tc an cconomy
of abundance. In the 18th cé¢ntury
the world population doubled, and
production could not . kcep up with
population growth. Egquitsble distri=-
bution would have mcant universal pecv-
crty.

Today population is increasing much
less rapidly, while machinor; and
scienco arc doubling and redcubling
productive output. The recsult 'is an
entirely new problem in history = the
pressurc of goocds and raw materials
upon peoplc. -

The result is plowing under of
wheat in the United Stotes, burning
of coffoc in Brazil, cocp restrictions
= & hundred unheard of expedicnts all

"shots in thc arm" intended to enable

April 6, 1938,

an outmoded systom of economics to
furetion under conditicns for which

it was not designcd. The compctitive
systom, doveloped in an age of scarcity,
is proving incapable of functioning in
an age of abundanc¢ - whore increasod
productive capacity has made poverty

a conscquence solely of distributive
failuro,

In showing that an institution to
survive must adapt itsclf to tho nceds
of the pcople, Dr. Dawber referrod to
the fate of the church in Russia., In
Russia-he saw men tcaring the stonos
from the walls of an ancient church.

We asked onc of thc men "Why?"

The man roplied that the stones
worc boing usoed to build a school and
a hospital, The man, and his sons, had
nover known a schocl cor a hospital, but
his prandchildren were to know bothl

As staunch a Christian as ono could
find, Dr. Dawber nonethcless said that
if he had becn a Russian he too would
have torn the stones from that church -
for a church which for a contury had
so ccmpletoly failed to sceand meet
the noeds of its members was in nc true
scnse a church of God.

Dr. Dawber stated that by mecting the
neods of the poople in Swedon and Den-
merk, the Cooperative movement had car-
ricd those countries unshaken through
the present difficult times, and in
Great Britain the movoment had played
a sipgnificant part in provonting far
greater disaster.

In international affairs Dr. Dawber
saw the Cooperative movement as a grow-
ing influence toward wcrld peaco. Its
objective of service to the common peo-
ple transcends national lincs, and its
strugglo against poverty and ignorance
arc strugcles apainst two factors fund-
amcental in the cause of war and revo-
lution,

In gsummary Dr. Dawbor said that to
savc politieal democracy we necd econo-
mic demccracye To Dr. Dawber the Co-
operative movement provides oconomic
demoecracy, mects the new requiremonts
of an age of sbundance, and presents
a system consistent with our domocratic
end religious ideals. 4s he stated:

"The cooperative movement is inevite
able if democracy is tc survivee The
church should be the first institution
to point thc wav".

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HERE AND THERE
It is altogether possible that the
reason for the inability of the Demo-
cratic nations to stand together egairst
dictators is that they are not democratic,

Let us look at France. During the
entire period .of Hitler's annexation of
Austria (remember?) this great Democracy
(?)hed no government., At that critical
time, France was paralyzed and dumb; and
unlike England, could not even "protest".

This would seem to indicate that at least
one Democrecy is functioning imperfectly,
and hes such serious trouble at home that
it cannot give any thought to trouble
abroad. There is reason for this,

French "Democracy" is confused and
dismembered by a variety of conflicting
interests, as is well illustrated by the
innumerable parties which represent these
conflicting interests, There are at
least four or five parties in Frence which
are deadlocked in an endless struggle for
power. They represent every possible
shade of religious, social and economic
opinion end interest. They have no com-
mon ground., They want no common ground.

They are not interested in Democracy;
they are too interested in themselves.

This five-way battle was finally
brought to an armed truce by Leon Blum in
the summary of 1936 with the formation of
the now famous Popular Front govermment,
This form of government, miscalled Demo-
eracy, has endured for two years. Its
hectic cereer suggests a runaway chariot
of unbroken horses. One never knows whet
may happen next, except that something's
going to bust, M. Blum, one of the
world's ablest statesmen, has been pulled
under the wheels more than onces

No matter what poliey he sets forth
one group of extremists is bound to dis-
agree; when those on both ends disegree
at the same time, Blum falls, end the
horses take the bit (and the nation) in
their teeth.

meke nasty remarks about Demoeracy. They
are entitled to a laugh, but not at
Democracy, for any nation whose Congress
is no Bore than a prize-ring to serve the
politieal heavyweighfs of special inter-
ests in their oratorieal free-for-alls is
not worthy of evern being confused with
Democracy.

Federatior ir Ithana, lew Yerk. MNMiss
Brewer patted and stretched the dcugh
int~ everythivp from pigs-in-blankets
to apricct upside~dovm-cake with such
dexterity as tc¢ convince the hcusewives
present net onlv that the flour was
superior but that making bread was a
pleasant wav te spend & rainy afterncon,

As Miss Frewer worked with the swigt-
ness and deftness that comes ef 1nng
practice she talked without fermality:
explaining each step in the process of
bread makine, answerinr questinons, tell=-
ing amusing stories of her past exper-
iences. She said that, while she was &
teacher of Home Eccnrmics as Tcernell,
she learned to dread the first breed
making less~n each vear. Her students
attacked the jou se furicusly that they
reised a snowstarm of flaur throurhouvt
the room and tired every muscle in their
bedies, even their knees, while kneading.

*iss Brewer explained that, lon- e~
fore the GLF was bnrn, she had known the!
importance of pcnd flour in bread making,
There is nc flour egqually satisfactory
for all purposes: eakes, pastry, and
breed; and flour which claims to be e-
qually gcod for all is to be suspected.

Miss Prewer said that no one ‘persoi
eould decide for all women whether it
v&s better te buy bread to %ake it at

home, since the velue ef the breadmaker's

time a8 well as the cast of the inpred-
ients en®er into the matter. It was

cbvieus however, that Miss Brewer her-
self thourht homemade bread well worth
the time-and effart,

As the demonstration prnceeded, de-
licious adors began tec stream frem the
yvens. A faint smell of burning at ene
me-ent hrought excited cries of warning
from the audienco,. While waiting fer
the lest things to “ake a&and pesi, Miss
Brewer talked briefly cor GLF products
penerally, referring to & cclorful ar=-

Fipally, all the freshly baked good
things were cut up by Miss Prewer and
her sssistant Mrs, Sare Axelred, and
passcd round to the audience, while the
children in the hall outside with noses
pressed against the doors watched en-
vieusly.

"I think the 25 mile limit is fair
encughs It shouldn't be any faster. I
know that if a car driving at that speecd
approached my child = well = he would hav
a chance to make a get away; but if on
the other hand & car driving at a higher
speed came suddenly upon him there's no
telling what might happen.

I personally think thot the speed lim=
it on the road to Washington should be
356 miles per hour. I lknow that people
drive that fast on thosc roads anyway.

Mr. Bernard Rosenthal, 20-E Park-
way Road.

"At the prosent time I don't think
people pay much attention to the speed
laws in Grecnbelt. Since this is a com-
munity wherc there are pmot s¢ many stores
and other shopping districts, the spced

limit should be lowor, as the child-
ren are alwnys crossing thc streets
to play. I porsonally think the lim=
it should bc 20 miles.

As for the limit on the roads,

I think that should be faster than
it is at presont."

"I think the 25 mile speed limit
is high enoughe That mcans the lim=
it here is 3 miles higher tkan in
Washirgton. If the people want this
to be a safc community it is up teo
them to make it so. By riding more
slowly and more carefully there will
be fewer accidents on the road.

Riding in from Washirgton, the
45 mile spced limit ends too abe-
rubtlv. I think the limit sheculd
corntinue on for a few more miles
nearor townrd Creenbeclt.”
