its cornmuni ty life, the attractive and modern con­
struction of its buildings, with the blend of city 
and country lii'e that is so striking to the eye of 
a newcaner, and last but not lea~t, with the spirit 
of its officials and citizens." 

Greenhills has 97 farms of fran 1 to 125 acres 
besides its urban area. These farms are leased for 
five years with the rentsoaled accordi?lf; to the pro­
ductivity of each farm and the money needed far its 
improvement.

Health Notes

PRE-NATAL CARE 
Pre-natal, as the wco.-d itself denotes, is that 

period in the life of an individual fran the time he 
becomes a living being until his birth. Pre-natal 
care inoludes preserving the health of the mother 
and assisting her in building, over a period of nine 
months, a strong body for her baby in order that it 
may have the heritage every one has a right to de­
mand. "Motherhood is a natural,and should be a. nor­
mal, process". However, the maternal situation in 
our country is not good a.s a 111hole. Our maternal 
death rate is higher than that of many of -the other 
civilized countries. More than half of the diffi­
culty might be remedied if only mothers could rea­
lize how much help is available for them. 

With Public Health advancing as it has in the 
past few yea.rs, every mother in our country ia pro­
vided means by which she IrAy receive help from soma 
agency, either public or private. The United States 
Department of Labor through the Children1s Bureau 
has appropriated money to aid in supplying adequate 
instruction for mothers. The United states Public 
Health Service and the State Health Depar'bn.ent of 
every state also extend clinical service for those 
who feel that they are tma.ble to pay for necessary 
care. The private physicians are cooperating in 
every way possible to make adequate care available 
for every mother in this country. 

Primitive mothers reacted to instinct in that 
their first thought was to nourish and protect their 
helpless infant. This was the original form of in­
fant care. Nothing 111hatever was done insofar a.s the 
health of the mother wae concerned. It did not oc­
cur to people in the primitive state that the 
mother 1s health meant so much to the child a.s it 
grew up and took its place in the crude ccmnunity. 
The human race has now had ina.ey years of experimen­
tation with the lives of mothers and their infants 
and we have learned - perhaps in sane instances by 
expensive lessons - that to allow instinct to lead 
has been foolish and that what vre need is an organ­
ized, a.dequate,well-!llanaged service for both mothers 
and babies. 

1'1hat is pre-natal care, and what does it include? 
le An early medical examination by a canpetent 

physician to check the mother 1s general 
health. Supplying remedial treatment if in­
dicated. 

2. Farly dental examination for the preserva­
tion of the mother 1s teeth,with the correc­
tion of any dental defects early in preg• 
:nancy. 

3. Assistance in ma.king definite plans for a 
safe delivery, either in the home or in the 
hospital. 

4. Advice and assistance as to preparation fO]: 
adequate care of the child after delivery. 

s. Arrangements for a.ssistanoe for the mother 
following delivery. 

s. Help in securing a post-pe.rtem examina­
tion far the mother to safeguard for health 
in the future. 

7 • Assista.noe in securing for the baby regu­
lar health supervision by a competent p~ 
sician. 

Every cc:mnunity should take an active part in 
safeguarding the lives of both its mothers and 
babies• It might be of interest to know what our 
own cominmity is doing. There have been 17 classes 
held for pre-natal mothers in Greenbelt. The total 
attendance of the classes has been 190. The class 
includes instruction in all lines of care fran the 
first registration with the doctor to the time when 
t h~ ?aby is . old. enough to be taken to -the well.-baby 
clllll.co Ordinarily the baby is ta.ken to the clinic 
at one month of age and should be seen regularly

QUESTION: 'What is meant by saying that if' con• 
sumers would go into production they 
could produce for a "known market"1 

ANS'f/ER: In ma.ey of' t he usual business enter­
prises• production is not a fully plan­
ned activity. The manufacturer of' chew­
ing gum ( shall we say ) has no very ac­
curate way of' knowing just how many peo­
ple are going to i ndulge in the great 
.American indoor sport. He can not gauge 
the number of' packages of' gum he can 
sell. Ii' he cannot sell all that he has 
ma.de he carries on an intensive advertis­
ing campaign to make .Americans chew gum 
whether they want---r:e-or not. 
Now• if' consumers went into the produc­
tion of' gum they would knov1 the approx­
imate amount to produce, f'or they would 
sell only through cooperative retail 
outlets. They would know the number of 
retail outlets and the approximate number 
of custaners in each outlet. They would 
have a "known market". Their factories 
could gauge the production far the year 
and plan t heir work accordingly. They 
would not work feverishly for tlVO or 
three months and then cease work when the 
market was g lutted. They know just where 
their product is destined to go. If' more 
cooperative retail outlets are opened up• 
t he plant would have to speed up to sup­
ply those markets.

Its flowing, close - to - earth greeIIIl.8ss makes 
Ground Pine one of the most attractive ornaments of 
our woods, especially in ,nnter. 

Unfortunately it makes very attractive Christmas 
wreaths; axid its habit of spreading aver damp ground 
without shooting its roots far below the surface 
makes easy the work of' its depredators. Many feet 
of its rootings can be pulled up with a single pull • 
Other communities have been completely shorn of' its 
beauty in a ffJW seasons. 

A walk throut:;h our woods at this time will show 
that Greenbelt is destil.1ed to lose its heritage of 
this wealth of greenery if v,e do not concern our­
selves ,vith protecting it. The trail leading to the 
garden plots beyond Northway not only passes patches 
of the Grotmd Pine vm.ere this depredation is all too 
evident, but also along this trail are pieces and 
even long streamers or the plant whioh have been 
carelessly dropped and are beinc absolutely wasted. 
Care was not even taken to see that they provided 
the Christmas oheer whioh was supposed to justify 
their destruction. 

If only this could be stopped. A couple of weeks 
of Christmas--oheerirg wreaths are not worth the per­
manent loss of this wealth. Beautiful wreaths can 
be provided without such carelessness toward the 
public interest. 

Please, you who read these words, use all your :In­
fluence to discourage this practice. Please help 
prevent fran realization the fear that the c aming 
of Greenbelt may mean the passing of the Ground 
Pine, the Holly, and much of the natural beauty of 
the surrounding country. 

The Camnunity Planners and the Community Manage­
ment have tried hard to see that Greenbelt adds to, 
rather than detracts from, the wealth of the coun­
try. We must do our re.rt to see this hope achieved.

For a fresh green tree, these same recom­
mend 1/6 oz. of citric aoid(Drug Store)and

DrSJnatic oriti cism does not customarily find its 

way into editorial columns. Edit orials, simile.rly, 
seldom deal with evalue.tions of the theater. And 
so, i t is at t he risk of being neither f i sh nor fowl 
tho.t we cross tradit i onal lines and devot e thi s ar­
ticle to the Greenbelt Players,epeoi fically to their 
J at est producti on "The Dark Tower". Our reason, to 
r ing in the platitudes, i s that man does not live by 
bread alone, and any rez:i.arknbl e development in our 
local artistic expression rates serious attention. 

Judging fran the materials at hand, t he develop­
ment with i n the Greenbelt Player s has been remark­
abl e. le.st summer Greenbelt audiences sat through 
t hree one-act vehicles Vlhich were crude w.d amateur­
i sh allllost throughout. And here, with the passing 
of one scant half-year, we find actors and actresses 
who merit the name pacing our boards and delivering. 
Whence, t hen, the change? 

Primarily, we think,it lies in selection of the 
proper play . How nv:i.ny finished artfsts much less 
our own unpolished diamonds, are capable of •rising 
above tenth-rate under-graduate plays? Yet, until 
the present , they had to do just that or fail. 

Other factors than play select i on however, indi• 
cat e that the recent success of the Players had its 
root in t he matur ing of t hei r own t alents, if we may 
use suoh a t e1m to describe what has taken place i n 
so short a t ime . Acting , wi1:h perhaps two excepti ons 
was on a professional level, genuine direction could 
be f elt in t he fluid movement of the characters and 
events. Makeup and cost1.U11ing were adequate, and, as 
disti nct £ran nine amateur j obs out of ten,restrain• 
ed. 

Stage settings made i ngenious use of t he possibil­
ities at hand. Obviously they did not rank with the 
pa.id article, but one would not expect them to for a 
tvro-night run. 

Few individuals can be sinc;led out of the cast 
for the special superlatives. If there are such, 
however, they would be: 

le.wrence Larmore for both his roles (altho the 
Frenchman was a bit rugged with his final syllables 
and did date from the turn of the century). 

Gladys Freaman for the aunt, a genuine awit right 
down to the self'-pityi11g sniffles. 

John Walker, a snake in any man's language,an ac­
complished and oily brute. 

Theodora Murray ,as the canary, whan he fascinated. 
In character from beginning to end. 

"The Dark Tower" all told, must be chalked up as 
the first success of the Greenbelt Players, rut a 
genuine success, one which marks, we think, the be­
ginning of posit i ve drame.tic express i on in our t arn. 
The problem which must n01·, be solved is the building 
of' a larger playgoing Greenbelt audience. We think 
it will be,and largely on the basis of this achieve­
ment.

temporary store across the way which crone into being 
on October 3, 1937, when the population totaled 22 
families and the de.y•s sales $3.25. 

Muoh water has gone over the drun since t hat day, 
a year ago, when the keys to the Food Store were 
present ed to Store Manager R. M. Templeman by Can­
munity Manai;er Roys. Braden,on behalf of the F.s.A. 

Under the efficient management of' Mr. Templeman 
and of Sulo Laakso who suoceeded him on March 12th, 
the store has been phenomenally successful. Through 
the support of the neighborhood sales have consis­
tently increased witil they now average well over 
$4,000 per week. Although quality am ut i l i ty of 
products offered for sale have always been of utmost 
concern to the present management, prices have been 
kept within line. The store novr holds fir.st place 
among all cooperative groceries in the East for its 
low operat i ng costs and efficiency. 

The position or Food Store now enjoys is the pro• 
duct of the joint interest and effort of the present 
management, the store manager, its employees, and 
the people's interest expressed through the Food 
Store Committee of the c.o.c. They have all shown 
a faithful stewardship over that which is soon to 
becane the property of the residents of' Greenbelt. 
They are to be congratulated.

Greenbelt and Democracy 
Although it has existed for centuries, in differ­

ing forms and intensities, although the best minds 
of each generation have collaborated i n an attempt 
to attain it, although men have fought and bled for 
its preservation and although reruns or paper have 
been \Yritten about it, the political insti tution 
known as democracy does not lend itself t o accurate 
definition. 

From its first feeble beginnings, t his institu­
tion has meant roany thi ngs to many men. Even now, 
in t he days when the great democracies of the vrorld 
are battling for their very existence , fmv can agree 
as to just what the term implies. To sane it means 
freedom from all regulation coupled vlith the power 
to exploit. To others it means equality of opportun­
ity and protection of' the right of t he i ndividual to 
survive. Until recent yea.rs, political scientists 
have,for the most part,conf'ined thei r considerati ons 
or democracy to t he poli~ical and legalistic aspeots 
which give it form rather than to the oondi tions 
which give it substance and upon which it depends 
for life. Modern students of the subject such as 



Professor James Harvey Robinson. American historian 
and educator• hold that "democracy not only requires 
the popular control or public policy. but also im• 
plies a type or social organization which will de­
velop to the fullestEEtent the latent potentialities 
or every member or the society. and imposes upon so• 
ciety the moral obligation to do everything in its 
power to hasten the realizationct' such a condition." 

It is axiomatic that. as democracy depends for 
its existence upon the colleotive will or the indi• 
viduals who compose it• it must. to be successful• 
depend upon a highly developed intelligence and pa• 
triotism on the part or the individual citizen who 
must be trained in the l::ncnrledge and art of self• 
government. 

The best definition of the word democracy should• 
quite obviously. embody within itself the seeds or 
its preservation. History has repeatedly shonn that 
democracies have perished whenever they failed to 
take into consideration the economic well-being of 
their peoples• whe1-ever there have been great dis­
parities in the wealth of their citizens. or where 
the electorate has been denied access to education­
al facilities or a free press. or the right peace• 
fully to assemble and freely discuss matters of na­
tioml moment. 

The late Professor Franklin Henry Giddings • .Amer­
ican sociologist. when asked "Upon what basis have 
free oamnunities risen and flourished?" replied 
"Always this1 the people have been sufficiently like 
minded. sufficiently alike in their purposes. in 
their morals. in their ambitions and ideals. in 
their views ot policy aIJd method• to work together 
spontaneously.**********They have all seen the same 
truth1 they have all 'ffll.nted the same success• they 
have striven by the same method for the realization 
of the same great purpose." 

Judged in the light of the above definition. 
Greenbelt embodies within itself all the known ele­
ments of an enduring democracy. Through its study 
groups and educational programs. it seeks to inform 
itself on matters of current cOllllnunity and natioml 
interest. It enjoys a "cammunity of interest" not 
possible in Deighborhoods torn by distinctions of 
wealth and class. It selects its leaders on the 
basis of their value to the oommuni ty free fran 
threat of economic ooercion by any group. It seeks 
to embody the elements of democracy in itsb..tsiness 
enterprises and to operate them for the public good. 

When such methods are applied universally• democ­
racies may hope to become more efficient than auto­
cracies and will be in a camnanding position to wage 
a winning fight against the infiltration of philos­
ophies or dictatorship.

CHECK AND DOUBLE CHECK 
To the Editors 

The saroastio barbs of press ridicule leveled in 
the direotion of what one Washington newspaper re­
oently termed "Greenbelt - the Eden of the New Age", 
appear to be getting some sort of reaction. But 
there is still roan for doubt whether the current 
boan of journalistic "horseplay" will be altogether 
detrimental to our general well being as citizens• 

Sane opine -the possibility of a severe shortage 
of suitable filler for the Capital dailies, forcing 
their weary editors to scan the private and public 
life of Greenbelters, -l;wisting facts in order to 
plop a hilarious feature on one's breakfast table 
to be digested in conjunction with one's grape-nuts. 

Early last spring Washingtonians were amazed to 
learn that Greenbeltl:x>usewives were not permitted to 
shake dust ~ran their mops - except within very, 
very, restrioted areas; to hang out their laundry -­
exoept when the Farm. Security Administration 3 Town 
Manager,Town Council am Mayor published a manifesto 
declaring a field day; to dispose of garbage - ex­
oept after eaoh individual piece had been carefully 
wrapped, sealed and initialed. 

These same Washingtonians literally gasped with 
astonishment when discovering Greenbelt citizens 
could squirt their garden hose in only one direction 
-- and that over their roof-tops; that a regular 
house-to-house inspection was effected by the Go,,... 
ermnent; and that no pictures could decorate the in• 
terior of their hanes, 

Of course, the above was gleaned fran headlires 
and top-paragraphs of news stories only• Everything 
was more rationally explained in the body of the 
article. The me.in factor however, is the general im• 
pression definitely obtained by sketchily perusing 
these misleading itans, especially is this true when 
one's most trusted source of daily information tends 
toward those beliefs. 

For example a government official stopped a clerk, 
whan he recognized as living :in Greenbelt, am blunt­
ly asked: , 11\'lhat do you re~lly think of Greenbelt 
wives not being permitted to have babies unless the 
Administration gives its official okay?" Needless 
to say the Citizen expostulated. With his back to 
the wall he denied all. 

"But", the executive protested haughtily, "read 
your morning paper if you doubt me, The things been 
done and there's nothing y oo. can do about it'" And 
\rl.th a searohing look of profound pity he stepped 
serenely on. 

When the underling dazedly read that story upon 
whiah so much hung in the balance, he found only one 
bit of fact. Stuck precariously at the end of a 
lengthy article was a wee sentence, briefly mention• 
ing the limitation of residents to three, four, five 
or six room Greenbelt homes. 

The anployee cculd not find in his heart blame 
for the official for arriving at his hasty conclu­
sion. It was apparent the gentleman had garnered 
his delusions from t he embellishment of the story -­
not the facts. 

The most recent blast is a piece of editorial 
,mimsy printed in an evening edition a ffll.Y days a o-o 
dealing with the Greenbelt residents who propo;ed 
one week each month to be set aside as "stay-ut• 
home week", in which all public meetings would be 
cancelled. 

The editorial then went on to express this senti­
ment: "'Where are the Nation's vast experiments in 
regimentation to end, if in -the model closest to the 
Capital, citizens unanimously prefer staying at 
home and minding their mm business to organizing 
details of their own and their neighbors' lives?" 

AN OPEN LETTER TO THE WASHINGTON EVENING STAR 
I wish to congratulate the Star on the indepen­

dence its editorial staff maintains of its circu• 
lation department, inasmuch as you continue to in• 
sult the people of Greenbelt. If your editorials 
are as little influenced by your advertising depert­
l!lent. yours is a unique paper indeed. 

Perhaps you may be interested in correcting same 
or the erroneous implioations of your latest edi• 
torial about Greenbelt, in which in your usual rol­
licking good humor you refer to Greenbelt as "The 
Eden of the New Age". 

Dr. Linden s. Dodson. whose proposed "stay-at• 
home-week" was the springboard ot your latest de­
clamation, made the suggestion. not, as you statet 
so that we might cease "organizing details of (our J 
own and (our) neighbors' lives", but for wiser 
reasons. 

We who live in Greenbelt, have learned that in 
an integrated camnuni ty, ,mere people are willing 
and eager to work together, much useful social work 
can be accomplished: for example successfully 
baoking needed milk legislation for Prince Georges 
County; finding a:nployment for sane of our oi tizens 
who lose their jobsJ helping needy neighbors in Ber• 
wyn; organizing our own stores as oooperatives, so 
that we can have the profit, instead or saneone in 
New York or Chicago; - and for deeper reasons which 
our citizens understand. but which you, despite your 
lip service to dsnocracy. would notJ - nevelopinga 
r~~reational program, making sanething worthwhile 
out of simple skills and inclinationsJ protecting 
our health, as our Group Health Plan is doingJ pro­
tecting our fimnoes, as our Credit Union is doingJ 
offering our citizens the opportunity to continue 
their education in night school courses. 

Of course finding that there is so much to do in 
an integrated camnunity,we have overdone. We haven't 
wanted to miss anything, and many a Greenbelter has 
been going at top speed since arriving here, not be• 
cause he has been "regimented", but because he has 
been set free. 

Dr.Dodson saw that we have been working too hard• 
going too fast--that is why he urged a week without 
meetings. The suggestion was received by om- citi• 
zens in the good spirit in which it was made. The 
Star would have done well to have recognized that 
spirit. 

We have learned the significanoe and potentiality 
of united social action - and what greater lesson 
must our people learn if our democracy is to sur• 
vive? 

If Washington newspapers, would endeavor to see 
the significance of this to,m, and not use it as a 
political football. they would find that they have 
been scorning a development which holds more for the 
future of democracy than all the :impassioned utter­
ances that will ever decorate their papers. 

Democracy will grow not from your saying things, 
but fran people doing things.

EDUCATIOM COMMITTEE PI.AMS OPEN PUBLIC FORUMS 
Having received ample assurance of moral and ma­

terial support from the Federal Office of Education 
of the Department of the Interior, the local Educa­
tion Camnittee has adopted a detailed plan for a 
series of weekly educational forums to begin the 
first week in January o.nd run through the winter 
see.son. 

At its regular meeting, held on Deoember 9th, the 
cOl:lrlli.ttee, under the chairmanship of Dr. L. Dodson, 
discussed rec=nendations by Mr. Ce.sgrane, field Su­
pervisor of Educational Forums, for a group program 
particularly suited to the needs and interests of 
Greenbelt. An ideal series of continuous forums, it 
was agreed, should include community participation, 
communal as well as being educational and should 
have far its aim the stimulation of effective think­
ing on important local and national issues in the 
conmunity rather than the inculcation of any partic­
ular set of opinions. With this end in view, the 
COll!nittee plans to combine the presentation of the 
various guest speakers with a panel group to be 
drawn fran among the local citizens. These discus­
sions will be arranged with an eye for continuity of 
subject-matter under the guide.nee of a pernanent 
steering committee of five headed by Mr. Walther. 

The newly appointed steering committee was in­
structed by the group as a whole to make itselt as 
sensitive as possible to the genuine interests and 
problems of our citizen body and provide through 
these periodio discussions a practical outlet for 
the best and mostal'fective thout')it of the community. 

The ccmnittee voted aoceptanoe ar the reoOIIllllenda­
tions of Mr. R. Sliker, principal of the High 
School• for oOJllllercie.l courses to be given in the 
High School building at the cost of approximately 
$4.so per person per semester course. 

The most interesting single presentation of the 
evening was that of :Mr-. Robert Neary of the eduoa• 
tion unit of F. S. A. who, in an informal and partly 
reminiscent talk, outlined the story of the schools 
and the education problems from the day when the 
site of our elementary school was a mud-puddle. The 
aim of his survey was to acquaint the committee with 
the entire background of t.'1.e rel11,tionship between the 
federal authorities and the county Board of Educa­
tion, and to outline saroo guiding principles calcu­
lated to promote the best possible rela+.ions in the 
future.

When the .AJnerican Medical Association met in 
special session last month, it unanimously di sap­
proved of the recollllllendation which proposed payment 
of doctors from government :f'unds for care rendered 
to the low income popul8.tion. The .AJnerican Public 
Health ~ssociation in endorsing this portion of the 
Government• s plan broke away from the traditional 
leadership of the .lmerican Medical Association. 

C-E. A. Winslow, Professor of Public Health at 
Yale Medical School in addressing the convention 
said that the safeguarding of professional standards, 
concern.in& which the medical associati on had e~ 
pressed anxiety under the new Federal recommenda­
tions, was properly Nthe business of the organized 
private practitioners", but "the method by whi ch the 
customer elects to pool his financial resources to 
pay for medical services is his own business"• 

.Among those appearing before the meeting were Dr. 
Irvin Abell, president of the .America.n Medical As­
eociation, Arthur J. Altmeyer, chairman of the So­
cial Security :Soard, Dr. Thomas PtU'ran, surgeon gen­
eral of the United States Public Heal th Service.
