Hensley Advises Greenbelters
From Experience of Group Health

Harry C.Hensley of the Federal Farm Credit Ad-
ministration and lay member of Group Health Associa-
tion, Incorporated, Washington, D. C., in an address
last Saturdsy, at the Cooperative Institute held in
the school auditorium, stressed, as necessary to
the success of any medical cooperative, the im-
portance of keeping the membership currently in-
formed of all developments affecting the organiza-
tion,

Mr. Hensley pointed out that any successful pro-
gram of group hemlth demands a high degree of mu-
tual confidence between the doctors end the members.
He stated that it was his feeling that this con~
fidence can be expected only when the doctors are
sympathetic to the health plan and take 2 per-
sonal interest in the probleme of the individual
patient. As the amount of benefits which can be
withdrawn from such a cooperative institution can
be no greater than the funds made avmilable
through the dues of the members, Mr. Hensley ac-
cented the necessity that the members know facts
in respect to the finances of the organization
in order that they may not wreck the plan by
drawing benefits in excess of the capacity of
the association to provide them.

Respecting the deficit incurred by Group Health
Associstion during its first yesr, Mr. Hensley
expressed himself as satisfied with the results
which must be expected in the 4initial year of
operation of an entirely new undertaking in the
health field in the face of unsympathetic and
highly organized opposition from outeide sources.
He stated that increases in membership coupled
with a changing attitude on the part of the
opposition pointed to early success for the plan,

County News

The drive to increase rates of pay for school
teachers got further impetis in Prince Georges
County, when County Supt. Nicholas Orem declared a
low pay rate was preventing the appointment of qual-
ified teachers and is actuslly causing vacancies
faster than they can be filled. He cited ten resig-
nations in slightly more than a month as a case in
point. The Federation of P.T.A. of the county and
the committee of county superintendents have gone on
record as favoring pay lncreases.

The Ladles Auxiliary of the Bladensburg Fire Dept
have approved the movement to establish a hospital
in Prince Georges County and appointed a committee
to cooperate with the esoonsors, the Federzation of
Citizens Associations.

The fight to retwmn roesd construction to the sup~
ervision of local county commissioner resched Prince
Georges with the presentation to the County Chamber
of Commerce of opropossls to that end. The move to
deprive the State Roads Commigsioners of its present
jurisdiction is founded oncharges of corruption and
mismanagement, as well as the belief thet county
road needs are best determined by county residents,
who ought not to pay funds to build roads in other
counties.

The opposition feels that a state commission rep
resented by strtewlde delegntions, with central con-
trol, will insure 2z uniform end first class systenm
of roads. The mechanical and professionsl services
available to a State Commission, swifter action in
emergency and overall economy resulting are also
stressed.

“Get Your Money’s Worth,”
Says Warne to Local Audience

How to get "Your Moneyss Worth" or rather how
difficult it is to get one's money's worth was the
topie of Mr. Colston Warne, President of Consumerts
Union, at the Cooperative Institute Saturday,Febru=-
ary 4.

The shopper of today is confronted with en even
nare difficult task than Diogenes of old, Mr. Warne
indicated. Modern selling with its high pressure
advertising gives no hint as to the actual merit of
the product. Pretty labels, pictures of savory
dishes, high falluting adjectives imweéigle the shop=
per.

Mr. Warme, however, felt that the modern consum=
ers were beginning %o resent these methods and have
started & movement toward more intelligent buying.
He explained the part that Consumer's Union played
in this movement. Consumert's Union is an independ=-
ent testing agency that is supported entirely by
its subscribers.

Cooperatives, continued Mr. Warme, cen perform a
real service to their members by establishing test=-
ing apgencies wherever possible, or using established
agencies to test the products +they sell under their
labels, They can also give their members intelligent
labels using the grade system.

A very alert and interested group surrounded lir,
Warne during the discussion period.

PLATONIC IDEALISM AND TWO TONS OF FERTILIZER
FEATURE INSTITUTE PANEL

Is "The Foremost Objective of a Cooperative! to
provide worthwhile merchandise at reasonable prices,
to liberate the individual, to provide a yardstick
for evaluating goods and services offered by profit=
motivated enterprises, to extend democratic ideals
intl the world of Dbusiness, "to give crackpots a
chance to give vent to their emotions," or "to put
an end to govermment of the people by the rascals
for the rich"? Such was the subject of the second
panel of the Cooperative Institute, and of a vigor-
ously responsive sudience.

Dr. Hugh A. Bone, leader of the panel, intro-
duced Mr. Nathan Schein as the first speaker. Mr.
Schein in no uncertain terms stressed the impor-
tance of cooperation %o democracy, if democracyof
government is not to vanish under economic total-
itarianism. He saw the cooperative as the keyto a
new and better order of soclety.

Mrs. Charles Putman, the second speaker on the
penel, endorsed Mr. Schein's representation of Coop~-
eration as leading to a new way of life, but empha~
sized algo the economic objective of providing mem-
bers with more for their money. This the coopera-
tive can attain by providing worthwhile goods at
fair prices, by avolding common deceiving marizeting
practices, such as false 1labeling, slack filling,
short weighing and short chenging, by encouraging
members to dietinguish good commodities from bad
to buy for the contest and not for the pretty label,
and by advising members on the relative merits of
comneting products.

Mr. Henry Little, the third and last speaker, saw
as the primary objective of cooperation the libera-
tion of the individual, by rendering business the
servant of the people, rather than people the ser
vants of business. Tracing cooperative aims back to
Plato's "Republic!", Mr. Little saw true cooperation
best exemplified in present day cooperatives in Swe-
den.

At the conclusion of the formel presentationo:
the panel, the floor was open for comments, ques-
tions and criticiem. A visitor rose to decry the
lack of practicallity of all but the lady on the pm-
el, and requested an explenation of what Mr. Schein
had meant by a "cooperative commonwealth',

When Mr. Schein had completed describing a coop—~
erative commonwealth as one in which democratic
principles guided business and government, Mr. Harry
Hess rose to state that talk about Plato and Mcoop-
erative commonwealths" and such were materizl for the
"erack-pots", and that the esrly cooperators
bought their two tons of fertilizer as a group sim-
ply to save ordering én larger quantities.

Kre. Linded Dodson, objecting on aesthetic
grounds to the introduction of fertilizer into the
RoTe theh seve Soliaver ind sente Cia oore,tih.Sid
that individusle can benefit by acting for a group
by working for and with each other. Cash savings
and improved crope were simply practical gains re-
sulting from working and sharing together.

Dr. Bone, end at the conclusion of the meeting,
Mr. Baker, pointed out that the panel had emphasi-
zed the basic fact that a cooperative cannot suc-
ceed without both to its members of worthwhile
goods and services, and a longtime objective-—the
fostering of democracy and consequently of indivi-
dual liberty and individual thought.

We have expressed the fact that intelligent
prayer is an effective instrument in giving direct-
ion to an individusel's life. By prayer we do not
mean the perfunctory folding of hands and the mental
mumbling of vague and superstitious desires. That
approach invariebly brings about spiritual poverty.
But we are interested in the kind of prayer which
requires mental effort, the kind of prayer that de-
mands a method of meditation. Those people who
truly reelize from their prayer efforts a partial
mastery of self and a creative attitude towards
people and things, are those who earnestly strive to
commune with God in this way.

Four steps have been suggested previously by
which we may attempt to develop a.methed of devotion.

The first step is naturelly that of preparation—
a most important part of our procedure. We will 1ist
under this heading various suggestions to be follow-
ed in adjusting body and mind to real communion:

1. Relax physically but not mentelly.

2. Give your imegination free rein.

3. Reason that since God is everywhere, in spirit He
is now here; "And you are in the very atmosphere of
His nearness llke a flying bird in the air."

4, Think, then, of Jesus sharing your experience, as
He once lived with men. Try to picture Him as a
real human belng and not as a heavenly deity far re-
moved from your life.

5. Confess your weaknesses, your shortcomings. TFace
them squarely and honestly.

6. Choose some definite theme or problem for your
meditation. And pray God for humility, mental
acumen, and thoroughness with which to meditate.

ERIKA MANN: SEEKER OF TRUTH AFD JUSTICE

Erika Mann, whose name has recently been public-
ized, has been chosen for a sketch thie week. She
is a daughter of the noted German author, Thomas
Mann, snd has achieved fame for herself through her
acting and her latest book, "School for Barbarianst
which desls with .education under the Nazis. Here
she fearlessly denounces the regime from which she
is an exile and it 1s Dbecause her ideals are the
same for which Americe stands that it 1s necessary
to discuss some of the conditions of the Nazi regime
which she exposes.

fschool for Barbarians" leaves no doubt about the
far reaching implications of the system which arose
as 1ts leaders proclaimed themselves favorable to
the church;and Erika Mann spares nothing in denoumc-
ing the hypocrisy of the leaders and the traces
which they are leaving on every German child. She
writes simply and directly in a style which makes it
epsierto read about the subjects which are so repel-
lent to one whose standards are truth, equality,
freedonm and democracy. MNazism hammering awsy con-
stently at the single idea of the German rece and
its supremacy; Nazism entering the homes and breed-
ing distrust among the members of families; Nazism
bresking down church organizations which might railse
a voice against the constant use of violence.

As Thomas Mann seys 1in the preface to his
daughter's book, the Nazl program is 111 adapted to
the German people who have above all alwaye sought
the objective truth free from any bigoted political
aims. Power 1s the foremost alm of every Nazi
leader. It is an obsession which permeates all
phases of living and tarns minds away from the clear,
unbissed thinking which the pre-Nazl Germans sought.
Felee charges brought against every anti-Nazi to get
him out of the way; every person a member of a Nazi
organization in order to prove his Moyalty" ta the
Nazi party;children virtually belonging to the Nazis
instead of to their parents;and all education under-
mined by the same enforced military political spirit
that prevells in all Nazl activities.

These are the Nazi "ideals" of which Erika Mann
is telling people wherever they want to listen. She
seeks to have others avoid what her country is now
undergoing. These things she tells in places where
there 1s 8till a free press and room for unbiased
thought, where education 1s unpolluted by the gemrm
of political intolerance and Wwhere there is still a
government which does what 1ts people want it to do.

BETTER BUYERS PAY VISIT TO UNIQUE NEGRO COOFERATIVE

With a mumber of trips plamned to neighboring co-
operatives, the Better Buyers Club, Thursday, Feb-
ruary 2, sent a Greenbelt group on a tour of inspec-
tion of Cooperative Industries, Inc.,a Negro produc-
ers! gelf-help organization in Northeast Washington.
Members of the group were Mesdames Bessemer, Harper,
Kellams and Leland. Mr. G. M. Harper, 2-B Eastway,
kindly lent his car and exbended a special courtesy
by driving the group to and from the headquarters of
the cooperative in Washington.

A combined consumers' and producers' co-op,Coop=
erative industries is affiliated with the D. C.Co~
operative League and has been serving large numbers
of underprivileged Negro families with a construct-
ive program of education , and practicel service.
Through 1its medical clinic, broom factory, grocery
store, furniture (barrel-chair) mamfacturing, and
cooperative 106~acre farm, this Negro cooperativehss
earned the respect and admiration of the white and
colored population for its plucky up-hill fight a~
gainst almost insuperable odds. It has a record of
splendid achievements since it was established nearly
five years ago, under the leadership of Miss Nannie
Burrouchs, president.

Miss Burroughs, a distinguished Negro woman edu-
cator, who founded the cooperative movement among
Washington's colored families, was better kmown for
many years as the bullder and president of the Nat-
ionel Training School for Women and Girls. Miss Bur-
roughs welcomed the Greenbelt visitors and explained
the history, growth, development, and problems of
this unique enterprise in Washington.

In an article written by Sylvia Weinbergz for the
Washington, D, C. ,Sunday Star, December 26, 1937,
a complete record of this cooperative was given in
considersble detail. With an additional year, the
story of the group has not changed very greatly and
it 1is Dbelieved that COOPFRATOR readers will be in-
terested in the Star's report. It read in part:

HQuietly, without fanfare, without publicity, the
residents of a northeast colored community, Deane-
wood, are building up someday may be an ideal
wood, are building up what someday may be an ideal co-
operative commnity. Deanewood is not a model

housing project. It is the home of several hundred
families who hover between independent subsist-

ence and public relief. The aversge income is much
lower than the lowest income among Greenbelt!s resi-
dents. The children of Deanewood's residents are
some of the hungry, poorly-fed lot who look to the
free school lunches for their day's first meal. But
they, like Greenbelt children, will grow up in homes
where cooperation is a household word."

Paying tribute to the contribution Miss Burroughs
has made to the cooperative movement, the article
continues: 'Her unselfish devotion %o the coopera-
tive ideal, coupled with her ambition for the down-
trodden of her race,runs through the story of Coop~
erative Industries, Ine., like a bright, strong
thread holding together the pattern of a tapestry.
It is her (Miss Burroughs) sincere belief that
throuch cooperative organization the members of Co-
operative Industries, Inc., and other members of her
race will find self-improvement and self-made secur-
ity."

Approximately 350 Negro families have benefited
directly and indirectly from the work of the produc~
ers! cooperative. Its active membership fluctuates
between 150 end 200 persons who participate in the
enterprise., Four years ago, when the government
terminated many rellef activities, the services of
the cooperative were of great importance, and one-

On Pebruary 3rd, Betty Crocler told about famous
French restaurants in Wew Orleans and some of the
dishes which make them distinctive. One of their
special desserts is Baked Alaslka shich she described.
This is a dessert which would make your compeny din-
ner different or glve g grend climax to your family
meal.

Beked Alaska consists of a sponge cake as a base,
hard frozen ice cream and meringus. The recipe for
the ceke 1is as follows: Bezat the yolks of 3 large
ezzs with rotary beater until very thick and lemon
colored. Beat im 3 cup suger gradually. Beat in %
cup boiling water and & teaspoon lemon juice. Then,
beat in & cup eifted flour sifted with 1 teasponn
baking powder and 1/8 teaspoon salt. Pour into un-
greased 8 inch Mary Ann pan lined with brown paper.
Bake 20 minutes in slow moderate oven 325 degrees.
Carefully remove cake snd place on cooling rack. If
you did not use iary Ann pan, hollow the cake as if
is to be filled with one quart ice cream. If 2 long
loaf pan is used ice cream in the brick may be used,
otherwise you pile it in with a spatula. Be sure
that the cake is entirely cooled before placing ice
creem in it. Wait until a few mimates ¥efore this
dessert is to be served to sdd ice cream and mer—
ingue.

For the meringue beat 3 egg whites until they hold
ap in points. Oraduslly beat in % cup sugar. Beat
hard until stiff and glossy and cover sides of cake
and 1ice cream.Place the cake with the ice creamend
meringue on a wet board and place in a very hot oven
500 desrees for 3 to 5 minutes. This last process
must be done quickly so that the ice cream will re-
main hard. Place the Baked Alzska on a serving dish
and take to the table where you could cut it in por-
tions amid the "Ohs" and "Ahs" of your guests.

time relief clients turned to mutual help and coop=
erative industry for a means of combatting jobless=
ness and insecurity.

After meeting specifications for self-made coop~-
eratives in 1934, the group was formally organized
with a federal grant of $19,633. With these funds
the mctivities of Cooperative Industries, Inc., took
rapid form, with headquarters at Fiftieth and Greant
Streets, N. E, where several buildings of the Nat=-
ional Training School were taken over for co-op
enterprises. After careful deliberation, these con-
sumer-producers set up a barrel-chair factory, a
farm, a grocery,snd an extremely useful Maternal and
Child Welfare Center. At the outset most of the
enterprises depended wupon non-salaried volunteer
workers, and members frequently exchanged services
ané goods in breaking the bonds of poverty, the com=
mon enemy of these Negro families.

Greenbelt visitors were impressed by the loyalty
and common-sense manner in which deep-seated and dif
ficult economic probleme are being solved by members
of Cooperative Industries, Inc., and 4t is evident
that the program of self-education and self-help a-
mong these people is bearing fruit in better under
standing between the white and colored race while
battling the common evils of depression and poverty.
