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Rysticken Urges 
Power Economy 
As Defense Need 

A way has been pointed out in 
which each individual can do hi~ 
part to help in the defense oi his 
country, beside adding a sizeable 
sum to his pockets. 

It has been estimated by t he 
town administration staff that 
Greenbelt 1·esidents use from f>u 
per cent to 100 per cent mor e 
electric power than the aver age 
home anywhere in the United 
States. If regular r etail rates 
were charged in Greenbelt, the 
monthly electricity bill would be 
more than two times as much a f 
the present charges. In a survey 
of the apartment basements as 
possible air-raid shelters, made by 
1'own Manager Roy S. Braden, 
Assistant Manager Arthur L. Ry­
sticken, Town Chemist Harry 
Rhodes and Directn... of Publlf 
Safety George Panagoulis, they 
found a hundred light bulbs burn­
ing in the' basements, with no om 
using them, and in one basement 
alone five were burning. l\fan:\ 
families turn on their ovens to 
heat their homes and dry clothes 

Mr. Rysticken, urging conserva­
t;on of power by Greenbelt resi­
dents said: "All available pow(;r 
is needed for the national deiens€ 
program, since Government de­
partments which formerly worked 
40 hours per week are now work­
ing 48; midnight shifts have been 
added in the War and Navy De 
partments, and building is increas­
fog at a great rate to take care 
of the many defense workers mov­
ing to Washington and the vicir,­
ity." He also pointed out that 
constant use of the burners of thf 
stoves when not actually in use 
burns them out more quickly, and 
uarts are almost imnossib!e to re-
place. · 

"By turning off the radio, elEc­
-;;ric iron, light bulbs , stove, and 
any other power outlet s when not 
actually in use," he stated, "you 
can help your country and your­
self." 

2 Town Appointments

L. Rystickcn were appointe,l Town 
Solicitor and Town Counsellor, re­
spectively, by Roy S. Braden, tO\vn 
manager. Approval of the Towr 
Council was given at the meet­
ing on Wednesday, Dec~mber 10 
and the two newly appomted offi­
cers were sworn in Thursday, De­
cember 11, by l\Iayor Allen :\for- . 
rison. 

Mr . P owers, a Hyattsville at­
torney, is a native of Maryland 
and has been an aid to Greenbelt 
since its incept ion . Mr. Rysticken 
has a lready become known tc 
local r esidents by his participa­
tion on t he local civil ian defense 
board, as well aa his dut ies in the 
administrative office. H e will serve 
in his new capacity wit hout pay. 

It will be the dutv of Mr . P ow­
ers, with the a id of Mr'. Ryst icken 
to give legal guidance in t he prep­
a r ation of ordinances, and to give 
opinions on the legality of matters 
that come before the council. 

In announcing the appointments 
Mr. Braden said, "Both of these 
gentlemen are excellently fitteJ 
for their jobs by reason of their 
training and experience, and I 
feel that the Greenbelt town gov­
ernment is exceptionally fortunaw 
to have the services of these ca­
pable attorneys."

May Affect 52 
Survey Indicates 

Based on replies received from 
25 percent of Greenbelt families 
to the questionnaire on income 
limits, 52 percent of the town 
families will be affected by the 
Farm Security Administration's 
recent ruling on "excessive" in­
comes. About 25 percent of those 
not affected now will be affected 
within the next six months. 

That the majority of Green­
belters do not approve of the 
F'. S. A. ruling to expel families 
earning more than the establishe<l 
maximum income, is indicated oy 
the replies to the questions asking 
opinions on thn order. 

To the question "Are you in 
favor of the F. S. A. regulation," 
75 per cent replied "No." A major­
ity of 90 percent indicated that 
they were "in favor of an upward 
rental ajustment in proportion to 
the income above the F. S. A. 
limit."

Consumers Report On Prices 

Places Blame For Inflation 
P rofiteers and monopolists a rc 

largely resnonsible for r ising 
JJrices, charges Consumers Union 
in a special report on inflation 
p1·epared in co-operation with tht 
National Lawyers Guild. 

"Inflation is not some abstract 
theory that interests only econo• 
mists and students; it is a bread 
and butter problem affectinf 
every household and every pay 
envelope," says Consumers Union 
"It can slash living standards with 
blitzkrieg speed and destructive­
ness." 

Prices of basic raw commodi­
ties are more than 50 per cent 
above the pre-war level, points out 
the report. "This increase is a 
red light to the connlry, giving: 
advance warning of a fnture 
sharp rise in the cost of living 
unless effective action is taker 
by the Government ." 

Labor, Consumers Blamed 
The defense prog1·am, labor'f 

demands for higher wages, anc' 
consumer hoa rding have a ll beer 
blamed f or price increases. These 
f actors a re unimportant, CU 
shows, compared to the inroads of 
i;;peculation and monooolv. "Big 
business and eculators haV£ 
r a ised pr ices, f ost ered artificia1 

scarcity, and made huge profit!' 
from shor tages wihich in mos1 
cases could have been avoided if 
the Government had taken actior 
in time. The American people are 
now paying for the early fa ,luu 
to expand production of critical 
!items like steel and aluminum, 
and to develop such transporta­
tion facilities as freight cars anc 
pipe lines." The report lambastes 
the policy of giving most defense 
contracts to the corporationf 
which have been l!'ouging the nub­
lic, while many small plants re­
:nain idle. 

"The rising tide of profits if 
the best proof that profiteering 
and speculation have been per• 
mitted to run rampant." says the 
report. "The Federal Reserv£ 
Board reports that the net profit, 
of large industrial corporatiom 
for the first six months of 1941 
were 25 per cent higher than 111 
the corresponding period of 1940 
(which was an unusually good 
business year)." This would bf 
even higher, points out the re­
port, if corporations declared their 
entire profits. Many set asid<: 

"tax r eser ve" funds which are 
much la rger than any taxes theJ 
can be called upon to pay. 

Wage Raiaes Met 
Most wage increases have been 

more than met by increases in 
product ion . Big corporations run­
ning at full capacity have bee,1 
able to decrease their unit labor 
costs tremendously. And, in ad­
dition, says the report, "the big 
..:orporations have also gainc•l 
from increased labor productivity 
Wo.kers have been turning out 
more goods and products pe1 
working hour and day. Output 
per man-hour was 3 per cent 
higher in May, 1941, than in ::\'lay 
1940; it was 8.5 per cent abon 
the 1939 average and 16 per ce111 
above 1938. That is, 86 worke1 s 
today are producing as much in 
one hour as 100 workers did th ree 
years ago." 

Consumers Not Raising Prices 
Consumer hoarding is anothe1 

favorite argument of profiteers 
when raising prices. But ther e 
is no factual basis for the a rgu­
ment. "In t he fi rst place, lov·­
income consumers spend aboui 
nlle-third of their incomes for 
food, which is pl ent iful," points 
c,ut CU 's report. " Secondly, many 
other consumer purchases besides 
food can in no way be considereJ 
as diverting materials away from 
armaments production. * "' .., 'fhe 
fact is that most cr itical ;,hort­
ages are due to .the deliberate 
failure of big business to expaud 
vital Production. "' .,, * Shifting 
the blame to consumers simply 
conceals the actual culprits; the 
mimopolists and profiteers." 

"Price control is no cure-all for 
inflation," says the report. "But 
r.n immediate, overall ceiling or 
prices would be the most impor­
tant move that the Governmen1 
could make right now to stop the 
rush to inflation." In releasmg 
the report, Consumers Union 
urges that consumers work fo1 
the immediate passage by the 
Senate of the original adminis­
tration-proposed Emergency Pric€ 
Control Bill, H. R. 5497, but with­
out the weakening changes tha1 

were made in the House bill, and 
without the wage ceilings or 
other curtailments on purchasing 
power which reactionary Con­
gressmen will try to introduce. 

Homeowners Co-op Cuts Red Tape 
Building Will Start In January 

After a delay of nearly two years the Homeowners' 
Co-Op has secured a land lease from Farm Security Admin­
istration which is also acceptable to the Federal Housing 
Administration. Administrator Baldwin signed for FSA 
last Monday afternoon the document which deeds to the 
Co-op for 99 years some 15 acres north of Parkbelt for 
home building. The individu~l lots will be leased to home 
builders at about $14 a year. 

300 Volunteers 
Attend Opening 
Of A. R. P. 

Approximately 300 defense vol­
unteers were reached this week m 
air-raid defense classes held by 
Safety Director George Panagou­
lis. 

Giving preliminary instructiom 
fo:rt precautions to be taken in the 
event of an emergency, the classes 
were attended by approximately 
50 people each. 

Instructions included handling 
of bombs, air-raid warnings, shel­
ters, and the effects of chemical 
warfare. In the bomb instruc­
tions, i,ncendiary bombs were given 
the most attention. It was pointed 
out by Mr. Panagoulis that -there 
are only two ways to put one of 
these out of commission. One is 
to smother it with sand, the other 
to cause it to burn faster-thus 
depreciating its damage - by 
spraying it with a very little wa 
ter. A direct splash of water 
causes the incenditary type of 
bomb to explode, according to 
these instructions. 

Greenbelt's air-raid war ning 
will be the siren. Air-raid warct­
ens will be appointed from the vol­
unteer registration list, their du­
ties being to discover and r eport 
all "incidents," know the people 
in their territory and educak 
them for emergency pr ec~ut1ons, 
and enforce black-outs. 

The a partment basements were 
decided upon as the best blast• 
proof shelters available in Green­
belt. Windows will be sand-bag­
ged. so that nothing short of a 
direct hit will injure occupanh· 
of the basement-shelters. The so­
cial room at the elementary school 
will be used as a shelter for the 
school children. 

Volunteers were requested for 
the air-raid warden service, first 
-aid, and motor unit. From these 
volunteers selecLions will be made. 
::\Ir. Panagoulis emphasized that 
although t he danger of an air at­
tack on Greenbelt in the immedi­
ate future is small, all precautions 
must be taken against any even­
tuality. 

Assisting in th e inst ructions 
were S. H . Downs, deputy chief 
air warden , and the police per­
sonnel. 

Band Feted at Xmas Party 
A Christmas party, sponsored 

by the Parents' Boar d of thE 
Greenbelt Community Band ano 
the Feeder Band, was held in the 
auditorium last F r iday. Hig}­
lights of the evening included ~ 
musical program by the Commu­
uity Band, introduction of the 
founders and leaders of the twe 
bands, and a speech by Town Man­
ager Roy S. Braden about the par1 
the band children have played iu 
making better citizens of theiI 
parents. 

S. Hartford Downs, presiding af 
master of ceremonies, presented 
Paul Garrett with a musical in­
strument repair kit, on behalf of 
the two bands. Guests included 
the parents of the band members 
Arthur L. Rysticken of the ad­
ministrative office, Paul Barn­
hart, high school principal, Mayo1 
Allen Morrison and members of 
the Feeder Band who did not par­
ticipate in the musical program.

The new lease supersedes the 
one given the Cooperative las t 
summer by FSA, which was dis­
carded when FHA refused to ac­
cept it as a workabl~ lease. FHA 
approval was obtained in advance 
on the revised lease. 

Plana Submitted 
Henry Klumb, architect for the 

project, has submitted the de­
tailed house plans and specifica­
tions for contractors' bids. The 
project's water, street, sewer and 
electrical systems have been 
drawn up by Pierre Ghent & 
Co., and are also ready to be bid 
upon. The contract for survey­
ing and staking the lots is ex­
pected to be assigned early next 
week. Shortly after Christmas 
the clamor of steam shovels will 
be heard in still another part oi 
town as Greenbelt's newest hous­
ir,g development gets under way. 

Road Cleared . 
During the past several months 

members of the cooperative, work­
ing on their own, have done the 
preliminary clearing on the road, 
which will extend about 700 feet 
into the woods at the terminus of 
Woodland Way, then curve to meet 
an extension of Northway. The 
first 22 lots along the prospective 
builders road have been staked 
out roughly and assigned to pros­
pective builders. 

Each new member desiring to 
build must submit an application 
to the cooperative accompanied by 
$90. Of this amount $10 is a 
service charge, $10 is for the first 
sha re of capital stock, $20 is for 
utility designing, and $50 is for 
the architectural fee. Of thi:: 
sum $70 is credited to the down 
payment. 

Members are using two bai.1c 
1ilans for building. One is a 
three-bedroom house est imat ed at 
approximately $6,000, the other is 
a two-bedroom house at about 
$5,500. Plans and specifications 
may be seen by calling at the 
homes of Mr. D. W . Hull or M1· . 
v,·. R. Volckhausen. Down pay­
ments on the homes will be 10 
pE;r cent of the cost of building, 
and closing charges before moving 
in will be about $125 in addition. 
Both of these sums are included 
in the total house cost.c;. Financ­
ing is being arranged through the 
Credit Union National Associa­
tion. 

200 Homes Planned 
Originally conceived as a means 

of permitting over-income fami­
lies to remain in Greenbelt by 
building their own homes here, 
the proj ect has attr acted wi de at­
_tention in Washington. Ultima te­
ly it is hoped t o build at lea st 200 
houses thr ough t he facilities of the 
cooperative, but the members at 
present are bending their energies 
toward getting the first 25 · con­
structed.

Boys Called To Join 
Messenger Corps 

As part of the local defense 
c;rganization a messenger service 
is being formed, Dr. James W. Mc­
carl, chairman, announced this 
week. 

Boys, 10 years and up, are be­
ing recruited for the job of in­
suring Greenbelt's defense groups 
efficient messenger service. The 
importance of this work was 
stressed by Dr. McCarl who stated 
that the success of the various 
local volunteer services would de­
pend greatly on a loyal and ac­
t1Ve corps of patriotic ho~ will­
ing to give their time and effo1·t 
to aid their country. 

All boys who wish to join this 
corps should report to the fir£ 
house at 10:30 Saturday morn­
ing, December 20. 
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Don't Cool Off 
The first week of defense registration shows a decided 

determination on the part of our citizens to aid in the pro­
tection of Greenbelt. We are more than gratified with the 
response to the appeals of the Defense Council. 

The unity of our purpose and effort stands as a model 
to be followed by other communities, many of which are 
now floundering about in uncertainty and confusion be­
cause they suffered from the very thing that our community 
took steps to prevent, namely, the attitude that "it can't 
happen here." We had the groundwork laid long before 
the actual thing happened. All we had to do when the time 
came was to fill in the bare spots and make definite assign­
ments. 

We wish to voice one word of caution. DON'T let the 
first flush of war we:ar off and leave us in an exposed posi­
tion. We know that if something doesn't happen we ar e 
prone to relapse into a smug indifference concerning our 
dangers : Apathy wiU wreck our defense program. DON'T 
let this happen. 

Herr Hitler, "Me Too" Mussolini, and the Sons of the 
Setting Sun are not individually or collectively going to 
send us an invitation to our own bombing. 

Like other things that crawl in the night they will sneak 
up and bite us when we least expect it. 

DON'T be mistaken, this is a long term proposition and 
more than ever the proof of the old saying "Eternal vigil­
:mce is the price of Liberty" is in our hands for the duration. 

Signed - At Last 
Nearly two years of hard work and discouragement 

bore r ich fruit this week in Greenbelt with the announce­
ment that Farm Security Administration has finally signed 
a land lease with the Homeowner Cooperative. 

Obstacles placed in the path of t he little group of home 
builders were enough to have stopped them long ago had 
they been less sure of what they wanted or less experienced 
in cooperative enterprise. Time after time technical details 
held up final approval of t he lease, while building costs 
soared higher and higher. With any sort of encouragement 
20 or 30 houses would now be built and occupied. 

As the situation shows, the houses will barely get in 
ahead of priorities, prohibitive labor and material prices. 
There are many in Greenbelt who want to build their own 
homes here. If a sufficient area can be made available after 
the war is over, the estimated 200 homes now planned will 
quickly be built and occupied. 

At this time when a large part of Greenbelt's popula­
tion is threatened with eviction, the homeowners promise to 
give the town a measure of much-needed stability. All of 
us will watch the ground-breaking eagerly and follow the 
construction job as though the houses were our own. 

Don't Chop Them 
There is good reason for the administration's order 

against the cutting of Christmas trees, holly, or other 
greenery in the woods in the Greenbelt area. Your one tree 
cut out of the woods would scarcely be noticed. But one 
tree for each local family would total some 800 and leave 
devastation that would be plainly noticeable to any casual. 
eye. 

The woods around our town belong to all of us for our 
common enjoyment. The trees are not for your individual 
spoilage. 

We Are Sorry 
Due to world conditions we wer e forced to cancel our

They also have 
Consumer Union findings on cos­
metics, (which make up a large 
percentage of Christmas gifts) 
with special emphasis on lipstick, 
powder, and perfume. They advise 
that since the 10 cent brands com­
pare favorably with higher priced 
brands-though perhaps not in 
quite so glamorous a container­
there's no reason for spending a 
.small fortune for something that 
can be obtained for much less. 

Plans are being made t o have 
carol-singing through the town on 
Christmas Eve, the caroler s to be 
represented by the Protestant, 
Catholic and Mormon Churches ; 
the High School Glee Club, and 
members of the Community Band. 
Using one of the buses for trans­
portation, the group will start in 
the center and tour the t own, stop­
ping at the hospital, the homes of 
invalids, with at least one stop in 
each block. If there's anything 
better than "Silent Night," 'The 
First Noel," and " Oh, Little Town 
of Bethlehem" on Christmas Eve.

Especially when sung by a group 
such as this one will be.

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Suggestion for the 
Dinner Pail 

Packing lunches for school or 
work becomes a problem when 
those who carry the dinner pail 
find that the same sandwiches be­
come monotonous and unappetiz­
ing.

Butter both slices 
of bread so that the sandwiches 
will not become soggy. Wrap each 
sandwich separately in waxed 
paper so that the flavours will not 
be mixed.
