Gives Vote To Truman

Greenbelt followed the national
trend in the presidential election
Tuesday rather than that of Mary-
land, whose electoral votes went to

Governor Thomas E. Dewey.

Of the 833 presidential ballots
counted, 454 (54%) were for Presi-
dent Harry S. Truman; 321 (38%)
for Dewey; 40 (5%) for Progres-

sive candidate Henry A. Wallace;
17 (2%) for Socialist candidate
Norman Thomas; and one vote was
cast for States Rights candidate
Strom Thurmond.

Congressman Lansdale G. Sas-
scer. Democratic incumbent, was
re-elected with 577 (70%) of the
total Greenbelt vote for U. S. rep-

resentative from the sth Congres-
sional District. C. Maurice Wiede-
meyer was given 243 votes (30%).

GCS Plans Grand Opening
Of Supermarket Tuesday Night

Greenbelt’s new co-op supermarket will have its grand open-
ing next Tuesday night, November 9, beginning at 6:30 with a din-
ner given by the Greenbelt Consumer Services board for the visit-
ing guests, and going on from 8 to 10 with open house in the new
building, complete with drawings for door prizes. Big catch of the
evening willbe a television set, which along with other prizes will
be awarded to the holders of the lucky tickets given out at the door.

Free Food
Free refreshments <and dancing

will he offered to all those attend-
ing* the opening, which will be ad-
vertised throughout the adjoining
communities in the county.

More than half the $250,000 need-
ed for the building and its equip-
ment has been supplied by local in-
vestment in the co-op. The build-
ing will add about 20,000 square
feet of floor space to the Center,
with a sales area almost three times
that of the old food store. It is of
reinforced concrete construction on
steel framework, with a sand lime
brick exterior. It has a fifteen-
foot ceiling, with 13-foot plate glass
windows, and will be lighted by
rows of fluorescent fixtures running
the full length of the ceiling.

All Self-Service
The new store will be self-serv-

ice in all departments, including
meat, with a double row of open

self-service cases extending the full
width of the store to display the
meat. Fresh meats will be cut by
the butchers working in a white
tileboard-lined meat-cutting room

in view of the customers. Five
check-out counters and wide aisles
will help assure rapid "“service to"
customers. Furnishings are of
modern design with aluminum
trimming, and the walls are done in
a color scheme of cream, turquoise
blue and rose. The floor is of ter-
ra-cotta and white asphalt tile.

The lower floor of the building
is planned to accommodate in the
future a ten-lane bowling alley, but
will be used temporarily for stor-
age for the market upstairs. The
two levels are connected on the
outside by a wide stairway next to

the statue in the Center. The new
store is connected by a colonnade
to the theater, valet shop and
drugstore.

Open Sundays
The new store will be so com-

pletely self-service that it will be
possible to keep the store open on
Sundays and weekday evenings by
using a skeleton staff of about
three persons, instead of the nor-
mal crew of 25. Present plans call
for store hours from 10 a.m. to 9
p.m. Tuesday to Friday, with Sun-
day and Monday hours from noon
to 9 p.m., and Saturday 10 a.m. to

6:30 p.m.

Merchandise to be handled in the
store will include, in addition to'
groceries, meats, and produce, such
items as ice cream, baked goods,
frozen foods, and a complete line
of delicatessen items.

When the food store has been
transferred to its new location, a

passage will be made between the
old food store space and the va-

riety store to permit • expansion of
the variety store into a junior de-
partment store.

Road Repair Slowed
By Hidden Snag

Unexpected trouble has slowed
up repair work on Crescent Road,
according to PHA Manager Chas.
M. Cormack. Traffic going over

Crescent Road in its unfinished,
state has resulted in a soft condi-
tion for about 150 feet beyond

Parkway which is now under in-
vestigation by the contractors and
PHA crews.

Crescent road had been finished,

except for a final layer of asphalt,

which was scheduled to be laid
simultaneously with the final sur-

face on Southway.
The community manager stated

that he considers it an under-drain-
age problem, with two possible
sources for the trouble: either an

•underground spring, or a leak in

the water main under the road, is

causing soft clay to come up

through the stone. Drains have been

installed, and the Washington Sub-

urban Sanitary Commission, which
furnishes water to the town, is ex-

pected to assist local crews, using

leak detectors.
Mr. Cormack stated that the ad-

ministration hopes to rush comple-
tion of work on Southway road,
possibly by early next week, so

that traffic may be routed back
there and a thorough investigation
and repair of the road made.

Greenbelters are advised to drive

slowly through this area, both for

protection of their cars and to

avoid further damage to the road.

The most vicious mischief was
perpetrated against one family
when the man’s name and an ob-
scene expression against his re-
ligion were painted on the garage
behind his house.

working on leads and hoped to ap-

prehend the culprits soon.
The largest number of calls were

received by the Police Department
on Friday night. The chief com-
plaints were broken windows; cut

garbage disturbed in the apartment
buildings; and air let out of tires.

Passing through the Center after
10 o’clock last Sunday night, the
police asked the crowds of older
teen-agers not to loiter there. Most
of them dispersed, but the three who
refused to do so were picked up

and driven home.
The youngsters were out “trick

or treating” on both Friday and
Saturday nights, and practically
every house in Greenbelt had its
windows soaped or waxed.

police department.

Vandalism
Charles T. McDonald, town man-

ager, gave the town’s side of the
story after a number of boys had
spoken. He said that he had relia-
ble information that a group o£
boys known to him and to the po-
lice had laid plans for Hallowe’en
“tricks” for Sunday night when
they knew the police force was not'

expected to be out in strength. The
“tricks” became vandalism, he said,
and included shooting with a rifle,
breaking car windows, stopping

cars on the road and painting on a

garage which maligned a citizen be-
cause of his religion. After these
events, the town manager related,
the police were under orders to

break up groups of boys around the
town and see that they went home.

The group of three at the center

about whom the protest was made
were asked to go home, he said,

and when they refused to do so and
used profane language, were escort-

ed, to the police car and driven
home.

Voices Concern
Council member Betty Harring-

ton, speaking to the visitors pres-

ent at the meeting as well as to the
council, voiced her deep concern at

the expression of anti-Semitism in
the painting of a citizen’s garage

by Hallowe’en celebrants, and said
that it presented a basic problem

which, for solution, needed the co-
operation of all residents, young
and old, together with the council.

Councilman Allen D. Morrison
asked for a statement from the
police before any decision concern-
ing their action at the center was

reached, and the council asked Mr.
McDonald to investigate and bring

a full report to the next meeting.
Gun Club Ordinance

A new ordinance permitting the
use of 30-caliber rifles at the Green-
belt Gun Club will be drawn up,

the council agreed, following a fur-
ther investigation of safety factors
by the National Rifle Association.
Lyman Woodman, president of the
Gun Club, said that one reason this
action was requested was that
many deer hunters are now sight-

ing their 30-caliber rifles in the
nearby woods without supervision.
As the hunting season opens this
month, action is expected to be tak-
en at the next council meeting, No-
vember 15.

On motion of Frank Lastner, the
council passed a motion protesting

the proposed increase in fares
charged by Capital Transit Compa-

ny to school-children.
Discussion of the Welfare Co-

ordination Committee resulted in a

request to the town manager to

draw up a suggested list, and to the
council to consider the powers of
such a committee in regulating
door-to-door requests for welfare
funds.

Guard Armory Report
A National Guard representative,

W. J. Van Schelven, brought the
council up to date on efforts to se-
cure from Public Housing Admin-
istration a site for the proposed

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The Proofs In The Pudding
The three day Hallowe’en did not leave Greenbelt with the ap-

pearance of a blitzed town, as was expected. The USUAL acts of
vandalism seem to have been at a minimum.

But while the expected mischief was lighter than predicted,
the foul aroma of anti-Semitism that spread heavily over Green-
belt leaves us with shocked hearts and minds.

It is our deep belief that the parents, by their failure to give
these youngsters spiritual guidance, are to blame. Clothed since
infancy in crib-sheet cloaks and diaper hoods and spoon-fed a diet
of hate and envy for their neighbors of different races or religions,
it is no wonder they formed a goon squadron and raced through the
town giving vent to their feeling of inferiority and insecurity..
Victims Were, in each case, people greatly admired by the com-
munity.

Greenbelt is lucky that so very few of its citizens have cause’
to demonstrate their feelings of inferiority to their fellow man.

On The Brighter Side
Except for the sickening display of anti-Semitism by a few,

Greenbelt had a quiet Hallowe’en. The common, garden variety of
vandalism usually associated with hobgoblins was greatly elimi-
nated.

Court parties replaced, on a large scale, the late-hour banging
on doors that in previous years had threatened to make neurotics
of Greenbelt babies and their anxious parents. Teachers were ex-
traordinarily successful in instilling an awareness of property
rights in their pupils. Astute planning of Recreation Department
officials gave most of the older children a delightful but construc-
tive substitute, in the form of dances, for clothes-line cutting and
similar activities. Police were alert and on the job. Youth or-
ganizations—such as the cub scouts —asked for pennies when trick-
or-treating. and collected a sizeable contribution for Children’s
Hospital. Children seemed to enter wholeheartedly into the spirit
of fun-without-destruction.

In one still popular book, “The

illustrated his books with untrained
and haunting drawings which were

a blend of Art Young and James
Thurber. Incidentally his uncle was
