Voted Yes

Affirmative voters Mayor Thom-
as J. Canning, Frank Lastner and
Mrs. Wells Harrington expressed
the view that the operation of the
building which houses most com-

munity functions is a proper func-
tion of the town government, and
the lease will put the town in a

favorable position for eventual own-
ership of the building.

Dissenters David M. Granahan
and Allen D. Morrison said that op-

eration of the building will be a
“headache” for the town, and buy-

ing the building would best be con-
sidered at the time the town is sold.

After Much Groundwork
The voting followed many hours

of discussion at past council meet-

ings, conferences with attorneys,,
and requests for changes in the
lease. In a letter “from PH A read
at the meeting, the government
agency refused to allow the town
to carry additional insurance on the
building, but agreed to a complete
inventory of equipment and a phy-
sical survey of the property. In
case of extensive damage to the
property, the PHA letter said they
had no fixed policy on rebuilding;
each such case was considered on
its own merits. The letter conclud-
ed with the information that if the
town did not sign the lease, PHA
might reopen negotiations for the
sale of the building to the County
Board of Education. (The Board’s
unwillingness to arrange for com-

munity use of the building after
scrool hours, in the event the Board'
purchased the building, was made
clear at an earlier meeting.)

The town will pay PHA one dol-
lar a year rent and will receive'
funds from the Board of Educa-
tion sufficient to operate the build-
ing. PHA will continue its land-
lord functions and the town office
will schedule all events to be held
in the building.

Salary Question
A request from Dr. William Eis-

ner for salary for the last half of
1947 was presented to the council

by Town Manager Charles T. Mc-
Donald. Mr. McDonald explained
that the previous council had re-
duced the public health officer’s sal-
ary, checks at the old rate had been
sent him for half of 1947 and then
stopped. No notice of the salary
reduction had been given Dr. Eis-
ner by the former town manager.
Mr. McDonald said, insofar as the
records indicated.

Mrs. Harr’ngton questioned whe-'
ther Dr. Eisner had been perform-
ing the dutiess of his office during
the last half of 1947. “Before vot-
ing 'th : s payment of over SBOO, I
would want to be assured that Dr.
Eisner was on duty at the times he
was supposed to be there,” she said.

Mr. Lastner shared this opinion,
saying, “I have strong reasons to

Relieve he was not there at his reg-

ular times.”
No Physicals Given

Mrs. Harrington pointed out that
rio phys'cal examinations were giv-
en at the schools during 1947, a
function she believed to be the re-
sponsibility of the public health
officer. She praised the work of
Public Health Nurse

,
Frances

Stouffer and said she wished the
town could have a public health
officer with a public health point of
view. “I have seen no indication
that our public health officer is in-
terested in public health,” she said.

It was voted to make a further in-
vestigation before acting on Dr.
Eisner’s request, and to ask him to

be present at the next regular
council meeting on December 6 to

TELEPHONE INCREASE
To the Editor:

On the back page of the first sec-
tion of the “Washington Post” on
Armistice Day appeared a story an-
nouncing an appeal from the Chesa-
peake and Potomac Telephone
Company of Baltimore to the Mary-
land Public Utilities Commission
for an increase in the telephone
rates in the area which includes
Greenbelt. .

Another public utility, Capital
Transit, recently won a battle for
increased rates —at least superficial-
ly it won. It would not be too sur-
prising to learn that this organiza-
tion’s books may shy a considerable
falling-off in receipts garnered from
Greenbelt commuters. More and
more of our citizens are joining car
pools and riding the Greyhound in-
to Washington rather than spend
$.86 a day for incredibly bad trans-
portation.

The telephone company’s appeal
should not be ignored by our com-
munity. The local situation is such
that Greenbelters, unlike other citi-
zens in this area, must pay an ex-
tra charge over and above their reg-
ular monthly rate for every call out-
side of Greenbelt. Since the ma-
jority of working people here are
employed in Washington and trans-
act a considerable amount of busi-
ness in the city of which we are
supposedly a suburb, local phone
bills are already no light matter.

If the C & P Telephone Compa-
ny finds' it necessary to raise its
rates, it should at least give Green-
belters the service enjoyed by oth-
er customers in the area and see to
it that this community can enjoy a
service equal to that given to neigh-
boring communities.
