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GCS Directors Discuss Possibility
Of Theatre Price Increase Soon

meeting be called in the city to discuss the raising of the theatre’s
admission prices. Carolyn Miller made a motion that December 1
be set aside as a date for the special meeting.

A price rise is felt warranted to assure a break-even opera-
tion. Another

advantage would result in securing better pictures
since motion picture companies get a percentage of box office re-
ceipts and give preference to those theatres where receipts would
be higher.

Council Requests $217,377.49
For Operations In Next Year

The public hearing on the proposed 1951 budget was high-
lighted by a five-page report to the city council by City-Manager
Charles T. McDonald. The report recommended a tax rate of
$3.06997 per SIOO assessed valuation; requested $217,377.49 for thje
operation of the city next year; and emphasized the reduction of
$10,412.79 from the appropriation needed to operate the city this
year.

The reduction was made possible in spite of rising costs, ac-
cording to McDonald, by the keen interest in efficient government
displayed by the council, reflected down the ranks from the mana-
ger, department heads and individual employees.

that every citizen in every county
may have free access to good read-
ing and information and guidance
in its use; for driver training cours-
es in all high schools;; for an ade-
quate school health program in all
schools, secondary and elementary;
for the employment of school psy-
chologists and psychiatrists; for the
promotion of community Mental
Hygiene Clinics; for-increased den-
tal services to children; and for a

statewide Conference on Youth
Problems”, using the findings of
the Maryland Youth Commission
and the Mid Century White House
Conference.

ment: and $9,000 miscellaneous
(pensions, compensation, etc.).

Disagreement
Most serious disagreement with

the proposed budget was concerned
with the failure to provide for an
additional employee in the recrea-
tion department in order to provide
a complete physical education pro-
gram for students in the elementary
schools. This service was discon-
tinued this year after the council
decided it was a proper function of
the county board of education.

Under present conditions, the
school provides a limited physical
education program which necessi-
tates the use of a regular class
teacher. The city-manager indicat-
ed that the county superintendent
of schools would not look with fa-
vor on any interference with the
present school schedule. A motion
was passed instructing the mana-
ger to consult with the school su-
perintendent on the advisability of

-ilMWlß&i#. the budget sums to al-
low the city to provide a physical
education instructor for school
children from September, 1951, to
the end of the year.

Since the problem affects the
budget, the council decided to
postpone passage of the proposed
budget until the next regular meet-
ing on Monday.

Rescue Squad Needs Funds

Concern over the council's failure
to recognize the needs of the local
rescue squad was expressed by
rescue squad president Marshall
Zoellner. He stated that the squad
v/as in dire straits financially and
needed SI2OO in order to continue
operation. Stressing the services
provided to the community in the
past year, Zoellner requested as-
sistance from the council. The
city-manager declared that the res-
cue squad was a duplication of serv-
ices already provided by the city
and county. He emphasized that
PHA might demand a return of its
share of any funds used for the res-
cue squad since it had not author-
ized such use.

The council instructed McDon-
ald to prepare a resolution to trans-
fer SI2OO from the reserve fund in
order to pay the rescue squad for
services rendered to the city for
the past year.

Greenbelt Assessment Reduced
Disclosed at the meeting, for the

first time, was PHA’s recent re-
quest to reduce the assessed valua-
tion of Greenbelt by $77,421. This
amount represents the assessed val-
uation of the various pieces of
property which PHA has sold or
disposed of, such as the church
sites, the high school, the North
End elementary school, the Ameri-
can Legion and the National Guard
property, as well as the property
transferred to the Department of
Interior and Public Works Admin-
istration for the new Baltimore-
Washington parkway and park
land. This does not greatly affect
the amount that PHA will have to
pay in lieu of taxes, because it in-
creased the tax rate to account for
the loss by the reduction in the as-
sessed valuation. (None of the
property mentioned is taxable by
the city.)
