Library Receives
54-Volume Set

The Greenbelt Public library at
the Center School will shortly re-
ceive a set of the 54-volume Great
Books of the Western World, re-
garded by its publishers as the
largest and perhaps the most sig-
nificant publishing venture of the
20th. century.

This set, produced jointly by En-
cyclopaedia Britannica, Inc., and
the University of Chicago, com-
prises 443 works by 74 authors,
from Homer to the present, who
are deemed best to embody the
Western tradition—its fundament-
al ideas and basic arguments.

The key to the set is a new ref-
erence work, the two-volume Sny-
topicon, so-called because it pro-
vides orderly access to the topics
which are the great themes of
Western thought. It is the result’
of more than seven years work by
more than 100 scholars. Classified
under 102 “Great Ideas,” the Syn-
topicon contains 163,000 references
to passages in the Great Books
themselves.

By means of the Syntopicon, a
reader can trace the discussion of
any idea through all the authors in
the set. He can thus follow what
the editors call “the great con-
versation.’ Though often separat-
ed by centuries, the great minds of
Western civilization dealt with the
same basic problems which con-
front men always and everywhere
and the great conversation results
from their common discussion of
these basic problems from every
variety of point of view.

The publishers describe the Syn-
topicon as a third basic reference
work, comparable to the dictionary
and the encyclopaedia. They point
out that the Syntopicon operates
in the field of ideas as the diction-
ary does in the field of words and
the encyclopaedia in the field of
facts.

Publisher of Great Books of the
Western World is Senator William
Benton, who is publisher and
chairman of the board of Encyclo-
paedia Britannica, Inc. Formei
Chancellor Robert M. Hutchins of

the University of Chicago, who is
now associate' director of the Ford
Foundation, is editor-in-chief of
the set. Mortimer J. Adler, now
director of the Institute for Phi-
losophical Research, is associate
editor and was responsible for the
production of the Syntopicon.

Production of the set was begun
in 1943 under an agreement be-
tween Mr. Hutchins and Senator
Benton, whereby Britannica un-
dertook to produce the set in col-
laboration with the University of

Chicago, with which Britannica is
affiliated. The editorial work and
initial production was completed
at a cost of more than $2,000,000.

According to Mr. Hutchins, “This
i 3 more than a set of books.
