Local Homebuyers May Face Loss
If Non-Buyers Scuttle Rent Raise

Greenbelt residents were some-

what startled over the weekend
when they received letters from
the Public Housing Administration
informing them that PHA had for-
mally petitioned the Office of Rent
Stabilization for an increase in the
rent structure here. “What does
it mean,” and “I don’t understand”
were the comments most frequent-
ly heard.

Previously published accounts of

GVHC activities have indicated
that a 23!4% rent increase has al-
ready been “authorized”. Accord-
ing to PHA Community Manager

Orville Mitchell, this is not true.
Hoard members of GVHC have in-

timated that ORS has informally

agreed that a rent increase is war-

ranted, although this could not be

confirmed. However, PHA’s peti-

tion to ORS last week was the first

official move taken in the direction
of securing a rent increase.

Behind The Scenes

The story behind the present rent

situation is long and complicated.
Much of it cannot be confirmed by
responsible individuals and some
of it'may be denied. Nevertheless,
it started when the membership

of GVHC, at a meeting several
months ago, unanimously voted to
instruct the Board of Directors to

“assure us that a rent increase
can be secured before we take
title.” This action placed the
Board in a peculiar position. It

could not initiate action with ORS
to secure a rent increase because

it was not yet a landlord. PHA, on

the other hand, who was the land-
lord, showed no indication of
wanting to initiate a request for a
rent increase. (The last effort to
secure a rent raise in 1951 had been
effectively stymied through the ef-

forts of the Citizens’ Rent Pro-
test Committee.) The situation
was further complicated by the ac-

tion of the city council in voting to

continue rent control in Greenbelt.
In view of the apparent impasse,
GVHC Board members informally
approached PHA officials in an ef-
fort' to persuade PHA to initiate a

request for a rent increase. It was
reported but not confirmed that
PHA, after considerable discussion,
agreed to take the matter up in-
formally with ORS. It was fur-
ther reported, but again not con-
firmed, that ORS officials agreed
that a rent increase was warranted
under the existing rent control leg-
islation. Beyound this, GVHC
Boa.rd members could do nothing
but sit back and wait to see if
PHA would take formal action.

Meaning Of A Raise

Why, it is asked, should anyone

want a rent raise? The answer lies
in examining the motives of those
who want one, and of those who do
not. If GVHC takes title on Jan-
uary 1, as is presently contem-
plated, those members who buy
their homes wil be making monthly
payments to the Corporation.
These monthly payments will ex-

ceed by far the monthly rentals on
those units which are unsold. In
effect, the Corporation will there-
fore be subsidizing the unsold
homes. GVHC members believe it
would be ironic indeed if, in addi-
tion to making higher monthly
payments on their homes than
those who rent, they also had to
make up the difference between
the rents and the payments in or-
der to keep the property. This
matter is so serious to them and
involves so much money that it
could threaten the accomplishment
of the sale. Unless rentals ap-
proximately equal the corporation's
monthly payments, the purchase of
Greenbelt involves grave financial
risk, not only to the Corporation

but to the individual members as
well.

And since over 1200 units have
been sold, out of a possible' 1575,
the members comprise an over-
whelming majority of residents.
(Apartments are not included in
the sale.) Members, therefore, are
not objecting to the proposed rent
raise*, since in the long run it might
very well cost them more money to
oppose it than to support it.

It is clear, therefore, that only
non-members, or renters, are op-
posed to the raise. Naturally, those
who do not wish to buy also do not

wish to pay higher rents. Never-
theless, members believe it unfair
that a minority of residents, who
do not intend to make their perma-
nent homes in Greenbelt by oppos-
ing the increase, might jeopardize
the whole sale.

City Council Action
The city council, purporting to

act in the name of the residents,
has requested that a hearing be
held on the proposed increase. This
is legal and proper, but GVHC
members claim it is both unwar-
ranted and dangerous. Unwar-
ranted because it is not a reflection
of majority wishes and dangerous
because it may possibly cause a
delay in the approval of a raise and
thereby perhaps be fatal to the
progress of the sale. If the raise
is not approved by January 1,
GVHC cannot take title. In the
unlikely assumption that members
do authorize the corporation to
take* title, even without' the raises,
it will then be necessary for GVHC
to manage Geenbelt for months,
perhaps, operating at a loss while
going through the whole tedious
process of negotiating directly
with GRS for an increase. Mean-
while, council has maintained a
stangely indifferent attitude with
regard to the wishes of GVHC
members, and in some cases this
attitude has actually been hostile.
Their action on rents has been in-
terpreted by some members as be-
ing directly contrary to the wel-
faer of the majority of the elec-
torate. Their action, or lack of
action, on public utilities (electric

power and water) has been attack-
ed on the grounds that they have
made no attempt to protect the in-
terests of the electorate. But even
more deeply, their entire' attitude
throughout the long and difficult
negotiations with PHA to purchase
Greenbelt, has been attacked as
displaying a singular lack of will-
ingness to help Greenbelt achieve
its independence. Far from being
public leaders, couneilmen have
been accused of obstructionist tac-
tics and of inteposing serious ob-
stacle’s in the v/ay of the residents
efforts to buy their homes.

Conclusions
Residents must decide whether

to support or oppose a rent raise.
And this decision must be made in
the' next few days and communi-
cated to the council so that they
may know the true feeling of the
town.

Over $9600 was cut from the preliminary 1953 budget by Green-

belt’s city council last Monday in a session that lasted until 1:30
a.m. Tuesday morning.

Library Records
Show Transitions

According to librarian Mrs. Mar-
jorie Muir, library registration re-
flects an interesting picture of this
transitional period in Greenbelt
life. In September, for instance,
the library lost 10 and acquired 52
members; in October lost 37 and
gained 49; and in November lost
35 and signed up 40.

Mrs. Muir made this analysis on
the basis of PHA lists and her own
library records.

The budget now totals $259,611,
as compared to last year’s figure
of $247,659. Figures for the major
departments are: general govern-
ment' - $48,915; public safety - $42,-
115; highways' - $28,628; recreation
- $64,381 (this includes cultural,
library, band, swimming pool, mu-
nicipal parks, Drop-Inn); sanita-
tion and waste removal - $38,307.

Among items cut from the budg-
et were $3500 for an accounting
machine (to handle utility billing)
and SIOOO for the Youth Center
(still leaves SIOOO permitted by
lease arrangement with PHA),
proposed salary increases for fu-
ture council members, treasurer,
and uniforms for garbage men.
Also eliminated were funds for
“conferences and training” for all
city officials except the city man-
ager. Fourth of July fireworks
were included to the extent of $500;
and S3OO was allocated to furnish
transportation for Boys Club ath-
letic teams.

Hearing Dec. 15

Public hearing on the budget is
set for December 15. The budget
message and revised budget will
be published in the Cooperator
next week. Citizens are expected
to throng the council chambers to
express—for the first time—a di-
rect interest in budget and tax
matters.

City Manager Charles McDonald
was" instructed to fPWHF ffl'cTtmt-'
Stabilization Board to request an
open hearing in Greenbelt’ on the
announcd rent raise by the federal
government.

Most of us think of December 7 as Pearl Harbor Day, and truly
none of us willever forget that tragic day of history. Every year
thousands of newspapers throughout the country editorialize on
the occasion of this solemn anniversary, its meaning, its signifi-
cance and its implications. It is a convincing reminder that we
must never allow our defenses to so deteriorate as to become vul-
nerable to surprise attacks by a ruthless enemy. It is a warning
and a smbol of the ghastly costs of unpreparedness. We have tak-
en that lesson to heart. We are currently expending huge sums of
money to build up our military strength, and the whole purpose of
this buildup is to make it unmistakeably clear to any potential en-
emy that it would be most unwise to attack us. The sheer horror of
the damage that we can deliver with our atomic weapons shpuld
make anyone think twice before risking a war. And it is our hope

that behind this shield of military might, our diplomats can work
out with the diplomats of the world, a true and lasting peace -a
world in which the threat of war can be completely abolished -a
world without weapons -a world in which men and nations can
settle their disputes in a meeting room instead of on a battlefield.

But in away, perhaps, December 7, has an even deeper mean-
ing for us in America. For it is also the symbol of another war - A

war against an enemy far more relentless and implacable than mere
man. It is the birthday of a great and cherished American tradition
—-the birthday of the Christmas Seal. On December 7, 1907, forty-

six years ago, the Christmas Seal was born.
Today in millions of American homes the Christmas Seal with

the red Double-Barred Cross is as much a part of the holiday scene
as the Christmas tree or Santa Claus. It carries a message of hope

and good cheer, that'tuberculosis can be defeated if all of us work
together. In the forty-six years since the first Christmas Seal sale,
tuberculosis has been forced down from first to sixth place among

the causes of death in this country. But despite this progress,
tuberculosis today kills more than all other infectious diseases com-
bined. It attacks 115,000 Americans every year.

Those who buy and use Christmas Seals are helping to pro-

tect themselves and their neighbors from this killer, which attacks
without obvious symptoms. They are helping the voluntary tuber-
culosis associations acquaint more and more people with the basic
facts about TB, with the need for chest X-rays in an effort to find
TB early, when it is easiest to cure. They are supporting medical
research in the development of better ways of treating and pre-
venting tuberculosis.

This is part of the personal contribution millions of Ameri-
cans are making during the Christmas season. By buying and us-

ing Christmas Seals they are helping to save lives and to reduce the
suffering of their less fortunate neighbors. Dec. 7is indeed a date

to remember.
