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City's July 4 Celebration
Draws 5,000 Spectators

Greenbelt’s Fourth of July program had something for every-
body this year, and nearly everybody turned out for the festivities.

The morning parade was longer than usual and beside such

popular features as gaily decorated floats and our very own maj-
orettes, neighboring communities were better represented this
year with fire companies, rescue squads and ladies’ auxiliaries.
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Marching unit composed of Platoon with colors, United States Third
Infantry, Fort Myer, Virginia.

The Dalmation on the Laurel
rescue squad truck almost stole
the show, but the Infantry pla-
toon with colors drew the most
applause.

Other standout attractions were 1
the state troopers in the lead, Dr.
Harry Byrd, President of the Uni-
versity of Maryland, riding with
Mayor Frank Lastner, and Green-
belt’s Police Officer Austin Green,
mounted grand marshal of the pa-

rade.

Acting as judges ’for the day
were Dr. Byrd, Mayor Lastner,
and William L. Moore of Green-
belt, representing the District of
Columbia Fire Department.,

Lastner spoke a word of wel-
come to the crowd at the lake fol-
lowing the parade and introduced
Dr. Byrd, who drew a great cheer
when he extended an invitation to
“every kid in Greenbelt” to come
to the opening football game free
at the University of Maryland. He
asked Lastner to help him with
arrangements so that young foot-
ball fans from Greenbelt can at-
tend.

In a sober vein, Byrd recalled a

young communist rally of 650,000
children he saw in Europe and
said that among the best answers

of the western world are celebra-
tions like Greenbelt’s on the
Fourth of July. “We must build
community spirit in the tradition
of those who have gone before us,”

he said, “and ask for divinie guid-

ance to pursue the ideals of Wash-
ington and Lincoln.”

A contest was staged at the lake
between the Greenbelt and
Branchville rescue squads for the
most efficient and speediest han-
dling of a broken leg (simple
fracture) case. The judges hap-
pily called the contest a tie, for
although Greenblet was speedier,
Branchville was more efficient.

Afternoon activities at the lake
included games and concessions
operated by the Boys Club and
featured a “giant” bingo game.

Councilman Ben Goldfaden ran a
track meet for all age groups, two
thru fifty.

Supper picnic groups gathered
later in the day to listen to a con-
cert given by thd Greenbelt Com-
munity Band and to watch the
Majorettes perform. By the time
of the fireworks, a crowjl of over
five thousand were seated at the
lakeside according to Police Chief
George Panagoulis. The fireworks
display drew enthusiastic ap-

plause, and as the? crowd dispersed
under efficient and courteous po-

lice supervision, Greenbelt could
take pride in its sponsorship of
anther safe and happy Fourth of
July celebration.

Pool's Popularity
Increases Daily

Attendance at the Greenbelt
pool is keeping pace with last
year’s, but receipts have increased,
city manager Charles McDonald
announced this week. Most of the
patrons are from outside Green-
belt and pay a higher admission
charge, which accounts for the in-
creased money. Also, good swim-
ming weather has helped.

This week, officials of the State

Department of Public Health in-
spected the pool and found con-
ditions “highly satisfactory.” The

pool has a new chlorinator. cost-
ing S2OOO, which can operate “over
capacity.” Large attendance and
hot weather necessitates frequent
water purifying and the chlorina-
tor does the job excellently, Mc-
Donald stated. About eight inches
of water is added each day, and
the water is constantly being re-
purified and chlorinated. Three
life guards are always on duty,
with an additional guard added, on
days of he'avy attendance. The
pool is limited to a capacity of
750 persons; when 650 baskets are
in use, the admittance of new pa-
trons is halted temporarily. (It

is assumed that 100 persons, most-
ly children, are using the pool
without baskets.)

More Children
This week, additional children

are using the pool in conjunction
with a county playground pro-
gram. They pay the regular ad-
mission fee?. Participation in
swimming classes this year is ex-
cellent, McDonald declared. The
size of classes is, limited, but. at-
tendance is good. New garbage
cans for the pool are now being
installed; they have "flip-tops”
and are more sanitary than those
now in use.

No Serious Accidents
Thus far there have been no

serious accidents at the pool, and
no major rule infractions. Resi-
dent cards, required by Greenbelt
patrons for reduced admission
charges are be'ing used to a great
degree. Two clerks, one for
Greenbelters and the other for
outsiders, are in charge 1 of admis-
sion receipts.

CO-OP GROUP BUYS
HOOVER CABINS

The four cabins which were oc-
cupied by Herbert Hoove'r’s cabi-
net during the former president’s
visits to his Rapidan Retreat have
be'en purchased by Rapidan Camps
Inc., a cooperative group formed
for the purpose, it has been an-
nounced by Bruce Bowman, presi-
dent of the' Coop. The cabins are
located by the Rapidan River in
the Blue Ridge Mountains, about
a mile from the spot where the
former president vacationed dur-
ing his four years in the White
House.

“Our objective,” Bowman states
“is to develop a cool, attractive
and economical vacation retreat.
Other people with similar interests
are welcome to join our project.”

The group hopes to have the
cabins ready for regular occupan-
cy and rental by midsummer. In
accordance with the usual cooper-
ative procedure, the coop will
charge moderate rental fe'es with
the proceeds going back into im-
provements in the facilities or
patronage' refunds to users.

Schrom Development Plans
Motel, Homes and Stores

An idea of how the landscape v/ill be changed in the former
Schrom airport area as a result of the rezoning exception recently
granted by the county commissioners has been delineated for The)

Cooperator by W. W. Lewis, of Hyattsville, the developer of Lewis-
dale who has been engaged by the Schrom family for the develop-
ment of their property..

A chain-type drive-in restaurant, motel, and shopping center
will probably be the outstanding features visible from the Express-

way, Lewis said. Negotiations are
already underway with the restau-
rant operator, and plans are well
advanced for the motel, but actual
construction will probably not be-
gin before 1954.

The Schroms and Lewis also in-
tend to construct a large number
of houses in the $15,000, three-bed-
room rambler class. The houses
will be sold complete, and lots will
not be sold for individuals to
build their own houses. The land
plat including layout of streets is
in process of recording. The run-
way o’f the former airport will be-
come a residential street and has
already been sold to the county.
Negotiations have been begun
with the school board for sale or
dedication of land to be used as a
site for an elementary school.

No name has yet been chosen for
the new development, but the
name “Nob Hill” has been sug-
gested by Miss Mabel Schrom, onf
of the owners, and is likely to be
adopted. The land was formerly
part of the city of Greenbelt, but
was disannexed some years ago
at the request of the owners. May-
df Francis Lastner of Greenbelt,
in conversation with The Coopera-
tor reporter, stated that he per-
sonally favors annexation of the
Schrom property to prevent theescape from city taxation of com-
mercial and residential property
which will benefit from Greenbelt
services and advantages, and that
he knows the other members of
the city council agree with him on
this issue. No action by the State
legislature can be taken on local
matters before 1955, however, he
stated.

The higher the denier count, the

thicker the thread, and the MORE
durable the stockings. “Consu-
mers Union believes that a well-
made pair of 30 denier, 51 gauge
probably offers the longest life ex-

pectancy of any currently avail-
able type of nylon hosiery . .
“Now the common industry com-

plaint is that the 30 denie'r stock-
ings wear too well to offer an ade-
quate sales volume.” Of course

the thinner hosiery, say 15 denie'r.
is supposed to be more glamorous.

In any case “For those who wear

stockings regularly it will be good
news that in CU’s durability tests,
stockings selling at 65c to 89c, in
both 15 and 30 denier, 51 gauge,
did just as well as the high priced
brands offered for $1.35 to $1.65.
For the woman who has been buy-
ing the expensive brands, this of-
fers the possibility of saving like
half of her stocking budget.”

In 30 denier, 51 gauge hosiery,
the best buys are “Primrose” sold
at Woolworth’s for 89c and Clara-
bell” by Spiegels for 65c plus post-
age (Cat. No. 21R537). In the
“more glamorous” 15 denier, 51
gauge the best buys are “Clara-
be'lle” by Spiegels at 89c plus post-
age (Cat. No, 21R549), “Carol
Brent” by Montgomery Ward at
89c plus postage (Oat. No. 30B1822)

and Primrose by Woolworth at 79c.
