Panagoulis Named
Acting City Head

Police Chief George Panagoulis
was appointed Acting City Mana-
ger by the city council last Mon-
day night. The appointment was
necessary because of' City Mana-
ger Charles McDonald’s absence
from the city until October 4. He
is attending a city manager’s con-
ference in Los Angeles, California.

McDonald drove to California
with his family and the city man-
ager of Rockville, whose name is
also McDonald. According to the
city charter, a city council may
appoint an assistant city manager
whenever the city manager is ab-
sent. It is not a permanent ap-
pointment, but for the length of
time the manager is absent.

The Truman Riddle Navy Wives

Dog-eateher For Greenbelt?
New Homes Intensif / Problem

Greenbelt may have a “dog-catcher” soon, if predictions of
acting City Manager George Panagoulis come true. Speaking on
the “dog problem” in Greenbelt, at last Monday’s city council meet-
ing, Panagoulis disclosed that about 15 complaints a month are
received by the police department concerning dogs. “That is still
too many,” he stated, requesting further conferences with officials
of Greenbelt Veteran Housing Corporation regarding the problem.
Contract provisions with GVHC forbid the keeping of dogs by
residents.

Departing Council
Pats Mutual Back

Last Monday’s city council, last
for that council, was a jovial,
friendly affair. The meeting end-
ed early, each council member ex-
pressing satisfaction with the per-
formance and personal relation-
ships during the past administra-
tion. “We may have had our
differences in the council cham-
ber," Tom Canning stated, "but
after the meeting we never con-
tinued any ill feelings.”

Tribute was also paid to City
Clerk Winfield McCamy for her
patience and fine work as secre-
tary during the meetings. Miss
McCamy stated she had never re-
membered a more harmonious
council and was grateful to this
one which “always remembered
to adjourn at a reasonable hour."

Several citizens also expressed
appreciation for the fine work the
council hod done in a busy and
momentous "year o'f transition.”

At their last meeting, the coun-
cil passed a resolution proclaim-
ing October 24 as “United Na-
tions Day”, discussed but failed
to act finally on a motion to per-

mit the manager to use funds in

a replacement account for a new
bulldozer, and appointed George
Panagoulis acting city manager

during Charles McDonald’s ab-
sence from the city.

After the meeting the council
adjourned for coffee.

Seed, Soil Added
To Old Sod Story *

The Greenbelt Veteran Housing
Corporation has announced that
grass seed, sod, and top soil are to
be made available to Greenbelt
residents at prices considerably

lower than average commercial
prices. Hedges and shrubbery may

also be provided in the near fu-
ture.

Orders for sod and top soil are

now being taken by Dave Fisher,
5158, and V. D. Chavrid. 7532. Or-
ders for seed should be phoned in

to Arthur Hatton, 3251. All phone

call 3 should be made during the
evening hours.

Panagoulis declared that new
building in the city, such as the
Lakeside homes and the new Carl
Freeman homes, may enlarge the
dog population, as these home-
owners will not be restricted by
GVHC provisions.

Thomas Canning, councilman,
disclosed that he was aware that
several citizens keeping pets were
notified that they were violating
the contract and were endangering
the ownership of their homes.
"The city has done all it can on
the dog problem by keeping them
'from running loose on public prop-
erty,” Canning stated.

Dogged Distribution

Several councilmen declared
that they were “snagged” by dogs
as they went through town dis-
tributing campaign literature for
Tuesday’s election.

The city takes stray dogs into
custody and delivers them to a
county pound in Handover. The
police are authorized to feed them
until time to deliver them to the
pound. Panagoulis declared that
it has become a hardship to take
the time to deliver dogs to the
pound recently.

Volunteer?

He informed the council that
one of the police officers has ex-
pressed a willingness to take a
part-time job as dog-catcher for

the city. He would build kennels
on his property to keep them un-
til delivery to the pound. “In all
seriousness,” Panagoulis added,
“we should look ahead to the pos-
sibility o'f having a dog-catcher in
Greenbelt.”

New Phone Books
Coming Out Now

Distribution of the new 1953 al-
phabetical telephone directory for
the Maryland suburban areas be-
gan September 16 and will be com-
pleted by September 24. Customers
are asked not to call the Business
Office to report non-delivery until
after the completion dates.

In all, 896,000 directories have
been printed for the entire District
area, 44,000 more than for the pre-
vious distribution last December.
This represents approximately 65
freight-car-loads of books.

Initial distribution for Washing-
ton and the suburban areas will
require a total of 735,000 directo-
ries. Alphabetical directories for
the entire area will be identical.
However, in Maryland and Vir-
ginia the local classified directory
is bound in the back of the alpha-
betical section of the books. The
classified directory for Washing-
ton will not be distributed until
next January, which makes it pos-
sible for business and professional
customers, whose requests for
service came too late to be in-
cluded in the new alphabetical di-
rectory, to have their listings ap-
pear in the classified directory.

The new alphabetical directory
contains 1280 pages, or 28 more
pages than were contained in the
previous edition.

The first listing in the book is
still AAA. The last name listed
remains Zywusko.

Hurst Joins Lastner, Canning,
Wolfe, Goldfaden On City Council

In a thrilling nip-and-tuck election, five candidates were elected
to Greenbelt’s city council last Tuesday when 618 voters went to
the polls. Elected were Mayor Frank Lastner, 456 votes; James
Wolfe, 400; Thomas Canning, 398; Ben Goldfaden, 382; and Robert
Hurst, 341. Defeated were James Smith, incumbent; Allen Morri-
son, and Harry Zubkoff.

Hurst is a newcomer to the council, having conducted a vigor-
ous door-to-door campaign. He announced before the election that
he was starting his political career here in Greenbelt. Lastner,
polling the highest amount of votes in a spectacular showing for
a city election, will probably be re-elected mayor by the council.
Precedent has established that the mayor is selected by the coun-
cil on the basis of popularity at the polls.

Webster, Burgeon
GVHC Prez; Veep

Ed Burgoon was ‘ both elected
and appointed” to fill the vacancy
on the Greenbelt Veteran Housing
Corporation board of directors last
Friday night, according to Ralph
Webster, new president of GVHC.

At the board meeting, the board
sought legal opinion as to the va-
lidity of the vote taken at the re-
cent membership meeting when
Burgoon won hands down over the
other candidates (Burgoon 145;
Haslinger 14; Kurth 4), the diffi-
culty being that a quorum was
not present at the time of the
election.

The legal opinion ruled that the
election was legal; but to be on
the safe side, Webster said, the
board voted to appoint Burgoon
to the vacancy.

Webster was elected president
of GHIC and Burgoon, vice pres-
ident.

Dial Police Number
Correctly, Chief Warns

Acting city manager George
Panagoulis cautioned new resi-
dents to dial the police station
number correctly. The number,
which is also the city administra-
tion office number, is GRandte 3-
2011. If dialing from Greenbelt,
Panagoulis warned, just dial 2011.

Last week a local resident dial-
ed 32011 and did not get an an-
swer. After she complained to the
police in person her error was dis-
covered. Panagoulis stated that
the police call could have been se-
rious, and asks all residents to be
sure to dial the correct number:
2011.

A crowd of about fifty people
congregated around the fire house
as the votes were announced over
a loud-speaker system.

John P. Murray and O. H. Donel-
lan announced the votes.

Seen among the spectators out-
side was a former mayor, George
Bauer, who now lives outside
Greenbelt.

Counting of the ballots started
soon after the polls closed at 7
p.m., and continued until 11 p.m.

Strong competition for the last
seat on the council developed until
the last 50 ballots when Robert
Hurst swung away with the vic-
tory. Six candidates polled the
majority of the votes needed for
election, 309. Two ballots were
disallowed because of error. Votes
were cast for Mrs. Margaret Car-
mody, Ed Burgoon, and Joseph
Haslinger.

The new city council will hold
its first meeting on Monday, Octo-
ber 5.

Co-op Nursery Ups
Fee To $lO Month

Telephone service in Greenbelt continues at a dismally low

mark. The Chesapeake and Potomac Telephone Company answers
complaints about bad service in Greenbelt with a stock phrase that
goes like this:

“Yes, we know about that but there is not much we can do
about it. . .

. You see the equipment in Greenbelt is of different de-
sign from our other equipment and it would be very expensive to

integrate it at this time.’’
In other surrounding communities, when one dials a number

that has been changed, the “automatic intercept’’ takes over and
the call is automatically referred to a special operator, who tells
the caller the new number. But not in Greenbelt! When you dial
a number that has been changed here, you get the ringing signal

that’s all. You can dial this number for days and still get the
ringing signal. Finally you give up, thinking that the person you

are calling is on vacation or dead.

The only way to get these new numbers, if you know there is
one, is to call Information. But Information does not always have
the new numbers either. In one instance we know of, it took sev-
enteen full days before Information got the change of number and
was ready to give it out to interested parties. Meanwhile, callers
got the ringing signal on the old number.

Another item: the difficulty of getting an operator to answer

your dial call at certain hours. It sometimes takes minutes to get

an operator to answer. In case of emergency, this delay can re-
sult in serious consequences.

The telephone rates were raised “temporarily” early this year.

This week it was announced that the raise would be permanent.

From time to time the telephone company announces the large

amounts of money it is going to spend to improve service here. It
changes telephone numbers like mad, and issues a new directory

exactly when hundreds of people are moving into, around, and from
Greenbelt.

But and here is the topper one Greenbelt resident was

recently told by a member of the business office staff :

“We have taken a survey in Greenbelt and we found that the
majority of the people out there are satisfied with the service.

If that was a telephone survey, they must have gotten a high

percentage of wrong numbers.

We tried to en-
lighten our six-year-old on the
dual-personality here, but the idea
is too fantastic for him to believe.

The GVHC manager tells us hmv
to avoid “no-heat” calls to mainte-

The incentive for
this is naturally to cut all-over
maintenance costs. Too, many
householders would prefer doing
some things themselves, instead of
waiting for the maintenance man.
We could save maintenance calls
for more serious trouble, or where
professional skill is required, and
for emergencies, of course. Twice
neighbors helped us out of diffi-
culties when we were about to call
maintenance in. One neighbor
patiently demonstrated to us over
and over how to open the lock and
door when it appeared, hopelessly
stuck. We haven’t had any trou-
ble since! Another neighbor, when
our back door was scratching the
floor, helped my husband take it
off the hinges, plane the bottom
down a hit, and get it back up.
There’re great possibilities in self-
help. Instructions from GVHC
along these lines will he welcome,
I’m sure. —daisy.

THE CHILD TAKES
HOME TO SCHOOL

Is your child emotionally ready
to start to school? Are you the
parent who says, “Johnny is eager
to start to school, and we are
proud that he’s ready to step into
life with others.”? Or are you the
parent who says, "I dread to see
him start into his first year of
school. He seems so young.”?

Family life specialist Jeanne
Moehn, University of Maryland
Extension Service, says your child
will make progress in his school
work as best he can if too much
has not been expected of him in
his young age. Think of him as
a human being learning to live
first with himself, then with oth-
ers not in terms of just going
to school 'to get the highest grades
and to be the head of his class.

Have you taught Johnny to wait
on himself; to get his own cup
for a drink? Has he learned to
put on his own w'raps and galoshes
wr hen cold and wet weather
comes? Has he been taught to
hang them up? Or have you pick-
ed up after him and waited on his
every little wish?

If you’ve helped your child to
make some of his own decisions;

to take some responsibilities fitted
to his young age; to give thought
concerning other people as well as
to know how to stand up for him-
self you’ve given him a good
start toward adjusting to school
life.

Mrs. Moehn says you can help
your child take this new step if

you’H help hini realize that he
wiil be under the guidance of oth-
ers. It won’t be just mother and
dad he’ll turn to, but a teacher
who will enter strongly into his

life.
Your Johnny isn’t just baking

himself to school. He’s taking his
whole family, too. Johnny is go-
ing to act in the school room in
much the same manner as he has
learned to act at home, says Mrs.
Moehn.
