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Jaeger Tract Plans Reviewed; 
Council Seeks Park Acquisition

As evidenced in a December 

13 worksession. the Greenbelt 
City Council and the Westchester 
Park Civic Association (WPCA) 
have not given up hope that a 
17.4 acre remaining undeveloped 
parcel of the Jaeger tract will be­
come part of Greenbelt Park. 
They take this position even 
though a preliminary plan of sub­
division for the property has been 
filed with the Maryland-National 
Capital Park and Planning Com­
mission (MNCPPC). The federal 
park is located within Greenbelt's 
city limits, the Jaeger tract is ad­
jacent on the cast side of 
Kenilworth Avenue and south of 
Westchester Drive, in the unincor­
porated Westchester community. 
Westchester Park originally was 
part of the Jaeger Tract. 

Jaeger Tract 
Over the years the 17.4 acre 

property had been slated for high 
density development proposals. 
While these proposals have not 
materialized and the tract was 
downzoncd, the city and WPCA 
are coocerncd that residential de­
velopment now proposed could 
result in negative impacts on the 
park. Repeated requests for fed­
eral. county and state assistance 
to add this land to Greenbelt park 
have been rebuffed. 

City council invited WPCA 
president Robert Crecco and 
board member Joe Haskell to par­
ticipate in the worksession. Dis­
cussion focused on organizing a 
coalition of municipalities and 
environmental and other organiza­
tions to seek ways to buy and/or 
save the Jaeger tract and to ap­
peal to the federal government for 
funding. Council directed staff to 
obtain additional information con­
cerning a "Friends" agreement 
with the National Park Service as 
well as more details about the 

National Park Trust, a non-profit 
organization. 

"Friends'' Agreement 
In his presentation at council's 

regular meeting on November 27, 
John Hale. superintendent of Na­
tional Capital Parks-East, which 
includes Greenbelt Park, declared 
his interest in acquiring the Jae­
ger tract for the park. He noted 
that the property had moved up 
the list of priorities for acquisi­
tion. but the lack of funding was 
still a barrier. 

Hale suggested that the city 
and the park enter into a 
"Friends" agreement that would 
formally establish the goal of ob­
taining the Jaeger tract and high­
light the land's importance to 
both the city and the park. 
Councilmember Rodney Roberts 
said at the time that it needs to 
be made clear that the goal is to 
protect Greenbelt Park, not 
Westchester Park and that any 
development would be detrimen­
tal. There was general agreement 
that the city be the "front" orga­
nization. 

National Park Trust 
Councilmember Alan Turnbull 

pointed out that the "Friends" 
agreement would be limited, 
since the National Park Service 
cannot lobby on its own behalf. 
To address this problem, it was 

Work Session 
The City Council will hold 

a work session on the Jaeger 
Tract on Wednesday, January

nity Center. Representatives 
from Westchester Park Civic 
Association will attend. Pre­
sentations will be made by 
representatives of the National 
Park Service and the National 
Public Trust. 

suggested that the National Park 
Trust could be the vehicle for 
getting organizations together 
under another umbrella. 

Crecco reported that the Trust 
had shown some interest in the 
Jaeger tract issue. The Trust as­
sists the National Park Service in 
preserving land in or adjoining a 
federal park by providing some 
permanent or partial funding for 
purchasing it. With such a pur­
chase agreement would be a 
commitment for the Trust to be 
reimbursed over time. 

Council agreed to hold a fu­
ture informational meeting that 
would include briefings by repre­
sentatives of the National Park 
Trust and the National Park Ser­
vice. 

Meanwhile the MNCPPC 
staff is studying the preliminary 
plan of subdivision for the 17 .4 
acre tract. According to Crecco, 
the plan shows 21 homes on 
half-acre lots that are expected to 
sell for $400,000 each. He and 
Haskell said that the owner is 
open to selling the property. 

Second Tract 
The status of and plans for a 

second remaining parcel of the 
Jaeger property, 3.7 acres. were 
also topics of discussion at the 
worksession. Located to the 
north of Westchester Park along 
Kenilworth' Avenue, the tract is 
zoned R-30. which permits ten 
units per acre of garden-style 
apartments. 

Crecco said that the developer 
of the property (AD&C Manage­
ment Company) is working 
closely with association represen­
tatives and that he plans 37 
units, mostly two-bedroom with 
a few three-bedroom units selling 
for approximately $40,000 each. 
Construction is expected to start 
soon.

Goldberg Endows Award 
In Memory of His Wife

Lawrence Goldberg, 80, recently 
endowed an award in the College 
of Journalism at the University of 
Maryland in honor of his late 
wife. Lillie Goldberg, as well as 
of Hodding Carter. III - a 
unique combination of honorees. 

Goldberg, a civilian naval ar­
chitect, retired from the Navy in 
1976 and began enrolling in 
classes with his wife at the Uni­
versity of Maryland through the 
Golden I.D. Student Program. 
For many years the two took 
courses in the School of Public 
Affairs. as well as in the College 
of Journalism, several with 
Hodding Carter, III. They par­
ticularly relished Carter's tales of 
his personal experiences. Carter 
came from a newspaper family in 
Alabama, and the family paper 
took a strong stand in favor of 
civil rights at a time when the 
south was rabidly segregationist. 

Lillie Goldberg died in 1997 
and since then her husband had 
made several generous gifts in 
her memory to the university 
before establishing the present 
award. Although it is not un­
usual for family members to

Make certain that large 
h sehold items such as furniture 
are not blocking furnace vents.

4. Adjust thermostat regularly.

5. Insulation helps. Insulate 
the home to provide savings. 
Damaged weather stripping on 
doors is a cause of heat loss.

A Review 
Poet Lori Tsang Presents an "Artful Afternoon"

The small audience that gath­

ered on Sunday, January 7 in the 
lobby area of the Community 
Center to hear poet Lori Tsang 
and bassist B.T. Richardson 
found themselves listeners at a 
m.esmenzmg performance. 
Tsang, who was born in Jamaica 
of a long line of Chinese wander­
ers, showed herself adept at 
catching the nuances of various 
American dialects and sensibili­
tles. H!:r delivery of these differ­
ing cadences and moods was 
electrifying. 

One set of poems was her re­
sponse to the variety of ethnic 
backgrounds of her Washington 
neighborhood near Catholic Uni­
versity. Another set represented 
the changing voices of Malcolm 
X as his persona evolved with 
age and experience. Another im­
pressive poem, stimulated by 
Tsang's visit to Puerto Rico, 
evoked the warmth and magic of 
the Caribbean, where her own 
life began. 

Throughout these recitations, 
Richardson's evocative blues 
strumming formed a moving and 
empathic background to Tsang's 
verse. A tall African-American 
next to Tsang with her delicate 
frame, the two of them visually 
represented the neighborly diver­
sity that her poems celebrated.

Tsang said that her own birth 
and development as a poet began 
through listening to poetry slam 
performances. At first she was 
scared and shy, she said; but, 
eventually through repeated ef­
forts, she developed assurance. 
She had just returned from per­
forming in Toronto, where she at­
tended a conference on the his 
tory of the Chinese population 
group from which she was de­
scended - a people who had left 
China for Indonesia and then 
later dispersed to other regions, 
including a component who 
ended up in Jamaica. 

Richardson, who has per­
formed all over the country, par­
ticularly enjoys the challenge of 
ensemble work requiring close 
listening to one's fellow perform­
ers. He certainly demonstrated 
that skill in his work with Tsang. 

Their presentation was one el­
ement of what was called an Art­
ful Afternoon. It was sponsored 
by the city's Recreation Depart­
ment and also included a recep­
tion and collage workshop in 
conjunction with an exhibit of vi­
sual artist Marilyn Banner. 

The Artful Afternoon programs 
will be presented at the Commu­
nity Center on the first Sunday of 
the month, noon to 5 p.m. With 
quality like this, they deserve to 
be better attended.
