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Whal’s In A Name?
In a letter published in last week’s issue of the News Review ,

the Youth Center Advisory Board expressed concern that this
paper has used the phrase, the new “community or municipal rec-
reation building,” rather than tbfe “Youth Center” building. Admit-
tedly, the existing ordinance on the matter identifies the building as
a “Youth Center.”

However, we. have been employing the term “recreation build-
ing” primarily because it appeared to us that this term was a more
embracing, less limiting description of the purpose of the build-
ing and the activities that it will house. It has been our under-
standing, confirmed by the Advisory Board’s letter, that the build-
ing willnot be confined exclusively to the activities of youth, al-
though such activities will have priority.

All the elected city councilmen in pre-election statements sup-
ported the News Review position on this matter: “In order to
assure maximum utilization of the youth center building and its
facilities, it should be established by city policy that all civic and
recreational groups should have access to the building with recog-
nition given to the priority of youth activities.”

The problem is that the council has not yet taken up such key
matters as the degree to which the building willbe used for non-
youth activities, or the criteria for the use of the building by adult
and civic groups, as well as activities for the very young. Now is
the time for the council to establish firm guidelines for the utili-
zation and operation of the new building. This should also include
a clearcut decision on the allocation of the responsibility for finan-
cing and maintaining the building.

This will be a complicated problem since three official city
bodies are primarily involved. There is the Youth Center Advisory
board, which has its own funds built up over the years by the suc-
cessful annual Labor Day Festival; the Recreation Advisory Com-
mittee, which has no funds; and the city’s recreation department,
financed by the city budget. Coordination and integration of th e
views and responsibilities of these three groups in the operation
of the recreation building willbe a major feat.

Such coordination we believe would be more easily achieved un-
der a general name, such as the “Community Recreation Center.”
It is the name most frequently used in this country for recrea-
tion centers, even though youth programs are almost always the
major activities at these centers.

It is clear to us, as it should be to the Youth Center Advisory
Board, that no matter what name is used, this community is de-
termined that Greenbelt’s youth shall be served.

New Rains Bring More
Flood Problems to City

The continuing torrential rains
have created several serious flood
problems for the city, as well as

the usual minor problems caused
by leaf-choked gutters.

Sticks, leaves, and other debris
accumulated during the course of
many years were carried down the
little creek behind the Lakewood
and Northway developments, form-
ing a dam just below Crescent
rd. in the area between St. Hugh’s
church and the Pepco sub-station.

This blocked the drainage
swale leading to the lake. Water
backed up into a large pool, in
some places four feet deep, with
surface level as high as the road-
way. Neighborhood children were

building rafts to exploit the boat-
ing possibilities of this new pool
when the city’s maintenance men
arrived with a bulldozer and put
an end to their new-found sport.

Another serious floo(d problem
occurred at the end of Greenhill
rd. Surface drainage from roofs
and courts on Research rd., which
usually is absorbed in the wooded
area lying above Greenhill rdi,
gushed through so swiftly in the

heavy rains that it flooded and
damaged yards in the Buchanan
development. Buchanan, builder
of the Lakewood development, has
been attempting to solve the un-

expected drainage problem. He
is hampered by jurisdictional dif-
ficulties, since the property that
needs to be regraded to protect

the Greenhill homes belongs to
GHI.

The softball field has also be-
come a flood problem. When the
top surface washed away recently,

the city brought in loads of dirt
for a new top surface. Rain that

night carried the new dirt away

too, and the field is now a sea of
mud. Until it dries out to some
extent, no further work on it can.
be attempted.
