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Council Votes 3-2 to Deny

1-1 Zoning of 8-Acre Strip
Despite vigorous arguments by Mayor Alan Kistler

and Councilman Dave Champion, the city council
Monday night voted 3-2 to reject a petition to change
the zoning of the eight-acre strip ofland between Ed-
monston Road and Kenilworth Avenue (opposite the
junior high school) to light industrial (1-1). This
vote supported the city Advisory Planning Board,
which recommended against the petition.

Police News
About ten Prince George’s

County criminal cases were
closed upon the apprehension and
subsequent interrogation of four
Greenbelt youths, caught in Mont-
gomery County on suspicion of
breaking and entering the Oak-
view Swimming Pool and steal-
ing seventy dollars from the pool.
Two of the youths were juveniles.
The other two were young adults,
Lewis Merritt and Gene Ullrich.
These four are also responsible
for breaking into the Greenbelt 1
Pool and stealing SSO from the
cashier’s Yoom, as well as for
breaking into a residence on
Northway while the occupants

were on vacation, and taking
items totaling $75 in value be-
sides doing damage to the furn-
iture* The County is expected"
to place several charges against
these youths.

Two reported thefts of gaso-
line from parked cars were re-
ported this past week. One auto
was parked in an open garage
at 39 Ridge, and the other was
parked in an open parking area
on Northway.

There were reports from five
persons stating that their car
aerials had been bent or broken.
All these reports were made the
same night. There was an at-
tempted entering of a car parked
on Gardenway.

An attempted breaking and
entering was "reported from a
residence on Plateau. A screen
had been cut, but the house had
not apparently been entered.

present time Edmonston Road is
the only access to the planned
apartment development and that
the erection of an electronics
plant would create a traffic
problem.

Mayor Kistler stated forcefully
that he saw no merit in the first
three reasons, although the
traffic problem was a validpoint.
He also admitted that he was
basically opposed to spot zoning
and did not like to see it in
Greenbelt. However, he felt that
the arguments in favor of en-
couraging the construction of an
electronics plant here outweighed
everything else.

Both Kistler and Champion de-
clared that the strip of land could
not be used for residential devel-
opment and was right on Kenil-
worth, which will be a future
thro»jgb s'oute No homes
will be built in the area, which
will be cut off from the rest
of the city by the Capitol Belt-
way, and it is close to the Belt-
way Plaza. Mayor Kistler further -
argued that there was always
some risk involved in rezoning
land and that the proposed devel-
opment could be an attractive

asset.
Clifford Simonson, a member

of the Advisory Planning Board,
emphasized the great reluctance

*of the owners of the property
to give any information about
plans. He objected to this ex-
treme secrecy and asserted that
he did not feel the city should
"buy a pig in a poke.”

Council Notes
Teen Club has been given per-

mission to operate the snack bar
at the Youth Center. . . .Council
has selected Friday, September
15, as date for accepting and
opening bids on construction of
municipal building. . .Council
has delayed action on building
traffic islands at entrance to

East parking lot, pending fur-
ther investigation by Advisory
Planning Board of alleged safety
hazard created by gas station...
The Council asked the manager
to plan for maximum parking
on the road shoulders on Cres-
cent Road between Westway and
Southway.

. . .As a result of
a letter written to the council
by four young teenagers, Bar-
bara Skolnik, Reba Schwimer, and
Phyllis and Rachelle Chasnoff,
the council decided to revitalize
the city's civil defense planning
and appointed a committee com-
posed of Hal Silvers, local res-
ident and County Civil Defense
Director, the police chief, fire
department and rescue squad
chiefs, the public works direc-
tor and the city manager to study
the local civil defense problem
and recommend action to be
taken. The youngsters urged
immediate attention to the prob-
lem of civil defense, even to the
extent of making public collec-
tions to construct a few fall-
out shelters.

The decision of the city
council was forwarded to the
Prince Georges County Com-
missioners, who make the final
decision. Although the recom-
mendations of the city and Mary-
land Park and Planning Commis-
sion are considered by the county
commissioners, the latter on oc-
casion have ignored the recom-
mendations of both these bodies.
The County Commissioners were
scheduled to hear the zoning
petition yesterday.

Owners of the land, Martin and
Solomon Associates of Silver
Spring, have announced their
intention of erecting an electron-
ics plant and office building on
the site and leasing it to Entron,,
Inc., a Bladensburg electronics
manufacturer. In fact, Martin
and Solomon have told the council

has already been j
signed.

Neither the Advisory Planning
Board nor the council objected
to an electronics plant, provided
it was an attractive building and
the land properly landscaped.
However, Council men Tom Can-

'rung and Edgar Smith pointed out
that there was no assurance of
how the site would be used by
the owners once the land had
been rezoned for light industry.
Smith declared that “we could
wind up with a junk yard.” They
noted that Martin and Solomon
offered to show the council the
signed lease with Entron but had
not done so.

Canning also said there was
strong objection from Com-
munity Builders, which is devel-
oping a large apartment house
project on the Perkins property
behind the junior high school.'
Canning presented the original
motion to deny the petition on
the grounds that it would have
an adverse effect on the adjacent
residential area.

Smith amended the motion to

include the more legalistic
grounds that the I-1 zoning does
not conform to the city’s offici-
ally adopted land use plan and
is also undesirable spot zoning
(a v ariety of zoning in one area).
At the suggestion of City Manager
Charles McDonald, the additional
point was included that there is
already sufficient light industrial
zoned property in the area to
take care of the erection of an
electronics plant.

The Advisory Planning Board
listed four reasons for denying
the petition. Its report said
it has been unable to devise .any
method to assure the development
of land as indicated on the site
plan. Although the board granted
that the proposed type of develop-
ment might prove to be an asset
to the community, they felt that
this was not the time to give
up the limited public control of
the area.

The Board also listed as area-
son the argument that an undesir-
able development would have an
adverse effect on the value of the
nearby residential area. Finally,
the report noted that at the

"Under the most optimistic as-
sumptions,” Campbell said, "the
maximum additional income that
GHI could possibly hope to ob-
tain through additional sales
would be about $6,000.” At the
same time, the annual expenses
involved in operating such an
office, he estimated, would be
over $13,000.

After receiving this informa-
tion, the board decided to suspend
its move into the center, pending
a further study of the manager’s
report. Last spring the board
decided to obtain a "foothold”
in the center on a modest basis
by subletting space in the office
of Twin Pines Savings and Loan
Association on Centerway. At
its July 13 meeting the board
decided to move more aggres-
sively by opening its own office *

in the space vacated by High’s. •
A major consideration in this
decision was the reluctance of
many board members to have GHI
share an office with a lending
agency.

Those advocating the move into
the former High’s store
recognized the additional costs
involved but felt that some
savings might be effected,
In reply to questioning last
Thursday night, Campbell stated

Webb and Knapp
Sell Local Holdings

Although not officially con-
firmed, City Manager Charles
McDonald reported to the city
council Monday night that he has
information that Webb and Knapp
has completed the sale of all of
its Greenbelt property. One
confirmed sale is the purchase
of 100 acres, including the ex-
tension of Lakeside, to Charles
Bresler of Washington, who built
the Greenbelt Plaza apartments

here. (See story on page 6)^
The triangular portion of land

to be cut off by the Capitol Belt-
way (circumferential highway),
which has always been marked as
potential commercial property,
has been purchased by a Phila-
delphia firm which specializes in
developing large shopping cen-
ters. The remainder of the
Greenbelt land is reported to
have been purchased by Silver
Spring developers.

Webb and Knapp, the second
owner of the Greenbelt vacant
land, held onto the property for
about a year and a half. The
chief reason for the sale of the
land by the nationally known real
estate development firm headed
by William Zeckendorf is re-
ported to ue the need to liquidate
some of their holdings. Webb
and Knapp specialize in the pur-
chase of hotels.

The only additional candidate
who has filed is Harvey Geller.
The deadline for filing is Mon-
day, August 21. Citizens desir-
ing to become candidates for the
September 19 city election must
file petitions containing at least
43 and not more than 71 names
of qualified voters at the city
clerk’s office (together with a

$3 filing fee). Avoter may sign
only one nominating petition, even
though he may vote for five
candidates at the election.

Registration
Monday, August 21, is also the

deadline for registering to vote
in the election, City clerk Win-
field McCamy reported that 53
persons were registered last
week at the trailer in front of
the North End School. She cau-
tioned than many people erron-
eously think they are registered
to vote, whereas in reality they
are only registered . for state
and national or Greenbelt Homes,
Inc. elections.

Alist of registered voters is
published on the back of the News
Review. Citizens are asked to,
check this list to make sure
that they are recorded. Final
registration dates will be held
at the city offices on Saturday,'
August 19, 12 noon to 6 pm. and
Monday, August 21, 6 p.m, to
9 p.m.

The city council has decided
to hold the election in the lobby
of the swimming pool. The fire
department building had origi-
nally been selected as a site,
but the council felt it was too
remote. For the first time in
the history of city elections, vot-
ing machines will be used. This
will assure prompt returns. In
previous years, the pesults were

The Advisory Planning Board,

meeting last Thursday, produced
their 7th report to council—a
recommendation against indus-
trial zoning for the 8-acre strip
of land opposite the junior high
school building. They also con-
sidered a map, submitted by
Greenbelt Consumer Services,
to change the access road to the
Co-op service station. The board
sent the proposal back to GCS,
however, for further changes.
They will hold a special hearing
on the request tonight.

A Washington area builder,
Charles Bresler, discussed with
the board his general plans for
development of a 100-acre tract
of the Webb & Knapp property,
which he has recently purchased.
(Details of the Bresler plans
appear elsewhere in this issue.)

Because of the press of specific
requests, the board was unable
to give more than cursory con-
sideration to their general sur-
vey, or outline, for a set of
goals for the community. Mem-
bers of the board have been
working on such a policy guideline
all summer and have a rough
draft worked up at present.

GHI Manager Reports Move
Into Center Store Costly

The Greenbelt Homes, Inc. board of directors is

having some second thoughts about opening a sales
and service office in the center in the vacant store
formerly occupied by High's. A report submitted
to the board last Thursday, August 10, by GHI* man-

ager Paul Campbell shows that the expenses of oper-
ating such an office willexceed anticipated income by
more than $7,000 a year.

vided by GHI in the center would
be duplicative of services already
provided at Hamilton pi.

Details of Report
Campbell’s report estimated

that annual rental costs would be
$3,150; utilities, $675; and
salaries (including those of a-
- real estate agent) for
full-time staffing, $9,850. In ad-
dition, there would be the capital
expenditure of furnishing the
office. Finally, it was revealed
that Twin Pines considers its
verbal arrangement for sub-
letting its office as binding and
would want GHI to pay the rental
($800) for the period of the lease.

The disclosure of the latter
item came as a surprise to the
board, especially the newly-
elected members, since it was
understood that no agreement had
been signed with Twin Pines.
Campbell explained that he had
thought that Twin Pines would
not have held GHI to the verbal
agreement. Hence, when ques-
tioned on this matter at a prev-
ious meeting, he had stated that
no final agreement had been
reached with Twin Pines.

Another complication is the
desire of the landlord GCS

to secure a 3-year lease for
the space vacated by High’s.
The agreement with Twin Pines

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An Evaluation of the Council
During the city council election campaign two

years ago, the NEWS REVIEW proposed an 11-point

platform, which it offered as a course of future ac-
tion for the newly-elected council. With some min-

or exceptions, the incoming councilmen had indi-
cated approval of that platform. It is therefore fit-
ting at this time, with another city election sched-
uled for Tuesday, September 19, to review the
deeds of the council inrelation to the proposed plat-

form.
City Services

A major series of planks proposed by the NEWS

REVIEW dealt with the need for city services to re-
store and beautify park and playground areas, to

maintain proper recreational facilities, and to as-

sure adequate police and fire protection.
The city council is to be commended for its start

inwiping out so-called "dust-bowl” areas by the re-
sodding of courts and playgrounds. The problem,
.however, is only half-licked. These re sodded
areas need to be maintained and so far the council
has notprovided the vigorous leadership and direc-
tion to city management for a maintenance program

of continuous care. An illustration of this lassi-

tude was the decision of the council not to expand

the public works staff in face of a recommendation
by the Recreation Advisory Committee to the con-
trary.

Similarly, the council has shown no interest in the

NEWS REVIEW plank for the rehabilitation and de-
velopment of the Greenbelt Lake area, including the

construction of apark shelter. This item has been
submerged along with the capital improvements
budget which is sorely-needed to help finance long-

term major improvements^
On the positive side, however, the council has

wisely resisted efforts to cut the services provided

by the recreation and police departments. It has
also established a Recreation Advisory Committee,

as proposed by the NEWS REVIEW, and staffed it

with some able people. As a result, the council

has now received several comprehensive reports
recommending action with respect to the improve-

ment and proper care of the ballfields and play

areas, the restoration of the tennis courts, and the

introduction of a supervised summer tot playground
program.

Construction Program

Another series of planks in the NEWS REVIEW

platform supported the construction of a fire de-

partment, Youth Center, and municipal buildings,

with the city to retain control over the use of all

buildings and with all civic and recreational groups

assured access to the Youth Center. The city
council can rightfully take pride in its accomplish-

ments in this area. The Youth Center and fire de-
partment buildings are living realities and final
work plans for the municipal building are now being
prepared.

Teacher for Nursery
Mrs. Lisa Dalton has been

reappointed for the third year
as teacher by the Greenbelt Nurs-
ery School, Inc. The school, a
co-operative, has been in exis-
tence almost as long as the
town of Greenbelt. It is the only
fully-accredited nursery school
in Prince Georges County.

Children aged three and four
are eligible, and the school is in
session five days a week, from
9 to 11:30 a.m., at the Fellow-
ship Center (located behind the
Community Church on Hillside
and Crescent Roads). There are
still a few openings for the com-
ing term. Interested parents may
call Beauchamp, GR. 4-6182, or
Skolnik. GR. 4-6060.

Md. University Ends

Admissions on Sept. 1
September 1 has been set as

the cut-off date for admission
applications to the University
of Maryland 1961 fall semester
session of all undergraduate day
divisions.

The deadline, after which no
undergraduate applications for
admission will be considered for
the fall term, was established
because of large annual in-
creases in applications which
have been received by the uni-
versity’s Office x>f Admissions
and Registrations. Prior to Aug-
ust of this year, 8700 applica-
tions were received and pro-
cessed. Of the number of ap-
plicants, more than 4000 new
students have been admitted al-
ready to the juniversity.

An additional 400 admission
applications are expected for
processing before the September
1 deadline.

Previously, admission ap-
plications were accepted for a
particular term up until the end
of the first week of classes.

Registration for all university
students for the 1961 fall se-
mester will begin on September
18. Classes will begin on Sep-
tember 28.

Planning Board
Another plank of the paper’s platform supported the

appointment of an Advisory Planning Board which
would lay down adequate standards and guides for

the future development of Greenbelt. This the city
council has done. The Planning Board got off to a
promising start by recommending the angular park-
ing plan in the Center.

Charter Changes

A final plank of the platform called for charter
changes that would strengthen the role of the city

council. This was accomplished to some degree by

the seven charter amendments passed in May 1960.
These changes provided the means of reviewing de-
cisions of the city manager with respect to personnel
management, purchase of supplies, and letting of
bids for contracts and included the establishment of
a 5-man personnel board.

This review of council action is not meant to be
exhaustive, since only those items mentioned in the
NEWS REVIEW platform are discussed. Other
council action has included inauguration of a family
subscription plan for the swimming pool, passage
of ordinances controlling dogs and eats and regu-
lating parking spaces in courts, the establishment

of a joint city-GHI committee, and reorganization

of the Youth Center Advisory Board.

Heart Attack Tips
How can you help someor.

who seems to be having a heart
attack if you are the only other
person on hand?

The first and most important
thing to do in case of heart at-

tack is to call a doctor at once,
says the Heart Association of
Prince George's County.

You should also help the patient
take a position most comfortable
for him (usually half way be-
tween lying and sitting), loosen
tight clothing and see that he
does not become chilled. Do
not attempt to carry or lift him
or give him anything to drink
without the doctor's advice.

In a leaflet entitled “Heart
Attack,'* available from the Heart
Association, the symptoms of
heart attacks are listed and an

explanation given of how ather-
osclerosis, the condition respon-
sible for most heart attacks,
develops. The leaflet also de-
scribes the chest pain known as
angina pectoris. Requests should
be mailed to 5132 Baltimore Ave.,
Hyattsvilll, Maryland.

Most patients are able to con-
tinue with their usual job once
they have recovered from a heart
attdLK* The Heart Association
advises them to:

1. Keep weight down.
2. Eat four small meals daily.
3. Get plenty of rest and take

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GHl’s Six - Month Report i
Close to Budget Figure 1

There were few surprises in the financial report
prepared by Greenbelt Homes, Inc. comptroller Roy

Brashears for the first half of 1961. While the hous-
ing co-op’s experience for the second quarter was not

as favorable as that for the first quarter, combined
operations for the first six months of 1961 followed
closely the budgeted figures.

GHI Notes

The GHI board has decided
to waive the transfer fee in
cases where the property in-
volves church and other non-
profit organizations, already
exempt from taxation. . .The
board approved an expenditure
of $42.50 for Greenbelt Festi-
val trophies and sponsorship of
“Miss Greenbelt’’ contest en-
try. . . .

Henry Lyons, 14-Z-3 Hillside,
has been appointed to replace
newly-elected director Ed Peters
on the Advisory Committee for
the Housing for the Elderly Pro-
gram. The latter is planning a
public hearing in September.

Director Joe Comproni is head
of a committee soliciting bids
for group lifeinsurance for mem-
bers. „ .A request by an indivi-
dual member for approval of an
underground bomb and fall-out
shelter was turned over to the

, newly-created standards and im-
provements committee. This
committee has the task of making
recommendations with respect to

standards to be applied to home
improvements, additions, and re-
lated matters.

In fact, the deficit of $14,063
(before allocation to reserves)
as of June 30, 1961, was with-
in $54 of the amount predicted.
(Because of seasonal heating
costs, the budget always anti-
cipates a deficit in the first half
of the year). The deficit last
year at this time was $5,200.

Income and expenditures also
closely followed the budgeted
figures. Both items were some
$3,000 more than expected. To-
tal income from members and.'
tenants was $578,300 for the
first six months of 1961 and
expenditures in connection with
the housing units totaled
$592,300.

Contributing substantially to

„ increased expenditures in the
second quarter of 1961 were the.
frame re-roofing and exterior
¦trim paint programs. These
programs didn’t really get off
the ground until spring. For •
expample, about $9,000 was ex-
pended in the second quarter
for the re-roofing program,
three times the amount in the
first quarter. Similarly, about
$16,000 was spent on the ex-
terior trim paint program, com-
pared with $2,400 in the first
three months.

Heating costs were another
item that were unusually high
in the second quarter, running
some $8,600 more than ex-
pected in the budget. However,
during the first quarter heating
costs were below expectation,
so that the corporation ended
up its first six months opera- ,

tions with heating costs of
$188,200 some S9OO less than
budgeted.

The remaining expenditure
items showed littlevariance from
the budgeted figures. A possible
exception was water expenses,
which spurted ahead in the sec-
ond quarter to exceed the bud-
geted amount by- SI,BOO for the
first six months.

Comparison with Last Year

Total expenditures incurred,
for operating as well as non-*
operating purposes were up some
$31,300 in 1961 over 1960, with
increases registered in practi-
cally every item. However, the
increase in monthly charges vot-

ed at the beginning of the year
and the yield from other income
sources—totaling $22,400 —were
sufficient to meet two-thirds of
these increased costs.

The increase in monthly charges
produced $11,700 more income.
The $25 to SIOO for members
selling their mutual ownership
contracts was mainly responsible
for the SIB,OOO increase in sales
department fees. Another source
of income was the interest yield
on savings --some $3,700. These
increases were offset in part by

a drop in income from sales of
services to members.

Raley Buys Store
On August 1 the Greenbelt

Tobacco Shoppe was placed under
new ownership when the business
was purchased by James Raley,
a former Greenbelt resident. The
former owners were Willard and
Phyllis Wilson.

Raley has also rented the un-
occupied space which lies
between the new High’s store

and the tobacco shop. He plans
either to expand the tobacco shop
'or to introduce a new line of
1 trade to Greenbelt.

City Manager Reports

On Visit to Greenkills
(Ed. Note: Recently City Mana-
ge# Charles McDonald paid a visit
to our sister city Greenhills,
Ohio. His impressions as re-
ported to the city council are
printed here.)

Their municipal problems are
similar to those of Greenbelt,
but at the present time they
are involved in two court cases,
one having to do with the control
of the green areas within the city
limits. There were a number of
park areas spread around in the
community similar to those here
in Greenbelt that were not dedi-
cated separately to the munici-
pality, and the cooperative that
acquired the housing from the
Federal Government has pretty
much become a small corporate
enterprise of a handful of of-
ficers, because many of the
homes were purchased outright
and taken out from under the
corporate control. Thus the
housing cooperative has now be-
come a small group that are in-
terested in selling offor develop-
ing for their own financial in-
terest much of this park area or
green area that had been con-
sidered public lands.

The city government is in one
¦suit attempting to keep all ofthis
under a strict zoning ordinance
that controls it for park pur-
poses only, and under another
one, attempting to secure the
ownership of this land for pub-
lic use.

Their swimming pool, an
exact duplicate of ours is
operated by what they call their
“Country Club” and residents
can purchase memberships. They
have also sold memberships to
people residing outside of Green-
hills, and in fact there seems to
be more non-resident member-
ship than resident membership.

There
are, however, two county golf
courses within a few miles of :
the Village on ground that was
turned over by the Federal Gov-
vemment to the Hamilton County
Park Board. \

The Wamer-Kanter subdivi-
sion on the outskirts of Green-
hills has built up very rapidly,
and they are having some prob-
lems there with adequate school
facilities and an attempt to get
a shopping center going there. ;
In one of the comers of their
land they have sold a large tract

to an insurance company, and
while I was in Cincinnati this
company had let contracts for an
eight million dollar office buil-
ding to be erected on the site.

Reveals Plans

flans for about 70 homes in"
the $23,000 to $30,000 class—-
with perhaps an occasional res-
idence going as high as $40,000
—are now being made by Charles
Bresler. Washington builder, for
die further development of a 100-
acre tract which he recently pur-
chased from Webb & l6iapp.
These homes would be built on
an extension of Lakeside Drive,
arranged around courts or cul-
de-sacs, like the present Lake-
view Circle. The street would
join Greenbelt Road between the
four houses that lie between the
American Legion Building and
the Greenbelt National Guard
Armory.

Bresler, who built the Green-
belt Plaza apartments in the
Center about two years ago, told
the News Review that the rest
of the tract will also be develop-
ed for residential building. Tliis

' includes an extension ofWestway
south past the Jewish Community '
Center, exclusive of a three-
acre parcel which the JCC has
recently purchased for future
expansion.

Ben ,Dyer & Associates,
engineers, are presently drawing
up plans for the development of
this section. The townhouse type
of construction four, six, or'
eight houses grouped around a

.center square—is being consid-
ered, since this type of con-
struction offers maximum green
space and avoids the monotony
of rows of houses set along both
sides of a street. Houses in
this section will probably cost
from SIB,OOO to $20,000/

.

Provisions for park areas in
the tract is also being made—-
probably ds a buffer between the
residences and the Legion hall
and armory. The builder also
plans an attractive planting of
trees and shrubs, and possibly
the building of a low wall, to
screen the half circle on Green-
belt Road between the four houses
built some years ago by Warn-
er - Ranter, original purchasers
of the property, when it was
sold by GHI. Bresler also stat-
ed that he is considering the
possibility of filling in the
marshy area of the lake and
¦dedicating it to the cityof Green-
belt for a municipal park.

Because of the projected Cir-
cumferential Highway, which will
pass west of Greenbelt Lake as I
an elevated road, plans for road-
ways in the Bresler tract mu§t
be carefully made to take into
account the effect of this man-
made barrier to access from one
side of Greenbelt to the other.
At present the builder is con-
sidering a road which would lead
from the lower end of the lake %.
across the dam, to join, finally,
Crescent Road.

Stressing that all these plans
are at present in a fluid stage,
pending the recommendations of
the planning engineers, Bresler
stated that he hopes to begin
construction of the first of the
buildings next spring.

Summer weekend and vacation
trips expose the average motorist
to moj-e open-highway driving

. than he experiences during the
rest of the year. Although nights

. are longer during the winter
and evening falls comparatively
early, most drivers encounter

after-dark winter driving on city
streets, or on short-haul rural
or suburban road trips.

In summer, however, weekends
and vacation periods encourage
long drives on open highways,
with much of the driving done
at night. It's a suitable time
to review after-dark driving
practices. Here are a few tips
for safety on the open road at
night:

1. Remember that your visi-
bility is reduced after dark and
vision often is distorted. This
calls for reduced speed, even
on expressways and tollways.
Your headlights are designed to
provide adequate illuminationfor
320 feet at night. But, when you
drive at 65 miles per hour, you

.need 452 feet ofstopping distance.
At high speeds at night, you travel
faster than you can see.

2. Make sure your windshield
and headlights are clean before
you start a night driving trip.
Wipe them off periodically when
you stop for fuel orrefreshments.
A film of dirt can reduce visi-
bility as much as 40 per cent.

3. When approaching another
vehicle on the road, always look
to your right at the edge of
the road. Even if the other
driver does dim his headlights,
you'll escape most of the glare
that even dimmed lights present.-

4. Use your road lights on the
open highway when no other ve-
hicles are approaching. They
not only help you see further
ahead in the darkness, but they'll
be picked up as far away as
2,500 feet by reflective signs
that warn you of intersections,
curves and other hazards of the'
road ahead.

5. Do your best to make your-
self seen by other drivers at
night. Turn on your driving
lights at the first sign of dusk.
Don't use parking lights while
driving. If you must pull off
the road for an emergency, leave

1 both your parking lights and ih-
terior lights on.

6. Be sure to remove sun-
glasses or other tinted glasses
at the approach of dusk. They
may ease eyestrain during the
day, but they reduce visibility

—too much at night.
