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Salute to Campbell
After spending nearly ten years as manager of Greenbelt’s co-

operative housing corporation, Paul Campbell is departing for a
job that promises a new challenge for him. He is leaving well
prepared. He is going to South America, where we understand
the people are temperamental and tempers flare up quickly. Sure-
ly his long experience in Greenbelt willhave fully equipped him to
handle any contingency he may meet.

When Campbell reported to work in January, 1953, he arrived
to find that the sale of this government-owned community to a
mutual homeowners corporation had resulted in near civil war
and that the smoke of battle had not yet cleared away. There
had been some doubts about hiring this quiet, unassuming man
on the grounds that a more aggressive, dynamic type was needed.
However, his 14 years experience in handling community projects,
including a cooperative housing project for burly coal miners in
the Pittsburgh area, had spoken for itself, and he had been hired.
That decision has never been regretted. Under his guiding hand
since then, the unique cooperative housing project begun by en-
thusiastic but inexperienced residents progressed from confusion
and controversy to a stable, efficient operation.

Actually, Campbell has been so self-effacing in carrying out
his managerial responsibilities that his true contribution to es-
tablishing GHI as a going concern of permanent duration may

never be known. Mistakes have been made for which CamnbeU
might well have pointed his finger at others, but he has never
done so. What is more important is that due to him such mis-
takes have never seriously damaged the corporation. Among the
stories that will never be told are the cases of a number of GHI
homeowners whose personal problems in relation to their homes

have been uniformly treated sympathetically by Campbell and a
reasonable solution found whenever possible.

Despite the long dragged-out controversies that have plagued
him, notably the attempt to enforce the wishes of the vast ma-
jority of GHI homeowners that pets, especially dogs, should not be
be kept in GHI homes and the more recent elderly housing pro-
ject issue, we are certain that Campbell is leaving Greenbelt with
a strong measure of regret. His deep affection for Greenbelt was
indicated by his decision to return here in 1959 after servto" f

United Nations for 2U> years as director of a newly established
bousin.g project in Jamaica, British West Indies. Although he

was given a leave of absence, no one would have blamed him if he

had sought more rewarding work elsewhere.
We congratulate the Pan American Union in seeking out and

employing our GHI manager. If they have urgent and difficult pro-

blems to handle, they can relax. “The Campbell is coming.”
