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Greenbelt’s Building
Program Climaxed By
Labor Day Dedication

On Sunday, September 8, at 4:00
p-m. the City of Greenbelt will ded-
icate its new Municipal Building.
The two-story brick and block
structure, completed in March, hous-
es the City's Council chambers, ad-
ministrative offices, and Police De-
partment. The Municipal Building
will be the third public service
building dedicated in Greenbelt
since the City embarked upon a
building program in 1959.

For many years there had been
a great need for a recreation build-
ing, a firehouse, and a municipal
office building in Greenbelt. In
June, 1959, the City acquired ini-
tial funds for the new buildings by
selling a combination school and
library building to the Prince Geor-
ge's County Board of Education
for $260,000. Three months later
voters approved a referendum cal-
ling for a $200,000 bond issue to
provide the additional financing ne-
cessary to construct all three build-
ings. The fire house and recreation
center were completed in the next
two years, The dedication of the
Municipal Building on Septamber 6
will culminate the five-year build-

ing program.

Following the pattern set by ded-
ication ceremonies for the first two
buildings, the Municipal Building
will be dedicated on a holiday week-
end. The firechouse was dedicated
on July 4, 1961, and the Youth Cen-
ter on Labor Day, 1962. This year
Greenbelt's Labor Day weekend
celebration, an annual City event,
will be highlighted by the dedica-
tion ceremony on Sunday afternoon.

Hays To Speak

The principal speaker at the ded-
feation ceremony will be Brooks
Hays, a former United States Con-
gressman from Arkansas. Mr. Hays
was elected to Congress in 1942 and
represented his district until 1959.
In the 1830's Mr. Hays was
connected with the Resettlement
Administration and worked with
Rexford Guy Tugwell, one of the
original Greenbelt planners. In a
life devoted to public service, Mr.
Hays has served with both Demo-
cratic and Republican administra-
tions. In 1959, he was named a
member of the Board of Directors
of the Tennessee Valley Authority
by President Eisenhower. He be-
came a special assistant to Presi-
dent Kennedy in 1961, and is now a
consultant to President Johnson
while lecturing at the Eagleton In-
stitute of Politics at Rutgers Uni-
versity. Mr., Hays, who Is also a
lay leader in the Baptist Church,
is noted as a public speaker. Many
Maryland municipal officials had
the opportunity of hearing him ad-
dress the Annual Maryland Muni-
cipal League Convention held in
Easton last September.

The dedication program will be-
gin at 3:30 p.m. on Sunday after-
noon, following several recreation
events scheduled for the Labor Day
weekend celebration. The Green-
belt Municipal Band, directed by
Howard Carle, will present a con-
cert from 3:30 to 4:00 p.m. at the
dedication site on the Municipal
Building grounds. After the play-
ing of the National Anthem and In-
vocation, Mayor Hdgar L. Smith
will welcome visitors to the dedica-
tion and introduce the Master of
Ceremonies, the Reverend Eric T.
Braund, former pastor of the Com-
munlty Church in Greenbelt. Mr.
Braund will introduce special guests
and the main speaker. After the
address by Mr. Hays, awards and
certificates will be presented. The
ceremony will close with some re-

PUTS GREENBELT IN MAINSTREAM

The last vestiges of Greenbelt isolation disappeared last Mon--
day when Maryland Governor J. Millard Tawes formally opened
the Maryland section of the Capital Beltway just east of the New
Hampshire ave. intersection. The Maryland section is 43 miles
in length; the entire Beltway forms a 66-mile loop around the

Nation’s capital.

Hearings Tomorrow

der of Area 13 and thus directly
affecting the future zoning in or
near the city of Greenbelt will be
the subject of a public hearing to-
morrow at 10 am.

The entire Maryland section of
the freeway contains six 12-foot
travel lanes, three in each direction,
separated by a wide median strip.
There will be a total of 23 inter-
changes on the Maryland section,
providing connections with prinei-
pal radials leading in and out of
Washington.

The new Beltway will permit
Greenbelt residents to cut sharply
the time consumed in traveling
to Virginia or to surburban com-
munities in Montgomery County.
The Beltway provides the first truly
good connection between the two
suburban Maryland counties. Only
the opening of the Baltimore-Wash-
ington Parkway in October 1854
which provided rapid transit fto
downtown Washington can match
in importance the effect on Green-
belt's isolated physical position.

The Beltway is expected to be a
major factor in reshaping the social,
residential, and economic pattern
of the Maryland countryside. Al-
ready new housing developments,
industrial parks, and shopping cen-
ters are springing up, particularly
in Prince Georges County. State
officials say real estate values have
risen by “staggering” amounts since
the Beltway came alive .

The Washington Post noted that
“one can expect more Government
installations to seek sites not far
from the new Circumferential. The
number and variety already is stag-
gering, ranging from the National
Aeronautics and Space Adminstra-
tion's Goddard Space Flight Center
at Greenbelt to the General Ser-
vices Administration's’ warchouse
in Springfield.”

The Post also speculated that
new shopping centers in the future
will choose their sites with the
Beltway in mind. In fact, it noted
that few of the surburban shopping
centers today are located more than
10 minutes from the Beltway.

Industrially, the Post reporter felt
that the Capital Beltway is still
something of a guestion, since there
is little production activity in the
But it is expected that elec-
tronics and research and develop-
ment plants are likely to gravitate
to the fringes of the Beltway.

For the first three months, while
further improvements are made in
the Beltway, the speed limit will
be reduced to 45 miles an hour
from T am. to 7T p.m. At all other
times 60. The regular speed limit
will eventually be 65 miles per hour.
The Beltway has no stop signs,
traffic lights, or billboards.

The exit at Greenbelt on the
Baltimore-Washington Parkway is
number 20. The exit at Kenilworth
Ave. is number 28,

Berwyn Hts. Citizens
To Join Jaeger Appeal

(from the Evening Star)

ANNAPOLIS, Aug. 18—Thirteen
Berwyn Heights (Md.) homeown-
ers are atempting to intervene in
the Greenbelt apartment zoning ap-
peal before the Court of Appeals.

In a petition to file a brief as
amicus curiae (friend of the court),
they contend that the town council
voted publicly to carry on the ap-
peal and then voted privately to
withdraw from it.

At issue is the rezoning for apart-
ments of more than 70 acres ad-
jacent to the Greenbelt Regional
Park. Strongly opposed by citizens
from  Greenbelt and Berwyn
Heights, the proposal was denied
by the Prince Georges County Com-
missioners. The property owner,
Carl F. Jaegar of Berwyn Heights,
appealed to Circuit Court and Judge
William B. Bowie overruled the
county commissioners,

Berwyn Heights and Greenbelt
participated in the circuit court
appeal. After Judge Bowle's ac-
tion, they noted appeals to Mary-
land's high court here. The peti-
tioners state that the Berwyn
Heights town commissioners, after
a public hearing March 19, voted
to join the appeal. Then, in a
closed meeting May 21, they voted
3-1 to withdraw.

If the Court of Appeals denies
the petition for amiecus curiae, the
citizens say they will ask to join
Greenbelt and William J. Avrutis
in the appeal.
