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Council Discusses Park Concession
And Possible Adult Center Location

Besides viewing an architect’'s model for a proposed new office
complex in the northwest corner of Greenbelt Monday night (see
separate story), city council, chaired by councilman Francis White
in the absence of the mayor, dealt with details of a lease with Dr.
George E. Cantwell to operate a boating and refreshment conces-
sion in the lake park. They also inquired into erosion problems on
parcel 7, referred to the Recreation Advisory Board questions con-
cerning the suitability of two proposed locations for an adult
recreation center, and decided not to fill the vacant position on the
Employee Relations Board but to leave this opportunity to the

newly elected council.

Questions concerning the terms
of the lease with Cantwell brought
out that the city is exacting strin-
gent safety requirements. All
boats must have flotation devices
and must carry float pillows, city
manager James K. Giese stated.
In addition, all children under 8
must wear life wvests, and one
member of the boat-renting staff
on duty must have a life-saving
certificate. Other requirements
are designed to eliminate noise
stemming from the concession.

Councilman Bill Hoff showed
particular concern that Cantwell
be able to make a profit from his
venture. Hoff felt that council
should not fix prices for the con-
cessionaire. Hoff also felt that on
special holidays, when crowds were
dense, Cantwell should be allowed
to send vendors down among the
crowd. On Hoff's motion the city
manager was authorized to enter
inte an agreement with Cantwell
on behalf of the city.

Parcel 7 Erosion

Giese reported to council on the
results of an inquiry into what
legal recourse the city might be
able to take concerning erosion and
dust problems stemming from the
denuding of parcel 7 last fall,
the land across from Greenbelt
Lake at the entrance to Boxwood
Village. He stated that the chief
building inspector for the county
had agreed to inspect the site but
that as far as he knew no such in-
spection had yet occurred. As ano-
ther approach to solving the prob-
lem, council directed Giese to write
to the new trustee of the corpora-
tion owning the land, asking that
a ground cover be planted and also
(following a request by Boxwood
citizens) that the city be permitted
to establish a temporary sand lot
ball field there for use of nearby
residents.

Adult Recreation Center

Giese reported that both the Lu-
theran Church and the Jewish

Community Center were interested
in selling their properties to help
pay for new buildings. Both are
presumed worth about $100,000.
The JCC has a larger building, and
the Lutheran Church has more
land, Whether either building
would be suitable for an adult
recreation center was yet to be
determined. Council voted to refer
the question to the Golden Age
Club and to the Recreation Advi-
sory Board. Pilski requested that
the RAB act quickly, since if a
bond issue were to be raised to
make such a purchase, it could
be prepared for a referendum at
the council election on September
19,

Other Acfions

Introduced for first reading were
ordinances (1) establishing rules
and regulations governing use of
parks and playgrounds and (2)
providing for new service charges
for the cleaning of the commer-
cial center. Two resolutions were
also introduced for first reading.
One would increase salaries for
mayor and councilmen to $1800 and
$1500 respectively, The other calls
for a pay increase for municipal
employees averaging about 5.5%.
These will be discussed and acted
upon at a special meeting on June
26.

Council also voted unanimously
to support a request by the Council
of Governments, of which the city
is a member, to indicate to their
congressmen support of COG's ef-
forts to acquire federal financing
for a dam on the Potomac deemed
necessary to assure an adequate
water supply for the metropolitan
area.

A future special meeting was
scheduled for June 28 to meet with
Richard Reed of Greenhorne-QO'-
Mara on future reconstruction of
Parkway Rd. Plans for renova-
tion of the Center mall will be dis-

cussed at the same meeting.

Schwan Reelected
As GHI President

Casting a unanimous ballot, the
Greenbelt Homes, Inc. board of
directors reelected its present offi-
cers at its first meeting following
the annual elections. Charles F.
Schwan, who has served as GHI
president since January 1964, was
elected to another term as presi-
dent,

Others re-elected were Nat Shin-
derman as vice-president; Steve
Polaschik as secretary; and John
O'Reilly as treasurer.

The board adopted a recommen-
dation of the Standards and Im-
provements Committee that (1)
GHI approach the city council to
work out procedures for relocating
existing storm drain easements to
allow members to build additions
over the existing drains and (2)
that GHI work out an arrange-
ment with the city to pay the dif-
ference between normal repair and
a drain relocation cost, if and when
a drain must be relocated.

Several members' plans for buil-
ding additions have been held up
because of uncertainty as to who
is responsible for maintenance of
storm drains and whether con-
struction over such storm drains
might relieve the city or Washing-
ton Suburban Sanitary Commission
of such responsibility.

The board authorized manage-
ment to approve installation of
window shutters , provided that
shutters appear to be functional,
that design and paint colors are
compatible, and that maintenance
is provided by the owner. The
board also authorized management
to approve free-standing shed sizes,
which in no case could be larger
than 600 cubic feet.

The board agreed with the city's
pPlans for constructing a sidewalk
along the north side of Ridge
Rd. between Lastner Lane and

. Research Rd.

The board approved $50 for High
Point scholarship fund.

The board will hold its next
meeting on Thursday, June 22,
when committee assignments will
be made. Schwan invited partici-
pation from the general member-
ship to serve on these committees.

Model of Proposed Plaza s
Presented to City Council

Members of the audience and city council alike looked with
approbation at Monday night's council meeting on the scale model
of a four-building plaza, adjacent parking lots, motel, and gas sta-
tion which the developers of Springhill Lake propose to build in

the northwest corner of Greenbelt.

At the same time, the resul-

tant discussion pointed up a basic uneasiness among community
residents concerning the siren songs of developers. As resident
Leo Gerton pointed out, “We have seen beautiful models before.”
After a pleasant interchange, however, among council, citizens,
and representatives of the developer, the three council members
present (mayor pro tem Francis White, Dick Pilski, and Bill Hoff)
agreed to take the plans under study until a full council should

be present.

There was no question that the
model was beautiful—white shafts
of buildings surrounded by tree-
studded parking lots. It was pre-
sented by Jack C. Cohen, of the
Silver Spring architectural firm of
Cohen, Haft and Associates, who
made the plans. The model show-
ed a complex of four large office
buildings, three of these eight
stories in height and one 16 stories.
Together, according to Cohen, they
represented 400,000 square feet of
net rentable area. Surrounding
these were large expanses of park-
ing lots, broken by frequent green
spaces and many trees. Since the
county building code sets a fixed
ratio of parking space to office
space (one auto per each 200
square feet of office), the parking
lots are a prominent—and usually
the first—feature in any commer-
cial design, Cohen emphasized.

Some distance north and east
from the office buildings, which
were located near the Beltway, was
an eight-story motel. This build-
ing, which was shown with two
long low wings, would include a
small shopping plaza to serve those
employed in the area, as well as a
large baliroom type facility which
could seat as many as 1,000. Co-
hen suggested the Sheraton-Silver
Spring Motor Inn as analogous to
what the designers had in mind.

On a wedge of land across the
access road to the entire develop-

ment — an east-west road to be
built north of the State Roads
Commission Building — would be

a gas station. Since this would be
the gateway to a multi-million-dol-
lar development, Cohen stressed,
great care would be taken in its
design.

To put these plans into effect,
a change in zoning from the pre-
sent R-18 (multiple-family apart-
ment) zoning to C-O (commercial
office building) and to C-2 (general
commercial) would be required.
The developers have pending be-
fore Maryland National Capital
Park and Planning Commission
zoning petitions for 244 acres of
C-O and 6.0 acres of C-2 for the
motel and service station.

Potential Tenant
Who would be employed in all

this office space? There was never
any question but that the federal
government was envisioned as the
sole tenant of the property. Citing
statistics on increasing need for
new federal office space (900,000
square feet annually in the metro-
politan area), the present lack of
suitable facilities in Prince Georges
County, and a favorable indication
(though not a commitment) from
a high official in the General Ser-
vices Administration, Cohen made
a convincing case for an almost
certain GSA lease. Nevertheless,
he noted, GSA is prohibited by
law from leasing space until a
building is started. They can in-
dicate (and have, he said) that if
such buildings existed, they could
probably use them. Cohen noted,
in answer to a question, that the
project would get underway with
only one or two buildings, with the
others to come later.

For aesthetic reasons one of the
buildings was shown as having 16
stories. As those observing the
model agreed, the complex appear-
ed visually more pleasing with one
building at a different height. Co-
hen, however, noted that the coun-
ty ordinance at present permits
only 8-story buildings on land
zoned C-O and that plans for a
16-story structure were contin-
gent upon a special exception's be-
ing granted. a

Reservations

There was no criticism among
those present with the plans as
presented. All negative comments
dealt execlusively with the integrity
of the proposal and with what
could be done with the property—
other than what was proposed—
once zoning changes were granted.
“One burned, twice wary" seemed
to be the dominant theme of this
line of inquiry. Yet all those who
raised the question commented
that the community had not, in
fact, been in any way damaged
by the developers of Springhill
Lake. As Gerton put it, “We can
find no fault with their honesty
and integrity. We hope it will con-
tinue.”

Speaking for the Advisory Plan-
ning Board, chairman Ed Wuerm-

Local resident Charles T. McDonald emerged as high man
ir the Greenbelt voting for thres delegates to the Constitutional

Convention — Maryland's first in 100 years.

McDonald, who was

Greenbelt ¢ city manager for 15 years, received 383 votes in last
Tuesday's election, 2 votes ahead of Leo E. Green.

Third spot went to College Park
mayor William W. Gullett with 364
votes. He ran on a ticket termed
the Citizens Selected Candidates.

In fourth and fifth place were
two other members of the CSC
ticket — Hal Clagett and Margaret
Mentzer. In sixth place was ano-
ther local Greenbelt resident Ro-
bert Crowey.

Bess Lavine made the best show-
ing on the “BEST" slate finishing
in seventh place,

Fourteen candidates competed
for the three seats from the 1st
Legislative District. A total of
892 voters trekked to the polls,
about 16 percent of the 5700 regis-
tered Greenbelt voters.

McDonald's main strength was in
the Greenbelt core, where he was
well known for his activities as

city ~manager. Excluding the
Springhill Lake vote, McDonald re-
ceived 371 votes, compared with
298 each for Green and Gullett.

ser said that the APB made a
field trip to Springhill Lake in
order to compare the completed
project with the original plats.
They found there was “considera-
ble concurrence” and that where
variations existed, the changes had
been “logical.” Wuermser went on
to urge that where there is any-
thing really worthwhile. “there are
times one must take a chance.”
But he hoped the developer would
progress with the office buildings
before the special exception for
the gas station was granted. “This
is just a hint” he said wryly—to
the delighted amusement of all
those listening.

Cohen commented that his firm
has done other buildings for the
same developer. He cited the Ex-
ecutive Building, a small office
building on U.S. 1 in College Park,
and the newly opened shopping
center in Springhill Lake, both of
which he felt “contribute visually
to the community.”

Later in the meeting, almost si-
multaneously, three members of
the audience, Gerton, Wuermser,
and Harvey Geller, asked to be
recognized by the chair. All three,
it turned out, had the same
thought. All questioned the possi-
ble effect the granting of C-2 zon-
ing for a gas station across the
way would have on the develop-
ment of the undeveloped parcel on
the east side of Kenilworth near
Boxwood. "“Would commercialism
spill over to the single-family side
of Greenbelt?” Gerton asked. In
answer Wuermser cited the opin-
ion of Malcolm Dill, planning con-
sultant to the city, that Kenilworth
(which would be more than 300
feet wide at that point) would pro-
bably act as a sufficient barrier.
