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GHI Board Debates Definition
Of Subsidy for Larger Homes

With the first occupants set to move in, the larger homes
program of Greenbelt Homes, Inc. is still facing problems of deter-
mining costs and resa'e policy. At last Thursday's board meeting,
it was revealed that appraisals of the new single-family homes
(excluding land) have produced figures lower than the new owners
are being charged, though when the land appraisa's are added, the

selling price is less than the total appraisal value.

( According to

'thc formula adopted by the GHI membership, the cost of the land
is to be excluded from the selling price.)

This turn of events has raised
questions whether the subsidy to
larger homes provided by the cor-
poration should be regarded as
equal to the full value of the land,
or to the difference between the
value of the land and the excess
of the selling price over the ap-
praised value of the construction.
The corporation has proposed the
latter.

The importance of determining
what the subsidy is lies in the fact
that (1) the member purchasing
a home will share in any apprecia-
tion, when he sells, according to
a formula governed by the ratio
of the subsidy to the original price;
and (2) an amount dependent on
the subsidy (namely, the savings
in mortgage interest because the
unit was, made available at less
than market value) will be dedue-
ted from any appreciation.

Example
To give a concrete example, the

- Northway homes are appraised at
$24.000 for the building and about
$4,500 for the land for a total value
of $28,500. The original selling price
has been calculated as $26,370. Ac-
cording to the corporation's inter-
pretation of the formula adopted
by the membership, any apprecia-
tion resulting from a future sale
will be distributed between the
member and the corporation in a
ratio of 92.59% to 7.5% (based on
the relationship of the selling price
of $26,370 to the total appraisal
value of $28500). Moreover, the
mortgage interest saved by virtue
of having to pay only $26,370 for a
house appraised at $28500 (about
$§6.92 per month) would be deduc-
ted from the member's share of the
appreciation.

Thomas White, audit committee
member, argued that the full val-
ue of the land should be considered
as the subsidy, in order to treat
he corporation equitably, If the
fuil value of the land — §$4500 —
were considered as the subsidy,
then the corporation’s share of the
equity would rise from 7.5% to
about 15 percent and the member's
share would drop from 92.5% to
about 85 percent (based on the ra-
tio of $26,370 to $30,870).

White further argued that some
of the cost of construction in ex-
cess of the appraised value was
due to items desired by the indi-
vidual purchasers and he did not
think that these additional items
should be used to reduce the value
of the subsidy provided by the

corporation in the form of free
land.

GHI manager Roy PBreashears
explained that the difference be-
tween the appraised value of the
construction and the selling price
was due to the high-quality ma-
terial that went into the house
which, he said, aprraisers gener-
ally do not take into account when
coasidering the market value of
a house. He said that the corpor-
ation deliberately chose high-qual-
ity material so as to save on future
maintenanc: costs and he main-
tained that the corporation will
save the difference in the long run.
Hig views were upheld by Roy Da-

vis, chairman of the land use
committee, and an assessor by pro-
fession,

Ansther ohiection by While con-

cerned the fact that the appraisals
were made only on the two houses
on Northway and then applied to
the other houses on Greenhill and
Woodland Way. He pointed out
that the latter homes had a lower
selling price and that therefore it
was logical to expect that the ap-
praized values on these houses
would be lower.

The board agreed with White
on this point and tentatively deeided
to ardjust the appraizal value of
the Greenhill and Woodland Way
buildings in proportion to the sel-
ling price. White maintained, how-
ever, that only a separate apprai-
gsal would avoid the situation of
basing a future selling price on the
relationship of appraisals for two
different properties.

After an hour-long discussion the
board finally decided to refer the
whole problem back to the Larger
Homes Committee for resolution.

Tax Relief for Aged

Breashears reported that the gcor-
poration has requested a hearing
before the county commissioners
to reverse a ruling concerning tax
relief for the elderly. The coun-
ty's legal staff has ruled that GHI
elderly members are not property
owners for the purpose of exemp-
tions from county real estate tax-
es.
The board voted not to take any
action with respect to collecting
taxes from those who presently
enjoy an exempt status until the
issue has been resolved at the
county level.

Land Aequisition

The board approved a report
from an Ad Hoc Commitiee com-
posed of Nat Shinderman, Kather-
ine Keene, and CIliff Simonzon re-
commending against GHI purchase
of the tract of land along Ridge
Rd. between Boxwood Village and
GHI property. The committee said
that the land, which ecould con-
eeivably house 29 units, does not
lend itself to development.

Maintenanes Committee

The board decided to continue a
single committee for maintenance,
standards, and improvements. Di-
rector John O'Reilly noted the ex-
cellent work of this committee un-
der George Adams' leadership and
did not see any need for a change
at this time. PEoth directors Jim
Smith and Katherine Keene stress-
ed the need for emphasis on en-
couraging improvements, whether
through a separate committee or a
subcommittee of the maintenance
committee.

Other Action

Concerned over the pleas of ig-
norance made by some members
when asked to conform with GHI's
regulations, the board discussed
ways of keeping members aware
of their obligations. Suggestions
included more member orientation
meetings, quiz tests for new mem-
bers, and attractive written mater-
ial. The problem was turned over
to the Member Relations Commit-
tze.

The board approved assigned
parking for frame homes in the 14
court of Ridge.

As a final bit of business, O Reil-
ly threw out a suggestion that the

During the last week the Public
Works Dept. crew laid a perma-
nent patch over a test hole in the
road shoulder near 4 ecourt of
Southway, The original hole had
been excavated to locate waterlines
in preparation for future plans to
widen the street. The city crew
also repaired a wooden bridge a-
crogs a drainage channel at the
end of Fayette PL, and put up stop
signs at the intersection of Ridge
and Lastner Lane and “No Park-
ing" signs on Westway adjacent
to the Jewish Community Center.
There has been considerable on-
street parking in some areas in and
near the University Square devel-
opment because several of the par-
king lots there are at the rear of
the bulldings they are designed to
serve, with no exit doors giving
access on that side to these park-
ing lots.

A resoluton supporting the county

commissioners in enacting

a fair housing ordinance was passed unanimouslg_( by council. dI:s;
troduced by councilman Gerald Gough, the motion was amen

by a 4 to 1 vote (with Gough dis-
senting) to exclude single-family
homes. The council thus went on
record as supporting a commercial
fair heusing ordinance.

After a lively discussion, the
council approved installation of hot
water showers at swimming pool,
amount to be paid from surplus
in Swimming Pool Construction
Fund. Councilman William Hoiff
suggested that a policy should be
established regarding pool closing
during inclement weather. He con-
tended that many pass holders
have felt deprived of their privilege
on days when the pool was closed
because of threatening weather.
City manager James Giese agreed
to consider establishing clearer
rules.

The Advisory Planning Board's
report. no. 73 eliminating APB's
committee structure also met with
some lively discussion. Couneil
expressed some concern over the
change of not specifying commit-
tees in the by-laws but providing
for such as the board deems neces-
sary . The council felt the APB
might lose sight of its objectives.
It was noted, however, that the by-
laws specify the objectives and
goals of APB, and the designation
of committees comes under the
standings rules only. The council
finally approved unanimously the
recommended changes.

Problems in Center

Upon the request of Leo Gerton,
Giese gave a progress report on
action concerning problems in the
Center. He noted that the ecity is
awaiting the results of an engin-
eering study being made by PEP-
CO for the instalation of additional
lighting in the center and Center-
way. Giese also advised that a
regular foot patrol was being pro-
vided in the Center in addition to
the normal eruiser patrol.

Giese also advised council that it
was his feeling after investigating
the abandoned homes on Greenbelt
Rd. near McDonald's that had been
suggested for use as a Golden Age
facility, that the homes had been
vandalized to a point where their

C.P. Trims Annexation Plans

Greenbelt city officials are still
uncertain about contesting the ac-
tion of the College Park city coun-
¢il in annexing an area of about
3 square miles, some of which bor-
ders the northwestern boundaries
of Greenbelt. At last Monday's
meeting, council decided to refer
t“e matter to the yet-to-be-appoin-
ted city solicitor.

Even though College Park modi-
fied earlier plans and instead of
planning its new boundary along
the northern edge of Greenbelt
now wants to put it close to a mile
further north, the land considered
for annexation is considered by
many Greenbelters to be more
closely oriented toward Greenbelt
than towards any other munici-
pality. The original proposal called
for annexing the area immediately
north of Greenbelt's present city
limits and the Greenbelt landfill.
The new boundaries of annexation
in this area follow Beaver Dam
Rd. and Powder Mill Rd.

The annexation will become ef-
fective Nov. 11 unless it is chal-
lenged in court.

Only onc College Park council-
man opposed the annexation reso-
lution when it was approved on
September 26. Councilman Charles
R. Davis opposed annexation east
of the B and O railroad tracks. He
said he felt any annexation should
follow “natural boundaries.”

Greenbelt Mayor Edgar L. Smith
had asked the College Park council
at the public hearing on August
22 to amend its annexation pro-
posal to exclude this area. Objec-
tians to the original plan had also
heen voiced at the August 22 meet-
ing by the U. 8. Department of
Aericulture and by the Beltsville
Citizens Association. and on the
following day by the Maryland

National Capital Park and Plan-
ning Commission.

Deleted from the annexation
were several other areas which
had aroused the most controversy
at the August hearing, including
all property north of Muirkirk Rd.
and Little Paint Branch Park. Still
included in the area to be annexed
is Patricia Court, near Metzerott
Rd. where a petition last May
signed by 30 out of a possible 37
homeowners initiated the annexa-
tion action. No other private homes
are included in the area considered
for annexation which includes a-
bout 4,000 acres of the Beltsville
Agricultural Research Center, 100
acres of the University of Mary-
land, and the three-quarters of
Paint Branch Park which are at
present outside the municipal li-
mits,

The territory to be annexed,
though reduced in size about one-
fourth from the originally proposed
area, will still be enough to almost
double the present physical size
(4.8 square miles) of the city.

Smith Apears at-Con Con
Hearing on Local Govt.

Citing the 9 to 1 margin of votes
cast in the recent city council
election in favor of the existing
home rule authority of the city
of Greenbelt and other cities as
guaranteed by a new eonstitution
for the state of Maryland, Green-
belt's mayor, Edgar L. Smith, made
a strong plea for local government
at a hearing in Annapolis on Sept
26. Appearing before the Local
Government Committee of the Ma-
ryland Constitutional Convention,
Smith referred to the 8696000
worth of municipal services which
Greenbelt citizens will receive im
the current fiscal year. “Our resi-
dents like being in a small city
and are willing to pay extra taxes
for the privilege,” he said.

Calling Greenbelt “an island of
individuality in a sea of urban
massiveness,” he noted its dynamic
and progressive character. "It has
become the focal point of local
governmental interest for its resi-
dents,” he said.

Among the services singled out
for special comment in Smith's
statement were: Public Works,
maintenance and development of
parks, a recreation program which
he characterized as “by far by the
best in Prince Georges County and
one of the finest in the State”
and an excellent police force.

Smith also cited the greater ef-
fectiveness of cities in matters of
zoning. “We found that citizens
and citizen associations adversely
affected by zoning proposals did
not have the resources needed to
oppose the attorneys, planners, and
other professional witnesses pro-
vided by the developer,” his state-
ment said, The natural conse-
quence of this fact was that evi-
dence presented was one-gided
“Now Greenbelt provides the ex-
pert testimony needed to present
the views of the area residents™
the statement continued.

Attacking what he called the
“myth" that small governmental
units are inefficient, Smith went
on to show the support of Green-
belt for regional authorities in
matters demanding a regional
scope, citing as proof Greenbelt's
present membership in the Metro-
politan Washington Council of
Governments.

Trial Date Postponed

Greenbelt Termed  Distinctive”

Greenbeli was one of seven Washington suburbs that was
termed “distinctive” in an article appearing in the Evening Star

oj October 2, 1967.

The following description of Greenbelt was

included in a series that the newspaper is running, designed to tell
both newcomers and established residents the facts about the com-
munities and neighborhoods that make up the Washington metro-

politar, complex:

GREENBELT
One of four “new towns” the federal government established
during the depression, Greenbelt lies in Prince Georges County
just beyond the point where the Capital Beltway meets the Bal-

timore-Washington Expressway.

Some of its original purpose, to provide low-income housing
with plenty of open space, has been seriously compromised. De-
velopmental pressures have driven up residential densities and

they will go up some more.

But rents in the or1g1na.l town's plain co-op homes are still

low.

Plenty of green space is left, and all manner of recreation
and other activities are available.

Old-line, loyal residents, many of them still talking the New
Deal game, tend to speak up on anything and everything. They
do s0 at packed town meetings and through a regularly published

newspaper.

The town remains an island of community assertive-

ness in a county where apathy is widespread.

Hearsay Testimony
To the Editor:

City Manager Giese (in the News
Review for Sept. 28) makes a du-
tiful effort to defend the city po-
lice department's activities at the
peace festival sponsored by the
Greenbelt Committee for Peace in
Vietnam. But he is giving hearsay
testimony. All the councilmen were
there. At least four police officers
were there, The Director of Pub-
lic Works was there. Mr. Giese
was not there,

I was there, helping at the Viet-
nam booth. I am willing to be-
lieve that there was no poliey of
harassment “on the part of the
city council, or the offices of the
city manager, or the chief of . po-
lice” (emphasis mine), Neverthe-
less, & uniformed police office most
definitely did harass one of Green-
belt's citizens by arresting him
without a warrant; taking him to
police headquarters in Hyattsville
to be charged, photographed, fin-
gerprinted, and required to post
bond; and as a result, having him
brought to court. Indeed, the city
manager agrees that the account
in the Bowman-Donn letter is “sub-
stantially correct” and questions
chiefly their remarks as to the
extent and purpose of the police
camera barrage, Apparently no
city official was ahle to prevent
the harassment. It was the State's
Attorney (the prosecufing State's
attorney!) who gquashed the mini-
nightmare by entering a plea of
“not guilty.”

What had the Greenbelt man
done? He had handed out leaflets
of an essentially political nature
in a public place — as thousands
of people have done in front of
the White House and elsewhere
on behalf of causes right, left, and
center, under the protection of the
United States Constitution. No
threat to public order or safety
was involved, however remotely,
and none was charged. The ar-
rest was made, without warning,
an hour or so after the leaflet dis-
tribution ended.

So it seems that we are living
in a police state, or at least a
police city — a city where anyone
may be arrested by a uniformed
official “on the basis of his own
best judgment”; where anyone
can be taken to police headguar-
ters, photographed, fingerprinted,
charged, required to post bond,
and even placed on trial. And all
this on a ‘nothing” charge, so
flimsy that the State's Attorney
declines to prosecute.

If the leaflets had favored es-
calating the slaughter in Vietnam
instead of halting it, I wonder if
the arrest would have been made?

“«ore than one disturbing issue
has been raised by this communi-
cation, and the “Editor’s Note” be-
clouds rather than clarifies them.
For example, take the statement:
“Those standing around the table
were reported as not expressing
objections to being photographed.”
Questions which come to mind are:
(1) Reported by whom? (2) Had
they been asked? and (3) If they
had expressed an objection, would
it have made any difference to
the photo taker?

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GREEN PENNANT
SAFETY PROGRAM

A safety promotion sponsored by
the Traffic Safety Division of the
Prince Georges County Police De-
partment will shortly beeome an
important schocl-year project in
the elementary schools of Prince
Georges County.

The Green Pennant Safety Pro-
gram is sponsored nationally by
General Motors, and in areas where
it has become an integral part of
the community, traffic accidents in-
volving students have heen reduced
substantially.

At the beginning of the program
cach participating school earns
the privilege of flying the Green
Pennant by completing thirty con-
secutive days without a student-
cansed traffic accident. The pen-
ant flies daily beneath the Ameri-
can flag on the school's flagstaff
only so long as that school has
an accident-free record. The pen-
nant will be lowered and displayed
inside the school whenever a stu-
dent-caused accident oecurs.

The Green Pennant Safety Pro-
gram will be in effect 24 hours a
day, seven days a week, during the
school year.

All schools which have accident-
free records for the entire school
year will receive “Perfect Safety
Record” awards,

Accident records will be main-
tained by the Prince George's
County Police Department, which
will determine the chargeability of
accidents and will notify the school
principal when one is student-
caused. Accidents in which a stu-
dent is a wvehicle passenger and
injuries received on private pro-
perty do not count.

A student-caused acecident is one
involving any vehicle - automobile,
bicycle, truck, bus, motoreycle, mo-
tor scooter, ete, where it is deter-
mined the student is the cause
of the accident. Ordinarily, the
facts of each accident, as reported
by the Police Department, are re-
viewed with the students. The
name of the student and others
invaolved will not be, disclosed, and
any expression of blame or fault
will be avoided in student reviews.

Scholarship Exams

The Maryland State Scholarship
Board will conduct a State-wide
competitive examination for the
three State Scholarship Programs.
The examination will be held on
Saturday, November 18, at all pub-
lic senior high schools and junior-
senior high schools.

Registration for the examination
will take place until October 13
at all public and nonpublic high
schools in the State, and at all
institutions eligible to participate
in one of the scholarship programs.

Fire Prevention Tip
For October

Fire Prevention Week marks
the anniversary of one of America's
worst conflagrations, the Great
Chicago Fire of 1871,

On October 8 of that year, fire
killed 250 persons and destroyved
17480 buildings in Chicago, at a
cost of $68,000,000. In commemora-
tion of the date, Fire Prevention
Week always begins on the Sunday
preceeding October 9.

The observance originated in 1911
when the Fire Marshal's Associa-
tion of North America established
Fire Prevention Day. Upon recom-
mendations of a committee of the
National Fire Protection Associn-
tion, the “day” was extended to
a Fire Prevention Week in 1922,

National Fire Protection Associa-
tion research shows:

Hach day and every day, fires in
the United States claim an average
of 33 lives, 1500 homes, 19 schools,
9 churches, 12 hospitals and nurs-
ing homes, 114 stores, and 144 in-
dustrial plants,

12,100 lives are lost annually in
fires in the United States. About
6500 of these casualities result
from dwelling fires.

2,100 children are killed in home
fires each year. One of every three
young victims is alone when fire
starts.

Number 1 cause of building fires:
SMOKING AND MATCHES.

Two points stressed by your lo-
cal Fire Department's Program
stand out and should be observed
by Greenbelt's citizens in trying
to prevent fires in the home:

1. OUR SLOGAN, "“OBSERVE
FIRE PREVENTION EVERY
DAY

2. FREE YOUR HOME OF ALL
FIRE HAZARDS.

The second is a part of the mes-
sage that was announced through
the P.A. system of a local depart-
ment utility truck last Fire Pre-
vention Week and will be repeated
again this year. -

Happy 30th Birthday
Greenbelt Post Office

The Greenbelt Post Office was
30 years old on October 1, 1967.

When the Post Office first open-
ed its doors in Oct., 1037, it was
rated as a 4th class office. Only
two employces were on the payroll
that first day - Postmaster Georse
W. Bryvant and eclerk, Mrs. Ella
D, Davig. Since 1937, the Post Of-
fice has grown to 45 employees and
14 carrier routes,

The first Post Office was located
Carryvout and Twin Pines; a de-
pression worn in the floor of the
Twin Pines office still marks the
spot where customers used to wait
in front of the counter. Since
1959, it has occupied 111-A Center-
way and in April, this year, it ex-
panded to 111-B Centerway.

On June 1, 1938 the post office
moved up to 3rd class status and
on July 1, 1942 advanced to 2nd
class. Finally in June, 1064, it

had to walk to the post office for
their mail. In June 1942, home de-
livery began, with two deliveries
a day.

The first Postmaster, as men-
tioned earlier, was George W. Bry-
ant (1937-1947), followed by George
Eshbaugh (Jan., Feb. 1947), and
James N. Wolfe (1947 (Feb,) -
1949), Thomas R. Freeman (1949-
1855), and Edward C. Kaighn (1955-

1963). The present Postmaster is
Emory A. Harman, 23-B Ridge
Road.

How many of our present Green-
belters are able to recall some of
the early employees of our Post
Office? - Ella D. Davis, Ruth A.
Bryant, wife of the 1st Postmas-
ter, John J. Hagerty, Adele Dyer,
Mary B. Shudbrick, Thomas M.
Clark, H. G. Snyder, Leta B. Clark,
Dorothy F. Anderson, Stanley Pro-
vost, Thomas Gordon Poston, Rus-
sell Walker, Shirley L. Friedman,
John K. Freeman, Merrill Clerk,
Robert G. Egli, and Wallace Nelson
(all employed up to approximately
1940).

4-H In Greenbelt

4-H club work is entering its 10th
year in Greenbelt. Originally a
rural-oriented youth organization
for farm boys and girls, 4-H is
now growing rapidly in urban ar-
eas. 4-H programs reflect this ur-
ban interest and orientation, al-
though county fairs still feature
many kinds of livestock, vegetables
and flowers, all raised by 4-H mem-
bers. 4-H is sponsored by the U.S.
Department of Agriculture Exten-
sion Service, operating through
state and county offices. State offi-
ces are tied in with land grant
colleges—in our case the Univer-
gity of Maryland. It is at the uni-
versity that the project guides are
prepared.,

The 4 “H's" stand for Head,
Heart, Health, and Hands. Boys
and girls from 9 to 19 years of age
are eligible to join. At club meet-
ings, members receive practical
training in whatever project they
are interested in. Girls usually
choose such projects as cooking,
sewing, child care, knitting, photo-
graphy, stitchery, and that favor-
ite of all mothers, "A 4-H Girl
Cares For Her Room".

Birth of Glenn Dale Road

If I wer= to relate in detsil the
things I did and saw last Satur-
day, I believe I could fill all four
pages of the News Review. How-
ever, since I'm sure the editor will
have many items to put in this
week's paper, I'll try not to write
too much.

That morning, I fed the children
a good breakfast, then took the
two younger girls to Majorette
practice, then went to the Clothes-
line Sale held by the Woman's Club
at the Center, then went home to
prepare a hig pot of stringhean
salad to take with me later. Just
before I left the house again, I
called my mother who expected to
leave the hospital that day so that
I could let her know where to
reach me away from home. She in-
formed me that she would not be
coming home until Sunday and
added that I should go and enjoy
myself. That I did.

We went to Seymour Kaplan's
house on Ridge Road where a fish
fry was being held. This is turn-
ing out to be an annual affair,
thanks to Leo Gerton who, after a
few deepsea fishing trips, had
enough frozen fish to feed almost
all of Greenbelt. There was alba-
core, honito, bluefish and dolphin.
It was all barbecued over a large
charcoal grill and seasoned with
garlic powder and white wine. Ab-
solutely delicious.

Leo held the fish fry in order
to show his apprecation to the
many friends who supported him
during the recent City council elec-
tion and also those who participa-
ted in the Festival. And the Kap-
lan's yard was filled with people
from 1 p.m. until late evening.

The Cipriano Story

One of the persons attending
was Joseph Cipriano, better known
as Pop. This gentleman, 1 learned,
is a spry 89 years young. I sat
and talked to Pop and agreed to
take him home. He, in turn, said
that he had some fresh tomatoes
to give me.

I was surprised at the size of his
home. It is a beautiful old home
and hag eight bedrooms upstairs
which are no longer used although
Pop said at one time he had eight-
een relatives living with him. He
showed me the book telling the his-
tory of the Family Cipriano which
traced the family back into his-
tory. The first evidence of the
name was in the third century
when a Holy Father had the name.

Some of Pop's history has al-
ready been told in previous edi-
tions of the News Review. We had
a story about his mighty strength
when, as a young man, he was
known as the Strong Man of New
York. Weighing in at 120 pounds,
he had performed the marvelous
feat of being able to lift a bar
carrying three men, and he did it
with one hand,

Pop moved into this area from
New York in 1910 after it was
discoversd that working around
an iron works had endangered his
health. He brought with him a
new bride who accepted his offer
to live on a farm. He purchased
100 acres of land and after 12 years
he was told that if he thought he
could make Prince Garden Road
(now Rte. 193) passable, he could
go ahead.

Pop got the job because he went
to work and cut down trees and
raised the level of the road by
three feet. He filled in the spaces
with a frieght-car full of cinders
and some dirt and the road became

passable. till not satisfied, Pop
decided to try to get the roads
committee or the county to open
the two mile area necessary to con-
nect Glenn Dale and Branchville.
Neither had the necessary money
to do the job. Then, not giving
up, Pop gathered about 300 people
and they all went to Upper Marl-
boro to again ask the county’s help.
When asked how much it would
cost to move the stumps after the
roads were cleared, Pop got an
estimate of $4500 from L. Smith,
the contractor. The county said it
could only give $3,000. Pop went
to the road committee and asked
if each district (Bowie and Ber-
wyn) could give $500 and he would
add the additional $500 out of his
own pocket so that they could
have $4500. They agreed.

With the help of one man, Pop
cut the road through and, after
Smith removed the stumps, he le-
veled and ditched the road with
a road scraper pulled by four hor-
ses . Glenn Dale-Branchville Road
and Cipriano Road were opened on

June 25, 1932. This was the first
time there was a road connecting
Glenndale and Branchville.

After a gala Parade on opening
day, a party was held at the Ci-
priano farm, a party attended by
over 500 people. Many high offi-
cials attended the party and the
new road was hailed as an impor-
tant link between Glenn Dale and
Branchville, cutting the distance
over improved roads from Branch-
ville to Glenn Dale from 17 to 6
miles.

Hats off to you, Pop Cipriano.

P. G. Hospital Expansion
Proeram Now Under Way

A complete medical center <om-
plex will go into operation in Che-
verly, Maryland with completion of
the 10.5 million dollar expansion
program now underway at Prince
George's General Hospital.

The expansion program covers
four separate construction projects
which will boost the total number
of beds to T00.

A 100-bed extended care facility,
situated adjacent to the main hos-
pital building, is slated for comple-
tion early in 1968. The new facili-
ty will provide care for geriatic
patients and those who no longer
need acute hospital care, but must
receive additional medical services
until they are able to return home
or transfer to a specialized type of
care Institution.

A nine storied tower addition
to the main hospital building, to
be completed by Christmas of 1968,
will provide new emergency and
clinic facilities, as well as 300 addi-
tional beds. The new addition will
also house expanded ancillary ser-
vices including Laboratory, X-Ray,
Nuclear Medicine, Pulmonary
Function Laboratory and other
specialized areas,

Slated for completion in May,
1968, iz a Residence Hall for hos-
pital interns and residents. A sep-
arate Power Plant building, situa-
ted adjacent to the main hospital,
is slated for completion around
November 1 and will be in opera-
tion before the winter months set
in.

A Southwest addition to the hos-
pital, completed earlier this year,
has provided the hospital with ad-
ditional much needed office space,
store rooms, together with new
parking facilities. Another addi-
tion recently completed is an en-
trance road from Kenilworth Ave-
nue.

Renovation of existing buildings
will get underway soon to bring
them up to date in order to ade-
quately support the entire hospi-
tale during the construction period.
