Archery, Bowling, Billiards

On or around August 15, a new aetivity will be opened

for Greenbelters — the Greenbelt Sports Center.

Loca-

ted beneath the Co-op in the old bowling alley, which is now
being remodeled, the eenter will feature six ten pin bowling
lanes, three billiard tables, several pin-ball machines, a coin-
operated snack center, and a sport new to this area—ten lanes

of archery.

The snack center will be serviced
daily by Winnie's Chuck Wagon
Caterers and will provide hot and
cold drinks, sandwiches, a sand-
wich oven, pastry, and candy. The
fully equipped pro shop will have
rental equipment for all ages and
will help form leagues and teams
for bowling and archery.

Instructions will be given in ar-
chery and in use of the lanes,
which are fully automatic. Various
buttons are pressed to place the
target in three different positions
and to bring the target to the ar-
cher for removal of arrows. Safe-
ty is assured as no one will need
to go onto the lanes,

From 10 am. to 11 p.m. Sunday
through Thursday, and until 12
pm. Friday and Saturday, the cen-
ter will be open to all age groups.
The nature of the sports offered,
however, may attract older teens
and adults more than children.
Prices will be lower during the day
than during the evening.

New Bus Routes Asked

Two new circumferential bus
roytes may be initiated in Prince
Georges County by WMA Transit.
This information was revealed by
representatives of the Washington
Metropolitan Area Transit Com-
mission recently. The WMATC
recommendation was in the form
of a “show cause'" order, which
means that WMA Transit must
respond within a reasonable period
either by initiating the service
or some reasonable modification
thereof, or otherwise demonstrat-
ing why it should not be required
to operate the service proposed.

The additional routing ordered
by WMATC would provide circum-
ferential routes serving Eastover
Shopping Center, Cafritz Hospital,
Penn Mar Shopping Center, Seat
Pleasant, Prince George's County
Hospital, Capital Plaza Shopping
Center, Beltway Plaza Shopping
Center, and Prince George's Com-
munity College.
