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Sewage Approval Paves Way 
For Smith-Ewing Apartments 

On Friday, November 27, in one of their last official actions 
before leaving office, all five of the county commissioners voted in 
the affirmative to amend the Prince George's County Ten-Year 
Water and Sewerage Program, allowing trunk sewers to serve the 
Glen Oaks apartment tract. Designed to serve a population of 
15,900 in the Brier Ditch drainage basin south of Greenbelt Road, 
the sewer will include a section that could handle additional sewage 
by possible future pumping from the Smith and Ewing tract. 

On the preceding Tuesday, when 
the project was first brought be­
fore the Commissioners the ques­
tion was raised as to whether it is 
advisable to install sewer lines in 
an undeveloped area, thus opening 
it up for intense development, 
when there are areas already pop­
ulated which are not served by 
sewers. According to the Prince 
George's Newsletter, the argument 
was countered by comments that 
the flooding of Riverdale base­
ments would be alleviated by these 
sewers, and that much-needed 
schools proposed for the Glen 
Oaks and Smith and Ewing tracts, 
including the Greenbelt senior high 
school, would require service. Col. 
Elliott B. Rqbertson represented 
the Prince George's Board of Edu­
cation at the hearing. 

After authorization by the Sani­
tary Commissioners, the next step 
is a request for a construction per­
mit from the State Department of 
Health. Favorable action is antici­
pated because an "Interim Meas­
ures Plan" to improve the capabili­
ties of the Blue Plains sewage 
treatment plant is expected to be 
approved shortly by the Potomac 
River Enforcement Conference, ·to 
allow additional sewage to be piped 
to the plant before it is ultimately 
expanded and augmented by a sec­
ond regional plant. 

Newly named Glenora Gan:lens, 
on the final record plats filed No• 
vember 4, the Glean Oaks tract is 
designed for 1172 dwelling units. 

Also expected to benefit from the 
e:iq1ansion of sewer facilities is the 
Greenbriar project scheduled for 
the 103 acres at the eastern and 
western ends of the Smith-Ewing 
tract north of Greenbelt Road. The 
preliminary subdivision plan for 
the construction of 1,148 apartment 
units is being considered by the 
council at this Monday's meeting. 
This acreage, which is also being 
developed by Allen Kay and Assoc­
iates is presently zoned R-30 (12 
apartment units per acre). 

Fruit Cake, Notepaper 
On Sale at Parkdale 

Boxed fruit cakes and Maryland 
l!!cenic note paper are currently be­
ing sold by student and faculty 
volunteers of Parkdale Senior High 
to aid the James G. Mullins Mem­
orial Fund. The fund was estab­
lished in honor of the late vice­
principal of the Riverdale school, 
who died July 16, 1970. 

According to Mrs. Evelyn Cham­
bers, a business teacher and chair­
man of the fund committee, "the 
fund is for worthy students who 
would like to attend college but, 
without the assistance of this 
scholarship fund, find that college 
would be an impossibility." 

Parkdale students and faculty 
members and relatives and friends 
of Mr. Mullins have ontributed 
over $1,000 thus far. The Student 
Council recently presented a check 
in excess of $500 to the fund. The 
memorial goal is $5,000. 

Tom McAndrew is student chair­
man of the committee and Dr. G. 
Allen Sager, principal, is the presi· 
dent of the group. 

Air Pollution Hearing 
On Monday, November 30, at the 

University of Maryland Center of 
Adult Education, the Air Quality 
Control Division of the State De­
partment of Health held a public 
hearing on the proposed standards 
for automobile emissions of carbon 
monoxide, photochemical oxidants 
and hydrocarbons. 

Greenbelt resident Rhea Cohen 
testified on behalf of the Prince 
Georges Environment Coalition, 
joining representatives of Prince 
Georges and Montgomery County 
civic grou,Ps, all of whom experssed 
support for the stringent controls 
recommended by the Metropolitan 
Washington Coalition for Clean: 
Air. According to John Winder, 
spokesman for the Clean Air Coali­
tion, "The standards proposed by 
the State would, if adopted, permit 
levels of pollutants that are harm­
ful to health." 

Besides citing the urgent need 
for a mass transit system, several 
speakers called for action to abate 
the smoke and dust pollution from 
t he A. H. ·Smith sand, gravel and 
asphalt operations on Greenbelt 
Road. Jean Schueneman, Chief of 
the Division of Air Quality Con­
trol, replied that under the newly 
enacted State em1ss1on control 
standan:ls for sulfur oxides and 
particulate matter, which Secre­
tary of Health Dr. Neil Solomon 
signed into law on November 28, 
the Health Department has already 
begun "negotiating" with Smith 
and the owners of other such 
plants. 

Mayor Francis W. White and 
State Delegate Pauline Menes were 
among those attending the hearing. 

City Notes 
The new connector driveway on 

the west side of the Greenbelt 
Firehouse Is far enough completed 
to be usable by vehicles. The con­
tractor, Contee Sand and Gravel 
Co., laid the l)ase couse of the 
pavement ~ently. Final surfacing 
will probably be delayed until 
spring, since temperature is a cri­
tical factor in the proper curing 
of the asphalt. For the same rea­
son, final surfacing of Southway 
will also be delayed. 

Contee also laid the base course 
pavement for the widened section 
on the east side of Laurel Hill Rd. 
With the street thus available for 
resident par-ldng, the city crew 
excavated the west side of Laurel 
Hill, preparatory for curb replace­
ment by the contractor. The city 
crew also backfilled behind the 
new curbing on the east side. 

vVhen the old city warehouses 
behind the State Roads Commis­
sion building on Kenilworth Ave. 
were torn down, the city's salt 
stockpile for winter street main­
tenance had to be moved outdoors. 
Although containing an additive to 
prevent run-off and caking, the 
salt still tended to harden a:::id be­
come difficult to use. To prevent 
this effect, the city recently pur­
chased and put into use large black 
plastic sheeting to cover the pile. 

The Parks crew replaced dead or 
damaged trees on the city right­

County Commissioners Adopt 
Master Plan With Revisions

Greenbelt has a new Master Plan. It became official on F7id~y, 

November 27, when the county commissioners, sitting as the distnct 
council, unanimously adopted the proposed Master Plan f~r C~Uege 
Park-Greenbelt and Vicinity. The action was the cuhnination of 
six years of planning, hearings, rejections, counter-proposa~, com­
promises and approvals. By taking action: ~. its last w~ek 1~ office, 
the county commission avoided the poss1b1hty of havmg its suc-
cessor go through the laborious pro:.c::e=s::s_a:;g:::.ai::·::n;.;.. _ ___ ___ _ 

Even the last stage was hectic. 
On Tuesday, November 24, the 
county commissioners recommend­
ed 10 exceptions to the Master 
Plan, which they asked the Mary­
land-National Capital Park and 
Planning Commission to consider. 
After MNCPPC approval of the 10 
exceptions and readoption of the 
plan on Wednesday, the plan came 
back to the county commissioners 
for final approval. 

Exceptions 
Of the ten exceptions, the one of 

major interest to Greenbelt was 
the deletion of the symbol for the 
proposed senior high school on par­
cel 2. Instead, the county com­
missioners voted to place on the 
map the following notation: "A 
senior high school is to be located 
in the general vicinity of Green­
belt. The exact location of the site 
is to be determined by studies be­
ing undertaken by the School 
Board and the Maryland-National 
Capital Park and Planning Com­
mission." 

The county commissioners rec­
ommended that, after the studies 
are completed, a re-examination of 
the perimeter road should be un­
dertaken. It particularly took note 
of a need to correct the alignment 
of the perimeter road in the vicin­
ity of its crossing of the Capital 
Beltway. 

Several other roadway matters 
also were taken exception to. The 
county commissioners relocated the 
connecting road between Breeze­
wood Dr ive and Greenbelt R oad 
(P-24) through th e Greenbelt Jun­
ior High School so t hat it would 
reduce the impact upon the school's 
athletic field. This was done by 
moving t he road as fa r westwa rd 
as possible. 

The county commissioners em­
phasized t he need for added traffic 
lanes at the interchange of the Bal­
timore-Washington Parkway and 
Greenbelt Road and designated the 
interchange as a special treatment 
area requiring improvement to alle­
viare traffic congestion and safety 
hazards. 

They also relocated the northern 
end of Cipriano Road eastward to 
Intersect Greenbelt Road opposite 
the existing NASA main gate to 
conform with NASA's most recent 
access proposal. (Cipriano Road 
would be indicated as the eastern 
boundary of the Master Plan 
known as P lanning Area. 67). 

Another exception was to delete 
the label "proposed golf course" 
from Greenbelt Regional Park. 

The other exceptions dealt with 
such matters outside of Greenbelt 
as location of Lakeland elemen­
tary sch ool, internal traffic circula­
tion and designation of the ACF 
industrial area in Riverdale, and 
the designation of the Paint Branch 
Parkway, Calvert Road railroad 
crossing, transit station location 
and the preservation of College 
Fark airpor t as a single special 
treatment area. 

Greenbelt-Approved F'ea.tures 
Aside from these changes, the 

adopted Master Plan is the same 
as that recommended by MNCPPC 
in March 1969 and on which a 
public hearing was held on Sep­
tember 10, 1970. The major fea­
tures of the plan which the city 
fought hard for were: 

(1) Designation for single-fam­
ily use of such tracts as parcel 1 
north of Northway Road along 
the Baltimore-Washington Park­
way, parcels 3 and 5 along the nor­
thern boundary of the city, and 
parcel 15, south of Greenbelt ,Lake 
along the Beltway. The 1965 ver­
sion of the master plan called for 
no new single-family development 
in the core of Greenbelt, 

(2) Designation of a perimeter 
road to join together the parts of 
Greenbelt which arc separated by 
the Beltway and the Parkway so 
as to eliminate the necessity for 
making Ridge Road and other local 
streets four-lane divided highways. 

(3) Designation of certain tracts 
for parkland, including land sur­
rounding Greenbelt Lake, and are­
as in Parcel 1 and the Smith-Ew­
ing property east of the Baltimore-­
Washington Parkway. 

( 4) Designation of a vehiculaz­
underpass at the intersection oi 
Kenilworth Ave. and Greenbelt 
Rd. to relieve traffic congestion. 

(5) Replacement of garden-ap­
artment zoning in the northwest 
corner of the city (Springhill Hin 
tract north of Beltway) with re-

GUI Reduces Loan Program 
At its November 24 meeting, the 

Greenbelt Homes, Inc. board of di­
rectors decided to- cut down the 
loan program to members for ad­
ditions and improvements so as to 
ease the strain on the cash position 
of the corporation. Loans have 
been made from the land sale re­
serves of $133,000, set up in 1960 
when Gill sold some of the unde­
veloped property, and from an ad­
ditional $100,000 put into the loan 
fund from other corporation assets. 
Interest earned on this fund bas 
been used to meet other general! 
corporation expenses from year to 
year. 

The board decided to withdraw 
the $100,000 gradually from the 
loan fund by adopting a formula 
whereby for every $2.33 returned 
in principal payments from out­
standing loans, only $1.33 would be 
available for new loans. 

Map of City Planned 
For Soothway Entrance 

Strangers coming into Greenbelt 
along the newly designed South­
way entrance will find some time 
in the futu re, a large decorative 
map of the city to help them find 
their way. To be installed on the 
east side of the street just at the 
point where the pavement narrows 
suddenly, the sign will be glass 
enclosed and suitably landscaped, 
with a short stretch of sidewalk 
before it. A parking lane has al· 
ready been constructed immediate­
ly south of the sign's location. 

On November 30 the contractor 
for the widening of Southway ex­
cavated in preparation for pouring 
the concrete sidewalk. 

Maps similar in design to the 
one projected for Greenbelt are lo­
cated at the two main gates of the 
University of Maryland on Balti­
more Ave.

'i'he changes in the laws control­
ling the deductibility of charitable 
contributions are numerous and 
complicated. There are many g ray 
areas requiring clarification which 
will come from courL cases. 

The following are gt·nt>ral rules. 
Check the specific case before tak­
ing the deduction. 
Property that has gained in value: 

Stock which qualifies as long 
term capital gain is generally de­
ductible in full. With stock which 
does not qualify as a long-term cap­
ital gain, only the basis can be de­
ducted. You can only deduct the 
basis of inventory and other income 
property.

Measles Immunization 
In an effort to prevent an antic­

ipated increase in the incidence of 
measles, the Health Department 
will conduct an immunization pro­
gram in elementary sehools 
throughout Prince Georges Coun­
ty from December 7 through De­
cember 16. Measles, a dangerous 
childhood disease, can cause ser­
ious complications, such as pneu­
monia and encephalitis (inflamma­
tion of the brain. It is different 
from rubella, for which an immun­
ization program was recently held. 

Permission forms to allow chil­
dren from age 1 through the third 
grade to receive the free measles 
vaccine are now being sent home 
with elementary school children. 
Forms can also be picked up at 
any County library branch and will 
be available at the sites on immun­
ization day. 

Health Department officials urge 
parents to take advantage of the 
protection afforded to their child­
ren by the vaccine.

ADOP'.l'ION OF MASTER PLAN 

After seven years of discussion and revision, I am pleased that 
there is now, at last, an adopted and approved Master Plan for Green­
belt and Vicinity. Since the city was first shown this plan, there have 
been significant changes made which have gone far to eliminate city 
objections to the plan. Last week, the District Council and the Mary­
land-National Capital Park and Planning Commission suddenly and 
quickly made additional changes to the plan which met some of the 
other city objections to it. Most significant, the plan no longer shows 
Parcel 2 as the senior high school site. 

·when first presente:l to the city in 1964, the plan providcJ for 
high rise apartments on Greenbelt Lake, a comme'.cial _center at 
Crescent Road and Kenilworth, another cluster of high rise :i,part­
ments on Parcel 1 and 2 as well as a senior high school, a sohd sea 
of apartments east of the Baltimore-Washington Parkway on Green­
belt Road, and the making of Ridge Road and Northway into 100 foot 
arterial streets. All of this has been eliminated, or, in the area of 
apartments, reduced in density. 

The hi<Yhlv revised newly adopted plan differs significantly in 
ether ways~ \Vhere the orginal plan was prepared with virtually no 
consulation with the city, the city has been regularly consulted on the 
revisions by the Planning Staff and Commission. Where the ?rst plan 
would have provided for most vacant land to be developed m apart­
ments or retail commercial, the plan now provides for a variety of 
developments. Where the first plan solved future traffic problems by 
widening existing residential streets, this plan provides new roads for 
new areas. Where the first plan provided apartments, this plan 
provides homes. 

Therefore, the City Council concluded that the M:i,ster Plan, as it 
relates to Greenbelt is now a reasonable compromise between the 
wishes of the city ~nd its citizens for low density development, the 
wishes of property owners, and a realistic recognition of existing 
zoning in the city and, therefore, recommended its adoption. This 
does not mean, howe,·er, that the city council is in accord with every 
detail of it. Recognizing that planning is a continuing process and 
there are procedures for changing the plan, the city wiII continue to 
work for those modifications it deems desirable. In particular, we 
will continue to strive for lower density development, adequate open 
space, and the keeping of traffic resulting from new developments 
away from existing developments.

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MASTER PLAN from page 1 
stricted commercial for develop­
ment of an office park and motel 
convention center. 

(6) Designation of Greenbelt 
Homes, Inc. homes as owner-occu­
pied housing most closely similar 
to the housing requirements of the 
R-T zone, rather than to garden 
apartments. 

Under the newly adopted plan, 
the estimated population of Green­
belt will be about 40,000 with 13,500 
dwelling units. This is quite a drop 
from the 50,000 originally projected 
for Greenbelt under the first ver­
sion of the Master Plan propose'l 
in 1964. It is slightly higher than 
the 36,000 that was proposed under 
the master plan developed by the 
cit y on its own in 1965. 

History 
The College Park-Greenbelt Mas­

t er P lan, originally known as the 
Arca 13 N ort h Plan, has had a 
long and stormy history. The pre­
l iminary p lan was released by 
l':INOPPC in the spring of 1964 and 
ran into solid opposition from 
Grcenbelters because of such fea­
tures as four-lane divided arterial. 
highways running through the 
h eart of the city, limited single­
family development in the core of 
the city, high-density apartment 
development of the outskirts (es­
pecially on the Smith-Ewing prop­
erty), • and location of commercial 
centers in residential areas. 

Almost a thousand persons pro­
tested the plan at a MNCPPC 
public hearing held in the Center 
School in July 1964. Other parts 
of the plan were also protested 
by neighboring municipalities. As 
a result of this opposition, the plan 
was withdrawn and reissued in 
February 1965. The new plan met 
some but not all of the objections. 
lt recognized the undesirability of 
four-lane highways in the core of 
the city by designating a perimeter 
road to channel off traffic. At the 
same time, the plan did little to 
reduce the density of the city, 
which was projected at 50,000 
people. It continued to show high­
density apartment development in 
t he environs and no further single­
f amily development to speak of in 
the core of the city. 

To counter this Master Plan, the 
Greenbelt City Council in March 
1965 a dopted its own master plan, 
w h ich called for a projected city 
popula tion of 36,000. The county 
commissioners then took the two 
mast er plans under advisement 
a nd in July 1965 returned the MN­
CPPC master plan to the planners 
fo r revision and reduction in the 
densities. However, before doing 
so, . the county commissioners ap­
proved the zoning of the Golden 
Triangle - the land surrounded 
~y the Beltway, Kenilworth Ave., 
a nd Greenbelt Rd. - for a regional 
s hopping center. It also approved 
zon ing for the Smith-Ewing prop­
e r ty, which scaled down the high-

1, density a paI"tm ent development for 
that area and included a large 
tract for single-family use. 

Although in the la t est discus­
sions, the city council once again 
l!X!>rP_;~ed concern over th e h igh­
density zoning of the Golden T r i­
ai.~le and Smith-Ewing tracts, the 
commissioners made no mention of 
these matters in last week's action. 
The council had been advised that 
dov n-zoning is not currently pos­
sible under county law.
