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Transit Proposals For Greenbelt

Area Dissected By

City Council

: One of the most widely discussed actions taken by Greenbelt
city council, at its regular meeting, Monday, February 5, had to
do with its position with reference to the fourteen transportation
alternatives outlined in the Western Prince Georges County Trans-
portation Alternatives Study Phase I Summary Report. Council
had undertaken an in-depth review of these alternatives because
they were to be narrowed down to five in the Phase II study and
council wished to have input in the study at this point.

A draft statement, based on
council’'s previous study, had been
prepared for discussion. This came
very close to Alternative Number 5,
which places primary emphasis on
the development of rapid transit
and supportive systems, although
council had emphasized some addi-
tional points and variations on the
proposal.

As a result of very articulate au-
_ dience participation, however, coun-
cil made several significant chang—
es or additions in its draft state-
ment. At the urging of Thomas
White, council added a statement
urging that the ramp entrance and
exit to the B-W Parkway remain
at Greenbelt (there has been some
talk of abolishing it), and that a
walkway-bikeway overpass be con-
structed over the Parkway at
Greenbelt.

On a motion by councilwoman
Rhea Cohen and councilman Gil
Weidenfeld, council further voted
to include a statement in its cover
letter which supported the concept
generally of overpasses over major
highways. Also, after Donald Volk
showed the impracticability of hav—
ing reversible lanes on the Parkway
without changing the essential
character of this road, council vo-
ted to drop that recommendation
as a means of lessening commuter
rush-hour traffic loads.

Although he could not win coun-
cil support on several points, Gabe
Sucher argued persuasively against
construction of a feeder route to
the University of Maryland from
the current terminus of I-95. He
was strongly supported by council-
woman Elizabeth Maffay and coun-
cilman Charles Schwan, both of
whom believed a lot of through
traffic cars would end up on cam-
pus by mistake. Council finally vot-
ed 4 to 1 to delete this from their
recommendations, with Mayor Rich-
ard Pilski strongly objecting. He
wanted it to be public knowledge
that he was supporting the City
of College Park position ,which fa-
vored the spur to the University.

Except for some minor changes
in wording, council unanimously
passed the following positions to be
encompassed in a report to the
Maryland State Department of
Transportation:

Interstate 95 should not be ex—
tended south through the study
corridor, but the existing beltway
(I-495) should be used as the I-95
connector.

B-W Parkway widening should
be limited to two additional lanes
between the District of Columbia
and the Capital Beltway (I-495),
with use of the two additional lanes
to be limited to commuter buses

and car pools. An upgrading of the
Parkway north of the Beltway is
necessary, but not by constructing
additional lanes. The present pro-
hibition of truck traffic on the Park—
way should be continued, and all
widening and upgrading work
should be so designed as to pre-
serve the present parkway char-
acter of the roadway.

Commuter rail service along the
B&O Railroad should be upgraded
to maximize use and as a desirable
complement to METRO. A number
of stations along this line have
space available that could be used
for commuter parking.

METRO. The alignment contain-
ed in Transit Alternative 5 should
be adopted, with the Greenbelt leg
constructed before the spur to
Langley Park. This alignment
provides for an additional station
located at the intersection of the
B&O right-of-way and the Capital
Beltway, which could then serve
automobile traffic, with the Green-
belt Road station serving feeder

‘bus passengers. Consideration should
be given to the construction of
parking garages at METRO stations
rather than parking lots to lessen
the amount of paved surface space
and drainage control problems.

Kenilworth Ave. is, along with
Route 1 and the Capital Beltway,
available for truck traffic, and pre-
sently has sufficient capacity. Wid-
ening for truck traffic is therefore
unnecessary, and greater emphasis
should be placed on use of the
freight facilities available by B&O
and Penn Central Railroads.

East-West Movements—Inter—
changes as indicated in Transit Al-
ternative #1 would greatly improve
east-west movement of traffic in
the Western Prince George's corri-
dor, but the Greenbelt council,
without prejudice to the other pro-
posed interchanges, supports a
grade separated interchange at
Greenbelt Road and Kenilworth
Avenue.

Bus Networks. Implementation
of an expanded bus network is
necessary and desirable as both
feeder service to transit facilities
and also to provide public trans-
portation for east-west movements
in the corridor.

...No-No’s. Council also threw in a
few no-no's, including no connec-
tor route between I-95 and the B-W
Parkway, frequently referred to as
a leg of an outer beltway, and that
north-south through traffic should
be encouraged to use the Capital
Beltway and discouraged from use
of the Parkway and other routes
through D.C. to the greatest extent
possible.

Dist-
rict Court Judge James M. Rhea
ruled that the information request-
ed was in the planning and research
stages and exempt from the scope
of the freedom of information law.

First Report on GHI Pilot
Project Received By Board

The main items discussed at last Thursday’s Greenbelt Homes,
Inc. board meeting had to do with the proposed pilot project to
establish the cost of renovating frame homes, following from the

recent structural (TAA) survey.

According to the Planning

Committee report presented at the meeting, “Progress made in
the last ninety days has been remarkable.” Methods of financing
the project have also now been explored by the Finance Commit-
tee, which furnished a report complete with specific recommen-

dations.

During the course of the meeting
some exchanges took place between
the board and attending members,
concerning the pace with which the
project should be pushed, with the
board generally in favor of rapid
completion and some members ad-
vocating a cautious approach.

A tentative timetable for the pro-
ject has now been drawn up ac-
cording to director David Lange
who chairs the Planning committee.
The goal is to complete renovation
of about twenty units before Sept.
15, that is, before the next heating
season. To achieve this some actions
must be carried out this spring;
between March 8 and April 1 writ-
ten material should be drawn up for
a special meeting on the latter date,
at which the details could be pre-
sented to the membership. This
would leave time after April 1 to
complete planning and put out bids
for the work.

Suggests 20 Units for Pilot

The Planning committee report
recommended that fourteen units
north of Northway and six south
of Northway be chosen, and sets
several criteria for selecting actual
units such as not being over heat
lines, including a variety of condi-
tions that need to be corrected,
having more than one bedroom so
as to be typical of the frame units,
ete.

It noted that several questions
of design must be answered (with-
in the March 8 — April 1 period) —
e.g., what type of heating system,
siding, window or roof should be
selected; should the same features
be incorporated into all the pilot
units, or should a.variety be tried;
what type of information will be
wanted from the project?

In a section entitled “Why Not
Next Year?”, the report made sev—
eral points in favor of going ahead
this year with the project. Its
major argument was that “the cost
of delaying the major program (re-
novation of all the frame homes)
just one year far exceeds the en-
tire cost of the pilot project.”

The report then concluded with
recommendations for continuation
of the project study, preparation of
material for the membership and
scheduling of a special board meet-
ing this month to consider all the
specific suggestions of the Planning
and Finance committees.

Financial Questions

The Finance Committee’s report,
on the financial side of the project,
summarized the results of its three
meetings during January. It con-
sidered four alternative ways for
handling the cost of the project:
(a) as maintenance, (b) as part
maintenance and part improve—
ments, (¢) corporation options on
the required units, or (d) a separate
accounting group. The committee
concluded that maintenance (which
itself is divided into the categories
of heating, grounds, structures, and
administration) would be the best
choice and therefore the first re-
commendation of the report was
that “the costs borne by the reno-
vation be assigned to the appropri-
ate budget account such as Heating,
Grounds, Structures and/or Admin-
istrative.”

The over-all cost of the renova-
tion was estimated at about $150,000
by the committee, based on a cost
of about $7,000 a unit. To provide
this amount it made a second rec-
ommendation that outside financ-
ing, either by short or long term
financing, be mainly relied upon,
with a possibility of using corpora-
tion resources (reserves or working
capital) to provide up to one third
of the project’s cost; that is, a
mixture is allowed for.

The third section of the report
dealt with a measure to prevent
possible “windfall” profits that
could be made on the quick sale
of such a renovated unit, which

would have been improved at the
expense of all members. It recom-—
mended that a member selling his
home during the first year of the
renovation be required to reim-—
burse the corporation by an amount
of $5000, with the amount dropping
by $1000 for a sale in each addi-
tional year after.
Discussion

During the discussion of the
Planning Committee report some
criticisms were voiced from the
floor. Mrs. Coxon expressed oppo-
sition to the idea of moving quickly
on the project, saying “We're not
going to be stampeded into this . . .
What is the enormous rush?” Direc-
tor Nat Shinderman replied that
Mrs. Coxon raised a valid question,
and that the reason for the “haste”
was that the cost of the work will
multiply ‘with time (of delay); he
stated that the project would not
proceed unless the members want
it to proceed, so that it must meet
their -econditions. Lange commented
that “All of us are very much aware
of the magnitude of the decisions
we're making; but we're also aware
of the financial loss that would be
incurred through delays.”

The board voted to accept the
three recommendations of the
Planning committee report and de-
cided to hold its special meeting
on the two reports tonight (Feb.
15). It also authorized funds to pay
TAA staff members to meet with
the working Subcommittee of the
Planning committee which is in
the process of acquiring construc-
tional information for the project.

FDR School Construction

The final go-ahead for the con-
struction of the Franklin D. Roos—
evelt Senior High School was given
on February 6 when the Inter-Ag-
ency Committee for the State of
Maryland’s Public School Program
signed a contract for $9,485,000.

Construction of the school, which
will be located on a 40-acre site
occupying the western portion of
the Smith-Ewing North tract east
of the Baltimore-Washington Park-
way in Greenbelt, is expected to
begin in the near future. Prior to
obtaining a building permit, there
will be a preconstruction confer—
ence between the Board of Educa-
tion staff and the general contrac-
tor, the Glassman Construction
Company to discuss the handling
of the project and to work out the
responsibilities that each body will
assume,

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Disagrees With

Norman Charles
To the Editor:

Norman Charles made several
points in his letter on the GHI
special membership meeting with
which I couldn’t agree less.

First, he charges that a ‘gag
rule’ was laid on by the Board. If
anything, the inability of the Pre-
sident to allow motions on the top-
ics the petitioners wished to discuss
was due to the actions of the Peti-
tioners themselves, not to arbitrary
Boord action. The evening the
petition was presented Thomas
White pointed out that the by-laws
called for a specific reason for a
special meeting, and stated that this
meant that main motions would
have to be given to the member-
ship in advance.

This view was sustained bv the
GHI attorney, Mr. Ginsberg. The
GHT President and Secretarv spent
a fruitless Sundav afternoon at-
tempting to reason with the peti-
tioners, urging them to state exact-
ly what action they wanted mem-
bherg to take. Thev tried to explain
that it was the by-laws, written to
conform with the Marvland code,
that made this necessary. The pe-
titioners refused to allow the mem-
barship to know what specific mo-
tions were to be made.

The night of the meeting Mat

Amberg, whom Mr. Charles de-
nounces as having “presented a
theatrical diatribe worthv of a
Barrymore,” pointed out that he

had been chairman of the By-Laws
Committee that had suggested the
wording involved. He even read
the explanation of the proposed
by-law that had been sent to the
membership at that time. Tt spe-
cificallv stated that membership
was entitled to know the content
of main motions before a special
meeting in order to give them time
to prepare - intelligently for the
meeting.

Simply by announcing in advance
proposed motions would have made
membership voting possible. Was
a so-called “gag rule” actually de-
sired by the petitioners in order
for them to pose as martyrs and
to make the Board appear to be
dictatorial ?

Mr. Charles comments on Mr.
Amberg are completely unjustified.
Because Amberg was concerned a-
bout the high-handed tactics of the
petitioners and their apparent in-
tent to disregard the by-laws, he
came prepared to refute their ar-
guments — and did so to great an-
plause. He properlv criticzed the
Nominations and Elections Com-
mittee for attempting to take over
the conduct of the meeting. He
pointed to the inconsistency between
Ben Elkins's raucous demands for
a management audit in 1971 and
now his castigation of that audit,
apparently because it did not agree
with Mr. Elkins that our manage-
ment was either corrupt or incom-
petent.

Further, Mr. Amberg did not
make long speeches. Mrs. Foster,
Mrs. Coxon, Mr. Lynch, and Mr.
Elkins did. They all disregarded
the President’s request to stay with—
in an 8-minute limit. The truth is
that other members present were
subjected to a gag rule by the pe-
titioners who hogged almost all
the time devoted to each topic.

Consistently Divisive
To the Editor:

In last week's News Review, Mrs.
Coxon, Mrs. Welsh and Mr. Charles
sought to persuade your readers
that it was the fault of the chair,
the board or the corporation's coun—
sel that members were unable to
vote on matters discussed at the
GHI special membership meeting.

One might ask: Did they want
to take action or did they want to
create a situation in which they
could blame someone else because
no action could be taken?

The latter, it seems to me, was
what they tried to accomplish. The
night the petition was presented
(December 28), one board member
pointed out that it was so drawn
that it offered no means to elicit
membership action. Subsequently,
the GHI President and Secretary
met with representatives of the
petitioners to request that thev
phrase propositions on which the
membership could act, Neither the
advice nor the request dissuaded
these representatives from adher—
ine to their policv of not giving
adermate notice of contemplated
action.

Incidentally, in the Sentinel, Mrs.
Coxon justified the petitioners’ lack
of specificitv on the grounds that
it was imnossible to know in ad-
vance of the meeting what action
the members might wish to take.
Such lack of knowledge. however,
did not deter her and Mrs. Foster
from presenting at the meeting
specific motions as parts of their
nrepared statements before any
discussion was had.

One may question — and I do — the
motives of the so-called Petition
Committee. It seems to me that
this latest artificial “issue” is all of
a piece with others that some mem-
hers of this group have manufac-
tured.

As one example. they urged very
strongly that GHI be the subject
of a management survev, but then,
in the person of Mr. Flkins, thev
disowned it, evidently because its
findings did not support their pre—
conceived notions..

As another, they argued that GHI
had permitted its reserves and
working capital to fall to inade-
quate levels (in fairness, a tenable
argument), but thev guestion GHI’s
raising monthly charges to restore
reserves and working capital to
more nearly adequate levels.

Still another is their complaining
about the board’s increasing month—
lv charges while at the same time
thev accuse the board of deliberate—
ly holding the increase below the
point at whirh membership ap-
proval is required.

It mav be that, “Consistency is
the hobgoblin of little minds,” as
Emerson said, but the track re-
cord of this group is ridiculous.
Thev are consistent only in their
bending every effort to be divisive.
