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Pilski Re-elected Mayor

Richard R. Pilski was unani­
mously elected mayor of Greenbelt 
for his second full term (he became ' 
mayor in July 1971) , after having 
been nominated by Richard Ca­
staldi at Monday night's special 
~ouncil meeting. Waverly Webb, 
clerk of the Circuit Cour t adµi in­
istered the oath of office. 

Pilski thanked the people for 
their confidence and votes and pro­
mised to "represent all sections of 
the city." H e stated that h e felt 
that it was a credit to the city that 
there were 12 well qualified candi­
dates and especially that young m en 
between the a ges of 24 and 35 were 
Interested in politics at a time 
when so many downgraded it . 

Pilski urged council to unite and 
move ahead. H e ,advocated a pro­
gram that included : housing for the 
elderly; a recreation cent er for 
Springhill Lake; following t h e Mas­
ter Plan for the lake, including 
parcels 7 and 8; additional pur­
chase of parkland, including bike 
trails; sidewalks and gutters 
throughout the entire city: com­
munication between GHI and the 
city in programs they felt to be 
necessary; tax rebate for services 
duplicated by the county ; and the 
possible annexation of NASA and 
the Beltsville farm. 

Gil W eidenfeld who wa s elected 
mayor pro tern, asked visitors to 
attend council meetings and ex­
press their views on issues. "Help 
us to help you," he urged. 

Pointing out that none of the 
"111 c ~rfql c::mclidatPS was among 

L=~-- the rst five win l'rs in al t re 
precincts. incumbent Charles F. 
Schwan , Jr. felt t hat it was "hard 
to know what the mandate of any 
of us might be". Schwan did SPf' 

a mandate as a council to preserve 
and enhance the social and physical 
characteristics of t h e city. 

Elected for the first time, Thom­
as X. White stated that he felt that 
his election meant that a numbl'r 
of citizens approved of his stand on 
the Greenbriar sewage treatment• 
plant. The other new member of 
council, Castaldi, a second genera­
tion Greenbelt er, vowed to try to 
live up to his campaign promises. 

Form er councilwomen Betty Maf­
fay and Rhea Cohen said they had 
enjoyed their terms on council .and 
p romised to come to future coun­
cil meetings. 

Greenbriar Hearing 
The Maryland Council on the En­

vironment consisting of the Go­
vernor, Lt. Governor, Secretary of 
State, Secretary of Health and Men­
tal Hygiene, Secretary of Natural 
Resources, and Secretary of State 
Pla nning - w ill meet on Tuesday, 
October 2, in the Governor's R ecep­
tion Room , State House, Annapoiis. 

The purpose of this public meet­
Ing will be a discussion of the pro­
posed sewage treatment plant to 
serve the Greenbriar apartment 
complex in Greenbelt. The Council 
is advisory in nature and will not 
make a ny decision on the project . 

The m eeting will begin immed­
iately upon conclusion of the Cab­
inet m eeting, probably about 11 a.m. 
It will end no later than 12 :30 p.m . 
Although the meeting is not a for­
mal public h earing, limited amoun ts 
of time will be allocated to propon­
ents and opponents of the project.

Alan Kay files Suit to Speed 
Granting of Sewage Permit

Greenbriar developer Alan Kay has filed suit against Dr. 

Neil Solomon State Secretary of Health and Mental Hygiene 
and Dr. Perr; Stearns, Deputy State Health Officer. Kay is ask• 
ing the Circuit Court of P rince Georges County to grant a ~anda­
tory injunction to require Solomon and Stearns to issue a 
construction permit for the on-site temporary sewage treatment 
plant proposed for the 1,193-unit apartment project. ~he cour: 
will hear the case on Wednesday, October 3, at 10 a.m. m Uppe 
Marlboro. 

Greenbriar got into the metro­
politan limelight last week when 
both the Washington Post and the 
Baltimore Sun featured lengthy 
stor ies that Maryland Governor 
Marvin Mandel and Lt. Gov. Blair 
Lee I II had int erceded with Dr. 
Solomon, in an W1Successful at­
tempt to have Solomon issue a 
construction permit for t he t reat­
m ent plant. 

According to the press stories, 
Mandel and Lee ma de telephone 
calls to Solomon at the behest of 
Richard Schiftet , th e attorney rep­
resenting the developer Alan Kay. 
Schifter is a political supporter of 
Mandel and Lee, and Kay and his 
brothers have cont ributed to Man­
del's 1974 election campaign. 

Solomon has r efused to approve 
the construct ion permit because 
t he developer lacks the necessary 
permits to discharge the effluent 
from the plant into a nearby creek. 
Such discharge permits a re gran­
ted by the U.S. Environmental Pro­
tection Agency (EPA) and the 
Mtryland Department of Natural 
Resources, according to Solomon 
whose position is that it would be 
improper and against the intent of 
the law for the health department 
to act before the discharge permits 
are issued. In addition, NASA 
has refused to grant a right-of­
way for piping the eff!uent from 
the plant to a receiving stream on 
NASA property. 

"We have complied with all con­
ditions and a.-e entitleJ. to a cc.n­
struction permit," said Kay. "A 
construction permit is not to be 
confused with an operating permit 
allowing the discharge of effluent." 

A.fl for EPA a pproval of a dis ­
charge permit, Kay insists that 
EPA does not have discretionary 
powers to approve or disapprove 
the discha rge. Kay admitted that 
he. is running a risk that NASA 
will still not approve a right-of­
way for piping. "If at the time 
the plant is completed,'' Kay said, 
"we don't ,have our right-of-way, 
then we won't be able to operate 
but this is our risk and ours alone 
- no one else's." 

Kay said that huge sum s are 
tied up in the $25 million Green­
briar apar tment project and that 
continued denial of approval for 
the sewage plant would .cause "fi­
nancial chaos" for his firm. Bank­
ing officials have told the developer 
that without assurances that the 
health department will approve the 
project, they cannot fully commit 
themselves to its financing. 

Kay received st rong support from 
L t. Gov. Lee. The Washington 
Post reported t hat L ee said it is 
"a scandal" that the State health 
department h as failed because of 
bureaucratic " red tape" to approve 
the plant. H e sharply criticized 
Solomon, saying he "is gun-shy an d 
scared about the quality of his 
image suffering. H e's at.raid of 
criticism from environmental ex­
tremists." Lee told a \Vashington­
Star-News r eporter that Solomon 
"serves a t t he pleasure of the gov­
ernor and he damn well better re­
member that." He added tha t the 
sewage plant "meets all State and 
Federal standa rds and the effluent 
will be more pure than the wate r 
now in those creeks." Solomon's 
office does not dispute that. The 
State health department approved 
the developer's plans and specifica ­
tions in March. 

On being informed by Schifter 
of Solomon's refusal to grant a 
permit, Lee tried unsuccessfully on 
September 10 to have Solomon re­
verse his stand and then had Man­
del phone the health secretary. 

According to the Baltimore Sun, 
Mandel was also unsuccessful and 
finally told Solomon to "do what 

you think is right." 
Opponents of the plant accuse 

Mandel and Lee of giving preferen­
tial treatment to the developer be­
cause of his campaign contribu­
tions. T he B altimore Sun, in an 
editorial on September 19, also 
thought t he actions of "Maryland's 
two top elected officials" were "ill­
a dvised", given "th e public's demand 
for equity In government , and the 
unhealthy conditions that have 
prompted that demand." 

But Lee vigorously denied any 
impropriety, saying tha t he sought 
similar relief fo r non-contributors 
with worthy complain ts. Lee said 
that t o avoid even t he appearance 
of impropriety, h e a nd Mandel de­
cided to return a contribut ion for 
Mandel's 1974 campaign from the 
Kay b rothers, according to t he Post. 

Lee said a "public meeting" of 
the dispute will be held at 11 a.m. 
on Tuesday, October 2, in Anna­
polis by the State's Environmental 
Council to which Mandel, Lee, Solo­
mon and other key officials belong. 
Council meetings customarily are 
closed, but this one will be open, 
Lee said. 

The council will hear statements 
by officials and, if there is time, 
will take questions from the press 
and the public. The council will 
adjourn no later than 12:30 p.m. 
The council is not empowered to 
overrule Solomon. 

L. Kreimer Back on Ballot 
For School Board Election 

The Prince Georges County Boar 
of Election Supervisors h as notified 
Mrs. Leslie Kreimer , a candidate 
for the county school board in the 
second district that her name will 
appear on the ballot in the Novem­
ber 6 election. 

Earlier Mrs. Kreimer had been 
informed. by a letter · from the el 
ections board that her name would 
not appear on the ballot on the 
grounds that the bill which crea-­
ted the elected school board barred 
school employi:es from running. 
Mrs. K reimer is a guidance coun­
selor at Suitland Senior High School. 
Mrs. Kreimer was certified, howev­
er, in an out of court settlement 
on Tuesday. This ruling was based 
on a recently adopted Maryland 
code wh ich in essence says that any 
resident who may vote and other­
wise participate in an election (oth­
er than those restricted by the 
Hatch Act) may run for office. This 
law takes precedence over any oth 
er law passed by any other govern­
mental body in the state. 

Mrs. Kreimer, who had had to 
go to court to have h er name placed 
on the ballot in the pr imary, ex­
pressed relief a t th e decision. "N ow 
we can all get down to work on 
campaign. structure and campaign 
issues rather than having to spend 
time prepa ring a court case," sh e 
said.

I thought the Labor Day Festi­
val was excellent and I know what 
an enormous labor of love made it 
that way. Knowing what Js be­
hind that success makes me won­
der why we couldn't capitalize on 
some of our advantages by "show­
casing" throughout the year some 
of the organizations, activities, and 
talents ,that may have been short­
changed by the weather, by com­
peting activities, by volunteer •help­
ers spread too thin, and by too 
little time to show so much of in­
terest and value.

And three or four attractive, semi­
permanent, flexible design booths 
(a contest could surely uncover 
some novel ideas) used each week­
end by different persons. groups, or 
organizations to demonstrate, to 
promote, to sell, or to talk (very 
few had time to talk and discuss 
with so much competition at the 
Festival). 

The younger, planned communi­
ties of Reston and Columbia have 
successfully used an idea we could 
develop even better with booths for 
artists, handcrafters, political or 
educational organizations. We 
could enhance our knowledge of our 
community with performances and 
demonstrations by our youth 
groups. Why couldn't the slope be­
hind the statue become an outdoor 
theatre with simple benches and 
a platform? What could spread 
our feeling of community rapport, 
cooperation and festivity better -
all year round? 

I was amazed at the Golddig­
gers, the String Quartet, the Carol­
tones, Three Gals and A Guy the 
Indian Dancers - and I know i: (a 
long with too many others) missed 
as much as I saw - all of which 
deserve to be seen and hea rd more 
than was possibl~ in the best of 
all Festivals. 

Some of these activities could 
be combined in mini-festivals (they 
used to be called block pa rties, 
political rallies) in. the original 
shopping center - an under-utilized 
area that could easily become what 
its far-seeing designers conceived 
over forty years ago. 

I'm not unaware of problems of 
ownership, storage, and ,jurisdic­
tion, nor of the money and work 
that are involved, but I think the 
benefits to all concerned could be 
impressive. Wouldn't it be nice to 
dedicate our rehabilitated Center 
with some such celebration to 
show what can be done?

Apartment Security 

To the Editor: 

I am writing this letter to bring 
to the attention of the public a de­
ploroble security condition that ex­
ists in some apartment develop­
ments. t have been contacted by 
citizens who have been the object 
of attack in or near their apart­
ments. I attribute these attacks to 
a lack of lighting and security 
personnel in the developments 
themselves and I plan legislative 
action to correct the situation. 

There is nothing more frighten­
ing than to live in fear in your own 
home. Government has a responsi­
bility to protect the citizen from 
criminal assault. The County 
government last year instituted a 
program whereby police officers 
were allowed to take their cruisers 
home. I believe this type of 
"crime preventive procedure" is a 
particularly effective method of 
detering criminal acts. If a van­
dal or criminal sees a police cruiser 
parked on the street, he can't be 
sure if the officer is on duty or 
not. 

Police sources in the County 
stated that approximately 2.3 
criminal offenses are committed in 
residential areas for every one 
crim e committed in a business 
district. I would eliminate what I 
call a "criminal atmosphere" by re­
quiring by law that apartment com­
plexes have sufficient lighting and/ 
or night security personnel. Either 
the Zoning Ordinance or the Land­
lord Tenant Bill could be amended 
to require these new regulations. 

I believe the apa:rtment manage­
ment companies have a responsibil­
ity to protect their residents from 
the dangers associated with living 
in high density areas. Many de­
velopments have, on their own ini­
tiative, instituted elaborate security 
ntea.sures. My legislation would bC' 

designed to contl"ol those develop­

ments that have not provided these 
improvements.

"HOME RULE" TO AMEND THE CHARTER OF THE CITY OF 
GREENBELT, SAID CHARTER BEING SECTION 40: OF ARTICLE 
17 OF THE CODE OF PUBLIC LOCAL LAWS OF MARYLAND 
(1963 EDITION) AND CONTAINING IN WHOLE OR IN PART 
THE CHARTER OF THE CITY OF GREENBELT. BY ADDING 
A NEW SECTION 23A, CAMPAIGN FINANCIAL REPORTS, TO 
PROVIDE BY ORDINANCE THAT THE CITY COUNCIL MAY 
PROVIDE FOR THE REPORTING OF CAMPAIGN CONTRIBU­

or mailed to it by registe,red mail, a petition for referendum signed 
by twenty percent or more of the persons qualified to vote in the gen­
~ral 0lection of the City of Greenbelt, requesting that the above Char­
t er Amendment be submitted to r eferendum to the voters of the City 
of Greenbelt. ·

Brown's Blast of City 
Gets Strong Giese Reply 

Sidney Brown's latest efforts to get approval of piecemeal 
dEWelopment of Beltway Plaza shopping center, which included a 
blast at the city of Greenbelt, drew a prompt retort from city 
manager James K. Giese last week. 

In a 7-page let ter to P hilip R. 
ftogue, chairman of the Maryland­
Ne.tional Capital Park and Plan­
ning Commission, Brown complain­
ed of the difficulties he had en­
countered in getting approval >of a 
plat for development of parcel Q 
located on the east side of Cherry­
wood Lane adjacent to the ARCO 
service station. Brown wants to de-­
Yelop this plat for a free-standing 
High's Dairy store. 

.Among the complaints catalogued 
wa:s the attitude of Greenbelt which 
lae termed one of "how to frustrate, 
ckllay, impede, hinder, and make a 
patsy out of the developer." He 
said that the city of Greenbelt 
insisted that "we provide them with 
a plan as to how we are going to 
cievelop the rest of our site," when 
''we have been telling them" for 
years that it was impractical and 
a waste of time to dream up a pro­
posed development plan until ac­
tual tenants indicate willingness to 
leaae. 

Giese responded in a letter to 
Brown dated September 12 that be-­
OIWSe of a continuing history of 
poor planning at the Beltway Pla­
za, the city had ample r eason to 
be concerned with additional devel­
opment. It is for this reason, Giese 
said, t hat the city h~ repeatedly 

Boxwood Civic Ass'n 
Holds Fall Meeting 

Boxwood Civic Association will 
meet an Wednesday, October 3, at 
8 p.m. in North End Elementary 
School's multipurpose room. T his 
is the fall meeting, one of two regu­
larly scheduled m eetings of the As-
ociation. Election of officers will 

take place. 
During the coming week, Box­

wood members will r eceive a ques­
t ionnaire asking for their opinion 
on the Recreation Department 
p rogram. The Parks and Recrea­
tion Advisory Board has asked 
the Boxwood Civic Association for 
suggestions for improving the pro­
grams. There will be discussion 
at the business meeting on this sub­
ject. 

Another item on the questionnaire 
and for discussion at the meeting 
will be the possibility of a Boxwood 
community project to control J a ­
panese beetles with "m ilky d isease". 
Milky disease t reatments are most 
effective when they a re ma de on a 
community wide basis, then rein­
festat!on from nearby areas will be 
m inimal. Milky disease is a bac­
teria fatal to Japanese beetles in 
the grub (larva) stage, and it does 
not affect other living things. The 
advantages of applying milky spore 
are: (1) does not upset the balance 
of nature; (2) easy to use; (3) at­
tacks the weakest link in the life 
cycle of the beetle; (4) only one ap­
plication is needed for perman­
ent control; (5) the organism can 
spread to nearby untreated areas by 
natural means. Estimated cost is 
$10 per lawn. A disadvantage of 
milkv spore is that effective con­
trol is not immediate. It may take 
2-3 :vears for the disease to become 
well established in an area.

plans. 

"All we want," Giese said, "Is to 
be assured that developm ent is ta­
king place in accordance with a 
plan that will asure the fut ure ec­
onomic viability of the center, av­
oid creating traffic congestion and 
nuisance to adjacent areas, and 
improve the overall appearance of 
the area. Without a development 
plan it is difficult to make such de-­
terminations." 

In every other major regional 
shopping center in this area, Giese 
continued, "there is a clear integral 
relationship between the major 
center complex and the separated 
free-standing bniJ,foigs. The free­
standing buildings are very limited 
in number and are located so as to 
be proper ly served by the interior 
road system of the center." Beltway 
Plaza, Giese maintained, appears to 
be unique in the number of free-­
standing commercial establishments 
located on the property. 

In the course of his denunciatory 
letter, B rown charged the city with 
responsibility for the difficulties he 
has had in obtaining a second de­
partment stor e. "They forced us to 
dedicate a road (Gentry Drive) 
through the shopping center which 
destroyed the site where a depart­
ment store wanted to go," he said. 

Giese, in turn, charged that it 
was Brown's poor planning in loca­
ting the first building where the 
major departm ent store should be, 
more than the location of Gentry 
Drive, that is deterring a second 
department store from locating at 
'Beltway Plaza. Giese further noted 
that roads connecting Greenbelt 
Road to Springhill Lake through 
the Plaza were established on mas ­
t er plans before major construction 
took place. "If you had recognized 
this problem and pJ.anned for a 
road initially," Giese said, "you 
might have been able to locate a 
road that would not have interfered 
with the development of your pro­
perty to the extent that you say 
that Cherrywood Lane interfered." 
He charged Brown instead with at­
tempting to avoid making land av­
ailable fo r these facilities. 

Giese m entioned other instances 
of poor planning - (1) the estab­
lishment of a grade elevation that 
has produced huge quantities of 
surplus dir t which have created 
environmental problems and have 
subtracted from the appearance of 
the center and (2) creation of an 
embankment at the east end of 
the property that was so steep that 
the slope could not be stabilized 

Giese charged that Beltway Plaza 
has not become the shopping cen­
ter that Brown promised the city 
many years ago. Giese observed 
that at the time Brown initiated 
construction of the Plaza in 1963 
there were two other proposals be­
fore the city and county for the 
location and construction of region­
al shopping centers within the city. 
Brown, Giese said, opposed the zon­
ing of these properties on th e ba­
sis that Beltway Plaza would be a 
quality shopping center. 

Giese reminded Brown that in 
order to establish this claim, h e 
erected a small group of stores and 
"a sign announcing the coming of 
the area's 'first' enclosed, air-con­
ditioned mall for a shopping center." 
These actions, Giese said, were in­
strumental in n either of the other 
p rr ))('rliPS bei11g- developed as shOP­
ping cr 'lters. Now. Giese said. thP 
city iR looking- to Brown to fulfill 
~hn n rnrnise·: hP ml!dP at that time.
