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Bicentennial Committee

A year and a half are left until
1876 and no one yet knows for
sure whether the nation will in-
deed catch “bicentennial fever"
Greenbelt, however, is already
“with it" - with the blessing of
city council a bicentennial commit-
tee began operating recently and
has already scheduled a public ses-
sion on Wednesday, August 14, to

air some of its proposals and soli-
cit others from interested citizens.

“ Council established the commit-
tee on July 8 and decreed that it
should contain from 5 to 12 mem-
bers. Right now its membership
includes Steve Polaschik (elected
chairman), Dorothy Sucher, Pat
O'Shea, David Stern, Sue Lange
and Al Herling, as well as coun-
cilman Charles Schwan and city
manager Jim Giese who represent
the city council and do not vote.

The committee’s first meeting
was held Wednesday, July 24 and
was mainly concerned with the col-
lection of ideas - conventional
ideas, far—out ones, historical, en-
tertaining, grandiose, cheap, edu-
cational, ideas of every sort and
type: it is truly amazing how in-
genious Greenbelters ean become
when they have to rise to an oc-
casion! Samples? Special pro-
grams for the city's July 4th ob-
servance and Labor Day festival,
a museum of the “New Deal” per-
iod (or of Greenbelt’s history),
parks around revolutionary period
cemeteries (the city now has three)
a self-guiding trail for visitors,
a compilation of Greenbelt history,
a housing project for elderly citi-
zens, a bicentennial monument, a
conference for city planners, a
competition for composing a
“Greenbelt March” - and the list
is still growing.

Next Steps

The next official step is for
Greenbelt's program to be rec-
ognized by the national bicenten-
nial commission, to which it is to
be submitted. If the commission
agrees, Greenbelt will be designa-
ted as one of the “Bicentennial
Committees" and its programs will
be included in a nationwide pub-
licity campaign.

A more visible mark of the des-
ignation would be the awarding
of a ‘“bicentennial flag" bearing
the red-white-and-blue emblem of
the bicentennial. This flag will
symbolize our official participation
and could be flown below the stars
and stripes in front of the city
hall.

On Wednesday, August 14, the
committee will hold its second
meeting - an open meeting de-
gigned to draw local organiza-
tions and individuals into the pre-
paration of the bicentennial ob-
servance. New ideas will be so-
licited and it is possible that
thereafter members will be added
to the committee to help carry
out the program. The meeting will
begin at 8 p.m. in the city council
chamber: more details can be ob-
tained by contacting Steve Polas-
chik (474-9352) or Jim Giese (474
R003).

BOND ISSUE POSSIBLE

Council Urged to Proceed

With Land

Acquisition Plan

Emerging from the August 5 public hearing was a consensus
that the city council could not go wrong by proceeding as rapidly
as possible with its land acquisition plans in parcels 1 and 2 (the
land between the Greenbelt Homes, Inc. property and the Balti-
more-Washington Parkway). At the hearing, called for the pur-
pose of considering a variety of limited proposals for purchasing
about 33 acres of parcels 1 and 2 land, a number of speakers urged
council to consider much more extended purchases of land in the

area.

. Former councilwoman Rhea Co-
hen suggested a doubling of the
area being considered for purch-
ase on the grounds that this would
preserve the city's original design
for a belt of ‘open space along-
side the densely developed residen-
tial area.

She saw a need for reserving
parcel 1 and 2 land as a buffer
against the Parkway, noting that
plans for the latter include wid-
ening and permission for truck
traffic in order to accommodate
Outer Beltway traffic diverted
from I-708 and I-95 freeways. Al-
though the city is officially op-
posed to this highway scheme,
Mrs. Cohen said, there is much
pressure at the State level for it
and she therefore saw the land
acquisition program as a “kind of
community life insurance.”

She was joined by many other
speakers who saw a need for
more space in this part of the city
for recreational facilities and for
preserving the woods for walkers
and wildlife.

Al Skalnik expressed support
for purchase of major portions of
parcel 1 to forestall high-density
apartment development of the
land, reminding citizens of the
problems the city has had with
the Greenbriar development. He
thought the appropriate time to
make such purchases was now
and warned of the dangers of wait-
ing until the sewer moratorium
is lifted.

Gabe Sucher also nofed the ur-
gency of using capital funds for
massive purchase of land, in com-
parison with using such funds
for other types of capital improve-
ments, because, as he put it, “You
can‘t buy parkland once it is de-
veloped.”

Gloria Houck, a new resident,
expressed concern over the pollu-
tion and loss of green space that
would accompany development of
parcels 1 and 2. She said that in-
fluencing her decision to stay in
Greenbelt were the efforts made
to date to preserve the low-den-
sity character, uniqueness, and
beauty of the city.

City Council Reaction

City Council members were gen-
erally sympathetic to more exten-
sive purchases in parcel 1, but ex-
pressed concern over costs, City
manager James Giese said that
only about $95000 had been bud-
geted this year out of the $950,000
bond issues’ remaining funds for
land acquisition in parcel 1, and
it is anticipated that the cost of
the 33 acres will run about four
to five times as much. He was
pessimistic about the chances of
making up the whole difference
through Federal or open-space
grant money.

It was generally agreed that any
purchases in excess of the 33 acres
would require a bond issue to be
voted on by the citizens. Coun-
cilman Tom White questioned
whether this is thé time to have
a bond issue in light of the high
interest rates.

He also said that criticism had
been expressed about the earlier
£950.000 bond issue of 1968 because
of the delay in expending the pro-
ceeds, though he acknowledged
that city projeets worth almost
twice as much as the original bond

issue have been secured through
matching Federal and State open-
space grants.

Mrs. Cohen and Skolnik urged
consideration of another bond is-
sue. Skolnik noted that much of
the 1968 bond issue money that
was intended for land purchases
had to be diverted to meeting the
rising cost of such priority items
as the Springhill Lake Recrea-
tion Center. Support was also
voiced by Norman Weyel, Gordon
Allen, and Janet James.

Councilmen Gil Weidenfeld and
Charles Schwan said that they
would generally favor a bond issue
but thought it should encompass
more than land acquisition funds
because of the many other capi-
tal needs of the city., Mayor Rich-
ard Pilski said “A bond issue is
just a matter of timing.” And
councilman Richard Castaldi ag-
reed that the objective was to get
as much of the property as pos-
sible. All the councilmen agreed
that the first step was to move
ahead on the 33-acre purchase
immediately and this item was
placed on the agenda for the reg-
ular council meeting of Monday,
August 12,

Which Tracts?

As for which portions of parcel
1 to purchase as a starter, the
consensus favored the city coun-
cil’'s proposal for acquiring a strip
of —land (245 aeres) along the
northern boundary of the city con-
necting Laurel Hill road to the
recently acquired surplus land
east of parcel 1 and a second strip
of land (4.2 acres) along the east-
ern boundary of the city connec-
ting the surplus land to the Board
of Education property adjacent to
the landfill.

Whatever differences existed,
they were of the type that brought
together rather than separated the
audience. For example, Jim O'Sul-
livan, a member of the city's Ad-
vigory Planning Board, which or-
iginally had recommended pur-
chase of 30 acres along the east-
ern boundary of parcel 1, said
that the APEB now considered the
council plan an “acceptable alter-
native."

Skolnik, noting that the city's
Park and Recreation Advisory
Board opposed the northern strip
purchase in favor of 15 acres north
of the Board of Education proper-
ty and sadjacent to the surplus
land, suggested that the city pur-
chase both pieces of land, thus
“satisfying everyone."

Chairman Joe Wilkinson of PR-
AB explained that PRAB had op-
posed the northern strip purchase
because it felt that the Agricul-
tural Research Center land to the
north would provide enough of a
buffer. Others felt that more of a
guarantee was needed,

Councilman White also explain
ed his preference for the northern
strip, which is being planned as
a wilderness park and trailway,
because it assured accessibility to
the area from the built-up sec-
tions of Greenbelt. He noted that
the city council's proposal would
permit development of a circumfer-
ential bicycle trail going all the
way from Laurel Hill Road along
the city's boundaries south to the
sanitary landfill and perhaps ev-
en further south with school board
cooperation.

As for parcel 2, the only issue
was whether the city should pur-
chase 4 acres or 10 acres on the
south side of Hamilton Road or
posite the GHI administration of
fices. The larger number was fav
ored by PRAB because it woull
permit a link up with school board
property.

No opposition to land purchases
in parcels 1 and.2 were expressed.
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Against Tennis Courts
To the Editor:

Whether the construction of the
new tennis courts practically in
the back yards of residences of
Lakeside Drive represents vindice—
tiveness on the part of some city
officials or is just another example
of gross stupidity and poor plan-
ning, the result is the same,

Due to the location of these
courts, four to six private homes
on fower Lakeside have NO resale
value, No buyer is going to pay 40
to 60 thousand dollars for a house
with a view from the picture win-
dow of ugly black surfacing sur
rounded by very high metal poles
and fencing. Even less charming
will be the view of boney ankles,
knobby knees and pot bellies of
middle-aged would-be athletes,

Not only is the view horrible,
tennis is a very noisy game. All
day long at the existing courts,
these people chatter, yell, seream
and fuss, Now the eity plans to
flouble the noise, not just during
the daylight hours of summer but
day and night all year round.

Additionally, the city did not in-
form the homeowners on Lakeside
of this proposed “tennis complex"
in order to permit them a voice
on a project that would have con
siderable impact on their lives,
personal as well ag financial.

Last but not least, the paving
over of a large part of Braden
Field has deprived many children
of a ball practice area, Tt has also
deprived the students of St. Hugh's
of a plavground. Like so many of
our highly touted and expensive
recreation programs, this one is
adult-oriented at the expense of
the juveniles, The high incidence
of vandalism and arson during the
past few weeks in this area may
very well be an expression of the
resentment - the younger eitizens
felt at being crowded out by a
small group of greedy adults.

I suggest to my fellow home-
owners, whose property values
have been destroyed by this con
struction, that we band together
to take legal action to protect
our finaneial investment as well
as our sanity. I also reauest that
the city halt any activity in the
arca concerned until the citizens
who have been harmed have a
chance to be heard,

And,
if vou will check Schedule J, you
will find that garage rents along
with Other Income and Service
Income is used to pav Schedule
J for eight months out of twelve
OVETYy Year.

What this amounts to is a ploy
to TRIPLE the salaries of four
departments, namely: General
Manager's office, the Sales Office,
the Contracts office, and the Fis-
cal department.

By this ploy we are spending
$1,040 each and every day to get
a little secrestarial work and a
little bookkeeping done! And, at
the same time, those of us who

arpg renting garages are sceing
them deteriorate before our very
eves.

Rent should he used garage
rent, ic -~ to pay taxes on the ga-
rages, scheduled preventive main-
tenance, and then a small book
keeping charge noting the rent is
paid!

Our garages willy continue to de
teriorate until we have taxable but
unuseable property as long as Mr.
Breashears continues to managoe
our affairs as he does and this
is expresged in his letter to Mr,
Holly, quote: “I can only say that
the roofs on these garages will be
replaced when funds are avallable,
hopefully next summer, if not cer-
tainly during our next budget
yvear."”
