Thus, the Labor Day Festival 
was on its way. The theme of 
the program was the Green­
belt Youth Recreational Build­
ing Fund.

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GHI Investments 
To thl' Editor: 

W e think the matte r of invest 
m c>nt of GHI funds requires mor,, 
discussion , especially since a con 
trovr rsy developed at the August 
15th Board meeting as to manage 
m c>nt's handling of thC'se funds. 

GHI has received $186,719.95 
from th<' Government National 
Mortgage Association (GNMA). 
This represents seven months' 
principal payments previously 
made (12-73 thru 6- 74). GHI is to 
withhold an additional five mon 
thly principal payments (.Julv 
thru Nov.> to complete the one 
year deferment. Thus, the July 
principal payment of $27,031.12 
was held back, creating a total of 
~213.751.08 of GNMA deferral 
funds in GHI hands. 

GHI has agreed to repay GN­
MA in full by the end of 1977 with 
a balloon payment and is accum­
ulating funds for that purpose. 
$15,313.20 has been collected since 
June> 1974 by an increasP in mem­
bers' monthly charges. 

As of the August 15 Board 
m eeting, GHI had $229.064.28 of 
dpferment and membPr repayment 
funds available, as follows:

The $147,654.28 was included in 
the purchase from Suburban Trust 
Co. of an Investment Certificate 
at an annual rate of ll31 % to 
mature September 30, 1974 with­
a maximum insured amount of 
$20,000, not $30,000. as reported in 
the News Review of August 22. 
1974.

category of "savings and check­
ing accounts" as provided in the 
bylaws. We were not among those 
who proposed that we obtain our at­
torney's opinion as to what typP of 
investments are permitted under the 
bylaws. We felt and still believe 
that if the bylaws are not clear 
as to what is intended they should 
be clarifiep in accordance with 
Jllembers' wishe~ at this time. Un-

There will be two showings - at 1: 30 p.m. and 3: 30 
p.m. on Saturday, August 31 at the Meeting Room of the Green­
belt Branch Library. 

GREENBELT BEING FIi.MED 
AS "CITY Of f UT URE" 
Picture to be Viewed by 50,000,000

Greenbelt, the eyes of the world 

are upon you! 
When the motion picture, "The 

City", now under production in 
Greenbelt, is completed and goes on 
display at the New York World's 
Fair it will, before the Fair is end­
ed, be subject to the praise and cri­
ticism of probably fifty million peo­
ple who will flock into New York 
from all over the world to visit the 
F'air. 

When American Documentary 
Films selected Greenbelt as being 
"representative of the city of the 
future" they put the town on a 
mighty pedestal to withstand the 
scrutiny of the world, and it will 
take the wholehearted cooperation 
of every citizen here to maintain 
that position without bringing a de­
luge of criticism down upon us. 

Willard Van Dyke, who, with Ro­
ger Barlow, is now photographing 
the Greenbelt sequences says that 
one reel of the planned three-reel 
production will be devoted entirely 
to Greenbelt in showing how the 
world is reaching the stage where 
the cities are planned in advance 
and such important items as play 
space and safety for children are 
taken into consideration. The other 
two reels will be a series of se­
quences leading up to the "city of 
the future." In t hem will be shown 
how the growth of industrial devel­
opments has slowly blotted out the 
bright attractive homes of the ear­
lier settlers, and ·how congested 
cities have risen in their stead 
with thought only for habitat near 
the scene of activity and with no 
provision for the welfare of the in­
habitants. From there the sequence 
leads to the great metropolitan cen­
ters with their inevitable slums and 
unhealthy living conditions where 
innocent children must grow up in 
an atmosphere of crime and degra­
dation; th en the congested, unplan­
ned highways which are in large 
part responsible for approximately 
35,000 t raffic fatalities annually. 

Then comes the planned highway, 
designed for the greatest possible 
safety to driver and pedestrian and, 
finally the planned city. 

In photographing the Greenbelt 
sequences, Mr. Van Dyke says he is 
stressing the child angle, showing 
how the many playgrounds have 
been provided and how the main 
streets are designed with the side­
walks leading underneath them, so 
the child can go out to play, to 
school or to visit the neighbor with­
out the mother wondering whether 
it will ever reach home again. The 
athletic interest and the facilities 
available are also given considera­
tion, showing that, while the child 
is adequately provided for, the rest 
of the community is by no means 

neglected. The community cooper­
ative medical plan also comes in 
for its share of attention. 

In going about his work Mr. Van 
Dyke says he has been very much 
impressed by the marvelous cooper­
ation given him by the children of 
the community. Moving his many 
pieces of equipment from one 
setup to another would ordinardly 
be a problem, but in Greenbelt, he 
says, there is always a crowd of 
youngsters on hand eager and wil­
ling to help him. In fact his biggest 
problem here, he says, is keeping 
peace among the children when sev­
eral of them insist on 1!arcying or 
holding this or that piece of equip­
ment, and in getting them to quit 
work long enough to go home for 
lunch. 

The photographic work for the 
entire production will require ap­
proximately 45,000 feet of film, ac­
cording to Mr. Van Dyke. When the 
trimming is completed, and the 
scenes are omitted which are unsat­
isfactory because of faulty ,photog­
raphy, lack of interest, etc., and 
the film reaches the final stage, 
only 3000 feet will remain, of which 
1,000 feet will be devoted to life in 
Greenbelt.

As stated in a News Review 
editorial of 1958, this is the one 
holiday that melds all Greenbel­
ters into that "giddy, gaudy whirl."
