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City Council Discusses Everything
From Solid Waste to Snow Removal

Although the difficult decision on the overpass selection and
final action on Metro bus routing consumed much of the City
Council's time on May 1, other matters such as PRAB reports, solid
waste products charge, Metro fares and hours, Water Resources
Plan presentation and presentation of a proclamation were also

taken up.

PRAB

Council accepted two reports
submitted by the city's Park and
Recreation Advisory Board (PRAB)
and will discuss them at a future
meeting. In the first report, PRAB
noted that they reviewed and ac-
cepted the Recreation and Parks
Budgets with the recommendation
that future budgets dealing with
“Park and Playground Mainten-
ance be broken down into at least
three categories to better reflect
program costs for budget informa-
tion and presentation purposes”

In the second report, PRAB sug-
gested that the city council urge
other local jurisdictions, through
the Metropolitan Council of Gav-
ernments and the Maryland Muni-
cipal League, to hold Fourth of
July fireworks celebrations in an
effort to reduce the impact of
crowds at the Greenbelt Lake Park
and other communities that annual-
ly bear the costs of these events,
PRAB felt this “would be the first
major step toward preservation

and rehabilitation of our Lake

Park”

Solid Waste

The Federal Resourses Conserva-
tion and Recovery Act of 1976 pro-
vided for a formation of a Re-
source Conservation Committee
that was charged with studying the
feasibility of setting a solid waste
tax on certain consumer products
(package materials, cellophane,
etc.) distributer level. The monies
collected would go into a pool
which would be distributed to mu-
nicipalities, such as Greenbelt, that
have solid waste responsibilities.
The city staff will evaluate this new
concept. Additionally the matter
will be referred to the council of
Governments and the Prince
Georges Municipal League,

Water Resources
The city will hold a public hear
ing in June on a Water Quality
Management Plan under the re-

quirement of Section 208 of the
Federal Water Pollution Control
Act of 1972, The plan developed by
the Water Resources Planning
Board and the Council of Govern-
ments, was brought to Council
attention by councilman Thomas
White, This plan will become the
basis for future federal funding
of wastewater treatment plants and
issuance of discharge permits.
Some of the major recommenda-
tions are: banning of phosphate
detergents, increasing of both s
wage treatment plant capaeity and
treatment efficiency, adopting of
more stringent plumbing codes by
state and local jurisdictions, identi-
fying “non-point" source loads for
critical watersheds in the region
and applying stringent controls,
assessing potential impacts on wa-
ter quality before new development
occurs, increasing the number of
control at construction sites, and
composting of all new sources of
organic/chemical sludges wherever
possible and developing regional
markets for composted sludge.
Upon request by Austin Green,
council proclaimed the month as
Family Camping Month in Green-
belt, Green said, “Family camping
encourages the conservation of
America’'s natural beauty and the
efficient use of its natural re-
sources for outdoor recreation.”
Accepting the proclamation were
Austin and Evelyn Green, Retired
Field Directors of the National
Campers and Hikers Association.

extend rail operating hours from
8 p.m. to 11 p.m. weekdays and
to operate the rail system for
fourteen hours on Saturday.

The advent of Metro
rapid rail is one of the most un-
ique and innovative accomplish-
ments this metropolitan area has
achieved in recent years through
regional cooperation.

Greenbelt City Council prides
itself on its continued support
for a full 100 mile Metro system.
Expanded rail operating hours,
besides having a positive effect
on air guality, and serving the
needs of many who work non-
conventional hours, also provide
an opportunity to introduce ma-
ny others to the benefits of
Washington’s rapid rail system,
thus hopefully generating added
regular use. Thus, it seems to
us only appropriate that those
segments already in operation
and those under construction re-
‘ceive as near optimum use as
possible. Accordingly, we are
fully supportive of the proposed

expanded rail operating hours,

One of the council's concerns is

Architecture Students Prepare
Detailed Plans for Lake Park

On Thursday, April 13, City Council and the Park and Recrea-
tion Advisory Board held a joint work session to hear a presenta-
tion for the redesign of the Greenbelt Lake Park. The study was
the work of students from a Landscape Architectural Class of the
Department of Horticulture, College of Agriculture of the Univer-

sity of Maryland.

In attendance were Mayor Pilski,
Councilmen Weidenfeld, Castaldi
and White; City Manager James K.
Giese and Harry G. Irving, Director
of Recreation. PRAB Chairman
Ronald Ott, Vice Chairman Toni
Bram and Board members Joseph
Wilkinson, Wayne Spong and Ro-
bert Greig were present,

This was not the first occasion
that the subject of redesigning the
Lake Park has arisen. In 1971 a
plan, which also included Braden
Field, was submitted by T.D. Dona—
van and Associates. No agreement
could be reached regarding the pro-
ject and the plan was not acted
upon.

More recently, Council requested

that it be ascertained whether or
not University of Maryland students
would work on a study of the site.
It was felt that they could inject
creativity and their input would he
given with a detached attitude. Har-
ry Irving approached Professor Bill
Gould at the University of Mary-
land, who subsequently assigned the
Park's redevelopment as a class
project,
Class Effort

Phillip McKewin, Myra Brosius,
Diana Henry, Kathy Richardson
and Jim McNulty, the students who
presented the project, represented a
class effort that took approximately
three months and produced 200
sketches, The students were to

study the Lake Park in detail, give
their evaluation of its condition and
problems, and to give their recom-
mendations. The area under scru-
tiny was that extending from the
entrance of the Park to the lake,
including the bandstand, picnie
and play areas and the concession
stand. The dam was not a part of
the study as it presented wvarious
problems. The students did not
concern themselves with cost as-
sessment but when proposing trees
and shrubbery they did consider the
cost factor. After an initial wvisit
to the Lake Park the class was di-
vided into three groups. Each of
these groups was charged by Phillip
MeKewin, project leader, to work on
different use areas. This division
into use areas was practical from
several standpoints. Functionally,
the separation of activity areas
would ensure participants a lesser
degree of interference from others
enjoying the park facilities. If the
plan were accepted it could be ac-

PRAB REPORT ON BLOCK GRANT
STRESSES NORTH END PLAYGROUND

Reaction to city staff proposals for the allocation of $30,000 in
Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) funds for play-
ground improvements on April 17 prompted city council to set up
a work session for May 24 to go over the proposals fully: The
grant is available through the Federal Block Grant Program, which
is administered by the Department of Housing and Urban De-
velopment. The neighborhood which has been designated for the
funds is the old part of Greenbelt—GHI and the commercial center.
After receiving and reviewing the recommendations of the Park
and Recreation Advisory Board (PAB), the city staff made de-
tailed proposals for the use of the funds.

One of the PRAB recommenda—
tions receiving strong staff support
was to grant high priority to the
North End. Although the report
recommended that 35% of the funds
be utilized to create “a large, com-
prehensive playground in the North
End,” city staff disagreed because
no suitable site is available for such
a playground. They suggested that
funds be used instead to upgrade
many smaller playgrounds.

Many people at the April 17
council meeting continued to feel
that the North End was “short-
changed." Mary Clarke stated that
on her block there were no play-
grounds for little children. She felt

NOTE: This is a preliminary
agenda subject to change,

that the plan gives more attention
to the South End. According to
City Manager Jim Giese, however,
there is no city-owned land for a
playground in the North End. De-
velopment of mnew playgrounds
would have to wait until a for-
malized agreement is arranged be-
tween GHI and the city about plae—
ing city equipment on GHI land.
Currently, he explained, the city
maintains eight playgrounds on
GHI property, the right to put play—
ground equipment there having
been authorized in a letter from the
GHI manager. To date a more for-
mal easement agreement has not
been worked out.

In its report the staff has recom—
mended that equipment be pur-
chased for a number of playgrounds
instead of concentrating on a few,
Various types of Jog climbers have
been designated for playgrounds at
12 Crescent, 1 Southway, 2 Eastway,
corner of Plateau and Ridge, Me-
Donald Field, 15 Laurel Hill, 12 and
14 courts Hillside, and 3 Gardenway.
Whirls are set aside for Garden-
way east of 2, 6 Hillside, 73 Ridge
and the corner of Plateau and
Ridge. A three-piece wood swing
is allocated for Gardenway east of
2 and an atom splitter swing for
73 Ridge. A log roll for McDonald
Field, a wood balance beam for
Candy Cane City, a tot Bridge
slide for 8 and 10 courts Southway
and a log cabin for 6 Hillside have
also been designated. To benefit
the elderly, as requested in the
PRAB report, rest shelters are
planned for the corner of Plateau
and Ridge and the Centerway un-
derpass. Two cement game tables
by Form Incorporated are also
planned for the Center Mall.

At the April council meeting, ma-
ny residents seemed to feel that
there was an excess of tot lots.
Hillside resident Alan Amberg re-
quested eguipment for older chil-
dren, such as a basketball court for
hizs neighborhood playground, It
was suggested that it was necessary
to look into each area and the nges
of its constituents.

Ercsion Control

Another concern was for more
erosion control on playgrounds, The
staff report estimates $10088 for
the purchase of equipment, $1,832
for freight charges, and $8500 for
contract installation. The balance
of $500 is designated for lands
materials such as railroad
gravel, stone, concrete, wood chips,
top soil and sod. Giese stated that
more funds could be spent for land
scape materials to aid in erosion
control but it would cause compli
cations from the grant restrictions.
The added government regulations
would reduce purchasing powers.
Using more money for erosion corn-
trol might mean reducing the num
ber of playgrounds improved and -
equipment purchased. More money
might also be available if the price
of the equipment is discounted be-
cause of the large purchase. Ano-
ther possibility is eity installation
of the equipment using, in part, the
CETA crew if it is authorized be-
yond September 30. However, staff
notes that this action would burden
city forces and delay other neces-
sary park work. At present play-
ground maintenance is primarily

Mandan Overpass —
A Viable Alternative

To the Editor:

By a 3-2 vote the Greenbelt City
Couneil has expressed its opinion
on the Baltimore-Washington ov-
erpass. It is unfortunate that the
community divisiveness generated
by this issue extended to the city
council vote, although I doubt even
a unanimous -vote would have been
the final word on this issue.

While all Council members allud-
ed to the cost of the alternative ov
erpass routes, no member addressed
thi= as the major consideration.
(After all, Uncle Sam will provide
most of the funds with money sup-
plied by us taxpayers.)

Instead the paramount concern
seemed to be human life versus
property rights, Always the issue
was an either/or proposition, and
the equation was inevitable. Either
you are for public safety, or you
are for fences and “No trespas-
sing” signs; either you are for Man-
dan Road, or you are for Garden-
WAaY.

1 flatly reject this reasoning: the
two are not mutually exclusive. In
fact the fences along the B-W Park-
way were originally constructed at
the City Council's insistence to pro-
tect Greenbelt's children by dis—
couraging pedestrian traffic across
the Parkway. In trampling down
private fences and trees, irrespon-
sible persons have also trampled
down protection provided for every-
one's safety.

When citizens suggest that these
persons illegally crossing the B-W
Parkway be apprehended and fined
in accordance with existing laws,
the citizens are told these laws are
almost impossible to enforee with-
out constant police surveillance.
And yet the mayor himself met sey-
eral such persons on his examina-
tion of the shortcut route. Some-
how 1 sense a debilitation in law
enforcement that is endemic to our
current society.

I must take further exception
to the suggestion that the Garden-
way route will “maximize public
safety”’. While pedestrians will no
longer have to dash across the B-W
Parkway, the Greenbriar side of
the route is a pedestrian night-
mare, The proposed route will
cross through one end of a parking
lot, thread its way along an island
between two rows of parked cars,
then swing diagonally across the
driving lane/parking lot at a ma-
jor entrance from Hanover Park-
way to the parking spaces. Nor are
the pedestrians out of danger yet.
They must still cross both lanes of
divided Hanover Parkway, on
which the 35 MPH speed limit is
violated more frequently than pe-
destrians cross the B-W Parkway.
How is safety increased by sending
pedestrians through two parking
lots and across roads designed for
automobile traffic? Are we going
to spend a quarter-million dollars
{minimum) to overpass the Balti-
more-Washington Parkway, only to
end up with pedestrians darting a-
croes Hanover Parkway? The city
council should consider the safety
of the entire route and not merely
the focal point of the present safe-

ty hazard.
I have carefully avoided using
“students” in talking about “pe-

destrians” above. I recognize that
students are only a portion of the
pedestrian traffic. However, there
is a double standard applied to
concern for student safety. Appar-
ently if the Gardenway route is not
selected, students will continue to

shortcut at the existing path. I
suggest that some students will
cross wherever it is shortest for
them, regardless of where the over-
pass is located, The Eleanor Roose-
velt PTSA, its site selection com-
mittee, and various speakers at the
public hearing contend that only
Gardenway will afford adeguate
student safety, Meanwhile the El-
eanor Roosevelt athletic depart-
ment sends its track cross country
team along Hanover Parkway and
Greenbelt Road during the after-
noon rush hour traffic. Running
along a busy roadway is infinitely
more dangerous than darting ac-
ross one. Hopefully the PTSA will
alert the Prince Georges County
Board of Education to this obvious-
ly unsafe gituation also.

It has been argued that if the
Gardenway route were not selected,
eich year a new group of students
would have to be taught not to
shortcut across the B-W Parkway.
This is a flimsy excuse at best.
Each year new students are taught
driver's education. Simply expand
the course to include a (very much
needed) lesson on pedestrian and
bicycle safety.

Greenbriar citizens are preparing
to go to court to contest condemna-—
tion and the Gardenway route.
These citizens will be doubly taxed,
for as Greenbriar residents they
must pay for the legal defense, and
as Greenbelt residents they will pay
for their own prosecution. Such a
situation is tragic when an alterna-
tive solutlon exists, The Mandan
Poad route is a viable alternative.

Dear Mrs. Hutzler:

“Relative to your communica—
tion of February 2, 1978, the
Audit Committee has considered
the question which you raised
relative to the financial opera-
tions of the Corporation.

‘“You referred particularly to
an “unrecorded” note in the a-
mount of $177,807. The Commit-
tee found that this amount is
a cumiulative balance that was
transferred from the account of
Suburban Trust Company to the
account of Citizens Bank and
Trust Company. It is composed
of amounts, confirmed in a com-
munication from Wolf and Com-
pany to the Audit Committee, of
$41,040 and $136,857 of current
and non-current borrowing. The
Commiftee found also that the
notes are properly recorded on
the books of the Corporation and
are backed by the line of credit
which the Bank has extended to
GHI.

“You referred to missing a-
mounts in capital improvement
funds, or the difference between
amounts budgeted and amounts
spent in 1876 and in 19877, The
Committee found that the Board
of Directors authorizes the a-
mounts of the difference to be
credited toward the reduction of
members monthly charges. The
credits were authorized at the
time of the adoption of the bud-
get by the Board.

“Now, you raise further ques-
tions in your letter of April 14,
| 1878, on costs assigned Lo homes
north of Northway and south of
Northway. The Committee found
that the contract with Arey &
Co. is justified on the grounds
that the conversion of the large
heating plants located north of
Northway required considerably
more work, such as new piping,
insulation of hot water lines,
tunnel lines, tunnel work, ad-
justments in the boiler rooms,
ete. Consequently. the charge
per home north of Northway
would be higher as against the
homes south of Northway.

“The Committee has conclud-
ed, substantiated by the annu-
al audit of the hooks of the Cor-
poration by Wolf and Company,
and on further examihation of
the facts, that your coneerns and
charges are unfounded.

tinel said “is virtually assured of
winning the appt. to the House
seat.” The vacancy will be filled
by & vote of the Dem. Central Com-
mittee, with the advice of the Mon-
day Morning Breakfast Club. The
Democratic Committee will hold a
public hearing on Wednesday, May
17, at 7:30 pm. in Courtroom #2
of the County Service Building,
5013 Rhode Island Avenue, Hyatts-
ville.

The purpose of the hearing is to
receive testimony and resumes
from those individuals being con-
sidered for the Delegate opening.

Both Pilski and McCarthy will
appear before the Committee. Mc-
Carthy said that he would be re-
signing from the States Attorney's
Office effective June 4 and entering
private practice so that he can run
for the House of Delegates.

Pilski told the News Review that
he still hopes to get the appoint-
ment, despite what one reads in
the county papers. As the top vote-
getter in Iast fall's city council el-
ection, he has demonstrated his po-
litiecal support and electibility,
Therefore, he says, he should have
an advantage over other candidates
from Greenbelt. Pllski feels that

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After Many Discussions Council Finally
Resolves Bus Routes By Taking No Action

Council reached a decision on two
proposed changes in Greenbelt's
Metrobus coverage by voting unani-
mously at the May 1 counecil
meeting to let the coverage remain
as ig, After testimony at council
meetings, a public hearing, and a
work session, council decided not
to ask Metro to set back the time
on the 5:35 p.m. R-15 express. It
also decided not to ask for rerout-
fng of the F-6,

Complaints had been made that
it is difficult for persons working
in downtown Washington who quit
work at 5 p.m. to catch the 5:35
express bus from Stadium/Armory
to Greenbelt. As a solution it was
suggested that the 5:35 p.m. bus
be pushed back 10 minutes to 5:45
s0 that more people would be able
to make it. Only 1 person appeared
in public to testify in favor of the
time change. A elip-out coupon in
the News Review and question
naires put on cars in nearby park-
ing lots brought only seven re-
sponses, four in favor of the change
and three opposed. A survey made
one evening on the 5:35 bus indi-
cated that 14 of the 33 riders were
opposed to the change and 19 were
not,

Council felt that there was no
strong response to their question-
nairé and that therefore the time
of departure should remain as it is.

Couneilman Thomas White ex-
pressed the belief that a better solu-
tion would be for Metro to convert
an R 12 to an R 11-R 15 express
to Springhill Lake and the center
of Greenbelt. White did net think
the R 12 conversion would make

that much difference to Metro be-
cause he saw mostly the same peo-
ple. riding the later local bus now
as those who would be riding a
later express.

A Representative from the Coun-
ty Department of Transportation
(DOT) had indicated earlier to
couneil that such a conversion
would not be feasible. Nevertheless
council moved that the staff inquire
of DOT and the Washington Metro—
politan Area Transit Authority (W-
MATA) of the possibility of such
a change. One reservation held by
Councilman Gil Weidenfeld was
that such a change might be too
late in lieu of the fact that it
would take several months to be
implemented and then it would be
close to the time of the opening of
the New Carrollton Metro railroad
station, Greenbelt express buses
would be rerouted then anyway.
White pointed out that the change,
although it would be in operation
for a short time, might convert peo-

ple to Metro who were now driving *

cars and those new passengers
would be kept when the new sta-
tion opened.

F 6 Route

Council had also considered ask-
ing for a change in the new F6
route which comes into Greenbelt
by way of Lakecrest, Lakeside,
Westway and Crescent to the cen-
ter, Because of complaints from
residents on or mnear the route
several alternative routes were
looked at. © One would turn right
at the top of the hill at Westway
and Ridge, one would turn left at
the same  intersection and one

would come into the city by South-
way Road. There was active citizen
support for the present route, par-
ticularly from citizens in the south
of the city who expressed satisfac-
tion that their section of the city
was finally being served.

Council investigated charges of
pollution, congestion and noise
caused by the bus and decided
that the present route was the best
route to the center and also the
safest, causing the least amount of
pollution and congestion.

Citizen Request

Council heard a request from Dr.
Bertram Donn, Woodland Way, on
behalf of some Greenbelt residents
that council support a congressional
amendment that would transfer
funds from the military budget to
civilian uses. The sum of about 5
billion dollars would come from re-
dueced military spending and be
available for use by cities for such
things as elderly housing, mass
transportation, direct loan pro-
grams, health services, ete.

Backing Donn's request Rebecca
Williams noted that this was “more
a statement that we want the fed:
eral government to consider people
who are here . . . "

After deliberation council agreed
that they could not represent the
views of the people of Greenbelt on
national but could only
speak as Individuals, each accord-
ing to belief,
As a council, therefore, they de-
cided not to speak for the trans-
fer amendment.

At Tuesday's hearing GHI at-
torney, Albert Ginsberg, filed a
motion to dismiss the complaint
because the HRC had not complied
with its own rules which provides
for a reasonable time period after
the complaint is made for GHI to
respond. (Though the case was
filed in 1975, a hearing was not
scheduled until the one on Tues-
day). Moreover, Ginsberg said,
there was never a finding by the
HRC of failure of conciliation or
that a violation had even occurred,

Richard Alper, Mitten's attorney,
has been given 10 days to respond
to the motion. The commission was
to meet again on May 8 to decide
whether to dismiss Mitten's case
because of Ginsberg's motion,

In the Hemphill-Bradley case
which came before the HRC in
1976, GHI had denied an unmarried
couple’s attempt to buy a house,
The HRC, after a number of hear-
ings toock GHI to court, claiming
discrimination against unmarried
couples. In Feb, 1978, the court dis-
missed the case “without preju-
dice”, finding that the HRC has

Hemphill-Bradley provided the
incentive for County Council Chair-
man Francis White to introduce a
bill which would permit landlords
to refuse to rent to persons unre—
lated by blood, marriage or adop-
tion, That bill eventually died,

In the Mitten case, she is claim-
ing that she has been discrimin-
ated against because of her age,
sex, marital status and occupation.

GHI general manager Roy Brea-
shears stated that Mitten's age sex,
marital status and occupation were
all known to GHI at the time she
purchased her home and therefore
she has not been discriminated ag-
ainst,

In another case recently filed with
the HRC, Donovan vs. GHI, the
complaint alleges that GHI is dis—
criminating against single people
because the GHI board has asked
Betty Donovan a single homeowner
in the cooperative, to tell GHI when
she and her fiance plan to be mar-
ried. His remaining in the home
is, according to GHI, a violation
of the contract Donovan signed
when she became a member,

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ARCHITECTURE from page 1
complished in phases. Funding for
the entire project would not have
te be undertaken immediately, nor
would the park have to be shut
down in order to be reconditioned
and beautified.

Harry Irving was given a prelim-
inary presentation when the studies
were completed. According to Me—
Kewin, Irving gave the students
valuable insights and advised them
on the preferences and priorities of
council. The positive features of
all three proposals were then drawn
together into a cohesive plan for
presentation.

Sketches

The overall design included six
major sketches. The first black
and white representation was an in-
ventory of the Park today. It
showed the location of power lines,
trees, shrubbery; the state of the
entranceway, bandstand, and lake-
front, ete. There have been no
drastic changes since the 1963 in-
ventory, simply a natural progres-
sion in the proces of soil erosion
and tree loss.

Overall Plan

The next drawing was the final
desgign plan. It displayed the stu
dents’ concept of all that should
be changed in the Lake Park. The
entrance way to the Park was
found lacking in definition, The
students emphasized this aspect
and a conceptual design of what
the entry might look like with trees
and shrubbery was presented. They
suggested using varieties of shrubs
in different colors to indicate a new
activity area. For example the
entranceway theme would be red
and white and the next area would
be planted in shades of yellow, Tt
was recommended that the view of
the maintenance facility be screen
ed from the parking area. The
realignment of the parking area it-
self and the creation of islands was
suggested. The tot lot was shown
screened by plants and shaded; fa-
cilities for play and parent seating
were added.

Bandstand

The bandstand would be redone
in a gazebo design, which is both
traditional and nostalgic. It would
provide an entertainment area with
a view of the water, and would be
surrounded by shrubs to correct a
water problem. The concession
stand would be redone in the same
shape to give it style and tie it in
with the rest of the park. A boat
dock would be an added feature.

Dock

A high priority of the plan was
the construction of a bulkhead or
dock along the water’s edge from
the concession stand to the dam.
Hopefully the dock would halt the
erosion which is gradually eating a-
way at the shoreline; it would ex-
tend out over the water allowing
people to get closer to the water,
feed the ducks, fish, etc. The im
portance of the erosion factor was
highly stressed by the students. It
was noted that the grass had been
overused and very little vegetation
exists at present. Total regrading
was not deemed necessary but some
leveling would have to be done. In
addition to the use of trees, and
bushes, sodding and/or seeding
would be a partial solution to the
erosion problem.

Detailed Drawings

The “planning plan” was the stu-
dents’ key as to which plan went
where. It included the genus names
of the plants that had been sugges—
ted to curb erosion, and to en-

PRAB from page 1
limited to mowing, leaf and trash
removal, and equipment repair.

Walkways

Another concern expressed by
Don Velk was for improvement of
walkways and outdoor lighting. In
February, PRAB requested that, if
possible, part of the $100,000 federal
grant for street improvements be
used on Bike trails, underpasses,
sidewalks, and lighting improve-
ments for the internal walkways.
City staff has noted that any such
change would first require the au-
thorization of the Prince Georges
County Council. Because most of
the internal walkway system is on
GHI property, the city does not
have jurisdiction to improve walks.
Although desirable, constructing
sidewalks in many areas would be
difficult because of the narrow
rights—of-way.

Giese noted that the city is ex-
ploring relighting. However, the
lights are rented from Pepco with
the ecity paying a monthly service
charge. Since CDBG funds are for
one-time purchases, the additional
operating costs would have to come
out of the city budget. Low level
lights, which are primarily decora—
tive, are being considered for play-
grounds., It is feared that some
people might complain about the
brightness of lights.

Don Volk explained that his main
concern about the report was that
the idea of improving playgrounds
was low on the list of voter priori-
ties at the last election. At council
meeting, Greenbelter Jack Steiffer
complimented the city manager
and staff for working within the
guidelines for the report.

hance and separate
Illustration number five showed
the proposed dock in detail and
dealt with the features of the band-
stand. A color perspective drawing
of the entranceway gave an idea of
what could be done to change the
look and atmosphere of the park.
A special study of the flora and
fauna was undertaken by one of the
students which illustrated warious
species of wildflowers, ducks, and
described the vegetation,

All of the original illustrations
will be kept by the students, and
two sets of prints of the plans will
be sent to the City of Greenbelt for
its own use. Phillip McKewin stated
that his classmates enjoyed working
on the redesigning project because
it gave them an opportunity to work
with a site that actually exists and
supplied conditions. Council and
PRAB members thanked the stu-
dents and praised them for their
efforts.

usage areas.

Recommendations

The strongest recommendations
which grew out of the study were
listed succintly: the redesign of
the park entrance; realignment
and changes in the parking area;
the concept of defined activity ar-
eas; blocking off the view of the
maintenance area upon entering the
park; relocation of maintenance
roads; a bulkhead built to conform
to the configuration of the land;
a new concession area with a boat
dock; and the regrading of much of
the land to stop erosion were the
highest priorities arrived at by the
students. The plan will now be
considered by PRAB members and
their recommendations will then be
pased on to the city council for its
deliberation.

tion of a new facility of approxi-
mately 3,500 sq. ft. APB felt the
request was premature and PRAB
recommended against using green
space for such a purpose.

Snow Removal

Commenting on the Rev, Kenneth
Buker's concern for sidewalk snow
removal, the city staff noted that
this years budget for snow removal
was $6,675 and the actual expendi-
tures totaled $13,800. They pointed
out that the “city had more snow to
contend with this winter than it has
had in probably any of the last ten
years.”

The city uses a snow plow moun-
ted on a small vehicle to plow some
sidewalks and, in particular, the
Center Mall area. However, this
equipment is too large for most
sidewalks. The proposed budget for
the new fiscal year provides $1,500
for the purchase of a sidewalk snow
plow that would be power driven
but hand operated. Its purchase
would not provide for the clearing
of all sidewalks within the city, but
would assist in the clearing of the
more extensively used and ecritical
sidewalk areas, Council was in-
