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City Council Unhappy Over Rezoning
Petition for 5 Acres on Hanover Pkwy

The Greenbelt City Council at
its January 8 meeting is expected
to make a decision on a rezoning
petition for 5.1 acres of Smith-Ew-
ing property. The land is located
within the e¢ity limits, south of
Greenbelt Road between Hanover
Parkway on the east and the future
Greenbelt East/Greenway Shopping
Center on the west. The latter pro-
perty is just outside the borders of
Greenbelt.

The rezoning petition requests
that the parcel be changed to C-8-C
(commercial shopping center) from
R-R (rural residential).

Western Development Corpora—
tion, the developers of Greenway,
are contract purchasers. They are
acquiring the parcel in order to
satisfy a condition of the Prince
Georges County Planning Board
that designates Hanover Parkway
as the main access to the shopping
center. To accomplish this, the 5-
acre parcel will be divided near the
middle by an access drive that will
connect Hanover Parkway to
Greenway.

Originally the developers planned
to use the present access road to
the Goddard Space-Humting Ridge
apartments as the principal en-
trance to the shopping center. How-
ever, the State Highway Adminis—
tration in October 1977 wanted all
access via Hanover Parkway, the
dividing line between commercial
uses to the west and residential uses
(Windsor Green) to the east.

Council Reaction
the city coun—
cil felt that the Prince Georges

County Planning Board erred in
requiring the developers to obtain
the access right-of-way through a
residentially zoned parcel. (An en-
trance to a shopping center cannot
run through residentially =zoned
land.) The condition was set when
the preliminary plan for Greenbelt
East was approved in December
1977. At that time City Manager
James K. Giese raised the guestion
as to whether the planning board
was not in effect making decisions
affecting the development and zon-
ing of the 5-acre parcel without that
property being the subject of the
preliminary plan.,

The majority of council is expec—
ted to oppose the rezoning next
Monday. Council has eonsistently
felt that additional development

+along Route 183 is premature be-

cause road facilities are inadequate

without the improvement of the

Greenbelt-Kenilworth intersection.
APEB Response

The city's Advisory Planning
Board does not cbject to the pro-
posed rezoning but is concerned a-
bout the additional adverse traffic
impact on Greenbelt Road from the
total Greenbelt East development
(28 acres — shopping center, 6 acres
— office building). APB also recom-
mended that direet access from
Greenbelt Road to the 5-acre parcel
should be prohibited and office de-
velopment would be a better utiliza—
tion of the property.

In response to APB at the No-
vember 20 city council meeting, the
developer’s attorney Robert Manzi
of Shlpley, Knight, Manzi and Za-

necki, pointed out that commercial

office zoning has the highest type of
traffic impact at peak rush hours (7
to 8 am. and 5 to 7 pm.) Com-
mercial shopping center zoning, he
said, is a “less intensive use.” Man-
zi thought it "“was difficult to say
if we can get access to Greenbelt
Road" because of SHA restrictions.

Gerald Dillon, vice president of
Western Development Corporation
said the best use of the 5-acre par-
cel would be a “dinner house” or
perhaps a small professional center.

Annexation

Mayor Richard Pilski asked Dil-
lon if the developers had considered
possible annexation by the city of
Greenbelt East. Dillon said “We
researched the matter and decided
not to accept your invitation. We
hope we can go on as good neigh-
bors.”

The city will receive no benefits
(taxes) from any development on
Greenbelt East since the land is not
within the city limits. However,
Hanover Parkway, extended south
of Greenbelt Road, runs for 100’
through Greenbelt land, but would
not serve the Greenhelt population.
Council is econtinuing to study the
possibility of annexation.

Timetable

The staff of the Maryland Na-
tional Capital Park and Planning
Commission is now preparing a
technical report on the rezoning of
the 5-acre parcel. A hearing by the
planning board will follow, after
which the county’s zoning examiner
will consider the rezoning petition
before final action by the county

Greenbelt Homes Board Member
Donald Volk appeared before Coun—
c¢il November 20 to ask for ecity
support of its application for the
GHI area and possibly other por-
tions of Greenbelt. “Greenbelt be-
longs on the National Register,”
said Volk, “It is a milestone in town
planning.”

City Manager James K. Giese, in
his December 4 memo to council,
stated: “From my point of view,
there is no guestion that there is
merit in Greenbelt—an early exper—
iment in community planning—be—
ing designated as an historic place,
even though generally to be so

COUNCIL SUPPORTS MOST
COUNTY LEGISLATION URGED
BY MUNICIPAL ASSOCIATION

At its December 18 meeting, the Greenbelt Cily Council sup-
ported all but two items of the proposed legislative program ef
the Prince Georges County Municipal Association (PGMA).

Council did not go along with
the PGMA's contention that muni-
cipalities should have a veto over
the street renaming sauthority of
the Maryland-National Capital
Park and Planning Commission
(MNCPPC). MNCPPC has been
studying the county, one area at a
time, in an effort to create a coun-
ty-wide uniform naming and num-
bering system. Greenbelt, however,
has no conflicts with the rest of
the county over street names.

Liguor License Veto

Several bills that may come be-
fore the state legislature would of-
fer municipalities a greater voice
in the granting of liquor licenses
to establishments within their bor-
ders. P.G. #300 would grant spe-
cific municipalities including Col-
lege Park the right to veto such
lecenses; P.G. #301 would grant
the same power to all municipalities
including Greenbelt.

At present the L:qnor Board has
the sole authority to issue the li-
censes, though municipalities may
now testify pro or con.

Council also had received a letter
from the mayor of College Park
urging Greenbelt's support for Col-
lege Park's efforts to obtain such a
veto. On the recommendation of
Mayor Pro-Tem Gil Weidenfeld, the
council voted to support College
Park on this issue.

The Municipal Association alse
supports an alternative or fall-back
position should P.G. 300/301 fail
In this case a unanimous vole by
the Liquor Board would be required
to override opposition by a muniei-
pality.

Reecreation: County or loeal?

Few P.G. municipalities besides
Greenbelt have their own full ree-
reation mnd parks program and
have therefore opted out of the
county program under MNCPPC.
Several other cities would now like
to do as Greenbelt does. Legislation
proposed would allow all municipal-
ities the option to participate or
not, about once every ten years.
This length of time would be neo-
essary so that long range budget
and planning capabilities would not
be disrupted.

Truck Coverings

Council had no trouble support—
ing legislation which would require
the covering of all types of trucks
to avoid spilling cargo on public
highways.

Amusement Taxes

At present private organizations
are exempt from paying amusement
taxés even though they require pay-
ment of dues in lien of admission
fees for use of the facilities, The
municipal association supporis lez-
islation which would require a mu-
nicipal waiver in order to exempt
such organizations from paying the
tax—thus the Greenbelt city coun-
eil would decide on an individual
basis whether to grant waivers to
such places as the American Le-
gion which do not now pay the
amusement tax.

Tax Differential

PGMA iz asking for legisiation
which will eliminate the ceiling used
in caleulating the tax differential
reimbursement granted by the
county for services performed by
municipalities. At present the tax
differential can account for no more
than 2.2¢ of the county tax rate.
That ceiling has now been reached,
much sooner than expected.

Business Licenses

Council was less certain about
the last item on the league's legis-
lative agenda. At present businesses
may obtain county licenses without
approval of the wmunicipality in
which the business is located. The
legislation would set up a new step.
Prior to county approval for a busi-
ness license, municipalities would
be asked to say yes or no.

Councilman Richard Castaldi
thought the city could offer “that
kind of review and charge a fee to
cover the cost.”

Weidenfeld suggested that such
legislation should be made optional.
He thought small municipalities
probably wouldn’t want to bother.
Mayor Richard Pilski favored the
licensing power as a tool the city

Motions were made and passed for first readings of 1979
expenditure authorization and truck bids.

The expenditure authorization
was for the amount of $4,008,481.
If passed for second reading at
the next regular board meeting,
management can begin to spend
previously budgeted items for the
overall maintenance of the corpora-
tion for 1979.

5 New Trucks

Also passed for first reading was
approval of the purchase of five
trucks; 4 pick-up trucks and one
dump truck with snow plow at-
tached, By splitting bids the cor-
poration was able to take the lowest
bid for each type of truck and
thereby save. Chris Hanburger
Ford, College Park, is to provide
the pick-ups with Academy Ford
Sales, Ine,, Laurel, providing the
dump truck.

An ad-hoc committee had been
formed to study the methods of
servicing present vehicles, number
of years vehicles were kept, ete.
According to committee member
Norman Weyel, the committes had
found that some of the trucks
should be replaced and had recom-
mended that 5 be purchased imme-
diately while the committee con-
tinued to review the entire truck
situation., Weyel pointed out that
the older trucks were not worth
keeping because parts were hard
to get and maintenance costs were
high.

Member Ben Hogensen, from the
floor, asked for a reevaluation of
the need for large standard-sized
trucks. Hogensen mentioned that
much of the time one man used a
truck and carried a few tools and
he asked why smeller trucks—high
performance vehicles with high gas
mileage—could not be purchased
instead.

Weyel explained that the commit-
tee was not through with the review
of the truck situation but had rec-
ommended that the corporation re-
place those trucks in the worst con-
dition now before prices escalated.
He also mentioned the increased
maintenance and shortened all-over
life of the smaller vehicles had to
be weighed against their advant-
ages.

There were some objections to
voting before the entire review was
finished, however, the motion pas-
sed,

Rehabilitation
The board also passed a motion to
retain the legal firm of Krooth and
Altman for work on rehabilitation
finance. The firm is well versed in
the cooperative situation and in
GHI's setup. Director Virginia
Moryadas guestioned what she felt
was a high hourly fee. President
Smith asked that management esti-
mate how much these services
should cost and how the board can
control expenses. The current com-
mittee consisting of Director James
Foster, Nathan Shinderman, the
manager Roy Breashears and the
deputy general manager, Ken Kop-
stein will work out the exact de-
tails and report back to the board.

needed, was causing problems for
wallters, and should be taken down.
In an effort to circumvent the
fence, some people had cut the
hedges of a resident and were using
that opening for a way through.
The fence could be extended to
cover this new “hole”., Waeyel, a
member of the parking committee,
attested that there had been no
complaints about apartment dwel-
lers parking in 14 Court since the
fence had been erected. Smith
read a letter from an apartment
dweller c¢omplaining that he no
longer could walk quickly to the
Center. It was pointed out that the
walkway system was still open and
available to all.

Smith felt that it was necessary
to contact the residents to find out
their feelings about parking, the
fence and other related problems.
He asked that Weyel and Sandra
Barnes, member relations staff per-
son, talk to members in the 14
court area and report back.

Moryadas also asked about the
corpoeration’s policy on maintenance
of additions.

eould use when necessary to keep
out undesirable businesses. Coun-
¢ilman Charles Schwan, on the
other hand, was not ready to jump
into such a program so quickly.
“First, I don't want to see our
(eity) stafi take on any further
responsibilities. If we're going to
eonsider doing this, we need to
give it a lot more thought.”
Criteria Needed

City Manager James K. Giese
eautioned council that the city
would need to develop criteria for
approving such licenses. A busi-
mness would then automatically get
the license if it meets the criteria.
In other words one would not “wil-
ly-nilly grant or not grant a license
based on which businesses the city
council liked. One would need a
legal basis for saying no.” Such
licensing is not revenue produc-
ing, Geise also pointed out.

City Solicitor Emmett Nanna told
council that legislation exists for
municipalities to have their own
licensing. “College Park does it
with a five-man staff.”

Castaldi still thought the proce-
dure would be worthwhile, He felt
the city would be a lot tougher
om policing than the county which
he feels might “leave the city stand-
ing in the lurch. We should have
the option to say “shape up or ship
out’.”

Schwan objected, “You are ask-
ing for something this legislation
does not propose. If the business
is lawful, you can't say no. I don't
think this merits our support.”

“The information we have is too
vague,” added Weidenfeld, “We're
all interpreting the legislation dif-
ferently.”

The motion to support such a li-
censing procedure failed 4-1. (Pil-
ski voting yes).

City’s Particular Interests

The city forwarded to the Muni-
cipal Association three legislative
proposals of particular interest to
Greenbelt. The Association endorsed
each one—

1. Provision for over or under-
passes of highways that bisect com-
munities.

2, Additional funds from increas-
ed revenues provided by the State
Legislature to the counties should
be shared between county and mu-
nicipalities rather than going just
to the county.

8. Provision for more than the
current 5% a year increase in the
state support of the Youth Service
Bureaus, The current rate does
not cover mandated increase in
staff salaries and provides nothing
for increased costs of materials and
ether expenses.

Council Tidbits

Manager Giese explained that pre-
viously the city attempted to oper—
ate this facility as a separate non-
profit corporation. As a result, zon-
ing problems developed which
could have prevented the city from
meeting HUD imposed time tables.
The charter change is required,
Giese said, to more clearly distin-
guish the operation of the elderly
housing facility from the operation
of pther city services. For example,
Green Ridge House is to be a self-
sustaining business operation rath-
er than a government service. Also
the city is subject to many restric-
tions imposed on the operation of
the facility by both the Federal Gov-
ernment and the State of Maryland.
These restrictions conflict with the
manner in which other city depart-
ments are operated.
