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Plan To Use Part Of Parcel 15, Lake-

Park Surprise

Parcel 15, which has had a
dramatic history throughout
the last fourteen years in
Greenbelt, leaped into the fore-
front of municipal concern a-
gain last month when the in-
formatjon surfaced that the
State Highway Administration
(SHA) has its eye on a portion
of the tract for 'its proposed
reconstruction of the Baltimore
~-Washington Parkway/Capital
Beltway interchange. Also to
be included would be a section
of the Lake Park behind the
municipal warehouse, News of
this intent caught city officials
and the owners of the parcel
by surprise. s

Another person apparently sur-
prised was Harris Allen of the
Maryland National Capital Park
and Planning Commission (MNC-
PPC). When asked by the News
Review about potential plans for
mandatory dedication for park pur-
poses when Parcel 15 is developed
as a residential tract, Allen ex-
claimed: “That problem pales into
insignificance” when compared to
the SHA's proposal to use part of
the parcel for reconstruction of
the interchange.

Apparently news of the SHA’s in-
tent first surfaced at a MNCPPC
sub-division review hearing on
Parcel 15, held on June 22. There
James Kesseling of the SHA per-
mits section presented the new in-
formation. He explained that near-
ly one-half of the 19.68-acre tract
would be needed for ramps and
various turning movements (Parcel
15 is the tract of land bounded
by the Lake Park, the Capital
Beltway, Charlestowne Village and
Greenbelt Rd. Plans for its de-
velopment for single family homes
were recently reviewed by the city's
Advisory Planning Board.)

This proposed/ SHA action, if
realized, will dash the city’s hopes
for much-needed single-family de-
velopment. According to Lou Hel-

. wig, SHA Section Chief, the pro-
posal to use a portion of parcel
15 and the Lake-Park is “the only
alternative proposed for this par-
ticular area."”

Reaction

The SHA announcement came as
a surprise to Chuck Cordero of
Ben Dyer Associates, engineers for
the owners (Charles Bresler et al),
who attended the review meeting.
He said he had not known of any

alternative for the interchange re-
construction that would impact on
the tract.

Similarly, city officials maintain
they were not aware of an alterna-
tive involving Parcel 15 or the
Lake-Park in connection with the
reconstruction of the Parkway and
the Beltway/Parkway interchange.
Helwig, however, said that this al-
ternative has been around since
1876, but in its present form it
affects more of the tract now than
it did previously.

At a public hearing held by SHA
in June 1976 there was apparently
no mention of such a proposal.
The city, which testified at that
time, opposed a proposal to close
off the Southway entrance to the
Parkway for southbound traffic and
later opposed the use of the eastern
corner of the Golden Triangle for
a ramp that would lead to an ac-
cess road to the Parkway.

The idea of redisigning the inter-
changes is generated from the ma-
jor problem that the Capital Belt-
way and the Greenbelt Road inter-
changes are too close together to
permit sufficient weaving distances
between the many ramps entering
and exiting the Parkway.

According to SHA District En-
gineer William Shook, this latest
proposal dealing with Parcel 15 and
the Lake Park is in the project
planning stages and takes into
consideration ‘“the Parkway and
Greenbelt Road because they are
s0 close together, and the Kenil-
worth intersection with the Belt-
way that needs improvement.”
Shook also noted that “with Metro
coming near the B&O railroad (the
thinking is) to bring people off at
Kenilworth and take them around
the (SHA) District Office Building

"

To achieve this, the proposal en-
envisions a connecting ramp that
parallels the Beltway — connecting
ramps that tie two interchanges,
the Parkway and Kenilworth/
Greenbelt Road together by provid-
ing safe merging conditions and
free flow of traffic.

Timetable

In the meantime the MNCPPC
staff will make its recommenda-
tions to the Planning Board on the
preliminary subdivision plan for
parce]l 15, including the request hy
SHA for withholding nearly half
the tract for roads. In the past
the Planning Board has honored
such requests from SHA for high-
Way Pprograms.

Local Stations List Hours For

How many of us while driv-
ing have suddenly discovered
that we need gasoline and asked
ourselves where we can find
a station that is ,open and
pumping gas?

In answer to this question,
the News Review presents the
following guide to most of the
Greenbelt area gas stations,

Exxon

The Greenbelt Exxon Servicenter,
located at 5800 Greenbelt Road, is
open Monday-Friday 3 hours per
day; 7-8:30 a.m. and 1-2:30 p.m.,
and is closed weekends. The station
uses the new flag system to tell cus-
tomers what kind of gas it is sell-
ing. The flags are stuck in the
telephone pole at the west end of
the station. A green flag indicates
that the station is pumping both
unleaded and regular gas. A yellow
flag indicates leaded only. A red
flag means no gas but the station
is open for all other services.

Our reporter took about 30 min-
utes to get through the gas line
at 1 p.m. on Thursday, June 14 and

28. She was impressed that the sta-
tion sent an attendant down the
line to tell customers when the
station was out of unleaded and
also with the early use of the flags
before the system officially went
into effect., Jim Catheart, the
owner, said that he gets about 150
calls each day asking if there is
gas; he also thought that lines
would move faster if people used
the full-service line as the majority
now use self-service only. One
enterprising entrepreneur, David
Fields of Fred Frederick Chrysler
in Laurel, was going up and down
the gas line trying to sell people
small cars.

Beltway Plaza Shell, 5550 Green-
belt. Rd., is open 7-10 a.m., Monday—
Friday to pump its daily allotment.
It is closed on Saturdays and Sun-
days. The gas allotments are re-
ceived monthly. The owner, Keith,
Daniels, said that if the July allot—
ment was bigger, he'd stay open
longer. He also mentioned that he
had no problems with customers.

Greenbelt Road Shell, 6327 Green-
belt Road, is open Monday-Saturday

gle developer, was in a similar situ-
ation when SHA, in connection with
the reconstruction of the Parkway,
asked that five acres on the eastern
part of the land be withheld, This
required the relocation of the Capi-
tol Cadillac facility. SHA also
has designs on Triangle land in
the Greenbelt Road-Kenilworth
Avnue corner, which will reguire
resiting of an office building.

According to Helwig, public hear—
ings on the entire Parkway re-
construction from the District of
Columbia to Baltimore (30 miles)
will be held after detailed engineer—
ing studies and an environmental
impact statement are completed—
“about one' year away, more or
less.” An informational hearing on
the engineering aspects will be held
in late spring 1980.

Metro Fares Change

Metrobus and Metrorail fares
were raised slightly July 1.

Metrobus Maryland rush hour
base fares have increased from 50c
to 55c. Rush hour border crossing
charges from D.C. into Maryland

(and vicesversa) were also raised

from 30c to 85¢, and are charged
on all bus trips crossing the Dis-
triet line: i.e, if a passenger boards
an R-12 with a transfer at the
Deanwood Metro Station, she/he

must still add 385¢ to come to
Greenbelt.
Metrorail boarding charge (for

the first three miles of rail travel)
has also been increased from 40¢
to 45c. Each extra mile traveled
now costs 9.5¢, up le.

Transfers from a Maryland
Metro station to a Maryland bus,
formerly free, now cost 10c. Rail-
to—bus transfers are still free in the
District. A

The new increases now spotlight
the savings of a Metro “Flash
Pass”. These still remain at the
old price of $16 which includes:
two weeks of unlimited bus travel
and $6 of Metrorail farecard value.

Parking fees at some stations
were also raised: New Carrollton,
up from 50e . to 75¢, Landover and
Cheverly, up from 75c¢ to one dol-
lar.

Gas Sales

from 8am.-12 p.m. Sundays the
pumps are closed, but there is 24
hour service and towing. When
asked if people were causing any
problems, the person we spoke to
said: “More people are asking us
if people are giving us a hard time,
than are giving us a hard time.”
He also noted that "“Odd-Even”
hasn’t helped so far at the Green-
belt Road service stations because
most dealers have been out of their
June allotment. Once the July al-

lotments come in, “Odd-Even”
should be helpful.
Mobil

Beltway Plaza Mobil/Car Wash
on Cherrywood Lane is open 10-
10:30 a.m, and 4:30-5:30 p.m. Mon—
day-Friday, pumping 1,500 gallons
per day. Saturday hours are 10
a.m.-12 noon. Sunday only the car
wash is open. This station uses a
different system of selling gas. One
can only purchase $5 worth of gas
for a 4-cylinder car and $§7 worth
for 6 or more cylinders, but no
more, This is designed to protect
the car wash, which has suffered a

Missing the Point
To the Editor:

Bettie Denson misses the point
of Ben Hogensen's (and others)
objections Lo persons using tape
recorders to make personal record-
ings of GHI Board meetings. This
can be a type of harrassment.
While I would trust that Ms. Den-
son has no intention to circulate a
remark made out of context, let-
ting such a practice begin can open
such possibilities for unserupulous
people, It is for precisely this rea-
son that persons are ordinarily
asked whether they wish to be re-
corded or not.

If knowing that one's slightest
remark will be recorded adds to
tension for board members, then it
is harrassment. Board: members
make decisions involving a multi-
million dollar budget, and they
ought to be able to feel as relaxed
as possible, not that they are regar-—
ded without trust. It is true that it
is not illegal to make recordings
without permission; however, it
does not follow that it is either ba-
sically moral or polite to engage in
harragssment tactics, even if that is
not one's intent,

I have considerable feelings on
this because as a teacher in the
county’'s public schools I do have
protection from any possibility of
certain types of harrassment by
either parent or student; tape re-
corders are allowed only with our
permission. In a tense job I can
have a little relaxation knowing
that my remarks will not be lifted
from their context, nor will those
of my students, I believe the GHI
Board is entitled to as much con-
sideration, ;

Customers have been cooperating
to keep gas lines off Greenbelt Rd,,
running instead, back into Berwyn
Heights.
Arco

Scotty's Arco Mini-Mart on
Cherrywood Lane at Breezewood
Drive will be open 48 p.m, Mon-
day-Friday, but does not receive its
next allotment of gas until July 5.
They receive 8,000 gallons per
tanker shipment. The station is
pumping 85% of the amount
pumped last year at this time.

The owner, Scott Graham, was

‘away and unable to give the News

Review further details. The man-
ager, Candy Kees, noted that the
customers for the most part had
been very nice. “I understand how
they feel, but at the same time they
have to understand our predica-
ment . . . I don't understand (the
gasoline shortage) either . . . after
I get off work, T have to go find a
station that's open so I can sit in
a gas line, too.”

The Goddard Arco Mini-Mart,
8711 Greenbelt Road, opens at 6:30
a.m., Monday-Friday, and pumps
until the daily gas allotment is
gone, usually around lunch time.
It is also open Saturdays and Sun-
days at 7 am. All pumping is self-
service. Regular gas allotment is
1,050 gal./day; unleaded, 1,400 gal./
day; and Super Regular, 750 gal./
day.

The Assistant Manager, Carla
Bennett, said that while most peo-
ple have been nice, many custom-—
ers did not understand the mini-
mum purchase requirements, The

At Ex-Val on Southway, the sta-
tion opens at 7 am. on most week-
days, 8 a.m. on Saturdays, and re-
mains open until 3,000 gallons are
sold. On some days, however, the
Ex-Val station's gas lines do not
open and a spokesman at the sta-
tion stated that signs would be
placed on the pumps the evening
before the station will be closed.
the station is open normal hours
for repair work and is closed on
Sundays.

Exemptions, Penalties

The State Police reminds drivers
that there is a $100 fine for buying
less than a minimum purchase,
though if persons are 50c short,
they will not be prosecuted. The
$100 fine also applies to people who
try to buy gas on the wrong day,
i.e, & person with an odd license
plate trying to buy gas on an even
day, or to people who try to buy
more than two gallons for a gas
can,

Exemptions are available at the
State Police Barracks 10100 Rhode
Island Avenue, College Park. These
exemptions only exempt drivers
from “Odd-Even,” not from mini-
mum purchase, and are only avail-
able to people who must drive 75
miles per day or 400 miles per week
for business purposes (in addition
to commuting distances). People
are requested not to call the State
Police with questions about the
gas situation as such calls tie up
the telephone lines and prevent im-
portant calls from getting through.

storing gasoline in portable con-
tainers in the trunk of a car or
around the home is an extremely
hazardous practice that can re-
sult in serious injury or death.

William T. S. Bricker, MVA
Administrator, noted “a run on
portable fuel containers, both
one-gallon and five-gallon cans
and plastic containers, but es-
pecially the five-gallon models,
which are used primarily for
storag. When the storage place
is the trunk of a car,” he said,
“the risk takes on awesome pro-
portions.”

“Even a minor rear-end colli-
sion or a spark from a short
in a tail light or brake light
could set off an explosion result-
ing in injury or death,” he con-
tinued,

The explosive power of one-
gallon of gasoline, according to
recent studies, is tantamount to
the explosive force of 14 sticks of
dynamite.

Observations have also shown
that gasoline vapors are apt to
expand and can split the seam
of an unvented can or plastic
container.

CHARTER AMENDMENT RESOLUTION NUMBER 1979-3

(Resolution #422)

RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF GREENBELT ADOPTED PUR-
SUANT TO THE AUTHORITY OF ARTICLE 11E OF THE CONSTI-
TUTION OF MARYLAND AND SECTION 13 OF ARTICLE 23A OF
THE ANNOTATED CODE OF MARYLAND (1957 EDITION AS
AMENDED), TITLE “CORPORATION-MUNICIPAL,” SUBTITLE
“HOME RULE,” TO AMEND THE CHARTER OF THE CITY OF
GREENBELT, SAID CHARTER BEING SUBTITLE 40 OF ARTICLE
1T OF THE CODE OF PUBLIC LOCAL LAWS OF MARYLAND (1963
EDITION AS AMENDED) AND CONTAINING IN WHOLE OR IN
PART THE CHARTER OF THE CITY OF GREENBELT, BY AD-
DING A NEW SECTION 58, TITLED “REVENUE BOND FINANC-
ING,” TO PROVIDE AUTHORITY FOR THE ISSUANCE BY THE
CITY OF GREENBELT, MARYLAND (THE “CITY”) OF BONDS
PAYABLE AS TO PRINCIPAL AND INTEREST SOLELY FROM
THE REVENUES OF ONE OR MORE REVENUE-PRODUCING
PROJECTS; TO SET FORTH CERTAIN LEGISLATIVE FINDINGS;
TO SET FORTH THE PUBLIC PURPOSES SUCH FINANCING IS
EXPECTED TO ACHIEVE; TO DEFINE THE TYPES OF PROJECTS
ELIGIBLE FOR ASSISTANCE THROUGH REVENUE BOND FI-
NANCING TO BE LIMITED TO REHABILITATION OF EXISTING
STRUCTURES; TO PROVIDE FOR THE SECURITY AND TO REC-
OGNIZE THE TAX EXEMPTION OF THE BONDS; TO PROVIDE
FOR THE DETERMINATION BY ORDINANCE OF THE FORM,
TERM, INTEREST RATE OR RATES OR METHOD OF DETER-
MINING THEM, TERMS, CONDITIONS, MATURITIES AND ALL
OTHER DETAILS INCIDENT TO THE ISSUANCE, SALE AND
PAYMENT OF THE BONDS; TO PROVIDE THAT THE REVENUE
BONDS ARE NOT TO CONSTITUTE ANY INDEBTEDNESS OF
THE CITY TO WHICH ITS FAITH AND CREDIT OR TAXING
POWER ARE PLEDGED; TO PROVIDE FOR A TRUST AGREE-
MENT BETWEEN THE CITY AND A CORPORATE TRUSTEE AND
FOR THE PROVISIONS THEREOF; TO PROVIDE FOR REFUND-
ING BONDS; AND TO PROVIDE FOR ALL OTHER MATTERS
DEEMED NECESSARY OR APPROPRIATE BY THE COUNCIL TO
EFFECT AN AUTHORIZED FINANCING.
The above amendment shall become and be considered a part of the
Charter of the City of Greenbelt, Maryland, according to the terms of
the amendment, in all respects to be effective and observed as such,
upon the 31st day of July, 1979, unless on or before the fortieth day
after passage, which shall be the 21st day of July, 1979, there shall be
presented to the Council of the City of Greenbelt, Maryland, or mailed
to it by registered mail, a petition for referendum signed by twenty per-
cent or more of the persons qualified to vote in the general election
of the City of Greenbelt, requesting that the above Charter Amendment
be submitted on referendum to the voters of the City of Greenbelt.

History

At the public hearing in 1976 six
alternatives for reconstruction of
the entire Parkway were presented.
They were: 1) no major construc-
tion, 2) reconstruction with mini-
mal widening and limited truck
traffic, 3) six lanes with bus/carpool
and limited truck traffie, 5) six
lanes with truck traffic throughout,
6) eight lanes with truck traffic
throughout. The report recom-
mended that only the first three
alternatives be retained for further
study.

At that time the city opted for
Alternative 1, but recommended
that if Alternative 2 is chosen
there would be no connection to the
Outer Beltway (intercounty con-
nector) that I-85 not be routed to
the Parkway, that trucks be pro-
hibited and that the major im-
provements proposed to the inter—
change of Greenbelt Road and
1-495 (closing off of Southway en-
trance to Parkway) not be under-
taken. The city considered Alter-
native 3 totally unacceptable,

In July 1978 the city opposed an
expansion of Alternative 2 that pro-
vided for the future staged con-
struction of the Parkway to six
ianen beyond the Capital Beltway to
the proposed Intercounty Connect-
or. The council restated its pre-
vious position in opposition to the
intercounty connector.
