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Shall the City Get into the Bus

Business? Council Talks it Over

In their regular meeting
on April 18, city council
members began to stake out
their positions on one of the
city’s newest — and oldest
issues: intracity bus
transportation. This most
recent reincarnation of argu-
ments no doubt dating back
to  Greenbelt's founding
seems likely to provoke spir-
ited discussions and disa-
greements as council goes
through the present annual
budget process. There are
already indications that the
matter could become, if not
a campaign issue for the fall
council election, at least a
referendum question for the
city’s voters,

Mayor Pro Tem Richard Pilski
initiated the current assault on
the problem during council’s
April 11 public hearing on the
Greenbelt-area master plan.
Councilman Thomas White at rtllii.v
W es

time hastened to note,
broaching something I've es-
poused all along.” White, who
was out of town, was unable
to attend the April 18 meeting,
but he left a two-page memoran-
dum of views on the subject. As
Mayor Gil Weidenfeld prepared
to read White's message to coun-
cil, Pilski interrupted and asked
to be allowed to speak first. He
hopes that by the time the budget
is adopted, council will have
agreed on a unique transporta-
tion system going throughout the
community. It is time, he said,
that we move toward a system,
time that we find money for it.

City Manager James Giese had
given council written comments
on the subject of an intracity bus
system. He suggested “that coun-
cil first may wish to give greater
consideration as to the type of
bus service it wishes to offer.”
(Giese outlined three different pos-
sible types of bus service: 1)
Daily commuter transportation
between residential areas and
METRO service; 2) daily commu-
ter service between Metrorail
and employment centers within
the city; and 3) transportation
service within the city for per-
sons who wish to travel else-
where in the city, such as senior
citizens going to the Recreation
Center or to a local shopping
center.

According to Giese, “To serve
all these purposes would result
in a rather elaborate and expen-
sive bus system. The longér the
bus routes and the more stops
.+ . the slower the trip time and
the more equipment is needed
. . ." Giese added orally that be-
cause of the growth of the city,
it now takes 40 minutes to “get
around Greenbelt” one-way

White, in his memorandum,
called available and accessible
public transportation “the most
significant unmet need of this
community. . . .” White took ex-
ception to Giese's report as de-
fining possible transportation ser-
vice “in such grandiose or all-
encompassing terms that the
proposal dies by sheer weight
of its size, complexity, and costs.
I would approach it from ano-
ther angle “LET'S DO
SOMETHING!"”

White suggested inclusion of
money in the budget for a staff
position that would be devoted

primarily to advising couneil and
manager on transportation is-
sues — “l would expect that
$30,000-$40,000 would be the ini-
tial commitment for this step.”
White further proposed money
in the budget for “purchase of
one or two van type vehicles
that would serve as the city's
transportation nucleus,” and sug-
gested “an initial modest pro-
gram” of scheduled van runs on
weekends “to deliver a service
to Greenbelters who have no ac-
cess at all to any transportation
on the weekend.”

White asked his fellow council-
men to consider the lack of city
commitment for transportation,
“as opposed to the relative ease
with which $80,000 can be thrown
at tennis courts.” (The budget
proposed to council by Giese in-
cludes $80,000 to reconstruct four
tennis courts at Braden Field
that have suffered substantial
base failure and will either have
to be rebuilt or abandoned.)

Giese told council that White
must have misunderstood Giese's
written remarks, in which he in-
tended to show that a very ex-
pensive bus system could be set
up if all possible needs were to
be met. Giese thought White’s

Council Makes No Decision On Plea
To Haul Sludge Temporarily to BARC

The Greenbelt City Coun-
cil, at its May 2 regular
meeting, deferred action on
a request for council’s sup-
port of a haul route through
Greenbelt which would be
used to transfer. temporar-
ily, 35,000 tons of compost-
ed sludge to the Beltsville
Agricultural Research Cen-
ter (BARC). Council de-
clined to approve or disap-
prove of the route when
County Councilman Richard
Castaldi told council that he
expected the county staff to
make a recommendation, nn
the proposal “within the
next day or so.”

Francis Porter, project mana-
ger for All Weather Contractors,
repeatedly stressed to council the
innocuous nature of the compost-
ed sludge from the Blue Plains
Waste Water Treatment Plant in
Washington, D.C. Porter also
told council, “We designed the

haul route to have the absolute
minimum impact on the city of
Greenbelt.”

The contracting firm would
move the sludge over a two week
period. Porter estimated that 1750
truckloads of sludge would be
involved (each truck will carry
approximately 20 tons per trip.)
Councilman Robert Zugby esti-
mated that days, at this time of
year, are about 14 hours long. If
the trucks work dawn to dusk, a
truck would pass along the route
about every 5 or 6 minutes in
each direction. A representative
of the contractor said the trucks
probably would not operate dur-
ing rush-hour periods.

According to the contract un-
der which the sludge would be
transferred, All Weather Con-
tractors will cart away rubble
from a torn-up old airstrip on
BARC free-of-charge, to clear an
area on the remaining airstrip to
put the sludge. The composted
sludge will remain at the tempo-
rary site for approximately eight
months.

Porter asked the council not to
delay recommendation of approv-
al of the haul route because the
need to relocate the sludge has
reached emergency proportions
in his opinion.

In response to a question from
Mayor Gil' Wiedenfeld, Milton
Wright, a member of the board
of directors of All Weather Con-
tractors, said the county will gain
funds from the transfer because
65 percent of the trucks used to
move the sludge will be leased
from independent owners living
in the county. In addition, the
county would have an opportu-
nity to examine the results of
the composting process involved
in purifying the sludge.

The contractor’s representa-
tives gave council a copy of a let-
ter from Paul Putnam, Director
of BARC, which stated his ap-
proval of the plan. Porter said,
“No one over at BARC has any
problems with it (the plan).”

Council decided not to express
any opinion on the proposal un-

Chief Lane Reprimanded

Greenbelt Police Chief William
T. Lane was reprimanded for for-
cibly evicting Cpl. E. Daniel
Blake of the Greenbelt depart-
ment from his office in an incident
which took place in late March.
The incident arose when Blake
was told to go and pick up auto
license plates for a member of a
police board hearing administra-
tive charges against former
Greenbelt police lieutenant John
C. Krob. The hearing had gone
on all day for several days and
the board member had been un-
able to pick up his own license
plates. According to Blake, he
questioned the order because it
did not seem to him to be a direct
part of city business and because
he was concerned with adequate
manpower to cover police duties.

Nevertheless, Blake went to
the MVA office, only to find it
closed for Maryland Day. When
Blake reported back to Lane, an-
gry words were exchanged and
Blake was evicted with some
force from the office,

Blake protested the action to
James K. Giese, Greenbelt city
manager. Though Giese found
both men at fault in the incident,
Chief Lane was reprimanded. Ac-
cording to Lane, Blake was ad-
monished but was given no rep-
rimand or other punishment.
Giese corroborated that Blake
was not reprimanded.

Lane expressed his regret for
any inappropriate action on his
part and said that he had apolo-
gized to Blake at the first oppor-
tunity after the incident for los-
ing his temper. Lane cited the
long police board hearings and
the fact that he had already tes-

tified twice on that day as a rea-
son for his loss of temper,

Cpl. Blake made no comment
on whether he plans to file a
grievance in the matter.

Council Response

The city council, in response to
concerns expressed by councilman
Richard Pilski, declined to inter-
cede in behalf of Blake. Pilski
said he was concerned that any
reprimand of Blake appearing in
his personnel file “would follow
him for the rest of his life.”
Giese assured council that none
would be placed in Blake's file,

As council began to review ad-
ministrative reports, Pilski
strongly objected to Giese's re-
port of the matter involving
Lane and Blake. At one point,
Pilski requested that the matter
be placed on the agenda for lat-
er discussion.

Councilman Ed Putens echoed
the concerns of Pilski, but agreed
with Mayor Gil W‘gidenfeld and
councilman Thomas White, who
said that to intervene in a per-
sonnel matter was beyond the
council’s power under the ecity
charter. Pilski’s request that the
matter be referred by couneil to
the Employee Relations Board
also was deemed beyond council’s
scope of power. Weidenfeld said
that such a move would have to
be instituted by the agrieved
party (in this case either Blake
or Lane), not by the city council.

Rebuttal from Petitioner
To the Editor:

A letter appearing in last
week's News Review questions
the intent of a petition that I au-
thored for the GHI annual meet-
ing containing a motion to cen-
sure a former GHI Board presi-
dent. The following points should
remove any confusion on the
part of some in the community:
(1) Action was postponed on this
issue for two years because of
possible impacts on the rehabili-
tation program and because it
was thought that the Board would
begin to take new and better di-
rection. Rehabilitation to our
homes is now complete and the
Board’s actions since the last
election have by no means in-
spired confidence in the commu-
nity. (2) The item was not ig-
nored by the membership, it was
deliberately not pursued in the
highly emotional 1981 elections.
(3) The issue is indeed a techni-
cal matter: it is a serious breech
of the corporate bylaws. To
quote GHI's corporate counsel,
“ .. The loan was not approved
by the Board as is required by
the bylaws. Apparently (the for-
mer Board president) made a de-
termination as president that the
loan was for a valid purpose and
authorized the corporate check.
The president does not have such
authority.”

(4) GHI did lose something in
this shabby transaction: its cor-
porate inteprity. (5) Board
amendments to the procedura in
motions written by me while I
was on the Board, can be rescind-
ed by future Board in a
closed-to - the - public executive
session. Far better protection is
afforded by binding membership
motions,

I do not believe that covering
up past GHI bylaw violations is
a worthy path to obtaining re-
spect from persons outside of
GHI. If GHI's image is tarnish-
ed, it is a consequence of person-
al attacks against the petitioners
and not owing to the petition it-
self.

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Fiscal Good Health Provides Some

Flexibility in 1983-84 City

The City Charter requires that “. . . each year, the man-
ager shall submit to the council a budget for the ensuing
fiscal year and accompanying message . . . (which) . . .

shall explain the budget . . .”
. . . in such form as the manager

complete financial plan

The budget shall provide a

deems desirable or the council may require . . .”

A new format was employed
this year. Smaller type was used
which, combined with printing on
both sides of each page, reduced
the total number of pages from
last year’s high of 152 to 118 this
vear. The big advantage is that
all information on each budget
account is printed on facing pa-
ges. The smaller type may make
the budget more difficult for some
to read, however.

The manager in an uncharac-
teristic statement made the point
that, “The Fiscal condition of the
City of Greenbelt is superior by
far to that of the United States
government, the State of Mary-
land or Prince Georges County.”
For the present fiscal year, the
manager forecasts that revenues
will exceed expenditures. He
foresees the same condition for
next year with one exception —
acquisition of and improvement
of North End School. For the
first time in recent years, says
Giese “. . . the budget is not
strictly a hold-the line proposal
but does include limited propos-
als for program improvements.”

Cited as reasons for the state
of city's fiscal health is a mini-
mal adverse impact on revenues
reflecting the recession and cut-
backs in both federal and state
aid, and on the positive side, in-
creased assessed property values
— & product of both new con-
struction and reassessment. De-
spite this healthy state, the ecity
manager was impelled to recom-
mend an increase of five cents in
the city property tax rate (to
$1.08 per $100 assessed valua—
tion) to fund the conversion of
the North End School to a multi-
purpose community center. By
one standard the city manager
observed the five cents is less
than five percent of the current
rate. Calculated another way it
is 18 percent and a third, about
10 percent,

Two assumptions of consider—
able significance underlie the
proposed rate. One is that an
estimated $6 million in personal
property of the General Electrie
Company is in fact in the city,
can be located and $60,000 in
taxes collected on it. The second
is that federal revenue sharing
will be extended beyond Septem-
ber and that the city will re-
ceive about $55,000 from this
source. Scrambling would be in
order if either assumption is not
borne out.

The “General Fund Budget of
$3,948,800 represents an 8.4
percent increase over the budget
for the current year. General
Fund revenues, estimated at $3,-
890,000 represent a 12.3 percent
increase over estimates for the
current year,” the manager re-
ported. He proposes using $58,—
100 in unappropriated surplus.
The remaining unappropriated
surplus — equal to about 5.7
percent of the proposed expendi-
tures — Giese urges be left un-
touched for possible emergency
use,

Twelve specific expenditure
proposals were made by the
manager:

1. North End School (funds are
reserved for use when school be~

comes available).

2. Improvement of three sections
of streets, and if the grant for
next year for Community Devel-
opment Block Grant Funds is
approved, reconstruction of Pla-
teau Place.

3. Reconstruction of the four
lower tennis courts at Braden
field.

4. Park improvements including
new lights for Braden field, im-
provement of Northway to the
Northway Athletic Field; picnic
shelters for Greenbriar Park and
multipurpose play court at
Springhill Lake Park

5. Improvement and beautifica—
tion of entrance to Buddy Attick
Park,

6. Provisions for salary adjust-
ment following ecompletion of
classification and compensation
study now underway. The cost
of living adjustment proposed is
less than the increase in the con—
sumers’ price index,

7. Hiring of a second, part-time
animal warden; and purchase of
an appropriate van.

B. Replacement of three police
vehicles, addition of a fourth and
purchase of two radios for the
police,

9. Adding a second police cadet.
10. Increasing the size of the
General Fund contribution to fthe

Budget

Replacement
equipment,
11. Several items for city offices,
automobile, typewriter, data pro-
cessing equipment.

12. Funding of programming of
the city access channel on cable
TV

Fund for major

Work Sessions

The first three of the public
work sessions on various parts
of the budget have already been
held: April 12, recreation groups
(see story in this issue); April
26, public works; and May 3,
recreation. Still to be held are
work sessions on the police de—
partment, May 9; Greenbelt
CARES; the administration and
revenues, May 17; a public hear-
ing on all elements of the bud-—
get, May 23; the final work ses-
sion at which couneil marks up
the budget, May 31; and budget
adoption, probably June 6. All
meetings are open to the public.
The budget must be adopted by
June 10.

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Council Considers Recreation Groups’ Requests for Help

With their hands out, city recreational organizations
appeared at a council work session on Tuesday, April 12.
The groups explained what they hoped to do with any con-
tributions they might receive from the city. Altogether,
requests for contributions in the 1983-84 “Other Recrea-
tion Programs” budget amount to a 5% increase over last

year.

All five council members, City
Manager James Giese, Adminis-
trative Assistant Michael Me-
Laughlin, Recreation Director
Hank Irving and Park and Rec-
reation Board Chairman Ray
McCawley were present at the
work session. Early in March,
PRAB had reviewed the organi-
zational requests and submitted
a report to Council. One by one,
organizational representatives
were called on to present their
needs.

Setting the tone for the even-
ing, Henry Buese, Treasurer of
the Golden Age Club, dcelared,
“We're here for help.” Citing
the 25 years the club has served
Greenbelt, Buese said, “We feel
certain our city will again come
to our assistance.”

Buese detailed club expenses
as had been requested by PRAB
in its earlier review of the $1,-
700 request. The $500 increase
is due to inereased transporta-
tion costs, Buese explained. Any
money collected for the buses
goes to special parties given be-
cause many member's can’t go on
the bus trips. “Our main pur-
pose,” said club president Joe
Gardner, “is to get them out.”

Concert Band

Tom Cherrix of the Greenbelt
Concert Band of Prince Georges
County took the opportunity to
tell council of the band’s work in
the last year. Seven concerts (up
from the year before) were giv-
en in Greenbelt.

The band's request, at $2,000
is up slightly from last year. This
money would go toward the band
director, equipment and musie.

Mayor Gil Weidenfeld expres—
sed his hope of seeing band con-
certs on cable TV soon. “The
ban must be doing something
right, since it’s having all those
requests (for concerts),” he con-
cluded.

President Deana James of the
Greenbelt Labor Day Festival
stated that “We've been doing
the same thing we’ve heen doing
for years and we want the same
thing we've been wanting for
yvears.” The Festival requested
“services—in-kind"” such as help
from the Public Works Depart—
ment. City Manager James Giese
noted that reusable booths had
been made last year and this
should reduce future costs. In-
stead of requesting city support
as before, the group is offering
to pay the cost of the Festival
bus this year.

James noted that the biggest
change last year — the loecation
of thke Festival — received very
favorable reviews. Council agreed
that the location had been “de-
lightful”. James made one final
request of council — “good, plea-
sant, cool weather.”

Cultural Arts

Konrad Herling, President of
the Cultural Arts Center, had
good news to report. “We are in
better shape than a year ago;
then, we still had some outstand-
ing debts. The Arts Center's
greatest needs, he said, are mar-
keting and improving the cen-
ter’'s appearance. Recently, the
theater got curtainz and details
are being worked out for storage
space so that equipment can be
moved out of the theater.

This year the group is asking
for £3,500 to use for street signs

and painting of the theatet. Giese

noted that previously council had
contributed to items that could
be taken by the city if the center
should close. Ken Voight explain-
ed that he is looking into fabric
as an alternative to painting. In
its report, PRAB noted that the
city’s proportion of the Center's
budget would decrease from
15.3% last year to 7.3% in the
requested 1983-84 contribution.
Jaycees

While council seemed disposed
toward a request from the Jay-
cees, council had grave reserva-
tions about the request being
made in the recerational groups
budget. Various members sug-
gested that the request should be
made at a regular council meet-
ing or perhaps come from sur—
plus funds.

The Jaycees are asking for
$2,000 to fix up their Clubhouse.
The money would be used for el-
ectrical work and the installation
of an air conditioner sleeve. Af-
ter the building is renovated, the
Jaycees plan to offer it for the
use of city organizations such as
the Girl Secouts.

Giese informed the Jaycees
that their electrical service is on
the same line as the Braden Field
and Northway path lights. Coun-
cilman Thomas White felt it was
‘“obvious that some coordination
is needed between the city and
the Jaycees,” especially to decide
what is needed for the city—own-
ed building.

Councilman Richard Pilski no-
ted that the contribution would
really be for maintenance of the

building and not for the Jaycees.
In giving to this fraternal or—
ganization, Pilski felt, “You're
treadng on dangefous ground.”
PRAB member Bob Grieg agreed
that this request needed to be
separated from the other volun-
teer groups. Weidenfeld summed
up, “We can determine where it
should be later ., . . if council
feels it has merit.”
Athletic Organization

Almost half the groups were
athletic organizations asking for
money to support their programs.
Almost universally, the groups
also wanted better maintenance
of athletic facilities. The first
of these was Springhill Lake
Baseball, represented by Martha
Sutton. The group has two prob-
lems — not enough kids and poor
fields. In its review of the $900
request made by the group, PR-
AB suggested that they submit
a priority list of improvements
needed for the fields. Sutton
stated that the group just teach—
es the basics of baseball and is
primarily interested in giving
kids somethng to do.

Greenbelt Little League repre—
sented by Jerry Shafer and Bill
Barron reported that they had
approached Springhill Lake Base-
ball about joining the Little
League. Sutton, however, is con-
cerned about the safety of child-
ren crossing Kenilworth Avenue.
Council was impressed with this
initiatve but stated that the de-
csion to join is really up to
Springhill Lake.

The Little League is asking
for the same contribution as last
vear, $3,300. Shafer reported
that uniforms did not need to be
replaced this year as anticipated,
because the top—of-the-line mer—
chandise is still in good shape.
Also, Friends of the Little
League has been formed to help
raise money. Barron was one of

the few people to praise the
city’s upkeep of fields.

The Boys and Girls Club, in
contrast, was concerned about
field maintenance and condition.
Hank Irving, Recreation Direct—
or, felt the fields were good but
sometimes needed maintenance.
Giese noted that heavy use of
the fields and poor weather con-
ditions make it difficult to do
maintenance.

The club is asking for $8,300,
the same amount it received last
year. The club hopes to raise
money with a game booth at the
Labor Day Festival. This is the
first year the group has been in-
volved in fundraising and Presi-
dent Mike Moore explained that
“the position of the board is that
the purpose of the club is not to
have kids hawking things at
night.” Councilmen Ed Putens
shared his views.

Moore reported on one of the
club’s major concerns — the fact
that some areas of Greenbelt,
i.e. Windsor Green, are not con-
sidered part of the Greenbelt Boys
and Girls Club by the county or-
ganization. It appears an error
has been made and the club is
hopeful that soon the boundaries
will correspond with the Green-
belt corporate limits.

Aquatic Boosters

One group, the Aquatic Boos-
ters Club, has significantly reduc-
ed its request. This year, the
group is asking for $1,265, as

compared to $2,100 last year.
President Bob Grieg said that the
group is gambling that a good
year produced by a winter swim
program will continue.

He thanked couneil for the new
ropes from last year's contribu-
tion. Grieg felt that the pool
needed maintenance. Irving a-
greed that the bathhouse cer-
tainly did but reported that all
pools have been resurfaced and
the mechanical equipment is in
good shape. Work is being done
on the paving.

The Tennis Association asked
for $400, up $25 from last year.
Most of this money, explained
coordinator Jim Harbaugh, will
go toward expenses to revive the
National Junior Tennis League in
Greenbelt. Harbaugh reported
that membership is growing al-
though there are fewer children
in the community. Giese stated
that one budget issue is money
for work on the Braden Field
Tennis Courts.

“Last and least” was the Run-
ning Club represented by Coor-
dinator Larry Noel. The club is
asking for $325, up $100 from
last year. Noel explained that
the extra money would go to-
ward ribbons to inspire runners,
especially the younger ones.
“We're the only organization
trying to keep the kids on the
streets,” quipped Noel.

After gently reviewing each
request, council thanked every
organization for the work it did
for the city. No decisions were
made. Action on the requests
will come at the final adoption
of the city budget in June.

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GHI Board Looks at Proposal Agenda
Items for Mecmbership Meeting May 18

The April 28 meeting of
the GHI Board of Directors
focused on preparations for
the annual membership
meeting. to take place on
May 18. A proposed motion
on the sale of 19 boiler
rooms attached to the frame
units was discussed and
passed unanimously. If ap-
proved by the membership,
the motion would allow
members occupying the ad-
jacent units to buy the boiler
rooms at prices set by the
board of directors following
an independent appraisal of
each boiler room.

Variations in value would be
based on location and square
footage of yard and parking
space attached to the boiler
rooms. Since the sale of these
rooms would invelve conversion
of common space into a mutual
ownership contract of an indi-
vidual member, the motion must
be approved by the general mem-
bership and has therefore been
placed on the agenda of the an-
nual meeting.

Also reviewed for the agenda
of the annual meeting were four
petitions put forth by members.
The first petition would require
the board to treat sales of the
“new” homes like the majority
of other GHI homes and to sell
them in the same manner unless
a legally binding contract re—
quires that future ‘“buy-backs,”
if there are any, be approved by
the board of directors in a regu-
lar meeting.

Certain provisions of this pe-
tition aroused misgivings on the
part of some board members, Di-
rector Margaret Hogensen raised
the possibility of jeopardizing
the corporation’s equity holdings
in some of these homes if they
are to be sold in exactly the
same manner as the majority of
the homes. Other views on the
petition ranged - from Director
Joe Jenkin’s characterization of
it as “a sunshine document” with
no bearing on the corporation’s
equity in the homes to President
Jim Smith’s reminder that board
policy for some time has been
not to buy back equity in these
homes but to allow them to be
sold on the open market. Gen-
eral Manager Tim Mitter’s com-
ments on the petition pointed out
that “gradually, over a period of
time, as units turn over and as
these (current) policies are car-
ried out, these units will be on
the same footing as other GHI
units.”

member made in 1980 and seeks
the censure of a present board
member in connection with that
loan. Director Wayne Williams
called attention to a possible con-
flict betweeen the corporation by-
laws and this petition, desiring
that the corporation counsel ren—
der an opinion on this point. Ac-
cording to Smith, all the peti-
tions have been given to the cor-
poration counsel, whose opinions
will be available to members at
the annual meeting.

The third petition is a pro-
posed directive to the board to
enforce minimum standards of
upkeep for yards. According to
comments accompanying it, this
petition grew out of the increas—
ing number of requests for pri-
vacy screens to hide the “eye-
sors” in some yards.

The fourth petition would re-
quire that the board send to the
membership prior to the annual
membership meeting a listing of
all actions taken by the board
during the previous year. This
information would, according to
the petition, afford the member-
ship "“an opportunity to review
Board actions and question any
particular item before voting
their approval of the Board's con—
duct of GHI's business,”

Hogensen voiced concern that
such an after-the-fact review of
the board's actions might under-
mine their legality and prevent
the board from letting contracts
or conducting other nccessary
business. It was also pointed
out that printing and mailing
costs would go up several hund-
red dollars if such a list were in-
cluded in the package which goes
out to all members prior to the
annual meeting. Jenkins also
pointed out that all motions are
capsulized in the GHI Newsletter
on a current basis.

In the end, the board declined
to take a position on any of the
petitions. A motion to approve
the agenda for the membership
meeting passed unanimously.

Energy Report

The board also received an en-
ergy analysis report prepared by
Mendoza, Ribas and Associates
outlining options for updating
the heating system of the Ad-
ministration Building. After
considering replacement of the
oil-fired boiler, which costs 13,-
500 per year to operate, with a
new oil burner (initial cost $18,-
000 and an estimated operating
cost of $8900 per year), the
board opted to install an all-el-
ectric system (initial cost $30,-

with Capitol Electrie, Ine., to in-
stall the all-electric system and
to return it for board considera-
tion. The motion passed 6-1,
with Director Mark Dombrow-
ski opposed. (Board Secretary
Janet Cantwell was absent from
the meeting with the impeccable
excuse of having had a baby on
the previous day.)

In other matters brought be-
fore the board, former member
Hans Jorgensen, who moved out
of GHI about three years ago
and now intends to move back,
asked the board whether he
would be eligible, as a former
member, for financing from the
Prince Georges County Housing
Authority bond issue, which pro-
vides low-cost loans primarily to
first-time home buyers. Mitter,
who said that up to 10% of the
bond revenue could be used to
finance non-first-time home buy-
ers, was directed to prepare a
paper which would lay out op-—
tions and suggest standards to be
used in determining eligibilty.
This matter will be taken up at
a later meeting.

In the manager's report to the
board, Mitter listed various per-—
sonnel changes: Joe Early, a GHI
employee for 19 years, is retiring;
two other employees, John Mart-
in and Tom Burroughs, are leav-
ing, Mitter also reported that a
delegation from the People’s Re-
public of China had visited GHI
recently. Some of the delegation
were cabinet-level officials inelu—
ding the president of the Chinese
National Cooperative Association.
One of the visitors had been in
Greenbelt in the 1940’s and had
met with Eleanor Roosevelt. Mit—
ter said that the delegation was
primarily interested in the cost
of the units and how they are
sold.

After a rehearsal schedule lasting seven weeks, the
Greenbelt Players will be ready to present their latest pro-
duction, Twigs, a comedy by George Furth, beginning Fri-

day, May 13, at the Utopia Theater.

A contemporary yet

timeless play, Twigs, was given its premiere performance on
November 14, 1971 at the Briadhurst Theatre in New York

City.

In contrast to the Players’ last
presentation, A Murder Has Been
Arranged, a murder mystery
strong on plot, Twigs is a series
of vignettes which displays for
us the varied characters of three
daughters and their parents.

van idea would be more afforda-
ble. He referred to a previous
Council of Government's (COG)
study for the city which came up
with a $4.75 subsidy by the city
for each passenger. He also said
he disagreed with White about

hiring a transportation person
without more guidance from
council as to what that person

would do. Giese thinks present
staff can come up with a system

when council decides what it
wants.
Business Subsidy?
Pilski, although recognizing

that any bus system would pose
problems, said it has begun to
look as though the ecity cannot
do anything to resolve the issue.
He reaffirmed his desire, stated
earlier, to learn whether Green-
belt’s growing business com-
munity might be willing to help
subsidize other things, but can
never resolve the bus issue. “I'm
with Tom White — we are going
to find some way to do it."

Councilman Robert Zugby ob-
jected that he thinks it “slightly
unfair" to look at the funding of
other programs against the non-
funding for buses, calling it a
matter of “applés and oranges.”
In Zugby’s view, council should
be able to decide a route, the
size of the bus, its schedule, the
fare structure — then put some-
thing on the street as an experi-
ment and let the public tell
council and city staff what to do
with it.

Councilman Edward Putens
thought it could be taken a step
further in that previous studies
have already outlined some rout-
es and costs, Putens, echoing a
written comment by White, said
bus service has been an election
issue before and will be again. He
agreed it is time to do something.

Weidenfeld noted that five
years ago council was advised
that $100,000 a year in subsidy
would be needed to run a pro-
posed bus sysem. Council was
not willing then to budget that
amount, and on another oceasion
council found even $40,000 a year
too much for the ecity to spend.
Weidenfeld thought the key ques—
tion should be how much the city
could reasonably afford to pay
without putting an undue burden
on the community. He noted the
efforts of Giese in the proposed
budget to keep the tax rate down
as much as possible. Weidenfeld
counseled caution, with adequate
study, perhaps including an ad
hoe committee of citizens or an
outside consultant, and (in re-
sponse to a question from the
audience) perhaps getting ecitizen
views through a referendum
question at the September coun-
cil election.

Other Matters

During the April 18 meeting.
eouncil dealt with these other
matters:

— Decided on studies to be re-
quested from Maryland-National
Capital Park & Planning Com-
mission under that agency’s Plan-
ning Assistance to Municipalities
Program, The four studies re-
quested, in priority order, are
1) detailed plans and specifica-
tions for constructing a bikeway
lietween original Greenbelt and
Springhill Lake; 2) development
plans for Northway Ballfield; 3)
an Old Greenbelt-New Greenbelt
study that would seek ways to
preserve the planning and other
concepts and characteristies that
have made Greenbelt unigue. and
haow those concepts and charac-
teristics might be spread into
newer areas of the city; and 4)
development of a recreation plan
for the entire city. Giese noted
that the city is likely to get no
more than one eor- possibly two
of these studies because of M-
NCPPC funding limitations.

— Renewed permission for the
Cultural Arts Center to conduct
flea markets on a twice-a-month
basis during the warm weather
moenths this year, Last year coun-
cil permission was limited to spe-
cific times, This year the per-
mission is for an indefinite period
of time.

— Postponed indefinitely the
public hearing and council con-
sideration of a special assessment
lond issue for public improve-
ments at the Maryland Trade
Cecnter. The assessment is to be
levied against five property own-
ers, and at the time of this coun-
cil meeting one owner still was
not in full agreement with the
city's method of assessment. Giese
told council that the bond issue
will be for $880,000, not the
expected $900,000, because Inter-
nal Revenue Service requires that
the interest amount of $20,000 be
kept separate.

Relocation Planning
Council also heard from James
Drake, a physicist at the Uni-
versity of Maryland, who spoke
of the need for some local input
into the Reagan administration’s
Nuclear War Crisiz Relocation

Page 8
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Plan. Drake said if the city and
county did not hecome involved
in the planning, democratic pro—
cess would not be served, and lo—
calities would get a plan forced
on them from above. Drake cited
concerns about cost to the coun-
ty, saying that the money in-
volved could be spent on schools,
or police manpower. But he said
he was concerned ahout the safe-
ty of his family too. He request—
ed that council pass the resolu-
tion prodding the county to be-
come involved in relocation plan-
ning.

Council agreed to meet with
Chris Patterson to give her some
feedback on the plan she and her
hushand have for buying and de-
veloping parcel 4. This tract lies
behind 7 and 9 ecourts of Research
Rd. Council suggested that the
Pattersons present their prelim-
inary plat for the parcel at a
later date, so that the city would
have a starting point for formu-
lating recommendations.

— The City decided to again par-
ticipate in the Maryland Depart—
ment of Agriculture mosquito
control program.

— Council awarded the July 4

Her
Monday exercise class has grown
from four or five to over 40 sen-
ior citizens. All are dedicated to
Mrs. Haber and her commitment
to staying active. The 40 faithful
members, she says, doubles in
the summer months.

The couple puts in more active
hours now than when both were
working. Mondays they spend
leading the Greenbelt exercise
group. Tuesdays and Thursdays.
they are at the College, and Sat-
urdays, at the University of
Maryland. Wednesdays and Fri-
days, the ecouple reserve for their
six grandchildren.

CB-23

Council decided not to further
oppose passage of CB-23-1983 af-
ter City Manager James Giese
told couneil that a Fiscal and
Planning Committee meeting of
the county council had produced
amendments to the ‘bill incorpo-
rating some of the recommended
changes Greenbelt had proposed
at the last regular meeting of
the city council.

The new version of the bill
would allow localities 60 days to
notify the county of interest to
obtain surplus county lands. The
Greenbelt City Council had sent
a letter to the county asking that
the original 30 day period be ex-
tended to its present length.

However, the county committee
left intact the 6-month limit for
completion of all land transfers
under the bill. Greenbelt had re-
quested a one-year limitation to
allow cities time to take steps to
finance or study acquisition of
parcels that might become avail-
able to them. Giese told council
that the county executive will
have the power to grant exten-
tions if circumstances warrant.

The county refused to pass an
amendment proposed by New
Carrollton which would have al-
lowed the municipalities to lease
up to 49 percent of the land for
profitable uses. The bill will allow
up to 10 percent of the land to be
profitably leased by the -cities,
according to Giese.

Castaldi

Castaldi told eouncil that fur-
ther tampering with the bill
might result in loss of the entire
bill, and suggested that the pres-
ent version is probably the best
one attainable at this time.

Mayor Weidenfeld said, “The
bill is not what we wanted, but
I think it has been improved
significantly.”

Prudential Easement

Couneil also accepted an ease-
ment from the Prudential Insur-
ance Company, which expects to
begin construction on its second
office building on or about May
15. The easement, for the con-
struction of a pedestrian over-
pass over the Beltway, was made
a condition of approval for the
plat of subdivision for Pruden-
tial's second office building.
Kathleen Moore, representing
Prudential, told council that some
trees on the Indian Springs
parkland, which previously had
been stipulated as not to be dis-
turbed, would have to be cut

down to allow for the construe-
tion of a 5-percent grade to allow
access to the overpass by the
handicapped. Federal regulations
require that the handicapped
have access if federal money is
to be used in construction of the
overpass.

Council also heard Ray Me-
Cawley of Park and Recreation
Advisory Board (PRAB) reiter-
ate concerns PRAB has about the
coverage of “Buddy” Attick Park
by a police cadet, rather than a
park patrolman. PRAB is con-
cerned that coverage of the park
during summer may not be ade-
quate under the proposed plan.

The Misses Poppy

Council also proclaimed May
to be “Poppy Month.” The Amer-
ican Legion Auxiliary Post No.
136 is again conducting its annual
fund drive. Council was intro-
duced to Junior Miss Poppy, Ste-
fanie Lynn, and Senior Miss Pop-
py, Faith Palmerton, and con-
gratulated Lillian McWilliams,
who accepted the proclamation
for the Legion Post. MeWilliams
thanked the council for all their
help with the legion’s projects in
* Greenbelt.
