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Five Incumbents and Three Challengers
Compete for Five City Council Seats

The September 20, 1983
city countil election appears
to be devoid of significant is-
sues to divide the candidates.
As a result voters in next
Tuesday’s election may have
to look to other factors as
they make their selection -
things like the candidates’
personalities and the degree
and length of their involve-
ment, their leadership and
experience, in public affairs
‘within the city.

Over 50 percent of Greenbelt’s
3,194 eligible voters are expected
to cast their ballots on Septem-—
ber 20 to elect the five city coun-
cil members who will head the
municipal government for the
next two years. Incumbents Rob-
ert Zugby, Thomas X. White, Gil
Weidenfald, Edward Putens and
Richard Pilski are seeking return
to Council. Also, out on the hust-
ings are challengers Francis W.
White, Herbert Jones and An-
toinette “Toni”’ Bram.

The current campaign is in

of 1981. There are no referenda
and no slates. Incumbents are
considered to have an edge be-
cause the eight candidates’ posi-
tions are generally similar on
zoning and development, trans—
portation and crime control.
While all candidates advocate ad-
equate police protection and
crime prevention programs, Jones
has suggested that “police ethics
and practices” is an issue.

Early in the campaign and a-
gain at several candidates’ for-
ums, problems surfaced concern-
ing unleashed dogs in the center
of Greenbelt. Other matters on
the minds of residents living in
the core include: Center School
renovation, North End School us—
es, intrustion of Parcel 16 and
other development into Attick
Park and development of Parcels
1 and 2 in north-east Greenbelt
and crime control and prevention.

Traffic problems on Greenbelt
Road and the impact of en-
croaching development in Green-
belt East and its environs are key
issues in Greenbriar, Glen Oaks
and Windsor Green. A major
concern in 1981 — police protec—
tion — has eased with increased
cooperation between the depart-
ment and residents,

Public safety and traffic - in
particular the Edmonston Road-
Greenbelt Road intersection — are
troubling Springhill Lake resi-
dents. Greenbelters in all sec-—
tions of the city have a common
interest in Metro and an intra—
city bus gervice.

Major speculation concerning
the election centers on (1) who
will poll the highest vote among
the successful candidates to be in
line for selection as mayor, (2)
whether a woman will be elected,
(3) whether differences among
the incumbents in filling a vacan—
cy in early 1983 will be a factor
in the voters’ decision and (4)
whether a former mayor and
councilman can return to a posi-
tion of leadership in the city.

Top Vote-Getter

Councils have traditionally cho-
sen the top vote-getter as mayor
although the city charter is si-
lent on this point. Since 1973 -
with the exception of 1981 — the
selection of mayor has see-sawed
between Gil Weidenfeld and Ri-
chard Pilski, Greenbelt pundits
anticipate that these two rivals
but they remind Greenbelters of
the surprise finish in the 1981 el-
ection. Richard Castaldi then out-
polled Weidenfeld by 39 votes and
Pilski by 170. When Castaldi
was elected to the Prince Georges
County Council in November,
1982, Weidenfeld again became
Mayor and Pilski, Mayor Pro-
tem.

Women on Council

Greenbelters have elected four
women to city councils since
1938. Ruth Taylor was on the
second and third Council from
1938 to 1941. Elizabeth Harring-
ton served from 1947 to 1951, two
years as mayor. Elizabeth Maf-
fay was elected in 1969 and again
in 1971. Rhea Cohen served from
1971 to 1973. Since 1973, four
women have been unsuccessful in
their quests for a council seat.

This is Bram's first try for el-
ection and, according to pundits,
she has a realistic chance of cap—
turing a council seat. Bram threw
her hat in the ring with -six other
hopefuls when the Castaldi vac-
ancy occurred.

She was one of seven to apply
for the position, but the field soon
narrowed to two during lengthy
deliberations on whom council
would appoint to succeed Castal-

Election Procedures

Voting on election day, Tues-
day, September 20, will be held
from 7 am. to 8 pm. at four
polling places — the Greenbelt
Municipal Building (Precinct 38—
Center), St. Hugh’s School (Pre-
cinet 6—North End), Springhill
Lake Community Center (Pre-
cinet 8) and Greenbriar Commun-
ity Center (Precinct 13—Green-
belt East).

Greenbelters will elect five
council members for a 2-year
term, all at large. In order to be
elected a candidate must re-
ceive 40% of the votes cast. If
fewer than five candidates receive
such a vote a run-off election will
be held one week later on Tues-
day, September 27.

In a run-off election the ballot
will consist of those unsuccessful
candidates receiving the highest
number of votes, up to twice as
many names as there are posi-
tions to be filled. Candidates poll-
ing the greatest number of votes

The 40% requirement for elec-
tion was introduced in 1967. Ear-
lier a majority vote was required,
frequently resulting in run-off el-
ections. Since 1967 no run-offs
have taken place. The last run-
off election in 1966 pitted Rich-
ard Pilski against Clifford Sim-
onson. Pilski won by one vote.

If all five council members are
elected on September 20, there
will be an organizational meeting
on Monday, Sept. 26. (This meet-
ing is set by charter.) If there is
a run-off election, the organiza-
tional meeting will held on Mon-
day, October 3.)

Upon being sworn in, the newly
elected council will choose the
mayor.

Voters will be asked to com-
plete a city prepared information
questionnaire dealing with city
programs and services, possible
update on acquisition of and uses
for North End School, and types
of projects that should be includ-
ed in a capital improvements
bond issue.( See questionnaire,
page 6.)

Some 3,194 Greenbelters are
currently on the voter registra-
tion rolls, down 9.8% from 1981,
Registration declined in all pre-
cincts primarily because some 682
registered voters who did not
vote in the two previous council
elections were removed from the
registration rolls.

Applications for absentee bal--
lots must be made in writing no
later than noon on Monday, Sep-
tember 19. Ballots must be re-
turned no later than 6 p.m. elec-
tion day. Applications are avail-
able in the city office.

The population of Greenbelt is
17,332, according to the 1980 cen-
sus. It is estimated that there are
about 14,000 persons 18 years and
over who are eligible to vote. The

Council Postpones

Pet Control

Issue Until After the Election

The Greenbelt city council released the CRAB recom-
mendations on pet control at its regular meeting on Sept. 12,
but, running into a legal bind, voted for a work session on
the problem and will take up the recommendations again

October 3 after the elections.

CRAB’s “Report to Councii”
lists five recommendations. First,
the report states, the present or-
linance is “outdated” and should
oe revised. Revisions should em-
brace these points: increased fines
(*. . . the present $10 impound-
ment fee is not high enough to
discourage offenders’), the estab-
lishment of an Animal Control
Board, proper disposal of wastes,
limitation of the number of ani-
mals, and a “leash law.”

Second, the present ordinance
should be enforced, whether it is
ever revised or not.

Most of those present at the
August 24 CRAB hearing were
residents of Greenbelt Homes,
Inc. CRAB recommends that the
city manager and the GHI man-
ager get together and work out
ways for “possible  co-operative
effort.”

Animal wardens should receive
“appropriate training to increase
their effectiveness.”

_The CRAB “Report to Coun-
cil” concludes with the suggestion
that “every effort . . . be made to
publish the animal control rules
so that all citizens are aware of
these regulations.” To meet this
goal, CRAB recommends use of
the News Review, civic and home-
owners associations, pamphlets
and posted signs.

The council was prepared to
take action on a part of these
recommendations by listening to
a “first reading” of a staff-pre-
pared revision of the penalties
contained in the present ordi-
nance, The revision would in-
crease the present $10 penalty by
tacking on a $5 impoundment fee
for each calendar day . .. an ani-
mal is boarded at the city animal
control shelter.

During the discussion of this
point, City Manager James K.
Giese raised a point of related

Sex and the
Voting Booth

Voters in the city council elec-
tion on Tuesday will find that the
official ballot in the voting booths
directs them to wvote for five
“councilmen.” It belatedly dawn-
ed on the incumbent city coun-
cilmen Monday night that this is
not right: One of the candidates
seeking to unseat one of them is
not a man.

After prolonged discussion,
council agreed that (1) it is too
late now to reprint the ballots;
(2) the city's Board of Elections
is the only body with authority
to make the necessary wording
changes during the next two
years; and (3) maybe the News
Review could help enlighten the
voters before election day.

— “Voters should by all means
be discriminating in their choices,
but not diseriminating as to gen-
der.”

importance. Even though the ecity
has been issuing animal licenses
since the early 1960’s, Giese said,
State law reserves to the county
the right to issue pet licenses.

Emmett Nanna, the City Attor-
ney, supported this point and said
the city would have to seek a
change in the State law.

Council work on the CRAB rec-
ommendations bogged down un-
der other objections.

Joseph Costa, speaking from
the audience, said he could not
see the connection between the
CRAB recommendations and the
course of action the council was
pursuing with a $5 impoundment
increase.

“The CRAB recommendations
(as a whole),” Costa said, “should
form the basis of changes in the
ordinance.”

Mayor Gil Weidenfeld said the
council has not yet had the op-
portunity to discuss the CRAB
report. He recommended a work
session for September 26 to go
over the CRAB suggestions “as a
whole, not piecemeal.”

Watching the couneil work in
this way, said Eunice Coxon, is
like watching “the mountain give
birth to a mouse.”

She stated again that the city
should follow the lead of Bowie
and College Park in dealing with
its pet control problems and not-
ed in passing that by scheduling
the work session for September
26 the council doesn’t “have to go
to work on this before the elec-
tions.”

The council moved to have the
CRAB recommendations put on
the agenda October 3 regular
council meeting.

As Councilman Richard Pilski
put it, “This will be a good issue
for the new council to begin
with."”

It is appalling to view voter participation figures in
City Council elections. In 1981, only 1,808 Greenbelters
voted out of 3,522 registered. Those numbers represented
13 and 25 percent respectively of the potential electorate,
based on 1980 data.

Yet to bemoan voter participation is to miss the point.
What the figures reveal is voter apathy. If we could find
a way to stimulate interest, we should no longer have a
problem of low vote totals.

I do not understand why so many Americans treat
with disdain their birthright to participate in governmen-
tal decision-making. Much the smaller part of our fellow
travelers on this planet shares our privilege. Indeed, at
any given time many of them are endeavoring at the risk
qf }il?prisonment or worse to secure what we consider a
right.

Not to participate in Greenbelt decision-making is espe-
cially difficult to comprehend. Council prides itself on be-
ing an open forum. Any citizen will be given a courteous
hearing. And no one can convince me that most Green-
belters are indifferent about law-enforcement, maintenance
of streets and parks and recreation activities.

So come now, registered Greenbelters, take part in the
most basic feature of democratic government. Let's raise
the 1981 percentage of those voting from just over 50 per-
cent of those registered to 75 percent this year. Anyone
for 80 percent?

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Utopia’s “Dr. Cook’s Garden”
Builds Plenty of Suspense

Dr. Cook’s Garden, a mystery by Ira Levin, playing for
the next two weekends at the Utopia Theater, presents play-
goers with a suspenseful and emotionally-charged plot. Con-

flicting values, characteristics,

sions brought on by decisions

and feelings, as well as ten-
facing the characters, make

for a fulfilling evening of theater.

Dr. Jim Tennyson, played by
Jeff Beyrent, returns to Green—
field Center, Vermont after com-
pleting his medical training to
visit his old friend and mentor,
Dr. Leonard Cook, acted by John
V. Gentile, When Tennyson makes
a connection between a code used
in the garden maintenance sys—
tem and one used on patients’
medical records, he realizes that
his colleague has been practicing
medicine in an unorthodox fash-
ion.

Beyrent and Gentile are well-
cast as the young and older doc-
tors, respectively. Beyrent brings
the fitting amount of youthful
idealism to the role, while Gentile
is especially good at mot letting
Cook’s guilty conscience betray
him. The two actors bring out
well the contrasts of youth ver-
sus age, big city versus small
town ,and youthful idealism ver-
sus a rather sinister idealism,

A number of emotions conflict
in Dr .Tennyson. He feels grati-
tude for what Dr. Cook has done
for him in the past, yet also hor-
ror at what he discovers about
the elder’s practice. Should he
report his findings or not? At
one point in the play, the fate of
Dr. Cook lies in his hands: how
should he aet? Should he stay in
town or not? Beyrent generally
gives a good portrayal of the
feelings which come into conflict,
but could add some intensity at
the points where the greatest de—
mands are made of conscience.

Both Gentile and Beyrent sue—
ceed in making the audience be-
lieve the lies that Levin uses so
skillfully in certain of his plays.

Judy Holland as Bea, Dr.
Cook’s nurse, and Marie Tousig-
nant as Dora, his cook and
housekeeper, bring a great deal of
warmth and charm to their roles.
Their adulation of Dr. Cook and
their own goodheartedness help
create an atmosphere in which
evil seems an unlikely intruder.

Bruce Chubb Miller, as Elias
the gardner, gives a flavorful
portrayal of the laconic, New
England man of the earth.

The warmth of the set is de-
ceptive and reinforces the theme
of appearances versus reality. Ad-
ditional props could be used to
give the set more of the feeling of
a doctor’s office, e.g., a scale, or a
stethescope on the desk.

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ELECTION con’t from p. 1
di. In early 1983 Council found
themselves stalemated. Putens
and Weidenfeld were pulling for
Bram, and Pilski and White for
Zugby. (In 1981 Zugby had lost
his first bid for election, garner-
ing 48% of the vote.) When the
deadlock persisted, Bram decided
to withdraw.

Comeback?

Francis W. White served four
terms on city council, two as
mayor, 1961 to 1963 and 1969 to
1971. In the hot 1963 election,
when development and zoning
were burning issues and almost
81 percent of the registered vot-
ers cast ballots, Francis White
was defeated in a Tunoff election
in which 75 percent of the voters
again turned out. In 1965, he was
again elected to council and was
reelected in 1967.

Potpourri

— Putens and Zughby reside in
Greenbelt East, the first repre-
sentatives of that section of the
city to serve on council. Puten's
ascent to council in 1981 was the
first time since 1971 that a can-
didate who resided outside the
center of the city was elected. In
that year Weidenfeld, then a res—
ident of Springhill Lake, was el-
ected to, his first term on council.
Previously Springhill Lake’s Joel
Katz ran unsuccessfully. In 1981
Konrad Herling of Springhill
Lake garnered 48 percent of the
vote in a successful council
try.

—Weidenfeld, Pilski and Thomas
X. White have served together
since 1973. All three are from
the center of Greenbelt along
with Bram, Francis W. White and
Jones.

—This is the first time that three
candidates who have served as
mayor - Pilski, Francis W. White

city has 8,100 housing units, with
2,898 in Springhill Lake, 1,198 in
the Greenbriar/Glen Oaks devel-
opments, about 350 in Windsor
Green, and the remaining units
in the core of the city. The 1980
census notes there are an average
of 2.26 persons per household.

Casting votes in the 1981 coun-
cil election were 1,801 Greenbelt-
ers, 51.3 percent of the registered
voters. Sixty-three percent of the
electorate voted in the North End,
57.6 percent in the Center, 43.7
percent in Greenbelt East, and
21.9 percent in Springhill Lake.

In 1979, 62 percent of the eli-
gible voters trekked to the polls;
in 1977, 59 percent turned out; in
1975, 48 percent; in 1973, 54 per-
cent; and in 1971 54 percent.
However, in 1969 a hot election
brought out 75 percent of the
2,991 registered voters.

Board of Elections are Jule Chur-
chill, chairperson; Joe Comproni,
Nat Shinderman, Pat Gardes and
Robert Spear.

the same election.

—Two candidates with the same
last name are rumming - Thomas
X. White and Francis W, White.
—Pilski has the longest length of
service — nine consecutive terms
starting in 19656. He also was
appointed and served for several
months in 1963.

—The 1983 election will probably
be remembered as the year in
which all candidates subjected
themselves to what certainly
must have felt like a perpetual
sauna bath as they walked
through the heat of this extraor-
dinary weather to campaign door
to door.

Required by State Law

Car safety seats for children
two and younger will be required
by Maryland law beginning Jan-
uary 1, 1984. To comply with the
law, children must be buckled in
safety seats which meet federal
standards.

All car safety seats made since
1981 comply with federal stand-
ards. “Car safety seats are not
car beds or lightweight plastic
carriers,” explained Larraine
Bernstein-Cohen, Coordinator of
Project KISS (Kids in Safety
Seats) of the Maryland Depart-
ment of Health and Mental Hy-
giene.

Damaged Propane Tank
Disrupts Festival Sunday

On Sunday afternoon, Septem-
ber 4, during the Labor Day Fes-
tival, a 100-pound propane fuel
tank began leaking gas in the vi-
cinity of the swimming pool and
the parking lot behind Co-op. The
Greenbelt fire and police depart-
ments were called and the area of
the swimming pool and parking
lot was evacuated for over an
hour while the gas dissipated.

According to Captain Matt
Webber of the Greenbelt Volun-
teer Fire Department, the tank
was being unloaded from a truck
for use at the festival when it
accidentally fell. As it hit the
ground, the wvalve broke off the
top of the tank. This resulted in
the gas flowing from the tank
with no means for shutting it off.
The fire department was called
and upon arrival had the area
evacuated because of the signifi-
cant hazards the leak involved.
The tank with its broken stem
was placed in the area between
the parking lot and softball field,
where it was left, isolated, for the
vapors to dissipate.

After an hour and twenty min-
utes, when the gas had finally dis-
sipated, and the fire department
was satisfied that it was safe to
resume activity, the swimming
pool and parking lot were re-
opened.

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ERHS Students Work To Be in Space Shuttle

Two experiments from Eleanor
Roosevelt High School were
among eight scientific experi-
ments designed by students of
the Prince Georges County Pub-
lic Schools which were selected to
fly aboard a NASA space shuttle
in 1985. The selections were
made following seven months of
intensive research and proposal
development by teams of students
and teachers at six Prince Geor-
ges high schools.

The experiments will be con-
structed during the next ten
months and ultimately placed in-
side a five-cubic foot canister
known as a “Get Away Special”
(GAS). The GAS canister was
donated to the Prince Georges
and Montgomery county public
schools by Orbital Systems, Ltd.,
an aerospace engineering firm
located in Glenn Dale, Md.

From a field of 61 original
proposals designed by Prince
Georges students, the eight final-
ists were selected on the basis of
the merits of their investigation,
the probability of aequiring suc-
cess and their suitability for
limited space and power inside
the GAS canister.

Following the construction of
the experiments during the next
school year the eight separate

projects will be integrated into
the canister. Once integrated the
canister will be sent to Cape
Kennedy, Florida where it will
undergo further stress testing.
The anticipated launch date is
early in mid-1985. Each project
will include a control éxperiment
on Earth,

The following Eleanor Roose-
velt High School projects have
been selected to fly aboard a 1885
space shuttle:

“Nematodes.” The life cycle de~
velopment of the nematode caen-
orhabditis elegans will be studied
under weightless conditions to
determine if any abnormalities or
mutations will occur in the orga-
nism development. The life cycle
will be halted four times during
the flight to study the mutation
rates and distribution of the life
stages of the population.

This project was developed by
tenth graders: Janet Bayre,
Yong-Tack Chon, R. Erika Elvan-
der, Chris Harpold, Sanjay Na-
tarajan and Susan Thorton under
the direction of Dr. Donald Hor-
rigan.

“Cosmic Rays.” By building a
device to detect and identify en-
ergized ions, this experiment will
examine the origin and energy
levels of certain cosmic rays. The

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GHI Boiler Rooms to Be Offered
To Adjacent Owner; First Price Set

At a meeting on Sept. 1,
the board of directors of
Greenbelt Homes, Inc., again
wrestled with the problem
of setting a policy for the
sale of the small boiler
rooms without an appraisal
on which the price could be
based. By membership vote
at the last annual meeting,
the members in the adjacent

units are to be allowed to

purchase the boiler rooms
‘ag is’ at a price set by an
independent appraisal. Since
no appraiser has been found
who is willing to put a value
on the boiler rooms, the
board had requested at its
Aug. 11 meeting an opinion
from the corporation coun-
sel on the legality of the
board’s proceeding with such
sales. !

According to General Manager
Shekar Narasimhan’s statements,
the legal counsel had advised that
the board could sell the boiler
rooms without an appraisal as
long as they adherred to an “ob—
jective, reasonable and consistent
method” of setting values. Armed
with this opinion, the board pas—
sed a motion which authorized
management to offer these rooms
to the adjacent unit owners on
the following basis: the space is
to be used for living space; the
final purchase price, to be ap-
proved by the board, would be
determined by considering the
need for removal of the boiler,
structural repair, waterproofing
needs and the amount of yard
space associated with each room;
GHI would have any needed ac-
cess to the space; the member
would repay rehab charges the
member’s mutual ownership con-
tract would be amended to in-
clude the additional space. A
further stipulation was that GHI
would have the right to repur—
chase the room for the original
purchase price if the member has
not completed the work within
two years.

This policy-setting motion was
passed 4-0, with Director Frank
Gervasi abstaining. (Directors
Joe Jenkins and Mark Dombrow—
ski were absent; Director Wayne
Williams arrived later.) The
board then passed a second mo-
tion (4-1, Director John Lewis
opposed) specifically authorizing
the sale of the boiler room adja-
cent to 16-Z-2 Ridge Road, at a
price of $1,000 plus an estimated
$2,000 in rehab costs.

Land Reserve Loan

In other business, the board
turned down a member’s appli-
cation for a loan from the land
reserve fund to finance installa-
tion of sidimg and insulation on a
block home. The general man-
ager pointed out to the board
that the State Historic Preserva-
tion Officer had refused permis-
sion for installation of siding on
the block houses and, in the cor-
poration counsel’s opinion, such
installation could have an ad-
verse effect on GHI's National
Register membership. Narasim-
han further noted that GHI’s
lending funds directly for this
purpose might unnecessarily in-
crease this risk.

Members of the board also not-
ed that there had been a mora-
torium on loans from the land
reserve fund. To end that mora~
torium would entail immediate
decisions on interest rates, and
length and type of loans. A mo-

tion to refer the issue of loans
from the land reserve fund to the

Finance Committee was approved
uninamously.

The member inquiring about
the loan indicated that insulation
to ease a heating problem was of
primary importance in consider-
ing installation of siding. Ger-
vasi cautioned that insulation
congisting of at least 2" of poly-
styrene would be needed to make
a difference in the chilliness of
the unit. The board referred this
aspect of the matter to the En-
gineering and Maintenance Com-
mittee with instruction to work
with members who are planning
to install siding and installation
in order to develop specifications
for insulation under vinyl siding.

Masonry Painting Program

The board also heard a report
on the remaining issues in the
masonry painting program. By
unanimous vote the board passed
a motion by Wayne Williams
which allows trim painting with
the 12 colors which are already
approved for outside walls. The
board also referred unresolved
questions on trim painting (in-
cluding what, exactly, is trim)
to the Aesthetics and Environ-
ment Committee for recommen—
dations,

Financial Report

The board received a 6~month
financial report which showed re-
ceipts running $35,000 above pro-
jections and expenditures $65,000
below. Receipts from home sales
and interest income account for
most of the income rise while
savings in real estate taxes and
insurance costs explain the major
part of the decrease in disburse-
ments.

The board approved a height
exemption for a shed under con-
struction at 48-A Ridge Rd. by
a b5-1 majority (Williams oppos—
ed) on the recommendation of the
A&E Committee. However, the
board refused to act on an ex-
emption request for a 6-foot pri-
vacy screen for members at 35-J
Ridge Rl. This request was re-
ferred to the A&E Committee.

Brief meetings of the Green-

belt Development Corporation
(GDC) and the Greenbelt Homes,
Inc. Development Corporation
(GHIDC) boards were also held.
The GDC board received com-
parative balance sheets and op-
erating statements showing the
corporation operating close to the
break—even point. The GHIDC
board received notification from
management that the mechanical
ventilation test ordered by the
board would be conducted at 2E—
K Westway, one of the buildings
which had the most severe mois—
ture problems last winter.

Management also informed the
board that Lyons Associates are
preparing a presentation on their
findings about the structural en—
gineering work which would be
required on the 17 buildings sur-
veyed.
