Rabies is Spreading in P.G. County; 
Emergency Clinic Set t·or March 30

Because of recent dramat­
ic increases in rabies cases 
in and around Prince Geor­
ges County, an emergency 
rabies vaccination clinic for 
cats and dogs wm be held 
this Saturday, March 31. 
The clinic, sponsored by the 
Pr ince Georges County 
Health Department and staf­
fed by volunteer veterinar­
ians, will take place at Ma­
gruder Park at Hamilton 
Street and 39th A venue in 
Hyattsville from 1 to 4 p.m. 
There is a small fee. 

As of March 21, forty-two 
rabid raccoons were reported. 
While most were found inside 
the Beltway along the county's 
western border with Montgomery 
County, some rabid raccoons 
have been found in other parts 
of the county including one in 
the Agricultural Research Cen­
ter and several in Beltsville and 
College Park. Last year only 11 
rabies cases were reported. 

All o the reported cases in­
volve raccoons and most occurred 
between Takoma Park and Laurel. 
No person has been infected. 

The U.S. Center for Disease 
Control in Atlanta has called this 
local outbreak the worst rabies 
epidemic in the United States 
since 1962. 

The county health department 
expects the problem to get even 
worse because the animals will 
begin moving about in the spring. 

They urge all pet owners to be 
sure their cats and dogs have 
current vaccinations against ra­
bies. "By maintaining a strong 
shield of immunized animals 
around the human community, the 
possibility of rabies in man can 
be reduced," said County Health 
Officer Helen B. McAllister, M.D. 

Rabies is a viral disease that 
attacks the nervous system_. It 
results in paralysis and almost 
certain death once the symptoms 
appear. The symptoms, which 
usually develop within two to 
eight weeks after one is infected, 
include fever, paralysis and se­
vere throat spasms. The throat 
spasms occur when the victim 
comes in contact with water or 
anything else that may cause 
him to salivate. This is why rabies 
has a second name : hydrophobia, 
or fear of water. 

The rabies virus is usually 
spread through bites by an in­
fected animal, it can also be 
transmitted if the saliva comes 
in contact with fresh scratches, 
open wounds or mucous mem­
br e . Rabi s can be found ·n 
r accoons, foxes, skunks, bats, and 
if not vaccinated, cats and dogs. 
It is rarely found in mice, squir­
rels, chipmunks, guinea pigs, 
hamsters, oppossums or rabbits. 

An infected animal, according 
to the Health Department, might 
appear sluggish, drugged, or 
sleepy. It may drag its hindquar­
ters as if partially paralyzed. The 
animal may be either aggressive 
or overly friendly. Rabid animals 
have been known to leap at peo-

What to do if Bille• 
•.• by a Wild Animal 
•Capture or kill the animal, if 
possible, so it can be tested. 
Take care to prevent addi­
tional bites or damage to the 
animal's head. 

•Immediately wash the wound 
in soapy water, occasion.ally 
scrubbing the bitten area 
gently for 10 minutes. 

*Get medical attention. 
•Call county police (336-8800). 
•Call the Health Department 

(386-0241) or 911 after-hours 
or on weekends. Do not de­
lay calling. You may need to 
be vaccinated.

Council Establishes Animal Control 
Regulations; Eflective March 29

New animal control regu­
lations for the city were ad­
opted · by Greenbelt's city 
council du1·ing its regular 
meeting on March 19, with 
the regulations to go into 
effect 10 days later. In other 
action that evening, council 
reopened sale of lots in the 
city cemetery, received en­
l!ouragement that the State 
H i g h w a y Administration 
may end its opposition to a 
traffic light at Mandan and 
Greenbelt Roads; delayed 
reconstruction of four tennis 
courts at Braden Field until 
it can discuss funding prior­
ities during the forthcoming 
budget considerations, and 
began the steps necessary to 
annex into the city a small 
"enclave" adjacent to Green­
belt Road near the Parkway. 

The new animal control regu­
lations resulted from intensive 
and vocal citizen concern, par-

ticularly about unleashed dogs. 
Their concern was punctuated 
_last September when a dog at­
tacked and seriously injured a 
Greenbelt mail carrier. The new 
regulations, patterned after some 
being considered by the Prince 
Georges County Council, are in­
tended to give city authoriti~s, 
both independently and in co­
operation with the county, in­
creased ability to assure that 
animals do not bother humans, 
that owners keep their animals 
under control, and that owners 
who violate the regulations are 
penalizE:d. Council asked the city 
manager to make a wide distri­
bution of the regulations to civic 
organizations, apartment manage­
ments, and others throughout the 
city, and also to publish a sum­
mary of the regulations in the 
News Review. 

Cemetery 

Council, with only brief dis­
cussion, rescinded its 10-year-old 
ban on sale of previously unpur­
chased lots in the city-owned 
Greenbelt Cemetery. The ordi­
nance for this purpose was intro-

duced at the March 5 council 
meeting in response to a citizen 
request. Between then and the 
March 19 meeting, a Greenbelt 
resident died and council was 
asked to .(Jermit purchase of one 
of the unsold lots for burial of the 
cremated remains. In approving 
the ordinance, council made it 
effective immediately rather than 
in the usual 10 days after pa&s­
age. The action by council permits 
the sale of 27 lots (72 grave 
sites) to city residents or to per­
sons who have a member of their 
family buried in the cemetery. 

Council also passed a motion by 
councilmember Antoinette Bram 
to ask the city's Park and Rec­
reation Advisory Board and its 
Community Relations Advisory 
Board to review and make rec­
ommendations on a 1974 Memorial 
Park concept for the cemetery 
property surrounding the bur,al 
ground.

NewCo-opApproachesGoal

This week Greenbelt Consumer Cooperative (GCC) 
reached the $50,000 mark in its drive for membership cap­
ital to help it purchase the Co-op supermarket, pharmacy 
and service station in Greenbelt. Their goal is to raise 
$60,000 by April 1. 

Over 400 individuals or couples 
have joined the new Co-op with 
cash or by transferring funds 
from the present Greenbelt Co­
operative, Inc. (GCI) . Almost 
$30,000 has been paid in cash, 
and more than $20,000 is in trans­
ferred funds. 

The Consumer Cooperative De­
velopment Corporation, a wholly­
owned subsidiary of the National 
Consumer Cooperative Bank, is 
expected to loan GCC a portion 
of its capital. In addition, the 
Consumers U n i t e d Insurance 
Company will participate in the 

loan. 
The GCI Board of Directors 

will meet in Savage the night of 
March 30. It is expected they will 
decide then to whom they will 
sell their four supermarkets and 
three service stations. In order 
to have the latest information, 
the next ".;CC Board of Direc­
tors will meet Saturday, l\larch 
31, at 9 a.m. instead of their 
usual Friday night meeting. The 
Board will meet in the Greenbelt 
Homes offices on Hamilton Place. 
All interested people are invited 
to attend the meeting.

1) The specific Maryland law 
relating to proxy voting does not 
apply to consumer cooperatives 
such as GCI. 

2) The GCI Board, under the 
GCI by-laws and under Maryland 
law, has the right to decide to 
divest the cooperative of the un­
profitable supermarket and ser­
vice station operations. 

The resulting summary judg­
ment, according to Ward, in ef­
fect means that Judge Femia had

Ordinar ily I would not dignify 
. • • Helen White's "Where's the 
Beef?" statement in the last 
issue of the News Review with 
a reply. However, I owe it to 
more than 1100 Greenbelters and 
Co-op consumers to set the record 
straight in response to this at­
tempt to lessen and ridicule 
their . . . effort to petition for 
what they believe is right. 

White, an employee of Green­
belt Cooperative, Inc. (GCI), 
appears to accept as final the de­
cision . . . to divest "our" food, 
pharmacy and auto services. The 
Save Our Services (SOS ) Cit i­
zens Committee does not. We 
contend that GCI has a legal 
and moral obligation to maintain 
the services in Greenbelt which 
are depended on by many Co-op 
members, senior ci t izens and oth­
ers. . . . Many Greenbelters and 
civic and homeowner associations 
volunteered their t ime and effort 
to make our public campaign pos­
sible. F or them and the more than 
1100 pet itioners, I deplor e White's 
insinuations that our views lack 
merit and amount to no more 
than a " Big Bun" offer. This is 
not a joke t o us. 

Yes, we sought so-ca lled "fan­
fare ." . .. We felt that without 
making use of the media, a cit i­
zens group stood little chance 
against a conglomerate with $11 
million in assets and over $50 
million in sales last year. . . . 
On March 12 . . . a delegation 
from SOS presented before the 
Board 1004 signed petitions and 
informed them that more were 
anticipated ... . Rather than leav. 
ing the original petitions with 
them that evening, we ~xplained 
tha t we would photocopy . . . 
them and return a complete copy 
to GCI lat er in the month. The 
Board acknowledged our petitions 
and gave no suggestion that our 
plan to provide them with a later 
copy present ed any concern. . . . 
These were delivered to GCI on 
March 26 .... 

I too suppor t the efforts of the 
newly formi ng Greenbelt Con­
sumers Cooperative (GCC) . ... 
Many GCC members have signed 
the SOS petition as well. They 
have related the view that buy­
ing "our" services back from 
"ourselves," though resentful, is 
an alternative that must be pur­
sued if diplomatic and legal ef­
forts fai l to halt the divestiture. 
I could not agree more full y .... 

White has done a grave dis­
service not only to SOS but also 
to GCC by fostering misconcep­
tions that our groups are ;;ome­
how pitted against one another 
rather than working toward a 
common goal- to save the ser­
vices. By undermining any of the 

efforts undertaken by Greenbelt­
ers to achieve this goal, we all 
stand to lose dearly.

CITY'S CPR COMMITTEE 
TO TRAIN LIFESAVERS 

If properly trained in cardio­
pulmonary resuscitation or CPR, 
anyone can potentially save some­
one from the sudden death of 
heart attack. This is the leading 
cause of death in the United 
States, according to Marilyn 
Fowler, CPR committee coordi­
nator with the Greenbelt Recrea­
tion Department. 

"Unfortunately, many people 
don't think a.bout learning CPR 
until they are faced with an 
emergency situation," comments 
Fowler. "Yet because many heart 
attack victims die before reaching 
the hospital, ordinary citizens 
must be trained in this emer­
gency care technique." 

Since the American Heart As­
sociation pioneered the estab­
lishment of CPR standards and 
procedures nearly ten years ago, 
approximately 15 million Ameri­
cans have been trained in CPR. 
During this time, many other 
national he a 1 th organizations 
have joined in the CPR training 
effort. In Greenbelt, 1,600 per­
sons have been trained to help 
save lives. 

CPR standards and procedures 
continue to he periodically re­
viewed and updated by the Amer­
ican Heart Association, the only 
volunteer nonprofit health or­
ganization dedicated exclusively 
to the education and research of 
cardiovascular diseases.

1 
pie to attack them. Especially 
suspicious are nocturnal animals 
which appear during daylight 
hours. 

If a person is bitten by an ani­
mal suspected of having rabies, 
the animal should be captured or 
killed so that it can be tested. 
The test, about a two-hour 
process, treats sections of the 
animal's brain with chemicals, 
then strains them with a dye 
that reveals the rabies virus. Do­
mestic cats and dogs can be 
quarantined for 10 days. If the 
animal did transmit rabies, it 
would probably die within the 10 
days. 

According to County Executive 
Parris Glendening, Maryland 
State Law requires the county to 
destroy or impound all unvacci­
nated a~imals, including pets, that 
may have come in contact with 
a rabid animal. Pet owners who 
cannot prove their animals are 
currently vaccinated will be given 
the choice of having their pets 
destroyed or held in isolation, at 
the owner's expense, for six 
months. 

The person who has been bit­
ten by a rabid animal or one that 
has not been captured for test­
ing or observation, will receive 
a new vaccine which requires five 
injections in the upper arm. This 
anti-rabies vaccine was licensed 
in 1980. The old vaccine required 
14 to 21 painful injections to the 
abdomen. 

Not everyone bitten by an ani­
mal needs the anti-rabies treat­
ment; but whenever someone is 
bitten, a doctor, the police and 
the county health department 
should be contacted.

letter to Castaldi from Mary­
land's Secretary of Transporta­
tion Lowell K. B.ridwell, promis­
ing reconsideration of the need 
for a traffic light at the intersec­
tion of Mandan and ·Greenbelt 
Roads. Bridwell cited a March 
9 letter from Castaldi (reprinted 
in the March 15 News Review), 
as well as "urging" received 
from citizens, city council, and 
members of the county · council 
and the General Assembly. Brid­
well then told Castaldi, " ... af­
ter discussions with Senator 
Green and others, I have directed 
the State Highway Administra­
tion to reopen the entire consid­
eration of a signal at the inter­
section. . . . The results of the 
reconsideration will be given my 
personal attention with every 
intention of coming to some posi­
ti:ve resolution of the matter." 

Tennis Courts 
Of the eight city tennis courts 

at Braden Field, four need minor 
surface repairs and re-color coat­
ing. the other four, according to 
the city's directors of recreation 
and of public works, are no longer 
playable because of surface fail­
ure and problems caused by poor 
base drainage. These need to be 
reconstructed. City M a n a g e r 
James Giese told council a ten­
tative estimate has put the cost 
of the work on all eight courts 
at $60,000. At present $67,200. is 
unallocated in the Reserve for 
Capital Improvements. Giese also 
estimated it would be the middle 
of the summer before reconstruc­
tion of the four unplayable courts, 
if approved now by council, could 
be completed. 

Council approved the patch and 
r~olor work on the first four 
courts. But despite pleadings 
from representatives of the 
Greenbelt Tennis Association, and 
a recent positive recommenda­
tion by the Park and Recreation 
Advisory Board, council refusi>d 
to approve the major reconstruc­
tion of the other four courts. 
Council m em be-rs questioned 
whether these tennis courts are 
at the top of the city's priority 
list for capital improvements, 
cited other projects toward which 
the reserve funds may be more 
urgently needed, noted hopes for 
a Capital Improvements Bond 
Referendum, and ultimately 
agreed to discuss the matter fur­
ther during the forthcoming 
budget meetings. 

Annexation 
Council took the first of a 

series of steps needed to annex 
a 4.35-acre island or "enclave" 
of land that is totally surrounded 
by the City of Greenbelt but is

not now a part of the city. This 
enclave is located on the north 
side of the intersection of the 
Capital Beltway and the Bal-ti­
more-Washington Parkway, south 
of Greenbelt Road and just east 
of the Holy Cross Lutheran 
Church property. A small part of 
the enclave is owned by the 
church, the remainder by a pri­
vate individual who has a home 
on the property. Under Maryland 
Jaw, the city must complete the 
annexation process by June 30, 
at which time its authority to do 
so expires. The city is proposing 
to exempt the private owner from 
city property taxes until such 
time as the use of the land 
changes or the property is re­
zoned. The city also proposes to 
provide this property with all 
city services normally provided 
to other developed properties 
within the city. Council set May 
14 as the date for a required 
public hearing on the annexation 
proposal.

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Sgt. Faulconer Begins Retirement, 
Plans to Enjoy Life in . New Home

After 32 years on the 

Greenbelt police force, Sgt. 
Herbert Faulconer says he's 
been doing police work " too 
daggone long." 

J anuary 1 marked t he 
first day of Faulconer 's re­
tirement, and when hfs wife, 
Donna, retires in February 
the two will head for their 
home just south of Ocean 
City, a house they're com­
pleting weekend by weekend. 

"Every weekend we go up to 
the house and we always i et 
involved with something that 
makes us wish we didn't have to 
comQ back," Faulconer says. 

After living and working for 
more than three decades in 
Greenbelt, Faulconer is 1·eady t0 
move on to this next segment of 
his life. 

Concerning police work h., says, 
"I've enjoyed it. I really hal'e, 
but right now I would just like 
to leave it all behind me and go 
and find something else t.> do. I 
feel sort of worn out, like an old 
car ready to collapse and die." 

Realizing he may at some point 
feel he wants a part-time job, 
Faulconer nevertheless says he'll 
never return to police work. But 
at the same time he says, "If 
you're in police work as long as 
I've been, what do you do?" 

Will he miss it? "I'm sure I 
will," he says. "One of the big 
things I liked about police wo1k 
is that the job always changes . 
You're always learning some­
thing." 

But he also says, wi h c nc I' , 

"I've regretted many a time b~­
coming a policeman." Faulc.>ner 
explains that "when you become 
a policeman you've got to Jose 
and drop mos•t of your friends." 
Because of 'the law-eilforcing na­
ture of the work, "you can't be­
long to the American Legion o~· 
other organizations." 

Thirty-two years ago, whe•1 
Faulconer made his career de­
cision, he says he had to d-;J"'dc, 
"Is thi! what you want or is it 
not!" He opted for a life in which 
"most everything- is at home.''

Being a policeman in Green­
belt offered a more comfortable 
social atmosphere years ago. 
"The attitude people have to ­
wards policemen nowadays is dif­
ferent from what it used to be," 
Faulconer says. "You used t,1 be 
able to go to the Center an.l taik 
with people. Now they walk away 
from you." Patt of this has to <lo 
wi,th the transience of Greenbelt.-­
ers. "I used to know a Jot of lhe 
residents ," he remarks. "Now 
there are so many new ones .:om­
ing in and old ones moving out." 

Faulconer has noticed, ton, a 
change in community outlook. 
"When I first came here, peoph' 
had more community pride. I' ·,e 
often heard it sa id ,Greenbelt wu!'I 
never built to be sold. The1·e 
should be a controlling facto,·." 

And bitterly, he remarks, "I 
watched them build this Youth 
Center. Now it's a target." 

Faulconer, who began his ca­
reer in 1951 as a dispatcher, be­
came a policeman in 1952. At that 
time training was on the job only, 
different from today's licensing 
through the Maryland P o I i c e 
Training Commission. 

Crime has not changed a lot, 
Faulconer remarks. It comes in 
waves. You might have "a run 

of drugs, then auto thefts." Shor, -
lifting becomes a greater p.·nb­
lem during the Ohristmas hdilhy 
season. Of the violent cr:me.; -
arson, murder, rape, rolil,ery -
Foulconer says "there is not too 
much here." And he adds, "Most 
of our trouble is from outside 
Seventy percent of those appre -
hended are non-residents." 

Faulconer says that long ag:i 
the glamor of police work dis­
appea1·ed for him. Of the danger 
he says, "I guess if you sat down 
and thought about it, you'd quit. 
Of course you get scared now 
and then. Anybody that doe;;i;'t 
get scared is a fool."

Latest Proposal tor Lakeside West 
Includes 7-Story ApartmentComplex

Windsor Green and Glen 

Oaks townhouse owners are 
uneasy about a rezoning pe­
tition that could bring 667 
townhouses immediately 
south of their development. 
Harold and Burton Ridler, 
owners of 83.38 acres of pro­
perty located outside the 
city limits, have requested 
that· the tract be rezoned 
from R-R (rural residential, 
single-family, 1.85 units an 
acre ) to R-T (residential 
townhouses, up to 12 units 
an acre). The contract pur­
chaser of the property is Mi­
chael T. Rose Associates, 

· Inc. Rose developed virtu­
ally all Qf the Woodstream 
townhouses and single fam­
ily homes on Good Luck 
Road near Du Val High 
School. 

Prior to final action on the 
petition by the Prince Georges 
,County Council, sitting as the 
Distri/,!t Council, the Zoning Hear­
ing Examiner will hold a hearing 
on May 30. Because the Tidier 
property is located outside of 
Greenbelt's borders, the District 
Council will not need a super­
majority (six of nine council 
members) to override Greenbelt's 
recommendations should the city 
recommend denial. 

In the meantime, the staff of 
the Maryland National Capital 
Park and Planning Commission, 
which will review the applica­
tion, will solicit comments from 
various county agencies as well 
as the City of Greenbelt. The 
staff's recommendations will then 
be forwarded to the Planning 
Board, which will hold a hearing 
if one is requested by any inter­
ested party. 

The city council is expected· to 
·hold public meetings on the re­
zoning petition subsequent to the 
city's Advisory Planning Board's 
,m a k i n g its recommendations. 
Michael T. Rose, along with at­
torneys George Brugger and 
Diane Leasure, has already un­
veiled plans for the property be: 
fore the APB, which will discuss 
the matter again on April 4. 

Major concerns voiced at these 
sessions were ( 1) closeness of 
some of the proposed townhouses 
to Windsor Green/ Glen Ora 
homes-in one case 30 feet, (2) 
inadequate rerreationul facilities, 
(3) lack of single family de­
tached homes and ( 4) exacerba­
tion of existing traffic problems 
on Greenbelt Road at the inter­
sections of Mandan Road and 
Hanover Parkway.
