The 
initial goal was to enable GCC 
to ,borrow enough to buy the in­
ventories of both the Co-op Su­
permarket and Service Stat\On. 
Now, since they will not be buy­
ing the Service Station, the new 
goal will enable GCC to borrow 
enough to buy the inventory, the 
equipment and the leasehold im­
provements of the Co-op Supe.· 
1!1arket, all in one step. 

In order to accomplish this, 
GCC is (1) urging each member 
to get another member, (2) sug­
gesting that subscribers make 
another payment on their mem­
bership, (3) asking voting mem­
bers to put in some loan capital 
or to buy a "Save-Our-Co-op 
Certificate, and (4) advising 
everyone with member-capital or 
stock in the old Co-op (GCI) to 
request its transfer to the new 
Co-op, (GCC).

PROROSAL, from page J 
noted that Greenbelt has a "pre­
ponderance of apartments." 

According to Cornell, Bresler 
prefers the high rise because 
town houses have set-back re­
quirements and noise from the 
Beltway would adversely affect 
the townhouse residents more 
than highrise residents. 

William Wilkerson, chairman 
of the city's Advisory Planning 
Board (APB), who also attended 
the work session, -said he thought 
the townhouses would be ''very 
affected" by noise, while a high­
rise "might be affeeted." 

In August 1983 the city sent 
Bresler a letter outlining four 
constraints that should be con­
sidered in any future develop­
ment of Parcel 15. First, no build­
ing units should be visible from 
Attick Park, particularly from 
the lake dam and bandstand areas. 
Second, problems of noise impact 
on the residents, especially from 
the Beltway, should be addressed. 
Third, any development proposal 
should include a traffic study 
identifying and addressing traf-
fic impacts generated by the de­
velopment. And fourth, the rec­
reational needs of the residents 
should be addressed. Cornell felt 
the new 1>roposal would meet the 
four constraints. 

Councilmember Edward Putens 
aid he was very pleased to see 

that the developers plan to dedi­
cate the 10 acrei, to the city. 
"That was my primary concern," 
he said. 

APB had previously reviewed 
hree concept plans for develop­

ment of Parcel 15 and the ad­
joining Consolidated Syndicates 
property. On February 19 APB 
had issued I!, report in which it 
gave preliminary approval to a 
plan for a seven-story 150-unit 
apartment building. According to 
the report, however, APB pre­
ferred a plan to put 111 town­
houses on •the two properties 
which are both owned in part 
by Bresler. The APB report called 
the third plan for three seven­
story apartment buildings "un­
acceptable" because they would 
create a "great imbalance of 
apartment units" in the area, 
they would be visible from the 
lake, ·and they would generate 
too much traffic. 

Cornell indicated that the 
American Legion has reached 
preliminary agreements w i th 
Bresler to purchase the Consoli­
dated Syndicates property, about 
10 acres of land on Greenbelt 
Ro'ad between Parcel 15 and the 
American Legion property and 
owned in part by Bresler. 

Councilmember Richard- Pilski 
said the Legion wants to pur­
chase the property so that it can 
expand its recreational area. H~ 
also indicated that the Legion 
may be considering construction 
of a veterans' home. 

Mayor W eidenfeld asked the 
developer to .return with some 
noise impact and traffic studies 
so that the APB can better 
evaluate the new proposal. 

An earlier de ~lopment plan to 
cluster 46 detached houses and 
15 townhouses, which, the APB 
recommended for disapproval, wiil 

Kindergarten Registration 
To Be Held in P .G. County 

Registration for kindergarten 
classes next fall in the public 
elementary schools of Prince

Stress of Police Communications 
Joh Causes High Turnover Rate

It is 3 in the morn­

ing and the sound of break­
ing' glass jolts you from a 
restful sleep. You hear 
footsteps and know that an 
intruder has broken into 
your house. You qqickly 
reach for the bedside tele­
phone and dial the police 
department. A calm voice 
answers, and you frantically 
whisper that someone's in 
your house and then recite 
your address. You expect 
immediate action and know 
that your life may be in the 
hands of the person at the 
other end of the telephone 
line. 

In Greenbelt, that person is 
one of four communications spe­
cialists that the city usually em­
ploys. 'Usually," because the po­
sition has a high turnover rate, 
and keeping four full-time com­
munications specialists has al­
ways been a problem. This might 
sound surprising for a job whose 
minimum qualifications are that 
a person be 18 years old, type 
30 words a minute, have a clean 
driving record, and not have a 
criminal record. Greenbelt's com­
munications specialists are not 
even required to be police offi-· 
cers. But when you realize that 
the communications specialist is 
the only link between Greenbelt's 
17,500 residents and their police 
force then you know that stress­
ful situations are a part of the 
job. 

Cindy McKnew knows about the 
re • She spent over five years 

working for the Prince Georges 
County crisis counseling hotline 
before coming to Greenbelt in 
1977 to be a communications spe­
cialist. McKnew spent three years 
at her post before leaving for 
a year, and then rejoining the 
police department as a records 
clerk. She readily admits to being 
a victim of job "burnout." Mc­
Knew has been back at the com­
munications specialist position 
since January of 1983, serving 
in a temporary capacity until 
the city again has four fully­
trained communications special­
ists. 

The position of communications 
specialist used to be known as 
police dispatcher, but considering 
the wide range of skills the job 
demands, the newer title seems 
more appropriate. A communi­
cations specialist in Greenbelt 
answers all incoming calls and 
walk-in inquiries, as well as 
maintaining communications be­
tween the four to eight police 
cars that patrol the city. Radio 
communications between patrol 
cars and the police department 
are the main priority. When tak,-

YOUTH COACHES CAN BE

A nationwide awards program 

ing an emergency call, the com­
munications specialist m u s t 
quickly obtain the essential in­
formation from emotionally dis­
traught people, accurately write 
it down, and then relay it to the 
police car that is closest to the 
area. The stress increases when 
several calls come in at once, and 
the communications specialist, 
has to decide which one needs the 
quickest attention. 

Sgt. Kenneth Stair, a 17-year 
veteran of the Greenbelt police 
department, is head of the com­
munications section. During his 
time on the police force, he has 
seen many communications spe­
cialists come and go. According 
to Stair, only one out of three 
potential communication's spe­
cialists makes it through the six­
week training program. The 
maximum length of service for 

communications specialists ha,:1 
been around three years. 

Stair hopes that a budget re­
quest for a fifth communications 
specialist will be granted to ease 
the pressure on the four spe­
cialists whose work shifts do not 
overlap. He also thinks the lon­
gevity of the communications 
specialists would be increased by 
having them attend stress and 
burnout courses that are being 
offered by the University of 
Delaware. 

Stair knows the importance of 
having a competent communica­
tions specialist. He remembers 
the story of a dispatcher at an­
other police department who mis­
takenly said a suspect was armed 
and the error resulted in a fatal 
shooting. "Sometimes a split­
second decision can be just as 
deadly as a gun," says Sgt. Stair.

Excellence in Education: What do we do next? This 

was the topic of a panel discussion on Tuesday, November 
15, presented by the Roosevelt PTSA, which offered the 
perspectives of local, state, national and business represen­
tatives. 

Susan Bienasz, of the Prince 
Georges C o u n t y Board of 
Education, c a 11 e d inadequate 
funding the major problem in 
etriving for excellence in educa­
tion. At•present, only 28% of the 
population has children in school, 
and there is a decreasing intereat 
in, and willingness to fund, edu­
cation. She sees a need to amend 
TRIH, which restricts the fund• 
ing of education severely, and 
said that students may have to 
pay in future for certain activi­
ties that used to be free. She 
also said it is unMkely that the 
size of classes will be reduced 
soon. 

Some efforts the county is mak­
ing to improve educational op­
portunrties include assistance to 
children in families that move 
frequently, and vocational educa­
tion. Requirements have been in­
creased in the amount of math 
and social studies needed for 
graduation. Also, the school 
board voted $500,000 last year to 
improve math education, with 
teachers being retrained in 
math. 

Input of Business Community 
J. D. Ooleman, Staff Direct3r 

of the National Business Consor­
tium for the Gifted and Talented, 
said that business has been ap • 
proached for help by schools bt:­
cause of lack of public funds for 
education, and some have funded 
programs, adopted schools, lent 
their expertise to management 
and enC'Ouraged businessmen to 
teach their specialties. The Na­
tional Business Consortium itself 
does no fundraising. Its purpose 
is to organize units, locally and 
state-wide into a partnership be­
tween business and the schools 
fQr the support of education of 
the gifted and talented. The state 
of Maryland does not participate 
in this program, saying there is 
no need for it. 

Coleman asked parents who are 
in the business world to get their 
businesses inV'Olved. They should 
tell their legislators that tr.~y 
want educational funding so- th~y 
will have the courage to vote for 
funding. 

Alternative Methods 
Former State Senator Meyer 

Emmanuel, of the Governor's 
Task Force on Funding of 
Education, said that although 

TRIM indicated that citizens 
are unwilling to p a y f o r 
schools throug,h the property tax, 
there are alternative methods to 
raise the needed funds, which he 
said the county has not pursued. 
He added thait the state legisla­
ture is not willdng to- spend mnre 
on educ~.tioq in Prince Georges 
County if J;he county does not 
make efforts to help itself. He 
castigated county politicians for 
not having the courage to tel' 
people that an increase in taxes 
is necessary to support the 
schools. 

Federal Role 
Dr. Tom Tomlinson, Director o! 

R.esearoh of the National Com 
mission on Excellence in Edl!ca­
tion which issued a report that 
has done much to revive interest 
in education, saw the federal role 
in education as being one -0f lead­
ership. The federal govern;nent 
should support research and en­
sure equity in educational pro • 
grams, leaving the fundin~ to 
local taxes, as is traditiional. 

He felt federal support should 
be focused on teacher training 
and retraining in subjects like 
math and science where there 
are shortages, and on curriculum 
reform, with emphasis on basic 
academic subject matter. Stw:i<>11ts 
have been sold short, he said, 
wherever basics are either not 
av,ailable or not required. Chil­
dren must be taught how to learn. 

Tomlinson said there was little 
data on the relationship between 
the size of classes and effective­
ness of le,1trning at the high 
school level, and that in certain 
areas, large lecture classes might 
make for more eftfoient use of 
teachers. 

Parents should exert their in­
fluence, supporting their children 
by supervising. homework and 
generating public enthusiasm for 
the cause of quality educaLic-a, 
Obherwise the public's curr.:-nt 
interest in education will turn 
again to aplllthy. 

Roosevelt PTSA President Dave 
Merkowitz led a peri~d in which 
several parents asked whether 
there was any chance of amend­
ing TRIM. They seemed to be­
lieve that a major obstacle to 
educational excellence is the Jack 
of adequate funding.

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Roosevelt Center to Get Facelift; 
Owner Agrees I~ Improvements

The Greenbelt City Council decided at its Monday, April 

2 meeting to move without delay to facilitate sidewalk and 
facade improvements to the Roosevelt Center. Council met 
on March 28 with Center owner George Christacos, at which 
time Christacos agreed to work cooperatively with the city 
and tenants of the Center businesses to make major im­
provements to the shopping mall. As a result of this meet­
ing, Councilman Tom White drew up an agenda directing 
the city staff to draft an agreement with Christacos on im­
provements he would undertake. Staff was also asked to 
develop a comprehensive report and timetable for . comple­
tion of the improvements by July.

agenda included preparation of a 
plan by the staff for the com­
pletion of the Roosevelt Center 
improvement project including 
overall concept; scheduled dates 
for completion of specific tasks; 
outline of council motions, reso-
lutions, ordinances and public 
hearing requirements; financing 
options and a report on the ap­
plication of historic preservation 
easements for the facade. Coun-
cil unanimously adopted White's 
plan. 

Since the MNOPPC would be-
gin work on the Roosevelt Center 
facelift this year, council was 
asked to set priorities for addi­
tional projects it would like the 
planning agency to study in 1985. 

After some discussion, council 
identified t h e following four 
projects: Bikeways; Old/ Green­
belt/New Greenbelt, which will 
identify ways to preserve the 
community concepts inherent in 
the original formation of the city 
and inco,rporating those concepts 
into the "new" community that 
has emerged; improvements to 
Greenbelt's ballfields; and the 
Greenbelt Gateway, a study of 
the impact of upgrading the 
Greenbelt Road-Kenilworth Ave­
nue intersection to an inter-
change. 

Councilman White asked the 
staff to look into the traffic and 
parking design at Beltway Plaza 
now that Wendy's has opened and 
a second restaurant, Bennigans, 
is under construction. Both res-
taurants, located within the park­
ing area, seem to have a negative 
impact on the traffic flow. Mayor 
Gil W eidenfeld called attention 
to the exit sign for Wendy's 
which is located near the main 
entrance to the shopping mall 
while the entrance requires driv-
ing around the building.
