Hoyer Do

Well Here

When the votes were tallied in Greenbelt on November
6, it was clear that Ronald Reagan would be reelected
President, that Steny Hoyer would win big again and that
the TRIM amendment would carry (see charts).

Although the Democratic team
of Walter Mondale and Geraldine
Ferraro captured 55.1% of the
vote, it was not nearly enough
to presage a victory for the Dem-
ocrats. Reagan and Bush gath-
ered 44.29 of the total vote in
the city. County-wide it was
Mondale over Reagan but state-
wide it was Reagan’s victory.

In the Congressional race Hoy-
er was top vote getter, trouncing
his opponent 71% to 299%. Hoyer
reaped 81% of the Greenbelt vote
over his opponent in 1980.

Sitting Circuit Court Judges
Arthur M. Monty Ahalt, Jr. and

G. R. Hovey Johnson won in
Greenbelt, and the county, and
will retain their seats on the
bench. Court of Appeals Judge
James F. Couch, Jr., Special Ap-
peals Judges Rosalyn B. Bell and
John Garrity were given the nod
to continue in office.

Question A, TRIM amendment,
won by almost two to one in
Greenbelt and was approved in
the county.

The turnout of 8,382 voters
represents 76.4% of the 10,977
eligible Greenbelt voters. In 1980,
T6.1% of the 9,807 eligible voters
frekked to the polls in the city.

TO BE OR NOT TO BE IN THE EYE
OF THE CAMERA, COUNCIL ASKS

Whether city council should cablecast all its meetings
and public hearings or just those of particular public
interest is one of the touchiest political problems council

is facing this fall.

“Cable shouldn’t be a forum for elee-

tioneering,” councilmember Toni Bram stated at council’s
first attack on the issue at the October 18 meeting.

Some members of council sug-
gested that “looking good” on
camera may have nothing te do
with job performanece on counecil
and that therefore cablecasting
all council meetings would not be
responsible use of the city’s gov-
ernment channel—A-10. Others,
naturally, do not agree at all.
“Electioneering is part of being
o the council,” retorted mayor
pro-tem Richard Pilski with a
broad grin. “People watching the
show will be persuaded (who's
doing a goed job),” he said, omly
half in jest. “I see nothing wrong
with cablecasting every meeting.
To give couneil the right to
choose what the public will see
is worse,” he accused. “Anything
we do at this (council) table is
important from gavel to gavel.”

“We were elected to know what
is important and what is not,”
countered Bram, who favors a
selective approach to cable cast-
ing.

“The City of Greenbelt is woe-
fully behind in its cable opera-
tions for its citizens,” stated
council member Tom White.
“We've dawdled with public ac-
cess and with the government
channel, A-10. The Bulletin Board
is miniscule compared to cable-
casting the couneil in action.”
Cablecasting meetings will open
the door for the public, he said.

White favors use of part-time
employees to operate the camera
and audio, or possibly volunteers.
City staff puts the cost at about
$1,000 a year for part-time help
to cover all council meetings and
public hearings. Bram agreed
with White on hiring part-time
workers rather than trying to
use present city staff, who might
be trained to use the equipment
but are already working full-time
for the city in other jobs.

But Bram argued against
White's open door. “Let’s be ge-

lective,” she wurged her fellow
members. “Quality over quantity.
Don’t be so vain as to think the
public is interested in everything
we do.”

Speaking from the audience,
Sandra Barnes favored cable-
casting “all of the council meet-
ings. I don't think it's up to coun-
cil to decide what the public is
going to see.” Different people
have different reasons, she said,
for what they find interesting.

Mayor Gil Weidenfeld suggest—
ed council send the issue to the
city’s Ad Hoe committee on the
use of the city's Public Access
channel. “Let’s ask them how
they would view it.”

Pilski pushed for immediate
purchase of equipment “while
we’re studying how to use it.”
Council has $5,000 in its cur-
rent budget earmarked for video
equipment. ¥, . . two cameras,
lighting, dressing rooms. Lebt's
do it up properly,” Pilski said.
gleefully. The opposition gagged,
while the audience rolled with
laughter at the thought of hot
lights melting council’s make up.

Philip Barnacz, Hunting Ridge,
cffered council another concern:
“If you put a TV camera in this
room, people (in the audience)
will want to be on TV. You may
have to shorten your agenda.”

City Solicitor Emmett Nanna
told council members that it is
normal among other city councils
to limit public participation to
addressing council under “peti-
tions and requests” early in each
agenda and, further, limiting each
individual to two minutes. “You
may need to sit down and redo
your rules,” he told council.

Council agreed to cablecast the
two public hearings (October 29
and 30) and to refer the question
of cablecasting “some” versus
“all” couneil meetings to the Ad
Hoc Committee for their com-
ments.

LANDS OF HUNTING RIDGE CONDOMINIUM; HAROLD 8.
TIDLER., ET AL: THE MARYLAND-NATIONAL CAPITAL
PARK & PLANNING COMMISSION; TRINITY ASSEMBLY OF
GOD, INC.; TRINITY CHURCH OF GOD, INC.; MICHAEL §
STEINER; JAMES H. SHIMMEL; MAGNOLIA FARMS PRO-
PERTY PARTNERSHIP; HUNTING RIDGE LIMITED PAKT-
NERSHIP; GOOD LUCK PARTNERSHIP; JOHN BEDNARIK;
OVERLOOK FARMS LIMITED PARTNERSHIP #1; CAMERON
BROWN INVESTMENT GROUP; POTOMAC ELECTRIC POW-
ER COMPANY; PRINCE GEORGE'S COUNTY; AND DEDI-

IN THE METES AND BOUNDS DESCRIPTION THEREOF
PREPARED BY JOHN D. ELMER AND ASSOCIATES, P.A.,
REGISTERED ENGINEERS AND SURVEYORS, AND AS SET
FORTH IN THE RESOLUTION; AND FURTHER PROVIDING
FOR THE SPECIAL TREATMENT OF PROPERTY IN THE
AREA TO BE ANNEXED AS TO RATES OF MUNICIPAL
TAXATION BY DEFERRING THE TIME PROPERTY SHALL
FIRST BECOME TAXABLE UNTIL THE FISCAL YEAR BE-
GINNING JULY 1, 1985 OR UNTIL SIX MONTHS AFTER AN-
NEXATION, WHICHEVER LAST OCCURS.

On October 9, 1984 a public hearing was held by the City Council
of Greenbelt on the above resolution, and the hearing was adver-
tised and held in all due form according to the laws of the State
of Maryland. The amendment shall become and be considered a part
of the Charter of the City of Greenbelt, Maryland, according to
the terms of the amendment, in all respects to be effective and
observed as such, upon the 29th day of November, 1984, unless
within 45 days of its passage the City Council receives a petition
for referendum in accordance with the provisions of Section 19
of Article 23A of the Annotated Code of Maryland (1987 Edition
as amended).
