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What to Cut-Projects? Money?
Council Ponders Bond Issue

The amount of the proposed municipal bond issue and
which capital improvement projects to include in the bond
referendum have the city council going in several different
directions, although they have agreed to move ahead with

the proposal.

~“The serious problems with Braden Field, resources
to adequately develop the Northway field and the perim-

eter trail are being given short shrift,”

Councilmember

Thomas White said, when the issue was discussed at the
regular city council meeting on January 28.

White said he did not think
the budget presented by the staff
at the meeting was “reflective of
the agreement the counecil had
reached at the work session. I
thought we had been talking
about a balance between bricks
and mortar and land acquisition
snd park development.”

The proposed budget as de-
veloped by eity staff included $2
million for a new police station,
the remodeling of the old police
quarters for city office use, and
additions to the public works mu-
nicipal service building. Almost
$3 million was listed for rehabi-
Litating North End School, add-
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exercise facilities to the Youth
Center, improving the outdoor
pool, building an indoor pool and
acquiring a Greenbelt museum
building. One million dollars was
slated for park developments and
land aequisition.

City Manager James Giese said
he encountered problems with the
council-proposed budgeting of $2
million for buildings, $2 million
for swimming pool building, and
$2 million for park improve-
ients-land aecquisition, because
the buildings cost more than in-
itially estimated.

“That leaves us with the choice
of staying with the $6 million or,
if we wanted to keep the park
improvements—-land acquisition to
$2 million, reducing some of oth-
er construction or increasing the
bond issue amount for park im-
provements - land acquisition,”
Mayor Gil Weidenfeld said.

Councilmember Toni Bram said,
“l was under the impression all
along that we were going to hold
the line at $5 million. Six million
was a surprise to me.” Bram be-
lieves that the outdoor swimming

pool could be combined with
something else and the rehabili-
tation of North End School
might provide the women's fa-
cilities lacking at the Youth Cen-
ter,

“I would prefer rather than
extending it, decreasing the
amount,” Bram said.

Mayor pro-tem Richard Pilski
expressed concern about the
amount of property tax increase
that would result from the bond
issue,

Before selling any bonds, the
city must obtain approval from
the voters of the City of Green-
belt. The council plans to hold.a.
rderendum this Spring on the
question,

Because council has decided to
proceed with the bond issue pro-
posal, they voted to employ the
law firm of Piper & Marbury as
bond counselors. This firm has
received favorable recommenda-
tions from the city staff and two
other governments,

Council will meet at a work
session on February 6 to further
discuss the bond issue,

Green Line Moves Ahead

The Washington Metropolitan
Area Transit Authority has
awarded a $1.3 million contract
for the design of a section of the
Metrorail Green Line in northern
Prince Georges County.

The contract includes almost
a mile of twin tube tunnels be-
ginning south of Colesville Road,
then under Queens Chapel Road
between Adelphi Road and Route
1 and contmumg on the south
side of A¥bion Road to Rhode Is-
land Avenue. The contract also
covers two fan shafts, one ven-
tilation shaft and a traction pow-
er substation.

Awarding the contract at this
time will permit the Authority to
acquire necessary real estate as
early as 1986, Completing the
design earlv will also permit ear-
ly construction.

The Green Line from Ft. Tot-
ten to Greenbelt is scheduled for
completion by 1892, Current plans
call for trains to shuttle between
Greenbelt and Ft. Totten, where
passengers may transfer to the
rest of the system, Plans call for
the Green Line to go through the
District of Columbia and into
southern Prince Georges County.
The entire Green Line is sched-
uled for operation by late 1997.

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Fire & Rescue Review

Until the period ending Janu-
ary 28, the Greenbelt V.F.D. &
R.S. responded to 94 fire-related
calls and 80 ambulance calls. Six
routine transports were com-
pleted.

On January 7 at 1:45 p.m. the
Fire Department responded to the
B&W Parkway near the N.A.S.A.
exit for a vehicle fire. Upon ar-
rival, firefighters found that be-
cause of a broken fuel line, a
small fire had started under the
hood. It was already out. At 3:30
p.m. another call was received
for the same area, Upon arrival,
the same vehicle was found fully
involved, as well as brush and
grass in the surrounding area.
Investigation revealed that the
operator of the vehicle repaired
the broken fuel line and in an
attempt to start the wvehicle,
poured gasoline into the carbure-
tor. The vehicle was totally de-
stroyed.

Offi-
cials from the E.P.A. were noti-
fied, as well as the Hazardous
Materials Team of Prince Georges
County.

On January 17 at 11 am. the
Fire Department responded to a
business on Centerway.

PURSUANT TO THE AUTHORITY OF ARTICLE 11E OF THE
ANNOTATED CODE OF MARYLAND (1957 EDITION AS
AMENDED), TITLE “CORPORATION-MUNICIPAL"”, SUB-
TITLE “HOME RULE"”, TO AMEND THE CHARTER OF THE
CITY OF GREENBELT FOUND, IN WHOLE OR IN PART, IN
THE COMPILATION OF MUNICIPAL CHARTERS OF MARY-
LAND (1983 EDITION AS AMENDED) AS PREPARED BY
THE DEPARTMENT OF LEGISLATIVE REFERENCE PURSU-
ANT TO CHAPTER 77 OF THE ACTS OF THE GENERAL AS-
SEMBLY OF MARYLAND OF 1983, BY REPEALING AND
RE-ENACTING WITH AMENDMENT SECTION 40, TITLE
“PURCHASES"”, TO PROVIDE THAT THE COUNCIL SHALL
PRESCRIBE BY ORDINANCE A COMPETITIVE BID PRO-
CEDURE AND SHALL ESTABLISH A DOLLAR AMOUNT OF
PURCHASE NOT TO EXCEED TEN THOUSAND DOLLARS
($10,000) ABOVE WHICH THE TAKING OF COMPETITIVE
BIDS SHALL BE REQUIRED SUBJECT TO EXCEPTIONS AS
MAY BE PERMITTED AND SET FORTH IN THE ORDINANCE,
SUCH EXCEPTIONS TO INCLUDE AWARDS OF PURCHASE
BASED UPON BIDS RECEIVED FROM OTHER AGENCIES,
THE PURCHASE OF SPECIAL CATEGORIES OF SUPPLIES,
MATERIALS, EQUIPMENT OF CONTRACTURAL SERVICES
FOR WHICH THE COUNCIL DETERMINES A COMPETITIVE
BID IS NOT FEASIBLE. AND THE AUTHORIZATION FOR
NEGOTIATED PURCHASE WHENEVER IT IS DETERMINED
TO BE IN THE BEST INTERESTS OF THE CITY OR AN
EMERGENCY EXISTS

The above titled Charter amendment' shall become and be consid-
ered a part of the Charter of the City of Greenbelt, Maryland,
according to the terms of the amendment, in all respects to be
effective and observed as such, upon the 26th day of February,
! 1985, unless on or before the fortieth day after passage, which
shall be the 16th day of February, 1985, there shall be presented to
the Council of the City of Greenbelt, Maryland, or mailed to it
by registered mail, a petition for referendum signed by twenty
percent or more of the persons qualified to vote in the regular
election of the City of Greenbelt, requesting that the above Char-
ter amenment be submitted on referendum to the voters of the
City of Greenbelt.

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Council Tidbits

The following matters came
before Greenbelt's city ecouncil
during its regular meeting on
January T:

— Counecil will soon be consid-
ering final enactment of the new
City Code, and several amend-
ments are already proposed. One
would revise a section of the
Code to provide that “found”
property turned over to the city
by a person who is not an em-
ployee of the city would not be-
come the property of the city.
Instead, the finder would be able
to take possession of the proper-
ty if it had not been claimed by
its owner within 90 days.

— Another section of the new
Code relating to design and con-
struction standards may also be
amended. For the most part, the
city relies on Prince Georges
County standards, but in a few
instances the city has adopted its
own standards. The proposed a-
mendment would allow council to
continue to order design and con-
struction standards and would
specify that county standards ap-
ply where the city has not adop-
ted such standards,

— Council received a request
from Joseph Whalen, Mainten-
ance Supervisor for Greenbelt
Homes, Ine. (GHI), asking for
permission to hook up to Storer
cahle TV channel A-10 to broad-
cast GHI board meetings and
other functions, City Manager
James Giese, in written com-
ments to eouncil, noted that chan-
nel A-10 is designated for city
government program control and
use. Channel A-6, not currently
hooked up for Greenbelt use, is
to be the public local access
channel. It will eventually come
