Over Pay Raise, Passes It Anyway

ager, c-0unci1 added ~e extra 
$30,000 into the new budget and 
1·ea•ppropriated f rom last year the 
original amount minus the cost 
of the engineering work. 

DuriJ}g the spring deliberations on the budget the 
Greenbelt City Council elected to raise its salary by a third 
and to pay the added cost . ($30,.000) of repairing the four 
unusable tennis courts at Braden Field for a total cost of 
$85,000. At its July 15 meeting council followed up on those 
decisions by approving a charter amendment changi'ng the 
salaries and by accepting the low bid for t he tennis courts 
- a bid again above the last estimate. 

At Monday's meeting council 
learned the l'Ow bid of two would 
be $94,00-0-n increase CYf $9,000. 
.City Manager James K. Giese, 
who had met with the firm's rep,-­
resenta'tives, recommended that 
council go ahead with the proj~ 
ect. He suggested_ that some of 
the work could be done by the 
Public Works Department, lower­
ing dollar outlay, but reminded 
council there is still a price tag 

Both decisions were arrived at 
after acrimonious debate and a 
3 to 2 vote. Both occurred late 
in the evening, !'Ong after the 
seats in the council chambers had 
emptied. Only those watching on 
ca!ble saiw and heard the tenor 
of the exchanges. 

,Council's salary had remained 
unohanged for eight years prior 
to being set at $1.500, outlined 
councHmember Tom White, then 
moved upward by $500 every oth­
er term to reach $3,000 four years 
ago. "The increment is naw 
$1,000," said White. He disagreed 
with both the increase and its 
size. "$3,000 is in line with-or 
slightly a·bove-other similar gov­
ernments or even private boards 
of directors," he said. 

Calling t he increase "unneces­
sary" and pointing out that there 
has been "no increased responsi­
bility" for council under the 
city's charter, White urged coun­
cil to reconsider the 33% increase. 

Opp'osed to rehashing a su!J..­
ject which had biten argued sev­
eral times last spring, council­
member Toni B.ram stated her 
position. This increas~ has been 
"worked over, over-reacted to, 
is just for getJting votes (in the 
coming election). I don't feel any 
guilt in introducing it . . . 
women are notoriously underpaid, 
t he five of us are under:paid." 
Claiming council deserves the in­
crease which is Just "keeping up 
with inflation," Bram continued, 
"Green:be1t has always been a 
leader." Council can "no longer 
justify" spending time on more 
discussion, "at least three mem­
bers" are ready to vote, she said. 

"It is import.ant to allow dis­
agreement to ,be voiced at each 
step of deliberations," c'Ouncil­
member Dick Pilski cautioned. "I 
think it's too much 'money. $250 
would be enough." 

Mayor. Gil Weidenfeld made two 
points in defense of the increas11. 
Bowie, a somewhat similar city, 
is paid more than Greenbelt. 
Tihere the mayor gets $5,000 and 
the council $-3,600 each, "We have 
more departments and ~re is,... 

sues here. The increase is not 
out of line," he said. The Bowie 
council ds considering an in­
<'-rease in their salaries. The 
$1,-500 salary of 20 years ago had 
:more buying :power than the 
$3,000 of today, Weidenfeld said. 
While council's salary has dou­
bled in those years, most things 
'r.ave tripled in cost. He objected 
to calling the increase 33 % be­
cause council has not received 
an increase for four years. W eid­
enfeld, Ed Putens and Bram voted 

yes, White and Pilski voted no. 
Tennis Courts 

When council first approved the 
reconstruct-ion of the four tennis 
courts on Braden Field in 1984, 
the cost was estimated at $55,000. 
Later engineering work project­

Golden Triangle Building Cap 
Lifted as Roads Are Improved

It is a case of a square deal coming full circle for the 

Golden Triangle. The Prudential Insurance Co. of America, 
lo e • f t e ol e · a , o n gai t: • p-

proval from the city council on J uly 15 to lift the cap placed 
on development of the Golden Triangle. The cap had lim­
ited •development to 450,000 square feet until the inter­
change nqw under construction at Greenbelt Road and Ken­
ilworth A venue is completed. Action later in the week, 
July 18, by the Prince Georges Planning Board, made it 
official. The change nearly doubles the amount of office 
space in the triangle's office park. 

The move will allow Pruden­
tial to plan now for tih~ total re­
maining undeveloped land. 

The agreement formalizes a 
p re v .i o u s understanding that 
wculd allaw development of 912,-
000 square feet on the Golden 
Triangle, according to David 
E·ssig, general manager of de­
velopment for Prudential. "We 
had been granted tlhe full amount 
in '81 but we were limited to 
4'50,000 square feet until road im­
provements were underway," he 
said. 

The council debated wlliether 
road improvements must be com­
p ieted before the building cap 
should be lifted. Essig pointed 
ou-t that under state law once a 
road is funded. it is considered 
completed. He wanted to go be­
fore the. county planning board 
with the city, not against them, 
he said; 

"I am pursuaded by your ar­
guments," May-or Weidenfeld said 
at the council meeting. "Get the 
best clients, the best quality you 
can get." 

The RIPProval sends Prudential 
back to tJhe drawing •board to 
devise a plan of development 
while it is still engaged in tcy­
ing to complete its original de­
velopment, two large office build­
ings. 

.. The first building is almost 
completely leased," Essig said. 
"The seeond building is empty. 
We're confident that witJhin 6 to 
12 months we can fill t he rest 
of the offices. We're looking at 

defense- related businesses tied 
to NA,SA and the support people 
trhat feed into tlhose types of in­
dustries" 

Essig said the new develop­
ment might include a ho.tel or 
restaurant besides new office 
space. "We're considering a ho­
tel. I:t would be a nice amenity 
for the project. You already have 
a Hilton and a Holiday Inn in 
the area but 4 or 5 different lay­
ers of mo.tels can go into a mar­
ket and s,tdll ,be viable," he said. 

Essig added that the additional 
development should complete the 
triangle. "Our goal is noit to sell 
to a speculative deve.loper. Our 
intent j,g to build out the site, 
and with this I think the .site 
would be pretty fully utilized." 

In approving t he new building 
space allowance, the planning 
boar d set certsin conditions, ea­
s1:mtially those requested by Uhe 
oity: the board must a·pprove all 
site plans; the CiJty of Greenbelt 
will be consulted on site plan 
review; all land grading plans 
will be referred to the soil con­
servation district; the easements 
of land for access by pedeSitrians 
and bycy'cllists will be permitted 
if overpasses for the Belrllway and 
KenilwortJh A venue are con·s truct­
ed. 

"These are ty,pical conditions 
usually .put on this sort of 
t hing," Essig said. 

That is the sha!IJe of things in 
the Golden lliangle.

Sunrise Debacle Prompts City to _Seek 
Understanding with CounlyExecutive

The Greenbelt City Council, still angry over t he coun­

ty's offer of special revenue bonds ,to facilitate the con­
struction of Sunrise Village Apartments, a luxur y apar t­
ment development next to Goddard Space Village and 
the Beltway in east Greenbelt, met in a work session on 
July 23 to try to address the issue of county-city relations. 
What they came up with was the draft of a plan for an 
understanding with county executive Parris Glendening to 
avoid such occurrences in the future. 

·For several years the city has 
tried to keep the lid on further 
deYelopment until roads adequate 
to handle t he increa.sed traffic are 
in place. ~hus Coakley & Wil­
liams, Inc., developers of the 
1\1:aryJand Trade Center proper­
ties, were asked to sign coven­
ants with tihe city in 1981 when 
they sought annexation, tying 
actual con·struction on their prop­
erty to the completion of a sup­
porting road system. 

Of major concern to council 
haF been the widening of Green­
.belt Rd., with reconstruction of 
t he Baliti.more-Washington Park­
way overp·ass and new exiit 
ramps. In the meantime plans for 
development of the Tidier and 
Smith- Ewing tracts along the 
eaist side of Hanover Parkway 
may be slowed by similar con­
straints concerning adequate pli!J..­
lic f acilities. 

'Dhus the announced plans­
coming owt of the blue-for the 
start ,of construction !ibis fall of 
a 478- apartment complex in two 
11- story highrillle towers was es,­
pecially troubling. When council 
then learned that urging by coun­
ty officials had impelled Sunrise 
d::!veloper J im McCaig to go 
a'head immediately with his plans, 
council members were more than 
troubled; they were angry. 

As a carrot to induce the de­
veloper to follow a more luxurious 
design than he might otJherwise 
undertake, the county was willing 
to issue tax exempt lndusitrial 
Development Bonds (IUBs) to 
assi!?>t in financing construction. 
Not only do city council members 
object philosoplhically to the use 
of l'DBs for such a purpose, but 
they regard the county's behiind­
the-scenes offer as a "fast track" 
to development cont rary to the 
eity's known position of coordi­
nating development with con-

struotion of public facilities . 
· (.Since Uhe dnitial proposal, the 
county has backed off from the 
offer to McCaig of IDBs unless 
t'he city approves. The city has 
so fur denied such approval.) 

At the July 23 work session, 
mayor Gil W eidenfeld sketched 
out a draf.t understanding. The 
undersitanding, in the form of a 
letter to the county executive, 
was scheduled to be taken up of~ 
ficially in a special city council 
meeting on July 31, just prior 
to an already-scheduled work 
session on another matter. In the 
meantime city manager Ji.m Giese 
will run by the terms of the 
understanding with Glendening's 
aide Fern Piret. 

In ,brief, jjhe understanding 
asks the county executive: (1 ) to 
confirm and carry out' the time 
scthedule for completion of plan­
ned road con'Struction in Green­
•be}t as set forth in a recent 
memorandum to the city ,by 
James Novak of the county's 
Public Wo1•ks rDepartment (See 
story in last issue of News Re­
view.); (2) to make county funds 
available for reconstruction of 
the Baltimore-Washington Park­
w<1y overpass if fedPral :funds 
are delayed; (3) to submit to the 
c:ty progress reports every three 
monbhs on all road construction 
time~talbles ; and ( 4 ) to offer no 
special inducements to developers 
;n east Greenbelt in the form of 
revenue bonds or ot her financial 
"fast tmck" benefits without the 
city's approval until all proposed 
road construction affecting east 
Greenbelt is completed. 

T!hroug,hout the work session 
one very interested iparty, Coak;- '. 
ley & Williams attorney Russell 
Shipley, was present. Far from 
blaming the city for their action, 
Shipley felt it would be 1helpful 
in assur ing orderly development.

ED), AS PREPARED BY THE DEPARTMENT OF L~GISLA­
TIVE RE,FERENCE PURSUANT TO OHAPTER 77 OF THE 
ACTS OF THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY O·F MARYLAND OF 
1~. BY REPEALING AN.D REENACTING WITH AMEND­
MENTS SECTION 4, TITLE "CRE,ATION; QUALIF]CATIONS; 
OOMFENSATION", TO PROVIDE THAT THE MAYOR SHALL 
RECEIVE A SALARY OF $4,400 PER ANNUM AND THAT 
THE OTHER MEM'BER-S OF COUNCIL EAiCH SHALL RE­
CEIVE A SALARY OF $4,000 PER ANNUM. 

The a:bove titled Charter amendment shall become and be consid­
ered a part oif tJhe Charter of the City oif Greenlbelt, Maryland, 
according to tihe temis of tJhe amendment. in all respects to be 
effective and observed as such, upon tJhe 7th day of Octolber, 1985, 
unless on or before the fortieth day aft.er passage, which shall 
be the 24th daiy of August, 1985, there shall be presented to the 
Councill oif the Cicy of Greenlbelt, Maryland, or mailed to ,it by 
registered mail, a petition for referendum sig-ned by twenty per­
cent or more of the persons qualified to vote in tJhe regular elec­
tion oif tJhe City of Green1belt, requesting that the above · Oharter 
amendment be S'llibmitted on referendum to the voters of the 
City of Greenbelt.
