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Location of Projected New Sidewalk 
Along Crescent Unresolved by Council

On Monday, February 9, the Greenbelt City Council 

held both a public hearing and a regular session and still 
finished business in little more than an hour. Even mov­
ing two items from the consent agenda did not delay the 
conclusion of business. 

The public hearing continued 
a hearing on January 27, which 
in turn had been a rescheduled 
meeting because of bad weather 
earlier. The subject was the pro• 
posed reconstruction ¢ Eastway, 
reconstruction of Hillside Road 
from Crescent to Northway and 
construction of a sidewalk on 
Crescent Road from Hillside to 
Gardenway. City Manager James 
Giese explained that the roads 
would be reconstructed to a 40-
foot width with concrete curbs 
l! nd gutters. Five-foot concrete 
sidewalks woulcl be prnvided on 
t hC: north side of Eastwav and 
the west side of Hillside Ro~d. In 
addition to the five-foot concrete 
sidewalk along Crcs,·ent Road. a 
;;hort sidewalk would be built 
from the corner of Gardenway 
and Crescent Road over a dirt 
path that connec ts wit h the inner 

-===~w,,,.u,way. ence would be nec-
t'~sary along-side the Gardcrt~ay 
underpass beeause the sidewalk 
will cross over the underpass. 

Only one ci t izen wa~ prest-' n t 
for the hearing. Pennr Koine:s of 
(i() Court Crescent explained that 
it was her first time to appe<1r 
btfore council. She asked council 
to consider putting the Crescent 
Road sidewalk on the inner curve. 
PrE;;ent plans call for a sidewalk 
on the outer curve , \\here the 
homes are located. However, 
Koines felt the other s ide was 
more widely used by people get­
ting into and out of cars which 
were parked on that side. She 
noted that the area was a muddy 
mess from people's walking 
there. She also suggested that it 
might be less expensive to con­
struct the sidewalk there since 
it would be shorter on the inner 
cu1•b. 

Decision Deferred 
After the public hearing was 

adjourned, the su·bject came up 
airain in the regular council ses­
sion. The staff. however, recom­
mended that the matter be de­
ferred because of the significunt 
differences between cost estimates 
and money available for the pro­
jects. Community Development 
Block Grant Funds of $173,000 
were available for the projects. 
However, the engineers have es­
timated that about S80,000 in ad­
dition would be needed to com­
plete the projects. 

The Advisory Planning Board 
has suggested that the CrescenL 
Road sidewalk be located on the 
inside of the road and that thP 
Eastway sidewalk meander away 
from the street instead of being 
adjacent to the curb. Council 
member Thomas White noted that 
the Crescent Road residents he 
had spoken with favored a side­
walk on the inside of Crescent 
because that is where the cars 
park, the residents feel there is 

more pedestrian traffic on that 
side and they are concerned about 
placing a sidewalk close to drive­
clays and yards. Giese was not 
sure about the availability of 
adequate public land and the way 
the sidewalk would be handled 
around the underpass if it were 
on the inside of the curve. Coun­
cil Member Toni Bram suggested 
that placing the sidewalk on the 
other side ought to be considered. 
Mayor Gil Weidenfeld hoped 
council would recejve more com­
ments from residents affected.

GHI HEARS CITY PLANS 
FOR STREETS, SIDEWALKS

At the regular Greenbelt Homes, Inc. board meeting 

on Thursday evening, February 12, Assistant City Manager 
Michael McLaughlin briefed board members and GHI staff 
on the next road improvement projects the city will be 
undertaking on Eastway, Crescent and Hillside. Also dis­
cussed were i'0~e individual issues l>rought up by members, 
and staff provided reports on the parking policy imple­
mentation and maintenance status. 

The roadwork to be done in the 
Eastway-Crescent-Hillside area is 
a continuation of improvements 
ain,ady carried out at the south 
end of Greenbelt bevond West­
way. McLaughlin sa·i·d that this 
work involves widening the 
~treets to a standard 40-foot 
width. which will have an impact 
or. adja,•ent res idents' yards and 
means that some shrubbery and 
trees will have to be remoYed and 
1·Pplaced. The city will meet with 
affected residents in these areas, 
according to McLaughlin. Assist-­
ant GHI manager Steve Wright 
noted that "Some of these things 
will require GHI approval, since 
they affect common areas". 

In addition to the roadwork 
which will include curbs and gut­
ters, new sidewalks are planned 
along the north side of Eastway, 
the west side of Hillside and the 
east side of Crescent Road be­
tween Eastway and Hillside. 
These would be designed to tie 
in as much as possible to, the 
internal walkway system. Mc­
Laughlin agreed with some board 
members' comments that some of 
the sidewalk project could be 
eliminated. and emphasized that 
thE city is interested in GHI's 
advice on -this work because of 
the housing cooperative's involve­
ment in the area under discus­
sion. McLaughlin noted that this 
is likely to be the last such 
work to be undertaken in GHI 
areas, because the city needs to 
improve roads in other areas such 
r.t Springhill Lake, In reply to 
questions from the hoard, Mc­
Laughlin's estimate of the total 
cost of these improvements was 
about $24C,000, of which about 
S160.000 could come from Com­
munity Development Block Grant 
funds. The sidewalks on Hillside 
and Eastway would cost about 
$15,000 and $$9,00C respectively, 
r.ot being a large part of the out­
lay. 

One particular problem that 
was brought up by GHI Manager 
Ron Colton was Crescent Road at 

the Mobil station. where "peoplE 
usually try to cros " the difficul 
(and dangerous) intersection) 
Colton said that "It would b€ 
j.!'ood to encourage people to usf 
the Ga1·denway underpass.'' ir. 
ronnection with the sidewalk net­
work. Board membet· Nancv Hut. 
chin ag-ret>d. saying "This is a 
real prnblem." and sugjl'ested 
that the city put in cross walks 
or reroute the walkway to the 
underpass. 

Board member Ray McCawley 
was of the opinion tha t the pro­
posed Crescent Road sidewalk 
should be drnpped. and moved to 
hpprove the major roadwork on 
the three streets with omission 
of that ~idewalk . Board membe1 
Chuck Hess agreed with this. 
When informed that the city 
Ptaff's sugg-ested priority list was 
for Eastway roadwork to be done 
first, then Hillside roadwork, 
Hillside sidewalk, East-way side­
walk and lastly Crescent ~ide­
walk, :\IcCawley amended his mo­
tion in that way and the motion 
passed. 

On a related matter, McLaugh­
lin noter! that since the roadwork 
has been completed in the south 
:md of Greenbelt, the issue of a 
sidewalk along the Crescent­
Ridge curve has been clari­
fied so that it is worth reconsid­
ering. Hutchins t_herefore moved 
t0 request the ci~y to complete 
the sidewalk from 7 Court Cres­
cent to the intersection of Ridge 
and Westway, along the outer 
side of the curving road. This 
motion \ qs also passed.
