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Council Agrees to Second Office 
Building Along Hanover Parkway

At its January 26 meet­

ing, the Greenbelt City 
Council approved a covenant 
change allowing con&truc­
tion of a 106,000 square foot 
office building on the Smith­
Ewing Lot 2. If the adjacent 
"outlot" of the Witt tract 
is purchased by the develo­
per and maintained as green 
space, 110,000 square feet 
will be permitted. 

As part of the covenant 
change, the developer must meet 
an adequate public ,facilities test 
for roads. The change is also 
contingent upon installation of 
adequate buffering and berming 
and city review and approval of 
site, landscape and signage 
plans. 

Lot 2 is located between the 
Commerce Center I property and 
Ora Glen Drive extended to Han­
over Parkway (see diagram). 
Commerce Center I is the red 
brick and green glass building at 
the corner of Hanover Parkway 
and Greenbelt Road. Current­
ly property covenants restrict 
development on Lot 2 to a cor­
porate-suite hotel. However, the 
owners of the property are no 
longer interested in building such 
a hotel, and no other company 
has expressed suc,h an interest. 

The Midland Companies, which 
is developing Lots 1 and 3 in 
partnership with the Rubin Com­
pany, seeks to ·purchase Lot 2 if 
the covenants are changed to 
allow construction of an office 
building. Current zoning per­
mits either the hotel or an of­
fice •building, according to City 
Planning and Development Co­
ordinator Celia Wilson. 

Richard Reed, attorney for the 
Midland Companies, said the 
company had purchased another 
two week option on the proper­
ty, hoping for council approval 
of a covenant change, but that 
his client needed a decision be­
fore risking further contract ne­
gotiations. 

The company envisions a "com­
prehensive business park" con­
sisting of the three Smith-Ew­
ing lots. The office building 
would result in more tax revenue 
for the city than the hotel, ac­
cording to Reed, with less week­
end traffic and without the "nui­
sance factor" associated with a 
hotel. 

Reed said it was unlikely that 
a hotel, other than a budget ho­
tel, would ever be built on the 
site. The land has already been 
cleared and partially graded. By 
approving the covenant change, 
Reed said the city would resolve 
the uncertainty of what would 
be 1built on the lot. 

In their previous review of the 
proposal, both council and the 
Advisory Planning Board had 
requested a reduction· in the size 
of the building. The original 
plan called for a six-story office 
building containing 128,000

square feet. Reed said that in 
order to be economically feasi­
ble, the 1building had to contain 
at least 110,000 square feet. He 
said that in consideration of the 
covenant change, the company 
would donate $40,000 to the city 
if at least 115,000 square feet 
were approved. 

Reed suggested that the funds 
could be used for open space, 
adopt-a-tree or other suitable 
funds, or towards creation of a 
ride-sharing program. However, 
he said the company would place 
no restrictions on the use of the 
funds. 

Traffic Projection 
Another major concern of the 

council was traffic. Reed said 
that the new proposal would re­
sult in an overall reduction of 
3,360 to 4,351 trips per day from 
the original plan for the three 
lots. He conceded that there 
would be more trips per day 
than with the hotel, but said that 
an office building with traffic gen­
eration comparable to that from 
the hotel would be economically 
unfeasible. 

Councilmember Thomas X. 
White objected to use of the or­
iginal plan for the calculations. 
He said that one of the reasons 
council agreed to permit a com­
mercial office building on lot 3, 
rather than town-house style 
offices, was that the change 
would reduce traffic. To' compare 
traffic counts to the original plan 
rather than to the currently ap­
proved plans is to "take back" 
the traffic reduction, he said. 
Councilmember Antoinette Bram 
asked about the impact of peak­
hour traffic. Reed did not have 
those figures, but conceded that 
the proposed development would 
generate more "Peak hour trips 
than either the i,ian at the time 

of the covenants or the hotel. He 
said that the proposed develop­
ment would be acceptable under 
the county standards. 

Reed denied that road capacity 
was the issue. He said that the 
volume of traffic throuirh the 
Greenbelt Road • Hanover Park­
way intersection will eventnallv 
reach the maximum allowed by 
county code. "It's a m<1tter of 
nroperty ril!'hts." he said. There­
fore, he said. the qui>stion be­
come~ whether the city wants 
to allocate that traffic ca-nacity to 
this 'nroject or wait till the coun­
ty allocates it to another pro­
perty. 

He said trite council risks hav­
ing- a less desir111ble devi>lonment 
on the land. since Midland's 
contract on the property would 
expire the next night. He reject­
ed the request by Councilmem­
ber Edward Putens for addition­
al information on how different 
size buildings would affect traf­
fic and buffering. Reed said 
that the company needed to 
know that night how large a 
building they would be allowed 
to build on the property. 

Mayor Gil W eidenfeld suggest­
ed that council agree to accept 
a building of 95,000 to 110,000 
square feet and require the de­
veloper to acquire the outlot of 
the Witt tract to be maintained 
as green space. The outlot is a 
triangular plot. approximately 
10,000 square feet, nortih of Ora 
Glen Drive alon1r Hanover Park­
way. City Solicitor Robert Man­
zi said a 1500 to 20C0 square 
foot building could be built on 
a site that size. City Manager 
James K. Giese suggested con­
ditioning 5,000 additional square 
feet on the developer'8 acquir­
ing the outlot.

50 Years Ago In Greenbelt

Writing in the Washington 
Star of February 27, 1938, Thom­
as R. Henry commented on the 
lack of churches in Greenbelt. 

"By the very nature of the 
enterprise, Greenbelt had to start 
life as a churchless city. It was 
not that the (federal) planners 
proposed to leave the citizens 
without the benefits and conso­
lations of religion," he comment­
ed "But this was one problem 
which the people would have to 
solve for themselves. Man's ad­
justments to man, it may be, can 
be planned. Most obviously, 
man's adjustments to the Un­
seen c~q;mot be planned," Henry 
explained. 

According to Joseph Arnold in 
his book, The New Deal in the 
Suburbs, the religious composi­
tion of Greenbelt reflected that 
of Washington, D.C. As one cri­
terion in the family selection 
process, the federal government 
determined that the new town of 
Greenbelt would be 63 percent 
Protestant, 30 percent Catholic 
and seven percent Jewish. It is 
not known whetiher there were 
any agnostics or atheists includ­
ed, but presumably there may 
have been a few. 

On a number of occasions, 
government officials met with 
the town manager, Roy Braden 
to discuss the issue. The first 
church service was held in the 
public auditorium of Center El­
ementary School (The Communi­
ty Building) on November 14, 
1937. A name was selected

Pets 
Another popular issue of the 

time was pets - to have or to 
have not. The government had 
decreed that Greenbelt would be 
a petless society - save for fish 
in bowls. The newspapers had a 
field day with such headlines as 
"New Deal Utopia Votes to Ban­
ish Fido" and "No Canine CaI>­
ers for Greenbelt." 

The city fathers commissioned 
a door-to-door poll to be taken 
by Greenbelter Harry Falls, who 
claimed that "he didn't give a 
hoot either way" on the issue. 
Every night when he got home 
from work, he knocked on resi­
dents' doors asking, "Are you 
in favor of dogs being admitbed 
to Green.be! t?" Falls is report­
ed to have said, "The antidog­
gers have swept the community 
with ... the dogs on the tail end. 
It's seven to one against them." 

This issue was to eplit the 
community for decades, with 
tearful children seen relinquish­
ing their pets to someone who 
did not live in the community or 
to families moving away. Some, 
however, continued to fight. As 
one reporter commented, 'Likfil 
the children who were warne<I 
never to put beans up their nos­
es, there is little dou:bt that cer­
tain citizens who had never be­
fore given the matter a thought 
will develop strong prejudices 
against dogs in the neighbor­
hood."

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A member of one of Green-
1belt's ,pioneer families, Dorothy 
M. Eshbaugh, died on Monday, 
February 1. She and her hus­
band, George M., moved into the 
house at 33-M Ridge that had 
been called "the President's 
house" because special ramps 
had been built so that President 
Franklin ,D, Roosevelt could in­
spect the Greenbelt homes while 
the town was still under con­
struction. In a renumscence 
transcribed by Dorothy Lauber in 
the volume of oral history, 
Looking Back, which was prepar­
ed for the city's 50th anniver­
sary, the Eshbaughs recaUed 
how they delayed the move into 
Greenbelt because the school 
was not yet built. They were 
afraid that the school, neverthe­
less, would not equal the one in 
quality that rheir daughter was 
already attending, but to their 
delight, they found that the new 
school was much the same. 

The Eshbaugh's were charter 
members of the Greenbelt food 
co-op and of the Community 
church, wher the cross on the 
tower chimes is a memorial to 
their late son, Mahlon. 

<Survivors are Mrs. Eshbaugh's 
husband and her daughter, Mar­
ilyn E. Tastet, two sisters, a 
brother, four granchlidren, and 
a great grandson. 

Funeral services were held on 
Thursday, January 4 at 11 a.m., 
with interment at Fort Lincoln 
Cemetery. 

The a<::eidenital death of James 
G. Yvorra, 35, voiunteer deputy 
fiTe chief of the Berwyn Heights 
Fire Dept .• has saddened members 
of Green/belt's "publlic safety" 
community, Mr. Yvorra, who 
was ia1so a senior instructor at 
the Md. Fire & Rescue Inst.itut.e, 
had close contac,t with many 
Greenbelt firefi,ghters and police 
officers. 

At the time of his death on Jan. 
29, Mr. Yvorra was on a "ride­
along," with a Greenbelt police 
officer. He crossed the Capita-I 
Beltway on foot to investigate an 
over,turned auto, and was struck 
by a car ,as he tried ,to return to 
the police vehicle. No charges 
were exipected to be filed. 

Mr. Yvorra (had moved to the 
aTea ,and joined the Berwyn de­
partment in 1976. He had a de­
gree in journalism, and had edi­
ted several books on firefightJng 
and written a ltraining manual on 
hazardous materials. He wlas al­
so on the edi.toria<l advisory board 
of the In.te,rnationial Association 
of Fire Chiefs.

Outlot 

Council discussed several meth­
ods of inco11porating the purch­
ase of the outlot in the covenant 
change, including requiring the 
developer to .purchase the lot, 
either through reimbursing the 
city for condemnation costs or by 
purchasing directly from the 
owner. However, Giese said he 
was not certain that condemna­
tion could be justified, and that 
the cost may lbe higher than the 
$40,000 originally offered by the 
developer. Manzi estimated the 
Iand could cost up to $80,000 
with C-0 zoning. 

Another problem was that i.f 
the developer were required to 
purchase the lot, the currenit 
owner would have tremendous 
leverage and could increase the 
price substantially. In tJhe end, 
council returned to Giese's sug­
gestion that the developer not 
be required to purehase the land, 
,but that i:f the land were ac­
quired, an additional 5,000 square 
feet could ,be built. 

Manzi supported Giese's sug­
gestion that the covenant change 
not require the developer to pur­
chase the outlot except as a 
condition for a larger buiding. 
White said he didn't like any of 
the options discussed, but that 
this would be a better deal for 
the city t:han the other options. 

Putens objected when Reed, at­
tempting to change his earlier 
proffer, offered the city $20,000 
if council would approve a 110,-
000 square foot building not con­
ditioned on purchase of the 
outlot. While recognizing that 
this was not the developer's in­
tent, he said he did not like the 
feeling of extracting s omething 
from the developers in exchange 
for council approval of their ap­
prosal. 

On a motion by Bram, council 
agreed, on a 3-1 vote with White 
opposed, to change the covenants 
to allow construction of 106,000 
square feet of space in a five­
story building. An additional 
4,000 feet will .be permitted if 
the outlot is acquired; Council­
member Joseph Isaacs was out 
of town on business. 

Weidenfeld said he supported 
the motion because the construc­
tion of a hotel on Lot 3 is un­
likely, and in time the covenants 
could be overturned by the 
courts. He said that a less desir­
able project could then be built 
on the property. Weidenfeld also 
noted that the Greenbelt East 
community did not oppose the 
change and seemed to prefer this 
project tu a hotel for the site. 

Bram said she preferred a 
commercial building rather than 
the hotel. She saw any hotel on 
the site as having the poten­
tial to become a nuisance and a 
problem for the ,police. She cal­
led the current proposal a devil 
we know, and preferred it to the 
uncertainty of what may be de­
veloped in the future if this pro­
posal were rejected. 

Putens also favored the mo­
tion, •but he warned all develop­
ers not to seek additional com­
mercial zoning along Hanover 
Parkway. 

White opposed the motion. He 
said more time was required to 
consider the developer's proffers 
and the traffic impact. He ob­
jected to the proposal's being 
compared to the origina·l propos­
al at the time of covenants, rath­
er than what had been agreed to 
since then. He suggested that 
a better deal could have been 
obtained, either with this devel­
oper or another.

we can do to turn into open 
space about 225 acres in five dif­
ferent parcels." He noted that 
all options available - legis­
lative and administrative - will 
be explored, including "any cre­
ative thinking that translates 
into land." 

Mayor W eidenfeld observed. 
"The city, county and State are 
working together to put togeth­
er a package to maximize the 
amount of land we can obtain." 

The city on December 21, 1987 
set as its goal the acquisition o.f 
"all or as much as possible" of 
the 102-acre woodland Parcel 1 
tract. 

For many years the city has 
waited for the county to deed ov­
er the 72-acre school site on 
parts of Parcels 1 and 2, the 
land between the Baltimore­
Washington Parkway and Green­
belt Homes, Inc. property (10 
acres north of Northway extend­
ed, 62 acres south). However, 
the State requires that the out­
standing bond debt be assumed 
by the city, in addition to the 
debt retroactive to the date of 
the State's original approval of 
the transfer of the land from 
the Board of Education to the 
county. Consequently, the city 
may be responsible to pay ail or 
part of the total debt of $457,-
734. 

Glendening and city officials 
hope that during the upcoming 
session, State legislation will be 
passed to forgive the bond debt. 

Other parcels mentioned at 
the January 21 meeting were 
the Shimmel property and the 
Steiner property.

What causes white spots on 

teeth? 
There are several causes of 

white spots. Among the 
most common are a high fev­
er, use of certa,in antibiotics 
during infancy, or too much 
fluoride during early child­
hood. All of these cause a 
temporary disturi>ance in the 
tooth forming process, result­
ing in irregular calcium lev­
els within the enamel. 

Although structurally sound, 
these white spots tend to be 
in highly visible areas, and 
thus create concern about ap­
pearance. Thanks to recent 
advances in the technique of 
bonding, many times these 
areas can !be covered over 
without changing the tooth in 
any way. 

Other, more serious reasons 
for white spots can be imper­
fect enamel formation or dam­
age from an injury such as a 
fall or blow to the mouth. In 
these cases your dentist must 
individually evaluate the con­
dition.
