stages leading to adoption and implementation of a master 
plan. 

"Due to the lengthiness of the 
(present) procedures, the Master 
Plan can become outdated even 
be!ore it achieves adoption," 
said County Councilman Richard 
Castaldi, sponsor of CB-68. A 
second bill on the issue, CB-67, 
is spom;ored by County Council. 
man James Herl. 

Both bills shorten various time 
frames of the Master Plan and 
SMA phases. The major differ­
ence between them is that Cas­
taldi proposes to prohibit the 
Planning Board, Zoning Hearing 
Examiner and County Council 
(sitting as District Council) from 
considering piecemeal zoning ap­
plications following the Planning 
Board's adoption of an updated 
master plan and its transmittal 
to the District Council. Herl's 
bill adheres to current proce­
dures of postponing the accept­
ance and processing of individ­
ual zoning cases (with the ex­
ception of those in the Compre­
hensive Design Zones) until the 
District Council adopts a new 
master plan, 

For example, if Castaldi's bill 
were law today, there could be 
no further zoning applications 
filed by developers in the area 
covered by the updated Langley 
Park, College Park and Green• 
belt Master Plan - recently ap-
proved by the Planning Board 
-until after the District Council 
approves and implements the 
plan through the Sectional M'ln 
Amendment process. During the 
SMA process, new maps are pre· 
pared to reflect proposed Master 
Plan changes. Upon adoption by 
the District Council, the SMA 
for a particular area becomes the 
official zoning map. 

Castaldi's bill would extend the 
postponement period of receiving 
and acting on zoning applications 
by an additional three to five 
months. This, he said, would 
''protect the integrity of a mas­
ter plan after adoption by the 
Planning Board" and while the 
District Council was considering 
the plan. "Presently," Castaldi 
explained, "both the Planning 
Board and its staff face the di­
lemma of making recommenda­
tions on various zoning applica­
tions based on old and outdatecl 

MEASLES ALERT 
Health officials in the Wash­

ington metropolitan region are 
alerting parents to protect their 
chlidren against a measles out­
break. The largest outbreak a­
mong prescltoolers since 1979 has 
been reported here, according to 
members of the Council of Gov­
ernments' Health Officers Com­
mit-tee. 

According to COG health of­
ficers, all children 15 months or 
older should receive a measles 
shot (usually given with immun­
ization for rubella and mumps). 
Sc'hool-aged children must have 
their immunizations up-to-date 
before returning to school.

He said, "There is no doubt that 
various segments of the develop­
ment community will be out in 
force to oppose both bills, but 
particularly CB-68-1989, which 
will afford greater protection to 
the integrity of the Master 
Plan."

Daltional Peace March in North Korea. In all, a group of 
200-250 marohers, 50-60 from Europe, Africa, North and 
South America, 1and the rest Korean students, traveled from 
the north .tip of North Korea (within sight of China) to 
the brick iand cement wall that outs North Korea from

South Korea. 
The marchers stopped to visit 

historical sites, and to rally with 
townspeople op their 10-day 
journey. The Peace March ob­
jectives were signing a peace 
treaty to replace the armistice 
between North and Sou•th Korea; 
withdrawal of U.S. troops and 
weapons from South Korea; and 
negotiations for the reunification 
of Korea. 

The trip was an intense multi­
cultural experience. I had two 
quick impressions. The first was 
as the plane dropped below the 
clouds, the emerald valley of Py­
ongyang, the capital city, spread 
below. The tree-shaded walks 
along the two rivers that join 
in. Pyongyang suburbs could be 
seen. Be~ond the city the rice 
paddies and corn fields fitted into 
the contours of the land, a sculp­
tured carpet right up to the 
steep fnountains that ring the 
valley, 

Here and there against a nar­
row range of foothills were clus­
ters of. homes (reminding one of 
GHI clusters) for the farm fam­
ilies. Small caref:ully terraced 
rice and maize fields were ubiqui­
tous; other e<rops marked field 
limits and were sown on slopes 
separating ,terraces. Sturdy 
plants were used as windbreaks. 
Archways over irrigation ditches 
and paths held cucumber, squash, 
and melon vines up into the sun. 
A war-ravaged land was made 
into a garden. 

The second impression was of 
an energetic, healthy and hope­
ful people. Throngs of young 
adults, children, farmers, con­
struction workers, parents hold­
ing babies, and some older citi­
zens crowded the sidewalks 
cheering, shouting and bearing 
gifts of flowers, soft drinks, and 
spring water, and greeting the 
marchers at each town we walked 
through. 

During a particularly tumult­
uous reception a small boy joined 
me. He was in a bright white 
shirt and soft red scarf such as 
all school children wear. He stuck 
beside me for a mile or more, 
then, with just the hint of a 
smile, and an abbreviated bow, 
ducked past the parade marshals 
again and ran back down the 
road. 

Korean university and college 
students, most of them multilin­
gual, were helpful to all the 
other marchers, and the inter­
action and sharing was exciting

P6 Educator and Civic Activist I-leads 
For Germany in Challenging New Job

In 1965, President Lyndon 

B. Johnson gave a special 
message to Congress which 
he called "Toward Full Edu­
cational Opportunity." In 
it, he said, "Every child 
must be encouraged to get 
as much education as he has 
the ability to take. We want 
this not only for his sake -
but for the nation's sake. 
Nothing matters more to 
the future of our country: 
not military preparedness -
for armed might is worth­
less if we lack the brain 
power to build a world of 
peace . . . freed om is fragile 
if citizens are ignorant." 

Spend merely an hour with 
Betty Moore and it becomes ob­
vious that she shares Tohnson's 
view of the importance of edu­
cation, particularly in areas 01 

political history and civic re• 
spon ibility. MooN, a reaident of 
Greenbelt for aa years and pro­
fessor at Prince Georges Cum­
munity College for 28 · of thos, 
)ears, has spent her career train­
ing students in history and gov­
ernment and showing them the 
yalue of being politically aware. 

And now her love for impart­
ing knowledge is taking he1 
overseas to teach on military 
bases in West Germanv. As he. 
Augul't departure qul~kly ap­
proaches, Moore fondly reminis­
ces on her years as a Green­
helter and the fulfillment found 
in nearly three decades of ~each 
ing. 

Teaching government and poli 
tics is not exactly what Moore. 
65, had planned to do. Sh£- rG­
ceived a Bachelor's degree from 
Bucknell University in Penn .. 
sylvania in Social Science and 
English, then went on to <'Om• 
p]ete a Master's in History. While 
teaching history at Penn State's 
Altoona campus, she had a stu­
dent who would later become her 
husband. Not wanting him to go 
to the main campus in State 
College, Pa., wi\.hout her, she 
a.p»lied for a doctorel f Pllow­
sbip. There was none available 
in history, so Moore a,~reptl!\d 
one in political science and fol­
l'>wed this man, Durrell, to State 
Colltlge. They have been married 
now for 40 years, and she hr.a 
been teaching government and 
politics for almost as long. 

Goes to Capitol Bill 
Moore took a break from 

teaching in the late 1950's and 
early 1960's to pursue a career 
on Capitol Hill. She was a con­
sultant and personal advisor to 
U.S. Senator John McClellan from 
Arkansas, and in that po~ition 
was able .to recognize the strong 
link between history and politics. 
She remembers being on the floor 
of the Senate when Medicare 
W!UI passed. 

"It was really history," she 
recalls. "The beginning of socia-1-
lzcd medicine in the United 
States." Her years on the Bill 
and first-hand experiencea in 
politic& would prove to be inval­
uable to her later teaching ca­
reer. 

Moore began teaching political 
science and history at Prince 
Georges Community College in 
1961 when classes were meeting 
at Suitland High Sc'hool The col­
le&e was on}:, three -yeari old at 

e time and had a mere 200 stu-

dent•. The campus on Largo 
Road was completed in 1966 and 
the college has since grown t;o 
31,000 students. 

Changes in Students 
1'eaching for 28 years has giv­

en Moore an opportunity to see 
ooth similarities and differences 
in students of various eras. 

"Students in the '60's were 
more activists," says Moore. As 
was the case on virtually every 
campus in the country at the 
time, her students seemed very 
interested in the political climate 
and felt they played a key role 
in shaping national decisions. But 
:Moore also remembers that manv 
students were interested in her 
classes only enough lo secure a 
passing grade and thereby avoid 
being drafted to Vietnam. 

Some of Moore's students to­
oay are keenly interested in po­
litical ideologies. But many aTe 
tnere becuuse they "hc1ve to be." 

"Why do I have to take this 
course?" is a complaint Moore 
has heard time and time a.,rain 
down through the years. 

"How many of you work?" is 
he, l'esponse. 

"What does it say on your 
paycheck?" 

And from these two question;,, 
Moore launches into teaching- her 
students about civic resporu1.' · 1. 
ny and the relationship between 
1tovernment and citizer,. Although 
many of her students do not as­
pire to a life in elected office, 
she shows them that they all 
have dealings every day with 
some form of go um nt. 

Ye! 2ome ol Moo 'a ents 
have aspired to and a1e curr n~ 
17 pursuing careers in l!tics. 
James V. Aluisi, Prince Gcorgea 
County Sheriff, was on of 
Moore':1 students and still keeps 
in touch with her. Other stu­
dents have gone oii to w rk as 
congressionai aides and serve In 

various political organizations. 
As much as these individuals 

could be considered her ·•prize" 
students, Moore views another 
group of stars as just as valu­
able. These are the senior ci~i­
Zl:!ns, the newly-inspired house­
wives, the former welfare moth­
ers. These are people who coulJ 
probably never ai'ford a11other 
college or university but have 
just as much desire to learn a.,; 
anyone else. These students are 
an inspiration to Moore as much 
as she is to them. 

Moore sees the affordability 
yet high-quality faculty as one 
of the many b,mefits of Prine:' 
Georges Community College, fol' 
one 1·eason because instructors 
are not pressured into concern­
ing themselves with research and 
tenu~e and can theref ,re devote 
more time to the students them­
selves. Throughout her career, 
Moore has been called upo,1 to 
play the roles of adviser and 
mother, encourager and friend. 

Greenbelt Connections 

Leaving Prince Georges CGm­
munity Coll ge to teach with th.P 
University of Maryland's Uni­
versity College in West Germany 
also means leaving Greenbelt, a 
place where 'Moore and ht:r hus­
band have raised a family and 
been involved in various co -n 
munity organizations. As is the 
case with all long-time resiuents 
of Greenbelt, Moore has seen 
many changes in this city. 

As a child in the late 1 )30's, 
Moor visited this planned com 
munity with her uncle who ww, 
living in Georgetown. ~be ff'unll 
it to be mudern and .l r.1ilcsto11c 
m concept, an•J layout. but 
thought it unf.,thom"ble that 
people would actually live here 
und commute into ,the c~ty · , d 
work.

20 years later she would be es­
tablishing Greenbelt as her home. 

When she moved in, there was 
no Beltway and Greenbelt Road 
was a desolate road with no; 
much more than a school and I!! 

general convenience store. Her 
lot in Lakeside was bought for 
$3,500 in 1959. The Moores 
worked with a:i architect to de­
sign the house which would be 
home to their son and daughter. 
Their children, who attenderl 
Parkdale- High School, still live 
ancl work nearby. 

Moore describes the earfy 
year o.f Greenbelt as being safe 
and secure ones. Neighbors knew 
each other well and crime was 
virtually unheard of. But she 
laments that the co1;tiaued de­
velopment, both residential an 
commercial, has resulted in more 
opportunities for crime. Moore 
also regrets that with the added 
growth came mvre m.:>bilit:v a: .. 
less contact with fell,,w Greer• 
belters. The atmosphere of com­
munity became disrupted as peo­
ple started commuting further 
and cnildren did not always at­
tend the neighborhood I\Chools. 

Yet Moore has pridr, in Green­
belt's past and hope for its fu­
ture. Greenbelt has always been 
very much an activist commun­
ity, says Moore, and it continues 
to be. A large percentage of 
its residents seem to be involve·! 
in soille sort of community ser 
vice. Moore herself ba11 been ac­
tive in the Lakeside Association 
and was the first cha.r of the 
elections board in the 1970's. Her 
husband is still very in •olved in 
the local Boy Scouts. 

Much of the Moore's new ad­
venture remains unknown. Tht!y 
will not find hoJsing until they 
get there, and Moo::e is not yet 
sur-e which part of th,, country 
she will be teaching in.

JOE'S TIPS OF THE WEEK 

Hello Again : 

When you bring your vehicle into a repair facility, and the 
technicians explain to you that they placed your vehicle's engine 
on a diagnostic analyzer or o:.cilloscc,,;,e, t l:':s means voltage readings 

were observed and a comparison can be made on all cylinders. 
This procedure can pinpoint a weak cylinder or a shorted spark 
plug or an ignition cable that has slight resistance. With all the 
latest emission control devices, it becomes a very good idea to scope 
the engine to eliminate any guess work and diagnosing can be 
done very easily. 

A common problem is that ignition cables, otherwise called 
spark plug wires, become brittle from engine heat, or they may 
become soaked with engine oil and no longer carry the voltage 
from the ignition coil and distributor to the spark plugs. thus de­
veloping poor engine drivability. 

Sometimes you don't need an oscilloscope to pick up on this 
kind of failure. A simple visual inspection can spot deterioration 
of &park plug wires instantly. Anojjher simple way to determine 
another type of voltage loss can be done at night. With very little 
light, start your engine and open the hood. Any leaking voltage 
can be seen very easily and indicates a wire failure.
