Conservation Plans Are Discussed 
By the GHI Woodlands Committee 

GUI Election Invalidated

Formal notice of the disqualification of a member of 
•the Audit Committee, Craig Tooley, was received by the 
Greenbelt Homes, Inc. (GHI) Board of Directors at its 
September 12 meeting. Vice President Ray Mccawley 
chaired the meeting. Susan Walker, chairperson of the 
Nominations and Elections (N&E) Committee, presented a 
formal report detailing the events leading to the disqualifi­
cation of Tooley. After the recent election it was discovered 
that Tooley was not a member of GHI and therefore his 
el~tion was invalid and a vacancy has been created. The 
Audit Committee is required to fill that vacancy. The N&E 
Committee also recommended to the board that, in order 
to prevent a reoccurrence, the Audit Committee draft ap. 
propria,te bylaw changes and devise a procedures manual.

The campaign by Robert 

Rashkin and other members 
of Greenbelt Homes, Inc. 
(GHI) to scuttle the current 
Forest Management Conser­
vation Agreement on GHI's 
82.5 acre tree fa.rm and re­
place it with an environmen­
tal easement took a surpris­
ing turn last Tuesday even­
ing at a meeting of the GHI 
Woodland Committee. A f ea­
tured speaker, Nick Williams 
of the Maryland Environ­
mental Trust (MET), made 
i-t clear that although the en­
vironmen,tal easement was in 
perpetuity, it was otherwise 
ex;tremely flex-ible if no de­
velopment was involved. It 
is so flexible that the GHI 
membership can have an en­
vironmental easement run 
concurrently with the pre­
sent forest management 
plan. 

There wen two other speak­
ers at the meeting. Lester De­
Coster explained the Tree Farm 
system of the American Forest 
Council. Steve Stadelman, Pro­
ject Forester for the Maryland 
Department of Natural Re­
sou?1Ces, described the Forest 
Conservation Management Plan 
now in place on GHl's 82.5 acre 
tree farm. 

The Woodlands Committee 
was formed by the GHI board of 
director.s in response to a peti­
tion presented by Rashkin and 
nine other GHI members at the 
annual memberSlhip meeting in 
May. The petition, which would 
have terminated the present for­
es-t management pl'an, would 
place an easement on the land 
specifying that the forest would 
be le:ft in its natural state except 
near homes adjoining the forest. 
The Environmental Easement 

An environmental easement, 
also known as a conservation 
easement, would be granted by 
the MET, a State sponsored 
program. The goal of this pro­
gra,m is to help preserve farm­
land, forestland and ather kinds 
of rural land. Williams said there 
soon will be 40,000 acres of )and 
under easement. 

The easement is in perpetuity. 
There is no other term of years 
availahle. Ii GHI members do­
nate an easement on their for- · 
estland, it is only the develop­
ment rights they are donating. 
'11he easement i.s transfera,ble to 
a new owner sihould the forest 
be sold. 

Williams said that for the first 
15 years of the easement there 
would be n-0 property taxes to 
pay. After thait the land would 
be taxalble at the Maryland agri­
cultural rate. Answers to ques­
tioIIIS about future agricultural 
tax rates were inconclusive. 

In answer to a question by 

Bill Phelan, committee member 
and city horticulturist, Willidms 
said tbat the deed could provide 
for a number of things, including 
a maintenance shed and a shel­
ter for hikers. In answer to 
committee memlber Carole Lev­
in's question about amendments 
to the e'asement, Williams said 
that was no problem as long as 
no development rights were in­
volved. 

The question was raised about 
the possi-bility of including the 
mini-parks along the inner walk­
ways in historic Greenbelt as 
part of the easement. Williams 
felt there might be some prob­
lems, but . it migiht be worth a 
try.

As to the initial cost of an 
environmental easement, Wil­
liams said that GHI would have 
to pay the cost of a lawyer to 
draw up a deed and the cost of 
a l'and survey. GHI probably 
would have to bear the cost of 
an appraisal of the forest.

Currently GHI's forest is un­

ON HISTORIC REGISTER 

,Prill'Ce Georges County Exec­
utive Parris Glendening has been 
notified by the Maryland Histor­
ical Trust that the Baltimore­
Washington Parkway is now a 
part of the National Register of 
Historic Places. 

In selecting the Parkway for 
this distinction, the National 
Park Service noted that, "The 
Baltimore-Washington Parkway 
is eligible for its exceptional hiil­
toric and landscape architectuul 
significance. Designed and built 
as part of the Federal govern­
ment's planned parkway system 
for Washington, D.C., the Bal.i­
more-Washington Parkway has 
served as the northern ceremon­
ial entryway into the nation's 
capital and has played an impor­
tant role in the history of trans­
portation in the State of Mary­
land. ·Planned in the 1920s and 
built between 1942-1954 during 
the last period of parkway con­
struction, the Baltimore-Wash­
ington Parkway exemplifies the 
aesthetic . and transiportation de­
sign principles of this important 
phase of American transporta­
tion history."

While under the plan, property 
taxes are at an agricultural rate.

Tree Farm has some serious 
problems from a professional 
forester's point of view. These 
problems and recommendations 
are spelled out in a document 
entitled "Forest Resource Con­
servation Plan," dated December 
12, 1990. 

Stadelman said that for the 
most part the forest was an 
even-age stand, that is, most

trees have an age difference of 
no more than 10 or 20 years. The 
large number of oaks in the for­
est are subject to gypsy moth 
attack. Even-age stands tend to 
be crowded, which in times of 
drought causes trees to die. The 
plan calls for selective thinning 
and patch cutting to encourage 
new growth atta:ctive to wild­
life. Under questioning from 
R•ashkin, Rodney Roberts and 
others, Stadelman was quick to 
say that the current plan could 
be amended to suit the wishes 
of GHI members. In fact, in a 
later telephone interview, Stadel­
man said, in effect, that if mem­
bers wished, no logs, posts or 
any wood need ever enter com­
merce from GHl's tree farm. 

Stadelman said the buildup of 
leaves, tree limbs and other 
trash discarded by GHI members 
in the forest is a serious fire 
hazard. The management sched­
ule shows "fuel reduction" ac­
tivities every year for the next 
several years . 

Erosion control is scheduled 
for this year. Waterbars are 
recommended on paths where 
erosion is present. Gullies also 
should receive anti-erosion ef­
forts. 

Stadelman suggested that dan­
gerous tree limbs over:hanging 
the trails should be removed. 
Joe Whalen, GHI's .forest super­
visor, remarked that GHI is lia­
ble for damage if anyone is in­
jured. He pointed out that if a 
forest management plan were ' n 
effect, the courts would take this 
into consideration should GHI 
be sued. 

Eli Crupain asked, "Why not 
let nature take its course with 
no forest management?" DeCo&­
ter replied that for a selected 
area, it might make a good edu­
cational project.
