As reported in last week's Greenbelt News Review, 

this week marks the fiftieth anniversary of the occupancy 
of the Greenbelt Homes frame homes-originally known as 
the Defense Homes. On December 18, 1941, Edward Fowler 
of 'the Navy Department was officially welcomed by Mayor 
Allen Morrison, Oi-ty Manager Roy Braden ,and others as 
the first oceupant of a defense home. On that date, eight 
other families moved •into these new homes, as well. Shortly, 
the first 152 of these homes, located in the vicinity of South­
way and Ridge, would be occupied:

fense homes, which outnumbered 
the original 885 homes in the 
model planned community, radi­
cally altered the character of 
the little community. 

Greenbelt Chosen 
Constructipn was begun after 

the Farm Security Administra­
tion had approved using Green­
belt the previous February to 
locate the new homes. Greenbelt 
was chosen to save money, be­
cause the federal governnuen·t 
already owned the land and ade­
quate utilities were in place. The 
homes were built by the Federal 
Works Administration under the 
authorization of the Lanham 
Act, a $150 million Congression­
al bill. This was one of 43 de­
velopments nation-wide provid­
ing ·housing and related services 
for people in defense activities. 
The homes were considered to be 
temporary housing to be re­
moved after the war time crisis. 

Plain Design 
The design of the defense 

homes was very plain. Unlike 
the original planned community 
no garages were provided, there 
were no pedestrian underpasses 
and no inner walkways. The 
homes were of framed construc­
tion with sidings of asbestos 
shingles and "rubberoid" roof-

steam distributed from central­
ized heating plants. 

However, Sally Meredith in 
her "Our Neighbors" column of 
the Greenbelt Cooperator de­
scribed the new homes as "quite 
attractive inside." Although dif­
fering from the original homes 
in some respects, she found them 
to be laid out in much the same 
way. ''The one I saw had two 
bedrooms, living-room, kitchen, 
and bathroom, There is a very 
large closet-re.ally as large as 
the kitchen-opening in the liv­
ing-room, probably for coat.'!, 
etc. The floors are hardwood 
throughout, except for the bath­
room and kitchen, which ap­
peared to be a sort of inlaid 
linoleum." 

-These "temporary" homes still 
remain in far better condition 
than many other homes built as 
permanent housing since that 
time. 

During the early 1980s, Green­
belt Homes, Inc., the housing 
cooperative that purchased the 
defense homes from the federal 
government, undertook extensive 
rehabilitation, which included 
new independent heating sys­

. terns, extensive insulation, new 
windows, n~ vinyl siding and 
upgraded electrical wiring. 

Popular 
First made available to mili­

tary and defense workers, the 
homes became popular residences 
for ex-GI's after the war. Many 
veterans lived here while at­
tending the University of Mary­
land under the G.I. Bill. Offer­
ing some of the lowest cost hous­
ing available in the Washington 
suburbs, the defense homes are 
popular residences for young 
families and singles and older 
persons living on pensions.

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Give a Cheer! 
This week the staff of the Greenbelt News Review joins 

the voices of our nation in celebration of the 200th anniver­
sary of the Bill of Rights - the first 10 Amendments to our 
Constitution. Of particular interest to us is the first amend­
ment. 

Congress shall make no law respecting an 
establishment, of religion, or prohibiting the 
free exercise thereof; or abridging the freedom 
of speech, or of the press; or ti'lte right of the 
people peaceably to assemble, and to petition 
the government for a redress of grievances. 

We reflect with pride on our own contribut'ion to this 
distinguished history. As purveyors of information abou't 
our community to our readers, we recall the quotation from 
a letter by Thomas Jefferson on the issue of the importance 
of a free press " ... were it left to me to decide whether we 
should have a government without newspapers or news­
papers without a government, I should not hesitate to 
prefer the latter." 

In our 54 years of publishing this weekly newspaper, 
we have placed a high priority on providing fair and accur­
ate accounts of the activities of our city government and 
other institutions, as well as creating a forum for free ex­
change of ideas in our letters-to-the-editor columns. We like. 
to believe that the newspaper has contributed in a positive 
way toward an informed public and CJ,,Uality governance in 
Greenbelt. 

In 1966, however, our im·olvement w•ith the First 
Amendment was more direct. At that time, an angry 
developer, who outraged many citizens while negotiating 
with the city council for support of his development plans, 
sued the Greenbelt News Review and its pres'ident, the late 
Alfred M. Skolnik, for libel. The suit, if successful would 
have destroyed the paper. Skolnik, who saw the 1issue 
clearly, responded with courage, vigor and perseverance .. He 
was one of a very few who have had to meet a senous 
challenge to a basic freedom that people usually take for 
granted in this country. Strongly supported by the com­
munity's Freedom of the Press Committee during a four­
year legal struggle, the newspaper and Skolnik were vindi­
cated when the United States Supreme Court, in a unani­
mous decision, ruled in favor of the paper. 

Justice Potter Stewart, who wrote the court's opinion, 
agreed that the News Review was "performing its wholly 
legitimate function as a community newspaper when it 
published full reports of these public debates in its news 
columns." To hold otherwise, the high court said, "would 
subvert the most fundamental meaning of a free press." 

This newSJ:aper owes iits very existence to the First 
Amendment. However, we do not stand alone-not even 
in Greenbelt. Because of the First Amendment, Rodney 
Roberts was able to choose not to go along with a plan 
unanimously adopted by the City Council to Hmit the loca­
tion of election signs. Last January, a number of Greenbelt 
residents could come forward to speak against a very popu­
lar war against Iraq without fear of reprisal, thanks to 
this important part of the Bill of Rights. And, in spite of 
our personal dislike and abhorrence, a former member of 
the Ku Klux Klan and Nazi sympathizer will have the right 
to run for President of the United States in Maryland. 

It is unlikely that any other event will have so much 
influence on the conduct of the world as those 10 brief 
paragraphs adopted two hundred years ago. Let us all give 
a cheer of recognition.

About Christmas Fires 

Maryland State Fire Marshal 
Rocco J. Gabriele is once again 
reminding Marylanders to use 
caution and good common sense 
during the upcoming holiday 
season. The State Fire Marshal, 
in conjunction with local fire 
prevention officials, is asking 
citizens to practice fire safety 
during the holidays, to prevent 
potential problems that could 
lead to serious fires, injuries or 
deaths. 

The following tips are issued 
by the State Fire Marshal re­
garding holiday fire safety: 

Christmas Trees - Select a 
Christmas Tree that is not dry, 
and is not shedding its need­
les. 

-"Live" cut Christmas trees 
should be placed in water imme­
diately after they are brought 
indoors. and should be checked 
daily for dryness. 

-Christmas trees should not 
be placed near furnar.e air vents, 
electric baseboard heaters, or any 
other heating source such as a 
woodstove or portable space 
heater. 

•Holiday Lights and Decora­
tions-

-Use only Underwriters Lab­
oratory (U.L.) or Factory Mu­
tual (F:M.) labeled lighting on 
trees or in the homes. 

-Christmas lights and decora­
tive lighting sets should be ex­
·amined for cracks or deteriorat­
ed conditions before being used. 
-If a home is to be unoccu­

pied for any length of time, the 
Christmas tree lights, and dec­
orative lighting throughout the 
home should be turned-off. 

Commercia-J and Institutional 
Fire Safety Provisions-

-The Office of the State Fire 
Marshal will not allow "live" or 
''fresh-cut" trees in these facili­
ties. Only trees in a "balled" 
condition with roots protected by 
an earthen balI or artificial trees 
will be permitted in these build­
ings and occupancies. 

The Fire Marshal warns that 
commercially available fire re­
tardal!'t treatments are not ap­
propriate nor very effective for 
Christmas trees or other Christ­
mas decorations such as wreaths 
and garlands.
